port: The feeding value of the
coctton burr less than that ol
prairiec hay, but somewhat more
than the feed value of cotton seed
hulls, apparently about 25 per cent
greater

These burrs can be loaded and
hauled to your local feed mill in
your home town and the grindinz
will nct cost more than 25 cents
per hundred pounds and one will

have a better feed for $4 per ton
than cotton seed hulls costing
about 810 per ton

The cotton burrs thus utilized
will aid the local feed mill and
