Prompt cooling to 50 degrees Fah-
renheit is absolutely essential for pro-
ducing milk of low bacteria count,
warns . C. Button, professor of dairy-
ing at the New Jersey College of Agri-
culture in New Brunswick.

The quickest and therefore best way
of cooling milk is to run it over a
surface cooler, On such a cooler the
milk passes over the outside surface
in a thin layer. Cold water is circu-

lated through the insice and thus
chills the milk. By this means the
temperature of the milk an  be

brought within two or three degrees
of the temperaiare of the water., I«e

After milk has been cooled by a sur-
face cooler it can be held at 50 de-
grees [Fahrenheit by placing in the vat
two to two and a half pounds of ice
for every gallon of milk. Lf the milk
is not pre-cooled before being placed
in the vat, four pounds or more of ice
are nectedtocool each gallon of milk.

Various Roots Are Good
Feed for the Dairy Cow

Roots of all kinds are good feed for
dairy cows. Beets are especially val-
uable, for they not only supply nu-
trients 'n a good form, but they do not
in any way affect the quality of milk.
Rutabagas and turnips do affect the
quality of milk, and especially if fed
just before milking. If they are fed
after milking, it is difficult to discern
any flavor in the milk, but butter made
from it will, upon standing a few
weeks or months, develop an objec-
tionable flavor. This has led sowme
creameries producing high-quality but-
ter to request their patrons not te
feed turnips or frutabagas.

Value of Crops.
and Live Stock

Weighted Prices Have Bean
‘Used in Estimating Worth
of Product.

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agriculture.)

The combined value of crop and live
stock production in the United States
last year was $12,404,000,000, which
wus  $566,000,000 more than in 1923
when the total value was $12,348,000,-
000, according to estimates by the
United States Department of Agricul-
ture.

The higher figures for last year are
due to the increased value of crops
over the preceding year, inasmuch as
the value of live stock production
shows a decline,

Crop production had a farm value
of $11,404,000,000 compared with $10,-
401,000,000 in 1923, but of this value
some  $4,051,000,000 worth of crops
were fed to iive stock whereas in
1923 the value of crops fed to live
stock was $4,286,000,000,

Live stock and live stock produets
are given a farm value of $5,951,000,-
000 compared with $6,253,000,000 the
preceding year, nearly all animal pro-
ducts having decreased in value,

Weighted prices have been used in
estimating the value of nearly every
crop und animal product, so that the
figures are more nearly representative
of the prices that farmers received
than in previous years when the fig-
ures were based _mostly on December
1 prices. The department points out
also that the gross value of either
crops or animal products last year
was exceeded only in the years 1917
to 1920 inclusive.

The value of the cereal crops in
1024 was $5,220,000,000 or 458 per
cent of the total of all erops, as com-
pared with $4,138,000,000 in 1923 or
30.8 per cent of the value of all crops
in that year. Every cereual crop in-
creased in value last year,

The value of the corn crop last year
Is placed at $2,800,000,000 as compared
with $743,000,000 and oats $799,000,000
compared with $554,000,000.

The cotton crop, including lint and
seed, is valued at $1,701,000,000 last
year compared with $1,657,000,000 in
1923, This increased value was due
to larger production inasmuch as the
nverage price per pound of cotton
lint was lower than for the preceding
year,

Hay and forage crops are given a
value of 81,733,000 000 compared with
$1,619,000,000 in 1923; the fruit erops
$626,000,000 compared with £642,000.-
000; vegetables $£1.018.000,000 com-
pared with $1,169,000.000,

Nearly all animal produets declined
in value as compared v h 1923; the
value of dairy products bheing $2.586.-
000,000 against $2.652.000,000 the pre-
ceding year; animals raised $2.267.000,-
000 compared with £2.410,000 000, and
poultry products  $994,000,000 com-
pared with $1,038,000,000.

“For the home gardener
to get the most profitable returns from
his efforts, therefore, he must make
these conditions favorable and he cer-
tainly should not allow weeds to tuke
charge,

Average Cost of Pi,;' at
Weaning Time Wiil Vary

Records kept by Pennsylvania farm-
ers show that during the past three
vears the average cost of a pig at
weaning thime has varied from $4.00
to $5.75. Twelve Lancaster county
(Pennsylvania) farmers kept cost of
production records for 43 sows in co-
operation with the extension depart-
ment of the Pennsylvania State rol-
lege. The sows averaged slightly.
more than nine pigs each in farrow-
ing and raised slightly under seven
each, (‘osts the fall pigs were
lichter than on spring-farrowed pigs.
For the three of 1921, 1922
and 1923, the costs on fall pigs were
$4.43, $4.06 end $4.57. Tor the spring
aeasons of 1922 and 1923 the costs
were $5.00 and $5.75 per pig.

Plan for Docking Lambs

Adventages of Vegetables
for Family Neads and
Likes Are Many.

{Prepared by the United States Department
of Agricuiture.)

Closely associuted in our_minds with
the vitamins they supply are the
vegetables .hat can be grown in al-
most any home garden—spinach, cab-
bage, lettuce, carrots, string beans,
peas, rutabagas, tomatoes, all the
leafy vegetablies known as “greens,”
and many others, We ulso obtain
necessary minerals from these vegeta-
bles—iron, calcium, phosphorus—and
depend on them for bulk, or *“rough-

age.” But our first thought is apt to
be—vegetables for vitamins!

Advantages of Vitamins.

The udvantages of growing vitamins
Mm our gardens are many and obvious,
To hegin with, there is the matter of
freshiness. No matter how near the
market may be to the howme, it Is
usually a long way from the farmer
who produced the vegetubles. Garden
products that huve been carried over
a dusty road, and perhaps exposed for
hours before they were sold, cannot
be compared in desirability of flavor
or condition with those just off the
vine or out of the earth. The vitamin
content of vegetables is also dependent
to some extent upon freshness.

Again, when the vegetables are ac-
tually at hand In the garden, waiting
to be gathered, the chances are that
they will be used oftener, and in
larger quantities, than when some one
has to go to a store to get them. The
price often influences the quantity
bought when the housekeeper goes to
market, but when she steps into her
garden she is apt to bring in as much
as she believes her family will con-
sume,

The convenience of having a garden
frequently leads to a beneficial change
in thes proportions of the family diet.
Vegetables are served more abundant-
ly because they are availuble, and they
satisfy the craving for bulk, lessening
the desire for other foods which may
lack the necessary vitamins, Almost
automatically the gurden tends to in-
crease the use of vegetables,

The garden must, of course, be care-
fully planned so that it will yield an
adequate supply of the kinds of vege-
tables the femily likes and needs,
both for table use and for canning or
storing. If some sort of record is
kept from one year to the next to
show the quantity of each vegetable
grown and the use made of it, a gar
den budget can be eventually worked
out.,

Fruits Are Important.

Fresh fruits are also important
gources of vitamins, and shouid he
considered in  connection with the

garden plan. Many orchard fruits and
berries grow well in all sections of the
country, and others are best suited to
cemain localities. While the citrus
fruits—orunges, lemons, grapefruit—
among the best sources of vitu-
Tomatoes are comparahle with
as sources of vitamins.

| Choice of Tractor

~ Depends on Neéds
—_—

Several Suggestions Made
to Use as a Guide.

Before buying a tractor most farm-
ers want to know what kind will meet
the need of their farms. Because of
frequent requests _from farmers for
help in this matter the engineering
staff at the New Jersey State College
of Agriculture, New Brunswick, has
drawn up a group of suggestions which
muy be used us a guide to prospective
buyers

1. Choose from the ranks of those
which huave been tried by years of use,
from the wunufacturer who hus a local
representative with a stock of repair
puarts near at hand.

2. A reasonuble amount of service
should go with a wachine of this type.
See if your agent is in the habit of
following up his sales to see that he
has sutisfied enstomers,

3. A belt pulley coutrolled by a frie-
tion cluteh is usually desired. Study
the size and location of this pulley,

4. A wechanlcal governor is very
desirable for belt work,

5. At the preseut price of gasoline
it Is economical to huve a tractor that
will operate successfully on kerosene
at any load.

6. An air cleaner Is essential to
long life of the engine if used in dusty
tields.

7. A magneto with an Impulse
sturter provides as nearly as possible
sure ignition and ease und sufely in
cranking.

8. It is very important to see that
the tractor hiteh and hnplement hitch
ure suited to each other in height and
luteral adjustment,

9. Most working parts should be In-
closed, and run in oil.

10. A tractor pulling a two-bottom
plow would sunit most New Jersey
farms on which a tractor can be profit-
ably used. Some might need a three-
bottom outfit. Only a few would re
quire a larger one,

“Tlushing” Recommended
for the Breeding Ewes

Preparation for breeding is the be-
ginning of the direct work for the
harvest of lambs hoped for-the next

spring, The period of gestation in
sheep is 147 to 150 days. The mating,
therefore, should begin practically

five months bhefore the first lambs are
wanted. The ewes should be gaining
in condition at the time of mating.
Such a condition will cause more of
the ewes to come in heat quickly and
to settle at the first muating, as well
larger nwmber of twin lambs.
Changing the ewes to especiually good
pasture or giving a little extra feed
beginning ten days before the breeding

Rape on Sour Soils

When land is too sour to grow
clover or alfalfa, one of the best for-
age crops for hogs that can he grown
is rape. While rape will grow on poor
sour soils, it will not grow as much
forage as it will on geod sweet rich
land; but it will most likely pay to
grow some* of it for hogs., It would
probably make more growth If veu
would plow the land first, and they
work it down well with a disk before
sowing the rape.

Clover Improves Soil

Sweet clover is a very good crop to
improve the land. That is, where
sweet clover grows well. It will not do
well on acid or sour soil unless the
soil is limed. Detter crops of grain
or corn can he expected after a good
crop of sweet clover, It is not difficult
to get rid of sweet clover. Buckwheat
is a good crop to plow under to im-
prove the soil, but not nearly so good
as sweet clover because It is not o
legume.

Pears Gaining in Favor

Pears are now -a year-around fruit
in the market and _growing slowly In
favor as a fresh fruit while their pop-
ularty as a canned fruit for use in
varions desserts is increasing steadily.
The pear has an interesting history as

The housekeeper has to look into the
various ways of buying available to
her and apply to purchasing each kind
of food the most satisfuctory
for that food. Quantity orders are
usually successful for staples and
cacned goods: club buying is a good
way to get reductions on both staples
and perishabies; while it is sometimes
better to pay the higher cost of a frac-
tional measure of some perishahle
food in order to have just the right
amount fresh, than to buy at a lower
rate a larger quantity than one ean
use.

No good food should he wastex] after
it once enters the kitchen. The high
cost of the table is sometimes trace-

able to the full garbage pail. Tt is
more economical to serve small,
though adequate portions, and permit
second helpings to the hungry ones,

thar to heap up the plates, only to
have uneaten food thrown awayv. If
the housekeeper prepares the fewest
possible foods necessary for each meal,
and she can find out just what these
foods should he if she sends to the
United States Department of Agricul-
ture for Farmers' Bulletin 1313, Good
Proportions in the Diet, she will find
that the family Is more apt to eat up
everything she has set hefore them
than if she has a greater variety in
order to cater to everyhody's likes and
dislikes. When the food comes to the
table It should look appetizing, It
takes very little time and no extra ex-
pense to garnish a platter, cover up
the hot vegetables to keep them warm,
or remove skin, surplus fat and gristie
from meat.

All food materials can be made pal-
atable by good seasoning, The taste of
a food is no guide to its value in the
diet, but a pleasing flavor aids in get-
ting the properly selected day's foods
eaten by everybody in the famlly.
Good food materials may be wasted
because of poor preparation. Scorched
waste, and with
proper care it is easily prevented.

The only kind of left-overs a good
manager has are those planned in ad-
vance for a definite purpase, and pre-
pared at one cooking to save fuel. For
example, a roast of meat is naturally
depended on in part for cold cooked

meat for luncheon or some other meal.
