History of Hico Cemetery Compiled

Just one mile east of Hlco. on 
Highway 6, Is the Hico Cemetery. 
Us main entrance is on the south 
but the original entrance at the 
north-east corner is still marked 
by the beautiful old ornate gate, 
too narrow (or present uae, be­
cause it waa designed during the 
days of horae-drawn hearses and 
buggies.

The trustees of the Hico Ceme­
tery corporated in 1886 chose Dr. 
Daniel Pingrer os president, O. R. 
Morrison os secretary, and R. Y. 
Cox os treasurer. In 1887 they 
adopted their by-laws. In order to 
pay the expense of purchoalng, 
estahltshlng and Improving the 
cemetery grounds, the trustees of­
fered for sale lota at prices to be 
made known a* the time and the 
place of sale. The secretary and 

^the treasurer were vested with 
I full power to convey and manage 
all deeds, et cetara.

I On January I, 1887, 8100.00 was 
'paid to C. Garrett and his artfe, 
,U M. Garrett for fiva ocroa of 
lland. and on September IS, 1904, 
8180.00 sraa paid to Mrs. Betti* B. 

|Cox, wklew ef R  Y. Cox, for 18

acres of land. Then on September 
20, 1933, a plat ot land 113 feet 
by 512 feet was acquired from the 
W. F. Connally estate 

On February 19. 1938. a meeting 
of the lot holders and stockhold­
ers of the Cemetery Association 
was called for the purpose of oh- 
talning an extension of Its char­
ter, whose period of 50 years was 
up. Present at this meeting were 
the following officers Dr Charles 
M. Hall, J. C. Rodgers. E  H Ran- 
dals Sr., W E Petty, and R. F. 
Wiseman. Mrs. t.,. N. Lane rep­
resented the Ladies’ Auxiliary of 
the Cemetery Association at this 
meeting. The by-laws and consti­
tution of the old organisation were 
re-adopted under the new charter, 
which was extended for another 
period of 50 years.

Securities listed in 1936 were 
bonds at 87.334..57. At this time C. 
E. lieaer was employed as sexton 
for 885.00 a month 

On May 29. 1940, with L. N. 
Lane oa mayor of Hlco, and Dr. 
C. M. Hall os president of the 
Cemetery Association, a W PA 
projoct was socured for conotruc- 
tlng the rock fence on Uis aouth 
aide of the cemetery. D. M. Wood­

ard of Comanche was paid 8125.00 
a month to supervise this work.

The present investments consist 
of legacies made by good citizens 
of the community and by the sale 
of lots; legacies which are placed 
In the permanent fund The prin­
cipal may not be used for main­
tenance purposes; only the Inter­
est from this principal may he 

Jused The permanent fund is In- 
! vested in United States govem- 
jment bonds.

Its 
only oourc* o f rvvonue coastsU of 
Interest on Inreetoienta ot the

Cemetery Association and on con­
tributions from lot owners and 
others inetersted In the upkec|» 
of the entire cemetery.

In the spring of 1965, Mrs. V. 
H. Jenkins, with the assistance o f 
about twenty women, made a com­
plete cemetery survey.

Some of the oldest graves found 
were Winnie (Corrigan. Oct. 1883; 
Willie Fuller Morrison. 1886. and 
Ada Belle Shaffer, 1880.

There were approximately 2,600 
graves; the names and dates were 
recorded from all that had mark­
ers.

According to De Gordon. Coun­
ty Agent, accidental poisoning can 
he prevented if theae four keys to 
pesticide safety are fallowed

1. LABC l- Read everythmg on 
the label and follow Instructiona 
to the Last word. Use common 
sense to bridge the gap between 
what ia written on the label and 
the actual chemical application

2. USE. Chemical users should 
thoroughly plan their application 
programs. Use the correct chemi­
cal at the right time for the job 
to be done Use the appropriate 
respirator when required. Wear 
the preecrtbed type of clothing or 
akin covering as noted on the la­
bel or on special instructiona 
Keep children away from mixing, 
dusting, or spraying arena

S STORAGE Agricultural che­
micala should be stored In a cabi­
net. room, or building that can 
be clearly marked and locked, and 
where there la no chance of con­
tact with human food or livestock 
feeds. Keep chemicals in their ori­
ginal containers - never in pop
