Special Seas low Rejected
Oovernor Connally has rejected 

requests fur a special legislative 
session to deal with rising car in­
surance rates in Texas.

State Keprasentativea Carl A. 
E*arker and J. D. Weldon, both of 
Fort Arthur, requested such a ses­
sion to investigate the rste in­
creases averaging 13 4 percent 
which were authoriied by the 
State Board of Insurance to take 
effiH.'t August 1.

Connally said he doubts any 
practical benefits would be gained 
from a special session at this 
time, although he shares cancel n 
over the increases. The governor 
made three principal points.

• Texas’ liability rates alter the 
August increases will be lower 
than those of 34 states and the 
District of Columbia.

• Two recent legislative Inquiries 
already have been conducted on 
rate-making methods and have de­
termined no fault with the Insur­
ance Boards' formulae which are 
available for public scrutiny.

• The Legislature is willing to 
give "littie support”  to stronger 
laws to curb rising auto accidents 
which hear directly on Insurance 
rates.
