The McDurmitt family came to 
Hamilton County in 1885. They left 
Ferris, In Ellis County, headed for 
Hamilton to join friends who hud 
settled near Fairy. which was 
known as Martin's Clap thi-n.

On their way to Hamilton Coun­
ty In a cover.-d wagon, they cross­
ed the Brazos River at Kimble 
Bond, only crossing on the river 
for mile*. The time of year was 
September The water low and Mr. 
McDurmitt remembers wading the 
small stream behind the wagon. 
When the river was full, traffic 
used a ferry boat.

After leaving Fairy the family 
went to Pecan Creek and visited 
a family by the name of Acre* 
The McDurmItU lived there In a 
dug-out on the W ill Doggett place 
for three months. In 1885 they 
moved down Pecan Creek to Snow 
Mill, later called Pultite. In 1866 
they moved to a larger home 
where two slaters.

Mr. McDurmitt gave the follow­
ing biographical sketch:

"In 1890 we moved to a small 
tract of land known os the Bag­
gett I-and My father settled this 
and that wa* the beginning of our 
home life and where my sister, 
Jimmie, was born.

j little boy my five sister* and I 
were reared on the DcDurman 
Ranch four miles €a*t of Hamil­
ton. I well remember when we 
would be In the back yard and 
our mother would call out, ‘Come 
to the house.

C. Powell of the Rock House com­
munity Mr*. T. B Cooper and 
Mr* Pet Curry followed the first 
two as teacher* I managed latei 
to get a pony and saddle and at­
tended school at Hamilton The 
next year I made a trade with the 
Ed Secrest family I  did chore* 
for my board and room. The next 
year I  made a trade with the Col­
lier family."
