Additional furals for grading, 
structures and surfacing of FM 
3048 from FM 219 in Carlton west 
to Comanche County line for a dis­
tance of approximately 2.3 miles.

T7»e work authorized for this 
county is part of 949 3 miles of 
Texas Farm and Ranch to Mar­
ket Roads earmarked for devel­
opment In the new program.

The program lists 228 projects In 
106 counties. Estimated cost is $24 6 
million

New mileage Included in the pro­
gram totals 823 miles Other mile­
age was previously designated or 
is being constructed In stages.

The additional mileage brings de­
signated Farm and Ranch to Mar­
ket Roada in Texas to 38.7 thou­
sand miles. This U greater than 
the entire state-maintained high­
way milaage of many other alates.

Cost of construction of FM roads 
has almost doubled in the last IS 
years due to increased traffic and 
the necessity for designing facili­
ties to accommodate heavier ve­
hicles.

Average maintenance costs have 
climbed more than 80 percent in 
the same period.
