Any home sttmge situation can 
be improved by folluwmg a few 
simple rules. Storage space, of 
ctNirse, goes further than the at­
tic, the baacaieni. and the back hall 
closet. It also means all those 
places whera things are put when 
they are not in immediate use

Rule one m to place items when 
they are moat used For example, 
m cooking, mending, or stamp col­
lecting. it makes sense to put the 
needed materials in the most con­
venient location.

The second rule is to store ar-1 
tides together which are used at 
the same time. For example, wnt- 
ing supplies should all be in one 
place—not a typewnter ui one i 
room, paper la another, and pen- I 
cilt hidden away in yet another ' 
place. In a ralatively large work 
area such as the kitchen, which 
has several separate activity cen- 
ters. some supplies such as salt ; 
and meaaurtag spoorn m i^ t be 
duplicated to gave steps.

Take a look at your storage 
patterns. When you unpack your 
grocenea, do you put all the can­
ned and packaged goods together m , 
one cupboard, or do you consider 
where they will be used first? In 
preparing nee, maccaroni and oat­

meal. boiling water I* needed Do 
you store these things near your 
range or are they some distance 
away?

Arrange frequently used items 
to that they are easy to reach and 
put back. Store items at a con­
venient height, one row deep and 
unstacked, if possible. Packaged 
goods should be arranged so that 
labels are clearly visible Heavy 
items may be lifted more easily 
If they are stored at, or slightly 
below, elbow height.
