Newspaper readers throughout 
Texas are now seeing long columns 
of type about important issues, as 
Secretary of State John Hill has 
begun advertising six proposed con­
stitutional amendments to be vot­
ed on November 11. Fourteen addi­
tional amendments will be on the 
1968 ballot

Amendments to be voted on this 
year will appear on the ballot in 
this order;

• No I, House Joint Resolution 
3. to permit counties to put all 
Ux money in a single general fund 
rather than dividing income In spe­
cified amounts among separate 
funds for ear-marked purposes as 
is now required

• No 2. HJR 37, allowing dtiea 
and other governmental units with­
in hospilal d stricts to levy taxes 
for participation in mental health 
and mental retardation community 
centers

• No. 3. HJR 17, reviving the 
veterans land program and author­
izing a total of $400 000.000 in bonds 
to finance continued purchase of 
farm and ranchland by veterans, 
including those who have served 
in .Southeast Asia during present 
hostilities.

• No 4. HJR 6. authorizing 
counties to pay medical, doctor and 
iKMpital bills of county law enforce­
ment officers Injured In line of 
duty

• No. 5. HJR 12. authorizing a 
$76.000 000 state revenue bond isi- 
fue for the development of state 
parks and recreational areas. Bonds 
are expected to be financed by a 
small admission fee.

• Nn 6. HJR 27. permitting 
state officen and employees to 
hold non-elective positions under 
the state or US. governments 
where there la no conflict of In­
terest and nrhere the state might 
benefit.

Tbat's all for '17.
Tap interest In these amendmenU

doubtless will center on the park 
bond proposal and the veterans 
land amendment

Hospital mental health and men­
tal retardation groups will empba- 
size the Importanc" of Amendment 
No. 2 to the new community cen- 

j ter approach of treating mental 
I patients close to home.

Calling the 1967 election for Vet­
eran's Day and a Saturday, un­
doubtedly was to assure a large 
turiKKit for the land fund amend­
ment A substantial campaign to 
urge its passage already is taking 
form

Gov. John Connally is the prin­
cipal backer of the parks bond is­
sue. Last December he unveiled a 
lO-year plan for acquiring and de­
veloping 150.960 acres for recrea­
tion and historical sites. This would 
more than triple present state 
park acreage and open a variety 
of new facilities for outdoor rec­
reation

Only opposition to the amend­
ment to date has been on the $1 
a car park entry fee. initially pro- 

j posed by Connally to finance the 
i vast program, and scattered com- 

plaints that facilities Included in 
the governor's master plan do not 
adequately serve some areas of 
the state.

He Is expected to spearhead an 
Intensive fall campaign—auppoiled 

. by parks, recreational and outdoor 
groups—to put over the bond is­
sue.

The veterans land ameitdment 
svould add another $200,000,000 to 
state bonds previously authorized 
and through vrhich 35.300 veterans 
have purchased firm and ranch 
properties at low interaat rates 
spread over a 40-year pay period

This amendment would raise the 
. amount which could be borrowed 
* under (he program from $7,900 to 
{tIOjOOO The program was Initiated 
I In 1049. Additional bonds ware ap- 
, proved by voters in 1001 and HOC

Amendments to enlarge the bond 
authorization were rejected at elec­
tions in 1963 and 1965 Opposition 
came mainly from Dallas and Hous­
ton.

Proponents emphasize that, while 
thousands of veterans have bene- 
fitted from the program it has 
cost the state no money’ and ac­
tually has turned a profit of $2,500- 
000 a year while prosiding an ex­
panded land market

Opposition has adopted the argu­
ment that it it not the function 
of the state gos-ernment to engage 
In the loan business and that vete­
rans have had plenty of time to 
participate. Some also contend that 
cheap money invites purcha.ses of 
land not needed and which will not 
be put to productisre use

Amendment No. 2 specifies that 
the legislature, in providing for 
creation of hospital districts, does 
not have to require that the dist­
ricts assume full responsibility 
for community mental health and 
retardation centers and services It 
would permit cities and counties 
to levy taxes and issue bonds for 
such services. Subdivisions within 
existing districts would be author­
ized to do so unless statutes creat­
ing the districts expressly prohibit

An attorney general's opinion held 
that the constitution does not al­
low political subdivisions within 
the boundary of a hospital district 
to levy taxes for medical and hos­
pital service. Under that ruling, 
cities and counties located In such 
districts tvere restricted from par­
ticipating in estiVilishment of com­
munity health centers Therefore, 
only hospital districts could estab­
lish such centers, a key part of 
the mental health program.

Amendments No. 3. 4 and 5 are 
■elf explanatory and appareAly 
non-controversial.

Amendment No. 0 is aimed pri­
marily at permitting educators, who 
■re paid from state funds, to aerve 
on f ^ r a l  ndvisoiy bonrda.
