| January Floods Reveal

Strength of Red Cross

Aid Given 1,062,000 Persons
Through Set-Up
by Agency

The elasticity and scope of Red Cross
disaster work is shown in a recent re
port on Red Cross relief measures dur-
ing the unpa-alleled Ohio-Mississippi
Valley flood of this year.

At the height 0! the emergency Red
Cross relief offices were established in
182 inundated counties and in 146 coun:
ties where refugees were cared for, the
report stated. Eight regional bead
quarters offices controlled the 328 coun
ty offices, and vere in turn supervised
by the National Red Cros in Washing:
ton, D. C.

A statistical summary of persons
aided by the organization indicates
that the floods constituted the greatest
peace-time emeigency ever faced by
the nation. The Red Cross gave some
form of assistance tc 1,062,000 men, wo-
men and childien From January to
August hundred: of trained workers
Lelped by thousands of volunteers ad
ministered to the suflerers.

A Red Cross rescue Gieet of 5400
boats was orgaized. according to the
report.  Bm hospitals estab
lished totaled 300 and 3600 uurses were
assigned to flood duty. In more than
1000 refugee centers the victims of
the flood were sheltered, clothed and
ted. Through the Red Cross medical
health program and the work of public
health agencies sickness was kept to
normal for the time of year in ll
inundated areas.

Because of its disaster experience
the Red Cross was directed by the
President of the (nited States, who is
also president of the Red Cross, to co
ordinate the effor: of all federal flood
relief groups. Government and Red
Cross officials met daily at the Red
Cross headquarters building in Wash
ington to plan reliel measures and pre
vent duplication of effoit

“We were fortunate in having
years of disaster reilef experience
call upon in meeting the emergency.
Admiral Gary T n, chairman of
the Red Cross, said

It was found tnat 97,000 families
composed of 436,000 persons had to
have their resources supplemented or
an entirely new start providec by the
Red Cross, the report stated. Red Cross
emergency and rehabilitation assist
ance was as follows: rescue, trans
portation and shelter for 62,000 tam
ilies; food, clothing and other mainte
nance for 193,000 tamilies: building and
repair for 27,000 families; househole
goods for 90,000 families; medical
nursing and sanitation Lelp tor 15,000
tamilies; agriculturai rehabilttation for
10.000 families; other occupational aid
for 3,000 families and other types of
relief for 4,000 tamilies.

“Credit for this largest peace-time
rellet operation in the history of the
nation must go to the American peopl
who contributea a Red Cross relic
tund of more than $25,000,000.” Admirs
Grayson sald.

During the yea: the Red Cross gav:
ald to the victims of 105 other dis
asters in 36 states, Alaska and the
District of Columbia. The Red Cross
financed the majority of these relief
operations from money contributed
through memberships during the an
nual Roll Call last November, since it s
only in case of large scale disasters
that a national drive for relief funds i=
made.

This year the Roll Call Is from No
vember 11th to the 25th. The Red Cross
seeks a greater membership to meet
its disaster reliei and other service
obligations during 1938

Last year Red Cross Chapters gave
vital help to 120,000 needy families.

Strength of Red Cross

Aid Given 1,062,000 Persons
Through Set-Up
by Agency

The elasticity and scope of Red Cro®s
disaster work is shown in a recent re-
port on Red Cros: relief measures dur-
ing -the unpa-alleled Ohio-Mississippi
Valley flood of this year.

At the helght o) the emergency Red
Cross relief offices were established in
182 tuundated counties and in 146 coun-
ties where refugees were cared for, the
report stated. Eight regional head
quarters offices controlled the 328 coun
ty offices, and were in turn supervised
by the National Red Cross in Washing-
ton, D. C.

A statistical summary of persons
aided by the organization indicates
that the floods constituted the greatest
peace-time emeigency ever faced by
the nation. The Red Cross gave some
form of assistance tc 1,062,000 men, wo-
men and childien From January to
August hundred: of trained workers
Lelped by thousands of volunteers ad-
ministered to the sufferers.

A Red Cross rescue Ueet of 5400
boats was orguuized. according to the
report. Emergeucy hospitals estab
lished totaled 300 and 3600 nurses were
assigned to flood duty. In more than
1,000 refugee centers the victims of
the tlood were sheltered, clothed and
fed. Through the Red Cross medical
health program and the work of publie
health agencies sickness was kept to
normal for the time of year in Al
inundated areas.

Because of its disaster experience
the Red Cross was directed by the
President of the United States, who is
also president of the Red Cross, to co
ordinate the effor: ot all federal flood
relief groups. Government and Red
Cross officials met daily at the Red
Cross headquarters building in Wash
ington to plan reliel measures and pre
vent duplication of effoit

“We were fortunate in having 66
years of disaster reilet experience to
call upon in meeting the emergency,”
Admiral Gary T. Grayson, chairman of
the Red Cross, said

It was found that 97,000 families
composed of 436,000 persons had to
have their resources supplemented or
an entirely new start provideu by the
Red Cross, the report stated. Red Cross
emergency and rehabilitation assist
ance was as follows: rescue, trans
portation and shelter tor 62,000 tam
ilies; food, clothing and other mainte
nance for 193,000 families: building and
repair for 27,000 families; householu
goods for 90,00u families; medical
nursing and sanitation Lelp tor 15,000
tamilies; agricultural rehabilitation for
10,000 tamilies; other occupational aid
for 3,000 familiez and other types of
relief for 4,000 families.

“Credit for this largest peace-time
relief operation in the history of the
nation must go to the American peopl
who contributea a Red Cross relic
tund of more than $25,000.000.” Admira
Grayson said.

During the yea: the Red Cross gav
aid to the victims of 105 other dis
asters in 36 states, Alaska and the
District of Columbia. The Red Cross
financed the majority of these reliet
operations from money contributed
through memberships during the amn
nual Roll Call last November, since it is
only in case of large scale disasters
that a national drive for relief funds i=
made.

This year the Roll Call is from No
vember 11th to the 25th. The Red Cross
seeks a greater membership to meet
its disaster relies and other service
obligations during 1938

Last year Red Cross Chapters gave
vital help to 120,000 needy families.

Probably not one cotton grower in a
hundred or more would ever invest
in one of them when they finally be-
come perfected; but some of the ma-
chines will be purchased for custom
use and will be hired by small growers.

Whether these picking machines of |sfs

the corn and cotton variety will turn
out to be profitable devices remains
yet to be seen. Many years ago the
threshing machine put hundreds of
cradle-wielders out of work. The mod-
ern wheat combine cut the harvesting
crew from around 20 laborers down
to about five. The country survived the
invention and labor elimination. Whe-
ther these new mecahical pickers will
create a still greater army of unem-
ployed for the taxpeyers of the coun-
try to take care of remains to be seen.

“TQUCH-ME-NOT”
s

EFFECTIVENESS DECLARED PERFECT

‘That Bailey county keeps abreast ur‘
the trend of medern times, is again in- |
dicated in the fact that the electric
fence has invaded this political sub-
division, one having been installed by
W. B. McAdams a short time ago on |
his farm about a mile northwest of
Muleshoe. He has about six acres pas-
ture fenced with a double wire, elec-
tricaly charged, which holds livestock

. Swithin the prescribed bounds as effi-

clently as if the fence was made of
barbed wire strands reaching 10 feet
high, He says it didn’t take his hogs
and _cattle very long to learn the|
“touch-me-not” system and to stay|
away from it. Several other farmers |
are said to be contemplating purchase |
of electrical fences of similar type

It has been several years now since
farmers first began experimenti
with the touch-me-not fence, and,
some instan it cost them several
head , because their home-
made mechanisms for furni ng the

electrical current were improper. They
didn’t understand the system of getting
the current turned on and off so as

to keep the animals from “freezing” to
the fence when-they came contact
with it, the current beir
enough to frequently kill the animal
Instances are on also where
humans have met near death {rom the
same cause.

After electric engineers got to work-
ing on the idea, a very simple system
was worked out and has been in very
satisfactory service now for some years
past. Ordinary 110 volt current is used;
but it must have a very low amperage
for desired results; and there must be
that off-and-on-feature to the current.
Some systems operate from storage bat-
teries.

Electric fences are especially desir-
able for temporary pastures, to pro-
tect hay or feed stacks, fencing lanes,
etc, only smooth wire is used and it
doesn't take long to string it. If the
current amperage is kept low, it is
sald there is absolutely no danger what
ever from an electric fence.

McAdams says it is interesting to
watch hogs and cattle graze right up
to the wiré; ‘bui they never touch it.

He declares it is an absolute cure for
breechy stock and the best tamer in
the world for a viscious gentleman cow.
Sheep are about the hardest to tame,
their wool tending to insulate them
from the stinging effect of the current.
Western farmers who have tried this
kind of fence declare it cuts down the
nuisance from coyotes and other wild
an! 1s who seek to get inside of pas-
tures and destroy domestic stock. Ani-
mals, it i§ said, learn so thoroughly
the stinging effect of electric fences,
that cften the owner may turn the
current cff for several hours or several
days at a time without their ever at-
tempting to cross the wires into forbid-
den bounds.

“Each year during the past 11, more
than 440,000 rurul school children have
been found to have physical defects
Each year 189,000 of these children
were helped through treatment.”

At the presen. time there are 666
Red Cross public health nurses en
gaged in health work In rural com
munities, and last year more than
1,000,000 visits were made on behalf of
the sick

“It has been our purpose from the
firs| Mr. Fleser emphasized, “to
demonstrate that rural nursing was
needed and could be organized. In many
instances we have turned established
community nursing services over to lo
cal health authorities. When this wa:
done, we turned our effort toward open
Ing up additional virgin territory.”

Other Red Cross services supportec
by Roll Call mamberships are life sav
ing; first aid; disaster relief and the
work of organized Red Cross volun
teers.
