Residents to Take Flu Vaccine

will reach the States early this year.

Dr. Dayton said that at present
time, there is no vaccine for the
new type flu, but the Health De-

| partment has said the vaccine will

be available later, The new
type flu has been isolated and sev-
eral pharmaceutical companies are
in process of developing a vaccine.

In the meantime, Dr. Dayton said
that those persons more susceptible
o the flu, elderly people 45 and
older, and any person who has
a chronic illness history should be
vaccinated with avallable flu shots,
and then should receive a booster
shot of the new vaccine when it
becomes available. The local doctor
said Hico Clinic personnel were
recommending one flu shot now,
and another in eight weeks.

Dr. Dayton said that none of the
vaccine would be 100 percent effec.
tive, and that 20 to 40 percent of
the people may take the flu even
though they have received the shots.
