Rev. E. E. Dawson 
Succumbs Monday

le

Funeral services for Rev. Ed­
ward Eugene Dawson were held a t' 
3 p.m. Wednesday at the First 
Baptist Church in Bellmead. Dr. 
M. L. Rhodes officiated, with 
graveside services and bunnl at 
Hico Cemetery later in the after­
noon.

Rev. Dawson, 88, passed away 
Mumdoy. afternoon, July 7, at the 
Regia*retirement residenci* in Wa­
co. He was bom January 12, 1881 
in Ellis County, ton of Martin J. 
and Laura Hampton Dawaon. He 
was a member of Hico Baptist 
Church.

He was married to Nora Myrtle 
Hoooer, who preceded him in death 
Dec. 31, 1»4.

Rev. Dawson went to Waco in 
1M5, after retinng in IMt from 
n career as an evangelist and pas­
tor that began in 1916.

He served Baptist churches in 
Merkel. Tulia. Coleman, Kingss'ille, 
Del Rio, Balmorhea, Fort Davis, 
Valentine, Hico. Ooldthwaite and 
Paint Roc* during his long career.

In addition, he was editor of the 
Western Evangelical Newspaper, 
and from 1928 until 1932 did evan­
gelistic work. He also served as a 
trustee at Howard Payne College. 
Brownwood, and Wayland College. 
Plainview.

From 1955 until he moved to 
Waco. Bro Dawson wrote a week­
ly column for the News Review, 
entitled “ It Happened—Here or 
Near." and gained a large reader- 
ship of the feature.

Bro Dawson if survived by two 
sons, G. S. Dawson of Waco and 
Joe W Dawson of Palm Springs.
