Offered Here IVWch 31

Rubella, commonly calh'd "three 
day" or "German" monsl.-s. is de­
stined to join the almost ubscure 
ranks of such infamous diseases 
as smallpox and polio. The death 
sentence was handed down on ru­
bella with the licensing U an at­
tenuate live virus vaccina on June 
9. 1969. It is now up to parents of 
children ages one through ten years 
to carry out this sentence by hav­
ing their children immunized 
against rubella.

An immunization program will 
be earned out in Hico on Tuesday, 
March 31 at the local school fur 
children in this area. Innoculatuxis 
will be given from 10 a.m. until 
noon.

The program is being sponsored 
locally by Hico Civic Club in co­
operation with the State Health De­
partment and City Hi*alth Officer 
Dr. B. C. Dayton.

Also, since many 
childhood diseases look and act 
like rubela. it is impossible to know 
for sure that a child has had the 
disease without a special blond 
test.

Dr. Da\ion has recommended 
that all children age one through 
ten years he given the vaccine ev­
en though it is believed that a child 
has already had the disease
