filing a written request with your
draft board within 30 days after the
Form 110 was mailed to you.

Q - My classification is now
I-A, and | want to appeal, | want
to see the government appeal agent,
but | work at night, I'd like his
phone number and address so |
can get In touch with him, What
should 1 do?

A - See, write or phone the
executive secretary of your draft
board and request an interview with
the government appeal agent.
