QUESTION: I am 62 years old 
now but plan to continue working 
indefinitely. My wife, who will be 
65 the la.st part of September, haa 
never worked on social security 
Jobs. Can she get Mediiaiie when 
she's 65?

ANSWER: She can get the sup­
plementary medical doctor bill In­
surance part of Medicare by filing 
an application. She should do this 
before the month she is 65 to get 
full protection beginning with the 
month she is 65. She cannot be 
eligible tor the hospital part of 
Medicare until you apply for, and 
establiah your eligibility to monthly 
social security benefits. You don’t 
have to retire to do this. Many 
men in this same situation have 
filed their claim to give hospital 
insurance protection to the wife. 
In this situation, we would with­
hold your cash monthly benefits, 
and your wife's but she wxmld then 
have full Medicare protection.

Iron Chlorosis has bee:. s>iwing 
up in UwT.s. iirnamentals and fruit 
trees this year. Symptoms ate gen­
erally a y-M'rOwing of the green 
f iliag*' due to failure of the chloro 
phy’l to develop normally

The chiofoaii occurs in suscep­
tible plants iwhere and when iron 
is mit available to th>*m. This lack 
of iron may be due to a defic.ency 
or to the iron being unavailable 
because of alkaline rondit.ons In 
either case, iron supplied hy ferrous 
sulfate Of iron chelates will be bene­
ficial

Ferrous sulfate can be app‘ -xl 
as a foliar spray at the rate of two 
tea'poYfts per gallon of water plus 
a spreader-sticker A teaspoon of 
household detergent can be u-sed as 
the spreader-sticker The spray 
should be applied In the late after­
noon to avoid leaf bum and should 
be repeated In about 10 daya If 
\ell<Twing persists

The Iron sulfite can also be ap­
plied to the soil as a fertilirer Ap- 
plv to trees and shrubs in holes 
made In a circle Just inside the 
spread of the branches A fiv>e-toot 
tall shrug requires about a fourth 
of a pound A tree should have 
three-fourths of a pound for each 
inch of trunk diameter In the case 
of highly calcwreous soil, foliar 
spray is more effective than soil 
appiicatKMis
