. New Bank Pretident

Re-organization of the First 
National Bank of Hico was an­
nounced luesday after sale of 
a subsUntial block of stock 
owned by Mrs. Odis Petsick, 
president of the bank the past 
five years, to Floyd Clifton of 
Roswell, New Mexico, Ransom 
Callaway and Jack Beeson of 
Spur, and E. D. Brownlee of 
Brownwood

The business transaction was 
effective Wednesday morning.

Clifton was named to head 
the institution, which passed 
its 81st anniversary July 11, at 
a called meeting of sUx:khold- 
ers. Clifton, Beeson and Brown­
lee were elected directors, with 
Beeson named Chairman of the 
Board. Ellis Randals and J. B. 
Woodard will continue as mem­
bers of the board, and Mrs.

Petsick, Otha Petsick of Gates- 
vllle and Edgar Bulloth retir­
ed as directors. Bulloch also 
resigned his posts as vice presi­
dent and cashier, and plans to 
devote full time to other busi­
ness interests.

All employees will remain 
the tame.

The new bank president is 
a native of West Texas, and 
has had extensive banking ex­
perience at Rotan, Hamlin and 
Roswell. He was president of 
F 1  M National Bank at Ham­
lin for ten years, and has been 
executive vice president of 
First National Bank in Ros­
well for the past year and a 
half.

Mr. Clifton and his wife, 
Beverly, have four sons Rady, 
a student at North Texas State

University, Bob, student at 
Texas Ted), and twiiu Guy and 
Gary, 17. They are members 
of the Baptist Church.

Mr. Clifton. 47, served in the 
Air Force during World War 
II, and attended Sul Ross State 
College, Alpine, before enter­
ing the banking business at Ro 
tan.

Mr. Gallaway and Mr. Beeson 
are both associated with Se­
curity State Bank at Spur, and 
Brownlee, formerly erf DeLeon, 
is a director in Southwest State 
Bank of Brownwood. Beeson is 
also Chairman of the Board of 
the Strawn. Texas bank.

Mr. Clifton expressed his de­
sire to have his family move 
to Hico as soon as housing is 
available, and said that he in­
tended to take an active inter­

est in community actlvitiea, and ' 
work for the betterment of 
Hico and this area. .

In a statement Wednesday 
morning, Mrs. Petsick said “It 
is with deep regret that I am 
ending my long associatiOB 
with the bank, but I am ooiv 
fklent the best interests of tha ' 
Hico territory will be promot­
ed by the bank’s new highly  ̂
competent leadership with r*- 
suiting growth and progress."

Mrs. Petsick will continue to 
operate her insurance business.

Assets of the bank have risaa 
steadily since Mrs. Petsick took 
over the presidency after tha 
death of her husband In INS, 
sUnding at an all-time high of 
$4,495,905 at the end of tha 
first half of this year.

Very few, if any, residents | 
can remember a time when the 
celebration was cancelled due to 
inclement weather, but last Wed­
nesday afternoon, many of the huge 
crowd of people who gathered here 
for opening ceremonies of the 85th 
festivity had visions of the affair 
perhaps being washed out.

The rains, which started during 
the preceding weekend, continued 
right up to and past the 7 p.m. 
parade time, and it appeared as if 
much effort might go down the 
drain due to the heavy precipita­
tion. Rut at 7:30, the clouds light­
ened. the crowd increased, and the 
parade was unreeled in traditional 
fashion.

Preceding the parade, ten local 
men who had served 20 or more 
years in the Armed Forces were 
honored and presented plaques by 
the City o» Hico for their role in 
upholding the basic beliefs of the 
U.S. The parade carried a theme. 
"Protectors of America’s Promise," 
in honor of the ten dedicate>J mili­
tary men, who spent a combined 
total of more than 240 years of 
active duty in the military.
