Fall brings many things, and one 
of these is heavy infestation of lice 
on cattle. Hamilton County farmers 
and rancher* should not wait until 
their cattle are heavily infested 
before spraying

Treating cattle for lice now is 
effective because of mild weather, 
shorter hair on cattle and smaller 
lice population The low population 
found now is the source of this 
winter's population.

Louse control should not be put 
off until cattle are infested. By 
winter the cattle have suffered 
greatly, and a heavy population of 
lice is more difficult to control than 
a light one.

The key po-nt in effective lice 
control Is to rnake thorough appli­
cations.
