-old blue hole”  of Hooey Creek. 
There was a cotton gin operated 
by John Barbee, a blacksmith 
shop, and a atore of general mer­
chandise owned by John R. Alford, 
who was a im  the first postmaster. 
All the businesM s necessary for a 
small thriving town of the lH5#‘s 
were there.

DkI you knovi that there was 
also a cemelers There was. And 
it is stilt there not maav hundred 
yards east of the road in a grove 
of beautiful tree- There the pio­
neer citizens of Old Hico buriod 
their dead. Owe can still see mc-re 
than a hundred graves c f ages of 
small children to aged men and
wcxnen.

Some o f th.* graves are still 
marked with bt-auliful doncs, in- 
clia-lng turn that bear Mawinic em­
blems. A lar greater number no 
longer have stom-s at the head and 
foot No cfoubt these wore once 
designated by simple fieldstunes.
which are no laoger in evidence.
However the depressions rema n in 
mule testimony of the pcNgnant 
grief and sorrow of rhose families 
who loved and lost.

There must havr been an effort 
to grow flowers anJ perhaps or­
namental alirubs rhe old fashion­
ed irisea fflagai still bloum every 
spring. Scxne of the trees have 
died and need to be removed 
akxig with a hit of underbrush.
The graves need to be refilled, and 
some kind of simple marker shcMid I 
be placed cxi each one.
