ERADICATE SCRUBS
TO IMPROVE HERDS

i{Prepared by the United States Department
of Agriculture.)

“Scrub-bull eradication campaigns”
are rapidly gaining the favor of enter-
prising county agents as a means of
improving the cattle of their counties,
says the United States Department of
Agriculture. Fifteen dairy bulls of
quality were added recently to the
bovine population of Hopkins county,
Ky. Prior tp the campalign in this
county two committeemen from each
community made a survey of their
school district to determine the num-
ber of bulls, cows, and heifers on the
farms, what breed they were, and
whether scrub or pure bred. The sur-
vey covered 850 farms and showed
a dairy cattle population of 1,924 ma-
ture grade cows, 0536 grade heifers,
101 mature pure-bred cows, and 31
pure-bred heifers; also that more than
80 per cent of the farm herds were
being bred to scrub or grade bulls,
and only about 19 per cent to pure-
bred bulls.

For the organization meeting the
Hopkins county farm bureau arranged
a banquet for the community commit-
teeman and business men. One hun-
dred and fourteen attended. An ex-
ecutive committee of five men was se-
lected. During the week of the cam-
paign 30 meetings were held in all
sections of the county with a total at-
tendance of 1,632, averaging about fif-
ty-four persons at each meeting. The
bulls were selected by the purchasing
committee in Christian and Todd coun-
ties, Ky., and brought to a local ga-
rage for exhibition and sale during
the campaign. Fifteen bulls were sold
by the end of the week. The major-
ity of the bulls purchased were from
dams with advanced registry records.

The stimulating influence for better
bulls never ends with the close of the
campaign week. In Buncombe coun-
ty, N. C.,, where a similar campaign
was conducted early last fall, at which
time 12 bulls were placed during the
week of the campaign, the county
agent reports a total of 29 bulls be-
ing placed, 17 after the close of the
campaign.

A campaign was also held in Ches-
ter county, S. C., where 16 bulls were
placed during the week. The county
agent reports that he has several more
prospects for pure-bred bulls, also that
a number of communities have pledged
themselves to eliminate the scrub bull

Some Mineral Mixtures
*xe Good for Porkers

Some of ase simple mixtures
are good for swiné, Equal parts
by weight of ground limestofe .
salt; equal parts of wood
and salt. These supply calcium, but
no appreciable amounts of phos-
phorus. Equal parts of ground lime-
stone, salt and either bone meal
or ground rock phosphate. This fur-
nishes both calcium and phosphorus.
Nine parts of either bone meal or
ground rock phosphate and one part
tankage for flavoring. These mixtures
also furnish both calcium and phos-
phorus.

The most necessary elements which
are furnished by all mineral mixtures
are calcium, phosphates and chlorine,
All of the above simple mixtures sup-
ply these elements.

Experimental data shows that hogs
which have access to good, succulent
pasture are benefited to a very slight
degree by mineral mixtures. Also,
bogs which are fed upon a ration of
corn and tankage respond very little
to mineral mixtures. However, there
Iz a place for mineral mixtures where
hogs are fed an unbalanced ration, eg
pecially in the dry lot.

Skim Milk Will Improve
Ration for Market Hogs

Skim milk added to a ration of
ecorn and tankage enabled the Ohio ex-
periment station to market hogs weigh-
ing 2556 pounds almost three weeks
earlier than those fed on corn
and tankage alone, at a saving of 78
cents a hundred weight on feed costs.
The corn and tankage ration pro-
duced a gain of 0.9 pounds per pig
dally with a ration of 3.61 pounds corn
and 0.38 pounds of ‘tankage. The cost

per hundred pounds gain in this lot |-

was 9.79,

The skim-milk-fed lot received a
pound of tankage, and 295 pounds
of skim milk dally. The average
daily gain was 1.33 pounds daily at a
cost of $891 per hundred pounds
galn. The saving on feed for each 100
pounds of skim milk fed was 80.6
pounds. The skim-miik-fed lot re-
celved a small amount of limestone in
* the ration, and this helped to increase
the gain.

Need Uniformity
in States’ Rules

Poultry Industry Retarded
by Great Difference in
Regulations.

{Prepared hy the United States Department
of Agricuiture.)

The poultry-breeding industry of the
United States is making a determined
effort to bring harmony out of the con-
fusion that now exists because of the
differences in the rules and regulations
applied to certification and accredita-
tion of flocks in the various states, Un-
der present conditions when a prospec-
tive purchaser of hatching eggs, baby
chicks, or breeding stock comes across
the word “accredited’ or “certified” In
connection with the advertised flocks,
he does not know just what factors
were taken into consideration to certify
or accredit these flocks, unless he is
familiar with the regulations govern-
ing such work In each state, The
great difference In methods, plans, and
rules governing the accreditation and
certification of poultry in the different
states 1s serving to retard the progres-
slve development of the industry and in
unfairly shielding some breeders whose
flocks are certified under less stringent
rules than others.

Difference In Regulations.

At present there are 22 states which
have adopted regulations for certifica-
tion and accreditation of flocks. The
difference that exists between the regu-
lations In these states is seen in the
case of baby chicks. In one state
chicks are sold by grade based on the
production of the parents; in another
case two grades of chicks are offered,
one grade being from accredited flocks
that are not tested for bacillary white
diarrhea, and the, other grade from
flocks that have been tested and are
found free from the disease. In an-
other state chicks are sold on a basis
of four grades according to the grading
of the adult birds, and the grading of
the adult birds is based on their gen-
eral qualities. Still another sells certi-
fied as well as two other grades of
chicks, the certified chick being pro-
duced from certified males mated to
certified females, while of the other
two grades the first are chicks pro-
duced from old hens mated to certified
cockerels, and the second grade are
chicks produced from certified pullets
mated to certified cockerels.

Committee Makes a Survey.

The general committee appointed to
co-operate with the poultry oflice of
the United States Department of Ag-
riculture has made a survey in which
this same degree of difference in state
rules and regulations was found to
exist in regard to hatching eggs and
breeding stock as well as baby chicks.
The committee is of the opinion that if
the states can get together to dlscuss
these differences much can he done to
stabilize the poultry-breeding Industry.
Also, from the standpoint of interstate
commerce in hatching eggs, bacy chicks,
and breeding stock, the committee feels
thaderniformity in the state rules and
regulations quf-emlng the accredita-
tion-certificatiopWork is necessary if

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Starting Sweet Clover
With Corn in the Fall

Starting sweet clover In corn at
time of last cultivation is a good
practice provided it can be done.
There is rarely a season, however,
when sweet clover or any other of
the clovers give a good stand when
gown in corn at this time. If the sea-
son Is very favorable, with consider-
able rainy weather, a stand is some-
times secured. As a rule, not much of
this clover 1s alive the following
spring, though sometimes it gets
through the winter.

On some land it 18 much easier to
get sweet clover started with corn
tin on other types of land. A soll
may be poor for corn but rich for
gweet clover, and on such land it is
comparatively easy to get the clover
started with corn; but on good corn
land that will grow 50 bushels or
more of corn, it does not pay to de-
pend on getting sweet clover started
in the cornfield.

Sheep Business Subject
to Market Fluctuations

The sheep business, like all other in-
dustries, I8 subject to market fluctua-
tion, periods of low prices being fol-
lowed by higher prices and lucrative
returns. Since the last depression in
1922 sheep have been one of the most
profitable classes of farm live stock.
Many express the opinion, therefore,
that after this year we will see lower
prices. Nd doubt there will be con-
siderable fluctuation in the market and
dry weather may cause a sufficient
lMquidation to temporarily demoralize
the market this fall. This should, if-it
develops, provide an excellent oppor-
tunity to lay the foundation for a farm
flock and at the same time should be
an incentive to every man who is in
the business to retain his flock if at all
possible to do so,

Whitewash Still Is
Oldest of Paints

No New Material Found
to Supersede It.

Though whitewash 1s one of the old-
est paints used in American agricul-
ture for the Iinteriors of barns and
other buildings, no new materinl has
ever threatened to supersede fit.

“This is largely becauge whitewash
is cheap, easy to prepare, and has un-
dergone a process of improvement,”
says E. R. Gross, rural'engineer, New
Jersey College of Agriculture. White-
wash cleans and disinfects in addition
to giving buildings a wholesome, pleas-
ing appearance.

Quicklime Is still the basic sub-
stance used in making whitewash, but
vears of experience have resulted In a
formula that includes a few cheap sub-
stances which greatly Improve the dis-
infecting -qualities and durability of
the mixture, What is commonly known
as the government formula is excel-
lent :

Half bushel (31 1bs.) of gquick-lime or
lump lime slaked in 7 gallons of hot
water,

One peck (15 1bs.) of salt dissolved
in 4 gallons of hot water.

Three pounds of ground rice boiled
to a thin paste. .

One pound of clear glue dlssolved in
one gallon of warm water.

Half pound of Spanish whiting dis-
solved with the glue., '

The lime is slaked In a barrel or
tub. The salt water is then added, fol-
lowed by the glue and whiting mixture
and, finally, the rice paste. The entire
batch requires thorough stirring.
Twelve ounces of alum added to this
mixture acts as a hardener and makes
it stick better. To increase the gloss
two or three bame of laundry soap
may be added. There is an advantage
in applying whitewash while it is hot,
Care should be taken not to apply it

Hill Selection of Seed
Potatoes Is Satisfactory

A large number of palrs of plants
from similar halves of the same seed
tubers were grown under as nearly the
same conditions as possible and were
compared for yleld at the Geneva
experiment statlon. Wide differences
were found In the ylelds, ranging from
nothing to 141.8 per cent of the aver-
age yleld of the two plants of the
pair, with an average difference of 23.4
per cent., This rather unexpected re-
sult is said to Indicate that there are
probably Iimportant factors affecting
the yleld of potatoes which are un-
known or which are not now fully ap-
preciated. An unequal number of
stalks per plant is known to have been
an lmportant cause of the differences
in yield noted in the station experi-
ments.

It is belleved that these wide differ-
ences in yield of plants from halves of
the same seed tuber which would ordi-
narily be expected to be quite uniform,
show that the Improvement of pota-
toes by the hill selection method can-
not Le carried to full perfection.

“"‘fl‘l‘le usual furi practice of selecting
h ao 2

seed potatoes frum'\.e a0 Ve
hills should not be affected by these
findings,” says the experts, “as they
are of interest primarily to the expert
or to those attempting to develop im-
proved straing of potatoes. Selecting
seed potatoes from high-yielding hills
has been thoroughly demonstrated as
a satisfactory method for maintaining
high yields.”

Crown of Alfalfa Plants
Is Close to the Ground

Young alfalfa plants have a sort of
a crown close to the top of the ground.
A horse or a sheep will bite off the
young plants below the crown during
the first fall and winter and kill the
plants. Cattle do not crop so close
to the ground but they do eat the tops
that should be left there every winter
for protection and to hold the snow.
Alfalfa stays green under the snow all
winter, not very green, but still there
is some color near the ground on
every crown. A few warm days and
the green shows more and then It
dies back slightly with the next cold
snap. If the stock are even allowed
to run over the alfalfa field when the
weather is cold they will break off the
tops of the plants and kill quite a per-
centage of all the plants they touch.

ight Weeds for
Vegetable Garden

Often Becomes Unsightly
Weed Patch Rather Than
Productive Spot.

It is too oftem the common fate of
the summer garden in North Carolina
to become an unsightly weed patch
rather than a productive spot adding
to the health and Income of the fam-
ily.

“We should not allow this to oc-
cur,” says Glenn O. Randall, extension
hortlculturist for the North Carolina
State College of Agriculture. “Fresh
vegetables form a rich and cheap
source of those protective foods so
badly needed in the daily diet. These
foods are needed just as badly in the
hot weather of mid-summer as in the
vigorous days of early spring, and It
is possible to have a continuous sup-
ply of succulent vegetables during hot
weather.”

Shallow Cultivation,

To do this, however, Mr. Randall
suggests that the growing vegetables
must be given shallow cultivation fre-
quently enough to maintain a thin soil
mulch and to kill weeds and grass.
Then, too, the refuse from the spring
vegetables must be cleaned out if dis-
ease was present or composted if free
from disease and the space occupled
by this refuse planted to a succession
of vegetables,

Some crops that will withstand the
hot weather are snap beans, lima
beans, sweet corn, cabbage, tomatoes,
New Zealand spinach and cucumbers.
It 1s hardly possible to have a good
supply of the salad crops or “greens,”
such as lettuce, as they will not thrive
in hot weather; but New Zealand
spinach will help to supply this need.

Late Cabbage Planting.

Mr. Randall states that it is now
time to plant seed for the late crop of
cabbage, such as the Succession and
All-Season varieties. Plants for a late
crop of tomatoes shouvld also be set
out, using, preferably, the wilt-resis-
tant varleties.

“Remember,” says Mr. Randall, “the
consumption of green vegetables every
day serves as a protection against
sickness by aiding In maintaining the
vitality through the hot weather of
midsummer,”

Making of Soft-Meated
Fowls Out of Cockerels

The making of large, soft-meated
fowls out of cockerels that ordinarily
would be sold on the market as stags
Is the real reason for caponizing cock-
erels, Caponizing also tends slightly
to increase the welght of the birds.

When birds are ten to twelve weeks
old they are ready for caponizing, al-
though it may be done earlier than this
depending upon their weight. They
may be caponized as soon as the sex
can be distingulshed easily.

After birds have been caponized they
should be kept separate from the other
fowls until the wounds are healed. No
roosts should be provided, as the less
flying and jumping they do the sooner
the wound will heal. The yard Into

Natural Crossing in
~ Oats Is Very Small

f
Experiments Show One Per
Cent in Iowar Variety.

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agriculture.)

It bas long been recognized that
when two varieties of corn are grown
in rows side by side a certain amount
of natural crossing takes place, A row
of white corn growing next to a row
of yellow corn, for instance, will pro-
duce ears that have numerous yellow
kernels. Also it has long been a gen-
eral belief that the so-called close-fer-
tilized cereals, like wheat, oats and
barley, very rarely cross naturally;
that is, a row of white oats, for in-
stance, growing beside a row of black
oats would produce white kernels only.
Artificial methods of crossing the two
kinds of oats were necessarily resort-
ed to when plant breeders desired a
Cross. Seedsmen, therefore, have
grown plats of one strain of oats next
to plats of another straln, feeling as-
sured that each seed plat would re-
main pure,

Such is not the case, however, ac-
cording to the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture. Experimental
work with oats at the Akron (Colo.)
field station has shown that without
doubt natural crosses do occur in oats
the same as In corn, although to far
less extent. The extent of natural
crossing In oats varied with the differ-
ent varieties. It was greater in some
selections than others from the same
variety., The greatest percentage of
natural crosses was observed in the
Iowar variety, in which an average of
nearly 1 per cent of crosses was found.

The natural crossing of oats is so
small that it is of no particular sig-
nificance to the average farmer even
though he does grow his own seed oats.
It iIs of Importance, however, to the
cereal investigator and nursery seed
producers. The need for formulating
better methods In plat and nursery
technique in conducting experiments
with oats is apparent if the factor of
natural crossing is to be eliminated.

Minerals Assist Chicks

in Building Framework

The science of feeding growing
chicks has developed by leaps and
bounds during the last few years. The
discovery of vitamins and thelr rela-
tion to poultry feeding, the importance
of clean yards and plenty of green feed
have made the business of growing
poultry more economlcally successful.

During the last few years more at-
tention has been centered upon the im-
portance of a new element in the ra-
tion for growing chicks—minerals or
inorganic material. Minerals supply
three distinet functions in the chick’s
ration. They go to build bone, which
is the framework of the future pullet
or cockerel. A good skeleton is one-
half the battte, because on it must be
attached the meat and In it must be
carried the organs of reproduction,
whigch produce the marketable product,
the egg.

Minerals also have been found by
sclentific tests to aid materially in the
digestion of other foods. Lastly, min-
erals have been found to exercise a
very definite relation in building up a
natural resistance and {mmunity

Birds to be caponized should be
starved from 24 to 36 hours. Caponiz-
ing is not a difficult operation, but In
order to secure the best results, an
experienced operator should be em-
ployed.

Silo Supplies Roughage
Needed on Dairy Farms

That the average dalry farmer Is
bound to be short of roughage this
year Is the general opinion of men In
touch with the situation. To prevent
this shortage, Iowa State college sug-
gests that the silo offers one of the
best ways of stretching out the hay
supply.

“While silage will not entirely take
the place of legume hays In the ration
of the dalry cow,” says John M. Shaw,
of the dairy husbandry department,
“experimental work has shown that {t
will save considerable hay and at the
same time will reduce the cost of milk
and butterfat production.

“There is still time to build a ella
and have it ready for filling this fall,
and there Is probably no more profit-
able investment which a dairyman can
make.”

Harvesting Broom Corn

Broom corn is ready to harvest when
the seed is in the milk stage.

One pint of
the stock solution .should be added
twice a week and the original level
maintained in the large crock by the
addition of water and salt as needed.
If dirt gets in, the whole solution
should be changed Iimmediately. If
not, the same solution may be used
as long as it remalns clean This
brine solution has proved superior to
chloride of lime alone and has solved
the problem of clean milk from a milke
Ing muachine for many a farmer.

Cream Important Point

With cream grading becoming n
more common practice, the production
of high-grade cream is one of the lm-
portant points in successful dairying.
Realizing this fact, the dairy depart-
ment undertook to determine what ef-
fect the care and cleanliness of the
separator had to do with the produc-
tion of quality cream.

Two separators were used in the ex-
periment. One was washed and scald-
ed after each separation while the oth-
er one was only rinsed. Cream sep-
arated 12 hours later in the separator
that was only rinsed showed an aver-
age bacterial count of 10,800,000 per
cubic centimeter. Cream from the
same milk separated in the machine
thoroughly washed and scalded,
showed a bacterial count of only &,-
500,000 and the flavor and keeping
quality was far better.

The skim milk in these trials
showed even a greater difference in
the bacteria present. When the ma-
chine was not taken apart and washed
for two separations, the bacterial cone
tent showed a greater Increase.

Silage and Alfalfa Hay
Splendid for Dairy Cow

Silage and alfalfa hay form the
basis of a splendid ration and cows
will do fairly well on these feeds alone,
To obtaln the best results, however
some grain should be fed. Since thel
is plenty of oats and barley we would
suggest a mixture consisting of equal
parts by weight of ground barley and
ground oats, and then feed about ohe
pound of this mixture for each three
and one-half pounds of milk produced.
Soy-bean hay is nearly equal to al-
falfa for feeding the dairy cow. It
is practically the same composition.
The soy-bean hay is a little coarser,
and on account of this the cows may
waste a little more of it than they
would of the alfalfa hay

There were always
large groups at these gatherings where
women’s problems were discussed, and
they showed an eagerness to learn
still better ways.

Many of these women made sacri-
fices to attend the short course, but
those who did so returned to their
homes with new ideas and with bright-
er visions of farm life. They may be
able to put a little of their “pep” into
their stay-at-home husbands.

Pofitable Source of Calcium
and Iron.

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agriculture.)

When asparagus and the green-leaf
vegetables of early spring are gone,
the United States Department of Agri-
culture suggests that the housekeeper
may well turn to swiss chard, which
endures mid-summer heat fairly well,
and has a long season.

younger, more tender leaves are gen-
erally preferred because of their mild-
er flavor, They are cooked in little
water for the shortest possible tlme,
in the same way as spinach and other
greens, Chard has the advantage over
many other greens of being fairly free
from grit and dirt, because the leaves
grow so high, and hence is easy to
clean. Chard leaves blend well with
other greens, especially with kale,
dock, sorrel, mustard or dandelion,
The leaves are very large and broad,
and do not boil down in bulk so much |
as many greens, so that a smaller
quantity of uncooked chard leaves f
will serve the same number of people
as quite a large amount of spinach or
other greens.

When the stalks are used the leafy
portions should be stripped from them.
They should be cut crosswise into inch
or half-inch lengths and tolled in un-
salted water from 10 to 25 minutes,
The water should be bolled down rap-
idly at the last and may be used for
soup or vegetable stock.

If the leaves are to be served with
the stalks, the latter should be cooked
from § to 15 minutes before the
leaves are added. A slmple seasoning
of butter and salt is usually sufficient
if the chard is In prime condition.
Bolled chard stalks may be used like
celery, In scallops or stews, In hash
or otherwise with meats, with diced
carrots, peas, string beans, or any
convenlent vegetable combinations.

pecially those made of gelatin.. On
cake or pie, steamed puddings, ice
cream, canned fruit and sweet rrvshi
fruits it adds both food value and
flavor. Charlotte russe is merely
sponge cake dressed with whipped
cream, Gingerbread topped with
whipped cream becomes immediately

A spoonful of unsweetened whipped
cream on chicken or other light soups
often serves to tempt an invalid or
captious taste. Cream or cottage
cheege can be blended with unsweet.
ened whipped cream, nuts and pimen-
tos and stiffened with gelatin to make
an unusual lunch dish; whipped cream
can be beaten into mayonnaise dress-
ing to make It richer and flutier for
use on fruit salads,

The most satisfactory cream for
whipping Is raw cream with a butter-
fat content of 30 per cent or more. Of
course any raw cream used should be
of high sanitary quality. Pasteurized
cream can be whipped as well, if
slightly higher in butterfat; hut homo-
genized cream will not whip nearly
as well. If homogenized créam has
also been pasteurized its whipping
quality is further reduced.
