be printed to provide for voi- 
i^  for or against the proposi­
tion: "The cofMtitutiooal
amendment permitting Bute 
employees, who are not SUte 
officers, to serve aa members of 
the governing bodies of school 
distneU, cities, towns, or other 
local governmental diatrieU. 
witliout forfeiting their SUte 
salary, and specifyirig excep­
tions to the constitutional pro­
hibition agamat payment of 
SUU funds for compeneation 
to any person who holds mote 
than ooc dvil office of emohi- 
inent.”
