Plains Raised Fi-rst
Cotton in 1900

Plainview,—The first cotton
raised on the Plains was planted
in 1900 near Petersburg, Hale
county, by J. T. Phillips who
now resides at Slaton, according
to O. M. Unger of Plainview,

The cotton was planted only
as an experiment and at that
time no one had the slightest
realization that cotton could be
grown on the Plains much less
that this section of the state
would become so great a cotton
country as it has proved to be.
The cotton planted by Mr. Phillips
made a good yield. However, it
was thirteen years later before
more than ten acres were plant-
ed in Hale county. Forty-six bales
were marketed in 1913 but it was
in 1919 before this new crop was
taken seriously and that year
2,079 bales were produced in the
couuty.

As the price of wheat dropped
and cotton advanced, more cotton
was planted and the production
in Hale county for the following
is 1922, 6000 bales; 1923,

The production for 1925 was cut

short by the early freeze and
will be around 17,000 bales.

John Haynes Goes in
Turkey Business

John Haynes has gone into the
turkey business in earnest. Mr.
Haynes made a trip to California
and studied the turkey industry
as practiced there.

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USE THERMOMETER
IN BAKING CAKE

Right Temperature Depends
on Kind of Leavening.

pared by the United States Department
Agriculture.)

More cakes are spoiled In the bak-
Ing than even a hungry schoolboy ever
dreamed of, says the bureau of home
economics of the United States De-
partment of Agriculture,

The heat of baking does five things
to cake batter during baking. It
gpeeds up the baking powder or other
chemical used for leavening in form-
ing gas and so causes the cake to rise.
It makes some of the liquid in the bat-
ter change to water vapor, which also
aids In leavening. It hardens the pro-
teins, particularly the gluten in the
flour and the albumen of th: egg so
that after the cake rises it sets and
remains light. It cooks the starch in
the flour and takes away Iits unpleas-
ant raw taste and browns the crust,
The chief knack In baking then is to
regulate the temperature so that the
cake will set as soon as enough gas
and water vapor have formed, but be-
fore they have time to escape or con-
dense.

The right temperature depends on
the kind of leavening, whether the
batter is thick or thin, and on the

A Suitable Thermometer May Be
Bought at Relatively Low Cost and
Used in Any Type of Oven.

shape and sizel of the pan. The thick
batter of fruit cake baked In a loaf,
for instance, takes longer to heat
through than the rather thin batter of
cup cakes In small pans, and the fruit
cake needs a lower temperature and
longer baking,

For most cakes, if the temperature
is right at the start, it need not be
changed during baking. A reliable
oven thermometer or an automatic
temperature regulator that has been
tested is the surest means of know-
ing when the temperature is right. A
suitable thermometer may be bought
at relatively low cost and used in any
type of oven.

The oven door should be opened
only -when necessary and the pan
should be moved as little as possible
while the batter is setting.

Cakes may generally be considered
done when they shrink from the pan,
but for safety they may be tested with
a clean straw or toothpick.

When the pans are taken from the
oven they should be turned upside
down until the cake cools partially
and becomes firmer. Cake Is too soft
and hot for handling when it first
comes from the oven. It should be
removed from the pan, however, be-
fore it reaches room temperature or
has a chance to sweat,

Considerable Quantity
of Scrapple Often Made

On farms, when hogs are killed, it
is frequently the custom to make use
of the heads and sometimes the
hearts, by combining them with corn
meal to make scrapple. A consider-
able quantity is generally made up at
once, and as the farm household Is
often large in number, and there are
also storage facilities for foods not
{mmediately used, this Is the most
convenient practice. For small .fami-
lies, and those living in ecities, with-
out good storage space, the amount of
scrnpﬁle from even one hog would be
more than could ordinarily be dis-
posed of.

Those who enjoy the flavor of scrap-
ple, however, may make it with lean
pork, using pleces which include some
bone to help “jelly” the loaf. They
may thus have scrapple In any desired
quantity. The United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture gives the follow-
ing proportions and directions for
making it:

Scrapple.

2 pounds lean pork, part meat and
part bone.

2 cupfuls corn meal.

2 teaspoonfuls salt.

1 teaspoonful powdered sage.

Water.

Pigs feet may be used for part of
the meat. Cook the pork in the water
until the meat can be removed easily
from the bone. Remove the meat, cool
the broth, and remove the fat. Re-
duce the broth to about two quarts or
add water enough to bring it up to
this amount, and cook the corn meal
in it. Add the meat finely chopped and
the seasonings. Pack In enamelware
bread tins or other suitable molds. Cut
into slices and fry when cold and firm,
Beef may be used In the same way.

Celery Is Particularly
Crisp in Cold Weather

Celery is particularly ecrisp and good
during cold weather, and as it is v=l-
ued for its texture as well as its flavor,

raw celery may be added to many
dishes such as stews, hashes, creamed
vegetables and salads, to improve their
flavor, and the recipe below, which Is
from the United States Department of
Agriculture, shows how it may be used
to make a quickly prepared and very
delicious soup.

Celery Soup,

2 cupfuls finely cut butter

raw celery 2 tablespoonfuls
2 tablespoonfuls flour

chopped onion 1% teaspoonfuls
2 teaspoonfuls salt

chopped green % teaspoonfu)

pepper pepper
1 guart milk 2 tablespoonfuls
12 cupful cream minced celery
4 tablespoonfuls leaves

Cook the onion, celery leaves and
green pepper in butter for two min-
utes, stirring constantly, Add the salt,
pepper and flour, cook for a few min-
utes, and then add the milk. Cook un-
til thickened, then add celery and
cream, and let stand for about one-half
hour in a double boiler, but do not
have the water in the under pan boil-
ing, or else put the soup in a warm
place, to bring out the flavor,
and serve,

Cool Place for Milk

milk should be put in a cool, clean
place and kept there until used. Kx-
posure to the alr of pantry, kitchen,
or nursery is harmful. Unless it is
in the bottle into which it was put in
the dairy, the milk should be poured
into a freshly scalded vessel and cov-

ered.

CLUB SANDWICHES FOR LUNCH OR SUPPER

An Appetizing and Convenient Combination,

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agrioulture.)

The “club” sandwich is one of the
most deservedly popular items on the
restaurant menu, but the housekeeper
very rarely offers this appetizing and
convenient combination at home, Con-
taining, as it usually does, an assort-
ment of food from several of the im-
portant food groups—meat, or an
equivalent, vegetables such as lettuce,
tomato, watercress, peppers, or other
galad materials, in addition to the
three slices of toast commonly com-
pleting its somewhat bulky structure
~—the club sandwich lacks only sweets,
easily supplied in some other form, to
be a well-proportioned meal in one
dish. For lunch or supper it makes
a very suitable main course.

The chief point about making and
serving club sandwiches successfully
. 18 to have all the different ingredients
assembled conveniently so that’ when
the toast is ready the sandwiches can
be put together without delay and
served before the toast has a chance
to cool appreciably. Experience has
shown that it is best to cut the slices
of toast In half before the filling is
spread over them, rather than run the
risk of crushing out the filling in cut-
sandwich later, spoiling its

The other ingredients may be
the same, or one may use instead of
them, with cottage cheese, some of the
following  combinations:  Lettuce,
mayonrialse, sliced tart apple and
nuts; sliced Spanish onlon, pimento,
dressed lettuce; cucumber, lettuce,
mayonnalse; watercress, mayonnaise,
sliced orange.

New Variety of
Dasheen Is Out

Sacramento of Greater Uni-
formity in Size and Shape
Than Trinidad.

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agriculture,)

A new variety of dasheen, the
Sacramento, which has been under ob-
servation and test by the Inited
States Department of Agriculture for
several years and was distributed two
years ago, Is being marketed this sea-
son for the first time. The greater
uniformity of the tubers In size and
shape not only makes the Sacramento
easier to prepare for market, but gives
it a higher wvalue than the Trinidad
variety now generally grown.

Third Starchy Vegetable.

The development of the dasheen in-
dustry has given the people of the
United States a third distinetly
starchy vegetable that is home grown,
the potato and the sweet potato being

the only vegetables of that nature
heretofore commonly grown in this

country. Dasheens have been grown by
a gradually increasing number of peo-
ple in the southern states since 1913.

Spring Plowing Is
Need of Emergency

Soil Should Be Fairly Firm
for Best Results.

Fall plowing is best for the crop,
but emergency crops often call for
spring plowing, The soil should be
fairly firm for best results, It is im-
portant that the seed be put in as
early In the gpring as it is possible to
work the land The peas especlally
do best in cold weather and will make
the best growth and the best quality
of hay when early sown.

In these days of the disk and shoe
drill the seed should be sown two to
three inches deep afiér the soil has
been mellowed by thorough disking.
The peas could well go deeper but the
oats do best when sown not more than
an inch and a half to two inches in
depth. And since both are usually
seeded with the same implement, peas
can go at the shallower depth. One
to one and one-half bushels of peas
should be sown with a bushel and a
half of oats per acre.

After sowing the oats and peas no
attention need be given the crop until
ready to cut for hay. This will be in
ten or twelve weeks after sowing., The
crop should be cut when the oats are
in the milk and the peas just begin-
ning to form in the pods. Owing to
the green, succulent nature
crops, difficulty
enced in curing the crop on low, heavy
land when large growth has been
made. In bright sunny
difficulty is less than when rains are
frequent, The hay coarse and
fluffy and does not shed rain well.
If wet a few times it loses color and
palatability. 1If left in the cocks any
length of time after becoming wet 1t
may mold badly. '

Some Excellent Rations
for Idle Farm Animals

“Tt Is a mistake to feed horses that
are idle or doing only light work a
ration that contains too much heavy,
concentrated feed,” says W. C. Skel-
ley, assistant animal husbandman of
the New Jersey agricultural experi-
ment station. “The concentrates are
rich in proteln, a very little of which
is needed when the horse is idle. Feed-
ing it in excess just adds to the cost
of the horse’s keep, as protein is the
most expensive nutrient in our feed-
ing stuffs.”

This is the time to feed some of the
waste products of the farm such as
oat straw and corn stover, the latter
preferably shredded to reduce the
wastage, advises Professor Skelley.
These should be supplemented with a
certain  amount of protein-bearing
feeds, such as legume hay, linseed oil
meal and wheat bran.

Two good daily rations for Idie
horses, per 1,000 pounds of live weight,
would be: Corn stover 9 pounds, and
clover or alfalfa hay 8 pounds; or else
oat straw 6 pounds, clover or alfalfa
hay 10 pounds, and corn 1 pound. By
feeding the- cheap roughages with a
small amouut of protein feeds the
horses can be easily maintained at a
minimum expense.

When the horses go into the hard
work of the spring they will not be
able to use as much roughage as when
they are idle because they have not
the time needed to thoroughly chew
and digest it. For this reason the
roughage should be reduced and the
grain concentrates increased as soon
as they begin to work. This should be
done gradually not to cause
colic or other digestive troubles,

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Mange Mites Controlled
by Liberal Use of Oil

Occasionally a bunch of unthrifty,
scrubby-looking pigs are seen. Usu-
ally the pigs are mangy, due to small
insects which burrow into the skin
along the hair., An irritation arises
which causes the pig to rub a great
deal,

Liberal use of crude oil or erank-
case oil over the hogs will pet rid of
this pest and also lice, In bad cases
repeat two or three times and clean
up the sleeping quarters and oil so
that any mange mites in the dirt may
be killed. Coal tar disinfectants are
not usually effective in controliing thig
parasite,

Insect Parasite
Attacks Others

Tachinid Fly Imported to

Control Gypsy Moth and
Brown-Tail Moth.

(Prepared by the United States Department
of Agriculture.)

Fear is sometimes expressed that
the importation of insect parasites for
the purpose of controlling dangerous
foreign insects in this country will
change or upset the natural balance
already existing here. There is no
foundation for such fear, if the effect
of one important parasite which has
been studied in that relation can be
taken as an indication of all others,
says the United States Department of
Agriculture,

Tachinid Fly Imported.

Among the many parasites import-
ed and established for control of the
gypsy moth and the brown-tail moth
is a tachinid fly, which has become
well established. Right years of study
of this parasite by the department
entomologists have failed to indicate
anything detrimental to the welfare
of native parasites by its introduction
and establishment, except an
sional scarcity of host material,
brought about by its successful work.
This scarcity of host material does
not appear to be of enough impor-
tance, however, to materially chuange
or upset the natural! balance already
existing.

Attacks Other Insects.

Furthermore, from data obtained in
this study and from what can be sur-
mised, it seems very clear that the
addition of this parasite to the fauna
of this country heen of great
benefit. It has been found to attack
no less than 92 species of native in-

jurious insects other than those for
which it was intended, and it has
80 thoroughly established itself in
New England that it is now able to
act as automatically as any native
species whose mission is that of a

controlling agent,

Vacuum Treatment Good

for Control of Insects

The use of high vacuum for insect
control seems never to have been con-
sidered seriously by the cominercial
world, but the bureau of entomology
of the United States Department of
Agriculture has recently conducted ex-
periments which indicate the effective-
ness of a vacuum of 24 to 29 inches
when used for controlling insects in
stored products,

Experiments have been conducted
in a concrete chamber 8 by 8 by 8 feet,
specially constructed to withstand
high pressures and intended forythe
treatment of certain warehoused com-
modities as a part of the equipment
of a modern storage warehouse, Data
obtained already indicate that the
usual fabric pests, such as are com-
monly destructive in stored house-
hold furnishings, as well as pests of
stored food commodities, can be
killed by the vacuum treatment. A
specialist of the bureau has recently
been sent to New York to investigate
the possibility of applying the vacuum
method to the control of the tobacco
beetle,

Stored Vegetables Need
Well-Ventilated Cellar

Most vegetables keep best at a tem-
perature of 35 to 40 degrees Fahren-
heit in a well-ventilated storage room.
If vegetables are stored in basement
room or cellar, it is important to pro-

vide fresh air by occasional cr con-
stant ventilation,
