Hospital Bonds
Are Amortized

Indebtedness on Hico City
Hospital was paid off last
month, according to the annual
audit eonducted by Harold Pra-
ter of Fort Worth, and after
paying the final bonds, the in-
stitution had an excess of ap-
proximately $3,700.00.

This information and figures
were revealed at the Monday
night City Council meeting,
when members reviewed the an-
nual audit report from Prater’'s
firm.

The local hospital, built by
the citizens in 1947, was sold
to the City of Hico in May of
1953 through a $38,000.00 bond
issue which passed by the count
of 146 to 78.

In 1945 the late Dr. H. V.
Hedges was the leader in form-
ing a private corporation when
1,400 shares of stock were sold
for $2500 each with which to
build the initial structure. The
hospital operated as a private
institution until the 1953 bond
election was passed and stock-
hoiders on record at that time
were paid off, and the city as-
sumed operation under the man-
agement of Dr. Hedges and Dr.
W. F. Hafer, and a competent
Hospital Board.

In the ensuing years, several
major expansion programs were
carried out to bring the facili-
ty to its present stage. Other
expansion programs are our-
rently in the planning stage.
