Greater Length 
of Wool Staple

Possibilities of Increasing 
Average Fleece Weight 

by New Method,
( P r e p a r e d  by th e  U n ite d  S ta te s  D e p a r tm e n t  

o f  A g r ic u l tu r e .)
Profitable wool production depends 

to  a  considerable ex ten t on the w eight 
of fleeces. A cen tury  ago the av er­
age annual fleece w eight for wool in 
the U nited S ta tes  w as less than  tw o 
pounds, bu t th ere  has been a g radual 
Increase in the w eights o f fleeces for 
A m erican sheep until now the annual 
average is about seven uud one-lialf 
pounds.

Possib ilities of Increase.
“T here a re  still possibilities of In­

creasing  th e  average fleece w eight a 
considerable am ount,” says D. A. 
Spencer who is In charge of th e  sheep 
and wool investigational work of th e  
U nited S ta te s  D epartm ent of A gricul­
tu re . T he Increase so fa r  has been 
brought about, he says, by the  use of 
well-bred, heavy-shearing breeding 
ram s, th e  culling of Inferior, ligh t­
shearing  ewes, b e tte r  feeding and Im­
proved m ethods of sheep m anagem ent. 
F u rth e r  p rogress can still be m ade by 
these m ethods, but they  will need to  
he applied In a m ore exact and scien­
tific way, he says.

The departm ent? has Just com pleted 
a th ree-year study of th e  different fac­
to rs  w hich influence the w eight of 
fleeces of K am bouillet sheep under 
range conditions. I t finds th a t while 
both length  of stap le  and density  of 
th e  fleece influence the w eight of clean 
m arketab le  wool, length of stap le  Is 
of considerably more Im portance th an  
density  because of th e  g rea te r value 
p e r pound of the  longer staple.

Leverage fo r Increase.
Also, length  of stap le  offers a much 

g rea te r leverage for increasing the 
fleece w eights th an  selection for den- 

j  sity . F leeces having a stap le  over 3 
Inches in length w ere 22 tier cent 

j heav ier than  the average, while fleeces 
| having a density  95 per cent of per- 
■ fee t yielded only about 2 per cent 

m ore than  those o f average density.
T he resu lt of these experim ents 

show th a t b reeders can m aintain  sa tis ­
factory  density  w hile they a re  breed­
ing fo r g rea te r length of stap le  in 

I K am bouillet fleeces.

Alsike Clover Will
Stand for Wet Feet

Ohio Experiment Station 
Tells of Recent Test.

The Ohio experim ent sta tion  te lls  of i 
te s tin g  alsike clover to show Its abll- | 
Ity to  go through life w ith wet feet. | 
I t  w as a d ra inage  test. The clover 
w as seeded In the sam e m anner on a  j  
piece th a t w as no t drained. I t  w as j  
given the sam e care  along w ith oats 
and w heat. The good dra inage  nearly  
doubled th e  yield of i^ h e a t; w here the 
average yield of the undrained  land 
w as 17 bushels, on the d rained  part, 
It w as 32 bushels to the acre. In much 
th e  sam e w ay oa ts w ere Increased In 
yield 37 per cent by drainage. On 
th e  o ther hand, alsike clover on the 
undrained  o r wet land yielded an aver­
age of m ore th an  two and  a  half tons 
of hay per acre, o r about 15 per cent 
m ore than  on the drained  land. This 
m ay seem strange  to  those who are  
no t fam iliar w ith alsike clover, but 
those of us who have tr ied  It tho r­
oughly, know of Its ability  to  th rive 
and grow on land th a t Is not fit fo r 
red clover or alfalfa. T here  Is cer­
ta in ly  som ething about the alsike 
which gives it ab ility  to  grow under 
these  w et conditions. T he alsike will 
also grow on land th a t is qu ite  sour, 
and stran g e  ns It may seem, It also 
does well when lime Is used. In  fact. 
It often  happens th a t th e  use of lime 
will Increase the yield of alsike. Much 
the sam e quality  is found in red-top 
grass. I t  w ill frequently  grow and 
produce a good crop on land so wet 
and sour th a t tim othy would fall. 
W hile tim othy would s tan d  a w et soil 
very well, It nppears to  be absolutely 
In need of lim e In o rder to m ake f  
reasonable  yield.

Lengthen Life of Posts
by Creosoting Methods

C reosotlng posts and  tim bers by the 
hot-and-cold-bath method is best. In 
th is  m ethod th e  posts a re  le ft In the 
ho t oil one to  th ree  hours. They a re  
then  taken  out and plunged a t once 
in to  a tan k  of cold oil or they can 
be left In th e  first tan k  un til the  hot 
oil ge ts cold. A lthough th is  method 
of trea tm en t costs m ore and takes 
m ore tim e. It soaks the post m ore 
thoroughly  In th e  oil and lengthens 
th e  life  of It accordingly.

D ipping the posts Into hot oil Is 
p erhaps the  nex t best method. T his 
p lan requires some type of a vessel 
such as a sm all oil tank  o r an em pty 

| oil drum  In which a reasonably large 
i q u an tity  of creosote can he heated. 

T he oil p en e tra tes  every check and 
] crack of posts plunged into th is  bath  

and a com plete covering w ith the pre- 
l se rva tlve  is assured.

AVhile the brush method of creosot­
lng Is the  sim plest and the least ex- 

I pensive, It likew ise is the least effec- 
j tlve. T he creosote should first he 
j  heated  to  a tem p era tu re  of 150 de- 
! grees F ah renhe it o r more. Several 

coats o f It should then he applied w ith  
a  b rush , each coat being allowed to

Guinea Fowl Is Useful
as Substitute for Game

G uinea fowl a re  grow ing In favor 
as a su b s titu te  for game birds, w ith 
th e  resu lt th a t guinea raising  Is be­
coming m ore profitable. Guinea fowl 
a re  raised, usually , In sm all flocks on 
general farm s, and need a large range 
fo r best results .

D om esticated guinea fowl a re  of 
th ree  varie ties, pearl, w hite, and 
lavender. T he pearl Is by fa r  the 
m ost popular.

G uinea fowl have a tendency to 
m ate  In pairs, bu t one m ale may be 
m ated successfully, w ith th ree  o r four 
fem ales. T he hens begin to  lay, usu­
ally, in A pril o r May, and will lay 20 
to  30 eggs before becoming broody. 
If no t allowed to  sit they will con­
tinue  to  lay th roughout the sum mer, 
laying from  40 to  60 o r m ore eggs. 
Eggs m ay he rem oved from th e  nest 
when the guinea hen is no t sitting , but 
tw o or m ore eggs should he le ft In the 
nest.

O rd inary  hens a re  used commonly 
to  hatch  and rea r guinea chicks, but 
guinea hens and tu rkey  hens a re  used 
successfully , although they  a re  more 
dlflicul: to  m anage G uineas a re  m ar­
keted la te  In the sum m er, when they  
weigh from 1 to  1% pounds, a t about 
2J4 m onths old, and also through th e  
fall, w hen th e  dem and Is for heavier 
birds.

Some Excellent Tips on
Raising Ideal Potatoes

Too few  fa rm ers  apprecia te  quality  
In potatoes. They have become so ac­
custom ed to p lan ting  common seed on 
any kind of ground th a t happens to 
be availab le  th a t t ' e  idea of growing 
smooth, fine-grained, finely flavored po­
ta toes seem s too absu rd  to  give con 
sideration .

Excessively heavy soils b ear large 
crops o f soggy, flavorless potatoes 
T he ligh t sandy or gravelly  soils pro­
duce sm aller crops of delicately fla* 
vored, floury potatoes. I t  Is only the 
man who p lan ts good seed and gives 
h is po ta to  row s ideal care  and cu lti­
vation who apprecia tes the superior 
flavor o f quality  potatoes.

Most of the  common diseases may 
he avoided by selecting seed and soak­
ing It fo r two hours In a solution com­
posed of one p in t of liquid form alde­
hyde and 15 gallons of w ater. F o r 
lea f b lights spray  th e  p lan ts w ith  
bordeaux m ixture. Ry pu tting  an 
ounce of paris  green in every ten gal­
lons of bordeaux m ixture you get a 
combined Insecticide and fungicide 
which will kill the fam iliar potato  bug 
as well as help to control the blight. 
You can probably secure n spray ing  
ca lendar from  your s ta te  experim ent 
sta tion .

T he p resen t ca lendar w as adopted In 

th e  S ix teen th  cen tury , th e  Ju lian  or 
old R om an ca len d ar having become 
g reatly  erroneous. Luigi L ilas G hiraldl, 
frequen tly  called  A loysuls Ltlues, a 
physician, o f Verone, projected  a p lan 
fo r  am ending the  Ju lian  calendar, 
which, a f te r  hie death  w as p resen ted  
by hie b ro th e r to  Pope Gregory XUI. 
TO ca rry  i t  in to  execution, th e  Pope 
assem bled a num ber o f p re la tes and 
learned  men. In  1577 the proposed 
change w as adopted  by ail the Catholic 
princes, and  in 1582 G regory Issued a 
b rie f abolish ing the Ju lian  ca lendar in 
all C atholic countries, and Introducing 
In its  s tead  th e  one now in use, undeV 

(th e  nam e o f the G regorian or reform ed 
ca lendar, o r th e  “new sty le,” as the  
o th er w as now called  th e  "old style.” 
T he  G regorian  ca lendar w as not 
adopted  in  England un til 1752.

C ertain  
strong  men excelled Sandow in specific 
fea ts. F o r instance. A rthu r Saxon 
w as th e  best lifte r of w eights ever 
produced. Stein bach. Inch, Ashton, 
T rav is, Kolnndow and L uricli each had 
some unusual perform ance to h is 
credit.

T here Is no feed b e tte r  than  milk 
for the brood sow during the two 
months or six weeks before fa rrow ­
ing. The size and streng th  of the 
pigs will be determ ined by the kind 
of feed the sow gets du ring  th is 
period and she should have some pro­
tein feed from anim al sources. Sklin 
milk, butterm ilk , tlsli m eal o r ta n k ­
age furnish  such nutrim ents.

"In the absence of milk, e ith e r the 
fish meal or tankage may be used,” 
says Prof. W. W. Shay, sw ine ex ten ­
sion specialist a t th e  N orth C arolina 
S ta te  college. “E xperim ents con­
ducted by E arl H oste tle r of th e  ex­
perim ent sta tion  stnff show th a t the 
difference In feeding value Is small. 
I t  is m ostly a question of cost. The 
sam e Is tru e  of skim milk o r b u tte r­
milk unless there  is too much rinse 
w ate r in th e  butterm ilk .

“However, unless m ilk can be 
bought a t  about 38 cents per hundred 
pounds. It would be profitable to  buy 
th e  fish meal o r ta n k a g e ; otherw ise, 
the feeder would be giving the milk 
producer u share  In th e  profits from  
the feeding. On th e  o th e r hand, when 
the milk p roducer sells his milk fo r 
hog feed a t  38 cents per 100 pounds, 
he Is le tting  it go for 44 cents less 
than  hogs would pay him for the sam e 
price. T his Is based on corn a t  $1 
per bushel and the p rice of fish m eal 
o r tankage a t  $70 per ton.

“H ere we have a situa tion  w here 
skim milk or bu tterm ilk  is w orth 82 
cents per 100 pounds to the  producer 
and only 38 cents per 100 to  the 
hog feeder and th a t much only when 
the ra tio  and  high level of corn and 
hog prices obtain, und he feeds th e  
milk In the p roportion  of th ree  
pounds of milk to one pound of corn.”

Mr. Shay s ta te s  th a t th e  m an who 
buys milk m ust also consider th e  
g rea te r w eight and poor keeping 
qualities of th is  product as com pared 
to fish meul and tankage.

D andelion Greens Are Useful In Many W ays,

Clean th e  leaves thoroughly. Out 
ra th e r fine w ith scissors, to  avoid 
strlnglness. F ry  th e  bacon until crisp 
and delicately b ro w n ; pour olT nil bu t 
four tablespoons of th e  fat. Add th e  
w ater, vinegar, su g a r and sa lt to the 
rem aining fa t, bring  to  th e  boiling 
point, pour over the dandelion leaves 
and serve. Slices of hard-boiled eggs, 
or boiled beets o r ca rro ts  may be sim ­
mered fo r a few m inutes w ith  these 
greens. If  eggs a re  used, the sugar 
Is om itted.

On alm ost any p leasan t April or May 
morning, In th e  p a rk s or grassy  vacant 
lots In easte rn  tow ns, foreign-looking 
women may be seen gathering  dande­
lion greens in huge bugs which they 
carry  on th e ir backs. They are  prob­
ably Ita lian  or F rench  women who 
have a d ie tary  trad itio n  about eating  
dandelion greens In th e  spring, when 
they ure  not more th a n  two or th ree  
Inches long, before the p lan t begins to 
flower.

A pparently  these E uropeans a re  b e t­
te r  acquain ted  th an  A m ericans w ith 
th e  value of dandelion greens a s  food, 
o r they have less objection to  the 
ch arac te ris tic  b itte r  flavor of the 
leaves, o r know how to overcom e It. 
D andelion greens a re  useful In about 
the  sam e w ays a s  o ther green-leaf 
vegetables, when properly  cooked, 
which Is th e  sho rtest possible tim e, or 
not ah- all. They supply v itam ins and 
needed m inerals, and  those who a re  
accustom ed to  th e ir  flavor find th a t 
they afford an ag reeable  change. The 
tim e to  g a th e r dandelion leaves Is very 
early  In the season w hen they a re  
young, ten d er and  least b itter. The 
crown, roots and large o u te r leaves are  
discarded.

Many m ethods of p repara tion  have 
been tr ied  to m odify th e  b itte r  flavor 
o f dandelion greens. The m ethod of 
long boiling In several w aters is not 
recom m ended by th e  U nited S ta tes  De­
p a rtm en t of A griculture , as m ost of 
th e  valuable food m a tte r  in the greens 
Is then throw n aw ay. A b e tte r  m eth­
od Is to  combine th e  dandelion greens 
w ith o th er vegetables o r flavors which 
m odify th e  b itterness.

Raw  dandelion leaves or those 
cooked w ithout w a te r a re  less b itte r 
th an  those th a t have been boiled. Vine­
gar o r acid dressings help, and  so do 
foods of strong  flavor, such a s  celery 
and some m eats. C risp sa lt pork  or 
bacon Is frequently  served with, dande­
lion greens for tills reason. Blends' of 
dandelion and o th e r greens a re  b e tte r 
than  th e  dapdelion alone. The recipes 
below Indicate some o f the w ays these 
valuable greens m ay be u s e d :

Carrying Unproductive 
Sows Is Very Expensive

Pork producers go to  considerable 
expense In carry ing  sows and gilts 
th a t  fa il to re tu rn  th e ir  ow ners a 
profit, according to records gathered  
by the farm  organization  and m anage­
m ent departm en t of th e  college of ag­
ricu ltu re , U niversity  o f Illinois, from
25 McLean and W oodford county 
farm s. The records from  these  farm s 
fo r one year show th a t  only 85 per 
cent o f the sows and g ilts  w hich w ere 
bred w eaned U tters.

T he 25 farm s from which th e  rec­
ords w ere obtained averaged nearly  
19 sows and gilts a farm , or 470 in all. 
Of th is num ber. 10, or 3.4 per cent, 
died betw een th e  tim e  o f breeding 
and th e  tim e th e  U tters w ere weaned. 
Tw enty-eight sow s and gilts, o r 0 per 
cent of the to tal num ber on th e  25 
farm s, proved to be barren  or aborted. 
B etw een farrow ing and w eaning tim e,
26 of th e  sows and gilts, or 5.5 per 
cqpt of them , lost all th e ir  p igs from  
various causes, leaving 400, or nearly  
85 per cent, which produced pigs fo r 
th e  feed lot.

“W hile a  100 p e r cen t pig crop can 
hard ly  be expected, th e  overhead cost 
of Carrying unproductive breeding 
stock m ay be g rea tly  reduced,” R. C. 
Itoss o f th e  farm  organization  and 
m anagem ent departm en t pointed out. 
“T he early  rem oval o f nonbreeders 
from  th e  herd and the p rac tice  o f 
feeding them  out fo r an early  m arke t 
reduces feed cost and  takes advan tage  
of a m arke t w hich is usually  favor­
able. T he g rea test saving, how ever, 
m ay be m ade by reducing losses a f te r  
fa r ro w in g  and  thus securing  profitable 
U tters from  a la rger p roportion  of th e  
sows bred."
