Apparently, Johnny sUH can’t 
read. A recent atudy at the Uni­
versity of Nevada revealed that 
one-fourth of their Freshman stu­
dents are two y e a n  behind in their 
reading totills. and aaarly ten per­
cent of the students read on an 
eighth grade level. ‘This statistic 
is even more appalling." one of 
the researchers said, "when we 
realize these students are right on 
the national percentile ranks."

How did you learn to read? By 
"sight reading” ? By the "phonics 
method” ? An educator ran usual­
ly tell you which way you learned!

ed to school. Reading methods have 
been cyclical, it aeems Today text­
book publishera offer a choice. 
Some publishers such as Economy 
and Open Court offer a strong 
phonics baaed program. Others are 
essentially sight and recognitiona 

I methods. .Some are  a happy com- 
hination of the sight and sound 
methods What about Hico School? 
How Is your ch'ld learning to read 
today?

The Tiger visited the first and 
second grade claaaes to find out 
how JohniTy ia reading these days. 
He is reading happily and enthu- 
toasbcally and napi cUptl*. Not ev­
ery Johnrv is reading well, but he 
is reading, and he is en)oying the 
experience. Mra. Braune had a 
group of first graders around her 
in a sem i-drde as she said, "Read­
ing is printed talk.” She read a 
sentence three ways, showing bore­
dom. /laggHness, and disigppoint- 
ment "Mother, I lost my jump 
rope."
