Never before have soil testa been 
as important to Hamilton County 
farmers as they are today.

With limited Mpplies of nitrogen 
and phosphorus, nutrients must be 
applied where they are needed to 
maintain production and profits.

This is eapedaliy true for phos­
phorus. which accumulates in the 
soil and can be found in a wide 
rangr of levels on a single farm. 
Recent soil test summary data 
shows that 56 percent of over 10.000 
soil samples from the Blacklands 
were very low in phosphorus, while 
10 percent were high. Such differ­
ences must be recognized in plan­
ning fertilizer purchases for this 
fall and next year's crop.

A reliable aoU test is the best 
place to start, and fall is the best 
time to collect samples. Early 
sampling gives time to make plans 
and place fertiiiaer orders early.

To provide a valid guide for fer­
tilization. soil lafapirn must be ool' 
lected carefulhr*:^ slice or core of 
soil should be taken from 10 to 15 
spots in each fMd to get a good 
■ample. For field crops, the slices 
or cores should be taken to plow 
depth, while a depth of 3 to 
Inches has been given best results 
for perennial forages.

Put the soil in a clean plastic 
bucket, mix it thoroughlv and re­
move a pint box full to send to the 
labnrator>'. Information sheets 
should accompany each sample to 
show past history and plans for 
the next crap. These plus mailing 
cartons for the aoil samples are 
available at the County Extension 
office

Act now to insure that yxwr fall 
and firing fertilization programs 
■re based on a aoU test.
