This word normally pops
its head with regard to “de
posit” or “earnest money”
paid at time of signing a
purchase and sales agree
ment. This deposit is held in
“escrow”’ or a "'trustee” ac
count until the closing. The
word “ESCROW"” may occur
again at the culmination of
the sale of a home if any of
the terms of the purthase
and sales agreement are in-
complete. This sum of money
is placed in the hands of an
impartial party (usually the
sttorney or the bank) by one
party of the transaction and
is not released to the other

For example, if there is
painting or landscaping to be
completed at the time of the
closing, the money for this
work can he held in escrow
until it is completed. In this
way, the passing of title will
not be held up until the job
is completed, yet both par
ties are protected

Young Strempel has not been
