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iAX REDUCTION 
BILL I ̂ PASSED
$456,000,000 Savin? i n 

Taxes This Year to Tax­
payers of Country.

Washington.—The seriate Friday 
night passed the tax reduction bill, 
providing a saving of $450,000,000 in 
taxes this year to federal taxpayers, 
and sent it to conference for adjust­
ment o f differences with the house. 
The vote was 58 to 9.

Passage of the bill, which came sud­
denly and somewhat as a surprise 
even to senate leaders, is expected to 
assure benefits of the proposed tax 
cut in the payment of the first in­
come tax installments March 15.

Senators opposing the bill were: 
Frazier, North Dakota; La Follette, 
Wisconsin; McMaster and Norbeck, 
South Dakota; Norris, Nebraska, and 
Nye, North Dakota, republicans. Ship- 
stead, farmer-labor, Minnesota and 
Reed, Missouri, and Wheeler, Mon­
tana, democrats.

Going far beyond the appointed 
hour for adjournment, the senate ac­
cepted all reductions voted by the 
house and, in addition, slashed taxes 
by another $125,000,000.

The administration has declared the 
extent o f reduction provided by the 
bill excessive, but confidence was ex­
pressed at the White House Friday 
that the measure, as finally drafted 
by the conference committee, would 
lower the total cuts to within limits 
acceptable to President Coolidge.

Not more than a week is expected 
to be taken by the conferees in reach­
ing a compromise, after which the sen­
ate and house must ratify the agree­
ment, before the bill is sent to the 
White House for the signature o f the 
president.

Thirty-four republicans and 24 
democrats voted for the measure, 
while six republicans, two democrats 
and one farmer-labor member op­
posed it.

CANNING MEATS &T HOME IS IMPORTANT

Democrats Voice Opposition.
Dallas, Tex.— Led by former Sena­

tor Joseph Weldon Bailey, about 1000 
representative democrats gathered at 
Dallas Friday and effected a perma­
nent states’ rights organization to 
combat what was termed “ usurpation 
of states’ rights by the federal gov­
ernment.”  At the conclusion of an 
all-day session, resolutions were adopt- i 
ed, calling on members of congress 
“ to oppose and vote against any and 
all measures which provided for a 
joint tax levy.”

Trade and Industrial Activity.
Washington.— The year 1925 stand" 

as a record-breaker from the stand­
point o f industrial production, the 
Federal Reserve board declared Fri­
day in its periodic survey of business 
conditions. Trade and industrial ac­
tivity generally, the board said, were 
in considerably larger volume than 
in 1924, and production as a whole 
was in larger volume than in any pre­
vious year.

Coal Miners’ Strike Ends.
Philadelphia, Pa.— Final agreement 

for ending the anthracite strike was 
reached Friday. The following official 
announcement was made: “ At a meet­
ing of the anthracite conference a 
tentative agreement was adopted. This 
agreement will be submitted to the 
tridistrict convention for approval, 
after which a contract will be formally 
executed by both parties.”

Fort Worth, Tex.— Dean L. H. Hub­

bard o f the University of Texas, was 
elected president of the College of In­
dustrial Arts, Denton, at a meeting of 
the board of regents here ^Thursday.

The Texas railroad commission has 
postponed indefinitely hearing on th« 
proposed readjustments of rates on 
cotton and cotton linters in bales. 
Application was made by the carriers, 
the farm bureau and" the Galveston 
Chamber of Commerce.

Decrease of $3,309,258.22 in indi­
vidual deposits in 834 state banks is 
shown in a comparative statement for 
September and December bank calls. 
September 28, there were individual 
deposits aggregating $178,232,417.36, 
and December 31, $175,325,159.14.

Regular meeting of the state high­
way commission scheduled for Feb­
ruary 22 has been postponed until 
February 23, Eugene Smith, secretary 
of the highway commission, announced 
this week. The postponement was or­
dered because February 22 is a holi­
day.

An apportionment of $345,442 aid 
for 903 rural schools was allowed by 
the state board o f education at its 
monthly meeting at Austin. The 
board also purchased $337,000 of 
school bonds, leaving $137,400 in the 
fund available to buy additional bonds 
for the benefit of the permanent 
school fund.

Tax assessments in Texas fall mil­
lions of dollars short o f the actual 
valuations, and the tax pioblcms in 
the state are augmenting, Edwa? I 
Edwards, tax commissioner, says. He 
visited 31 tax assessors in East Tex­
as since January 1 and asserted that 
the people report their property far 
short of its actual worth.

The eyes of the oil world are on 
Texas, Earl Calloway, chief clerk of 
the oil and gas division of the Texas 
railroad commission said this week. 
He predicted that 15,000 wells will be 
drilled in 1926 in Texas and that 70 j 
per cent should be producers, judging 
from the 1925 records. He asserted \ 
that the period of high finance and i 
speculation as well as boom periods 
are at an end in Texas oil develop­
ment.

A proclamation was issued by [ 
Governor Ferguson Saturday, reliev- ; 
ing 65 counties from the operation of 
the tick fever quarantine rules and 
regulations of the live stock sanitary 
commission. This still leaves about 
fifty  counties in the state subject to 
the tick quarantine. The proclama­
tion states that after investigation it 
has been found that there no longer 
exists any cause for the continuation 
of the quarantine in the counties 
which have been relieved of the bur­
den.

A permanent organization to work 
for construction of a hard surfaced 
road to parallel the Missouri Pacific 
railroad from Riviera in Kleburg 
County to the north line of Willacy 
County was effected at Kingsville Fri­
day in a meeting of representative 
citizens of the gulf coast and Lower 
Rio Grande Valley sections. This 
road would shorten the route to 
Brownsville from points upstate some 
60 miles. A committee was appointed 
to confer with the state highway com­
mission on the project.

With 1080 convictions credited to 
federal officers working in the West­
ern Federal District of Texas, more 
than half of the total convictions for 
liquor law violations in the state were 
obtained in San Antonio, El Paso, 
Austin and Del Rio. The Western 
district, with headquarters at San 
Antonio, also led in fines. More than 
$124,617 in fines was paid by con­
victed liquor law violators. The 
Southern district with headquarters 
at Houston, followed with 409 convic­
tions and $89,114 in fines, the North­
ern district at Dallas, third, and the 
Eastern district fourth.

Meats Must Be Canned in the Steam Pressure Canner.

(Prepared by the United States Department 
o f  Agriculture.)

The canning of meats on the farm 
has become one of the most important 
methods of food preservation. Only 
meats that have been freshly killed 
and cleanly handled should be pre­
served In tills way. The United States 
Department of Agriculture recom­
mends that the steam pressure canner 
should always be used. A high tem­
perature of 250 degrees Fahrenheit, 
equivalent to a steam pressure of 15 
pounds per square Inch, is required to 
sterilize meats properly and prevent 
spoilage.

In selecting a pressure canner the 
following points should be carefully 
checked: A pressure ennner should 
be strongly built and the top should 
clamp on tightly so that there Is no 
leakage o f steam when It Is closed. 
There must be an air outlet wrfth a pet 
cock and the top should be equipped 
with a pressure gauge, a thermometer, 
and a safety valve. Since the temper­
ature Is a measure of the pressure, It 
Is ordinarily assumed that one can he 
Interpreted In terms of the other. It 
is better, however, to have both a 
gauge and a thermometer, for the one 
serves to check the accuracy of the 
other. In size a pressure canner 
should be suited to the kind o f con­
tainers and the probable number to 
he handled at one time. In case the 
ennner must be lifted on and off the 
stove during canning, It is also Im­
portant thut It should not he too 
heavy.

Directions for Canning.
After slaughtering, the meet may be 

prepared for canning ns soon ns the 
nnlinnl heat has disappeared. The di­
rections below are given for canning 
roast pork, but they may he applied 
to similar cuts of beef or lamb. The 
meat should always to cooked and sea­
soned before It is canned—whether It 
Is ronsted, fried, baked, or stewed— 
Just us though for immediate serving, 
so that the flavor will he retained. It 
need not be cooked tender but it 
should be cooked until the center Is 
no longer red. Pack the meat as hot

as possible. Remove all bones and fill 
up the Jar or can with hot gravy 
stock, so that the sterilization period 
will not be longer than necessary.

Either glass jars or tin cans may be 
used for canning meats. Full direc­
tions for eueh step in the process in 
either case will be found in Farmers’ 
Bulletin 1186, "Pork on the Farm,’’ 
and also recipes for preparing the vari­
ous parts of ttie hog in different ways 
for canning. The flavoring and pro­
portions in these recipes may be varied 
to suit Individual taste, but the length 
o f time and temperature for the 
processing period of each meat or mix­
ture should never be changed.

How to Can Roast Pork.
The ham. shoulder or loin of pork 

is generally used for roasting. Scrape I 
the skin clean and wipe it with a damp I 
cloth. If the ham Is used and the skin 
Is left on, cut with the point of a : 
knife just through the skin so as to ; 
dice It, and trim with cloves and tufts 
of parsley If desired. Salt nnd pepper i 
to tnste should be sprinkled over the j 
ham. Heat In a roasting pan from 
two to three tablespoonfuls of grease. | 
Put in the roast when this is hot nnd j 
sear It quickly all over to seal the 
pores and prevent loss o f the juice of | 
the meat. Add two small turnips to j 
the roasting pan and from onedialf to 
one cupful of boiling water. Leave | 
skin side up and do not turn, but I 
baste frequently. When cooked through 1 
nnd nicely browned, slice and pack In , 
cans or jurs to within one-half inch of 
the top of the can. Add the gravy 
from the roasting pan, or soup stock, 
so that It barely covers the meat. 
There must be at least one-quarter 
Inch space between the gravy and the 
top of the can. Close the can or Jar. 
and process In the steam pressure 
cooker. No. 2 cans or pint Jars are 
processed for 45 to 50 minutes at 250 
degrees Fahrenheit or 15 pounds of 
steam pressure. No. 3 cans or quart 
Jars from 55 to 60 minutes at the same 
pressure. In cuse the meat Is fat time 
for processing must be prolonged 10 
minutes.

Increased Use of Soft-Wheat 
Will Help Prices.

(Prepared by the United States Department 
o f  Agriculture.)

It behooves the housewife to learn 
to tell the difference between hard- 
wheat and soft-wheat flours, and to 
know the particular use for which 
each Is best adapted. With this knowl­
edge she can then select a flour well 
suited to her needs often at a distinct 
saving In price and to the benefit of 
local Industry.

The United States is now growing 
about as much hard wheat as It can 
economically. The Increase In the pro­
duction of baker’s bread and In the 
use of machine mixers In the bake 
shops, 1ms greatly increased the de- 
mood for the hard-whent flours. Their 
higher gluten content gives them 
grenter ability to absorb water and to 
stand the severe "punishment” given 
the dough by power machinery.

For many home uses, soft-wheat 
flours are Just as good or better than 
the hard-wheat. It Is easier to make 
teniftr cake and flaky pie crust with 
soft-wheat flour. For thickening 
sauces, gravies and the hundred and 
one other small household needs one 
kind is as good as another. The house­
wife can thus hy greater use of soft- 
wheat flours, help In stabilizing de­
mands and prices.

The housekeeper, however, some­
times has difficulty In telling what 
type of flour she Is buying. The 
United States Department of Agricul­
ture suggests the following simple 
tests for distinguishing hard-whent 
and soft-wheat flours:

The flours from soft wheats hnve 
a velvety texture somewhat like corn­
starch, nnd those from hard wheat nre 
usually more gritty, hut It requires 
some experience and a tine sense of 
touch to detect this difference. Ex­
perts usually do it by taking a pinch 
of flour and rubbing It lightly between 
the thumb and the third finger.' An­
other way to tell Is by squeezing a 
handful o f it tightly and noticing 
whether as the hand is opened the 
flour remains in a mold and shows the 
Impression of tb« lingers. In this test 
B hard-wheat flour acta more Ilka

a powder and the mold breaks up 
more readily than that of a soft-wheat 
flour. Weighing is still another meth­
od used to distinguish hard-wheat 
flours from soft. A quart of hard-
