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THIRTEEN REASONG
WHY LAW FAILS TOLD
BY THE PROSECLTOR

Former States Auon wy of Cook
County, Hlinois, Says the Way to
Stop the Crime Wave Is to En-
force the Criminal Laws—Gives
His Opinion of the Acts of Many
Lawyers for the Defense in Crime-
inal Cases—Would Not Attack the
Third Degree,

One of the things suggested to stem
vh._ “wave of crime” now alarming our

hig ecities is a stricter enforcement of |
criminal laws. There are obstacles, how-
ever, in the way of public prosecutors
who try to enforce the laws,

How great these obstacles are is sug-
gested by Maclay Hoyne, retiring state's
ittorney for Chicago and Cook county,
Illinois. In a statement issued at the

recent inauguration of his successor,
Judge Robert E. Crowe, Mr. Hoyne
enumerates thirteen difficulties of a

profecutors efforts, and reviews the dis.
eppointments of his term of office.

Men in whom he had believed, he says
in his statement, have urged him to halt
prosecution. Attorneys have shown him
easy methods of “shaking down wealthy
corporations and individuals.” Persons
have “pointed out many wavs ur mak- |
ing easy money out of the offi e,

His statement, as printed in the
cago News, reads in part:

“Under the existing laws 2ad con- |
ditions the prosecutor's chief trou-
ble is the lack of moral support and
proper civie patriotism of a very
considerable part of our community,
and I do not refer to the eriminal or
vicious element. Many of our best
citizens will evade jury service up-
on any possible vretext, and as has
been seen in many important trials,
will even resort Mo perjury to dis-
qualify themselves. They do not
sympathize with the prosecutor but
with the criminal.

“The state's attorney should have
the active support and co-operation
of the police department. Police of-
ficers who change or falter in their
testimony or display sympathy with
the defense in eriminal cases should
be summarily discharged. The
erooked detectives and police who
protect eriminals and share in their
illicit gains should be driven from
the department.

“Corrupt public officials and em-
ployes, corrupt attorneys, doctors,
bondsmen and newspaner men are a
constant menace to the administra-
tion of justice. There are corrupt
men in all professions and lines of
business. They should be driven
from the courts and from their em
ployment.

“The ward and precinet politicians
who thrive unon erime, vice and
criminal graft must be continually
pursued. The courts should not he
permitted to eseane their share of
blame. Political, cowardly, inexper-
ienced and incompetent judges in
¢ past  have nermitted eriminal |
trials to be turned into & mockery
and their court rooms into a circas,
so that juries have been justified in |
believing that they were attending a
barroom fight or a farce comedy
rather than a trial in the court of
law.  In violation of the rules of evi.
dence, decency and dignity, attor-
neys for defendants have been al-
lowed to run riot, intimidate state
witnesses and the police, and at-
tempt to destroy the character” of
the public prosecutor and his trial
assistants,

“Attorneys for the defense should
not be permitted, unrebuked and
without subsequent'y being held to
account, to pn-wm\lhc- so-called
third degree defense, when based up-
on palpable perjury, merely because
their' clients are wholly without any
legal or honest defense.”

Mr. Hoyne cites thirteen faults
through which he declares, “the admin-
istration.of justice and the public prose.
cutor chiefly suffer:’

1. People without the right of appeal.

2. No change of venue by the people,

3. Verdict of a jury must be unani-
mous.

4. Absence oﬁmw:-r by the state's at-
torney to detain witnesses in murder
and other principal felony cases,

6. Abuse of the writ of habeas cor.
pus.

CATTLE TICK FAGT
BEING ELIMINATED
oMl GOVERNMENT

WASHINGTON, Dec. 23.—The cattle
tick is fast being eliminated through the~
work bf the department of agriculture

and the co-operation of the states. Of |

the fifteen states which ere tick-infested
when the work of eradication system-
atically began on July 1, 1906, six of|
them have been completely freed of the
pest. These states are California, Ken-
tucky, Mississippi, Missouri, South Caro-
lina and Teénnessee.

During the year ending Dec. 1, 1920,
more than 50,000 square miles were
freed of ticks and since the work began
in 1906, the area released has been 510,.
091 =quare miles, That is 70 per cent
of the 728,565 square miles infested with
the tick when the eradication campaign
began. The area remaining to be clear.
ed comprises 218,474 square miles, all of
which is in the Southern States.

Progress of the work as amnounced by
the department of agriculture shows the
total area infested July 1. 1906, and the
area remaining December 1, 1920, with
the percentage of area released, by
