In rciponoe from agricultural interests throughout the 
county and requests from the various commercial organiia* 
tions in the county the commissioners court at the meeting 
this week voted to co-operate with the extension service of 
the A. and M. college in the employment of a county agent 
for Eastland county to begin work on oeptember 1.

This means more to the county than any action that 
the court could have taken at this time. The people who 
intend to continue to make this county their home, and that 
applies to a large part of the population, realize that if we 
are to maintain our taxable values and increase them as we 
should, it must be through the development of agriculture.

Demonstrations have been conducted by farmers in this 
county which prove to any person who will go into the mat­
ter that we have as fine land as will be found anywhere. 
W e have been neglecting our agricultural resources because 
of the oil excitement during the last few years, but even if 
the oil industry stays permanently there is no reason for 
abandoning agriculture. The people engaged in the oil or 
other industries in the county have to be fed and the more 
of their food that we raise here at home the better off we 
will all be.

The county agent work has become so well established 
that almost every one understands the function of a county 
agent and how to take advantage of his services. There 
was a time when this work was resented by many farmers 
because they felt that it was a move to send some young 
“book farmer ' to them with a lot of advice that was not ap­
plicable to the business that they had spent their life in. 
A. and M "book farmers" have proven their worth. If they 
cannot prove their worth they are not retained in the ser­
vice. Farmers have learned that a county agent is a per­
son to whom they can apply at all times for specific infor­
mation and help on specific farm problems They have come 
to know that a county agent is the best friend they can 
have and a person who is just as distinct an aid to them as 
the secretary of the chamber of commerce is to a business 
man in search of a new location.
