Roosevelt county will produce
this year approximately 700 car
loads of sweet’ potatoes.
® Storage capacity in Portales
is estimated at between 400 and
500 car loads. Today this is
rapidly filling, while hundreds
of bushels are being shipped.

This is one crop for which
there is, with but few excep-
tions, a steady market and at
good prices.

Valley Sweet Potato cannot be
equalled. The quality is the best
in the land and the quantity—

above article is to show the people
of the Muleshoe country just
what our neighbor city is doing
with her irrigation projects.
There is no reason why wecan’t
do the very same thing. All
we need is for someone to take
the lead and then all the farm-
ers that want to irrigate will
fall in line.

The land around Portales is
selling as high as $250 per acre.
Why? Just because they make
the stuff and sell it. It has been
proven beyond a doubt that
sweet potatoes and peanuts can
be grown here as well as Portal-
es. Yields have run as h,igh as
351 bushels per acre on irrigat-
ed Jand and as high as 150 bu-
shels this year on dry land farm-
ing. We do not think it would
be wise to depend on the rain
every year in raising potatoes,
but where irrigation is carried
on it will pay and pay big. Re-
gardless of the hard work at-
tached to irrigation it will pay
better than this $7.50 maize.
Muleshoe will never get any-
where until we get this irriga-
tion matter underway in a big
way.

The book of Joshua, from which our
lesson Is taken, Is a history of the
conquest of the promised land and its
division among the tribes of Israel.
It takes Its name from its principal
character, Joshua,

1. Joshua, the New Leader of Israel
(Num. 27.18-20).

The people were not to be left in
doubt as to a leader when Moses
was gone. The leader was to be ap-
pointed and given recognition before
all the congregation.

During the wilderness journey Josh-
ua was Moses’ minister and the cap-
taln of his army. When Moses was
denled the privilege of going over the
Jordan, Joshua was appointed to the
leadership of Israel. Moses, the rep-
resentative of the law, brought Israel
to the borders of Caanan. Joshua
was the man chosen to lead the people
Into the place of rest. The name
“Joshua” has the same derlvation as
the name “Jesus.”

1. Joshua Commanded
Charge (Josh. 1:2),

Moses was dead, but God's work
must go on, therefore God issued the
command for the new leader to as-
sume his duty.

11l. God Renews His
Israel Concerning the Land
1:3, 4).

This promise had been given to
Abraham and renewed to [saac, Jacob
and Moses. It Is now renewed to Is-
rael as they were about to enter upon
Its possession. The borders of the
land were “from the wilderness and
this Lebanon even unto the great
river, the River Euphrates, all the
land of the Hittites, and unto the
great sea toward the going down of
the sun.” The nearest this territory
was ever possessed was during the
relgn of David and Solomon, though
not then fully realized. This land still
belongs to the Jews, and In God’'s own
time they shall possess it. Their pos-
session of this land was due entirely
to themselves. CGod promised them
that wherever their feet stood upon
thie land it was thelrs,

IV. God's Presence Promised (Josh.
1:5).

Joshua was entering upon a perilous
and difficult enterprise, but the Lord
sald ns He was with Moses, so He
would be with him.
before him were:

1. The Jordan river (v. 2).

This river was now at Its flood
(Josh. 3:15), making it impossible for
armles to cross,

2. The people were llving in walled
cities (Num. 13:28).

Notwithstanding this, God was ready
to Insure SucCcess,

(1) “I will not fail thee, nor for-
sake thee” (v. 5).

(2) “There shall not any man
able to stand before thee.”

(3) “As I was with Moses, so I will
be with thee.” Joshua had been with
Moses throughout thelr forty years'
experience from the Egyptian deliver-
ance to the time of his death. Be-
cause he belleved that God was with
his master, he was willing and ready
to cross the Jordan at its floodtide
and courageously meet the enemies on
the other side.

V. Conditions of Blessing
Land (Josh, 1:6-9).

1. “Be strong and of good ceurage”
(v. 6).

His mission was to go In and divide
the land among the tribes for an In-
heritance., It required strength and
courage to do this,

2. “Unwavering obedience
Word of God (v. 7).

In a land of Idolatry it required
much.courage to be true to God. Pros-
perity and success were conditioned
upon unswerving obedlence to God's
commands. In all his work he must
conform his life to the law of God.
To pass from the path outlined there-
In would bring disaster and ruin. In
order to accomplish this the law of
the Lord must be in his mouth con-
tinually. He was to meditate therein
day and night,

Joshua rendered prompt obedience,
he did not stop to cavil, but at once
gave order for the march.
