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State Inspector
Visits Muleshoe

Public Schools,

The work of eclassifying and
accrediting the public schools
of Texas is under the direction
of the State Committee compos-
ed of six members chosen by the
public schools and six by the
colleges. This committee deter-
mines the conditions upon which
high schools are classified and
accredited for the purpose of
establishing educational stand-
ards, encouraging schoolsto at-
tain these standards, and certi-
fying those that have attained
them so as to facilitate the trans-
fer of students to any other
school or coliege.

The regulations as prescribed
by this Committee are adminis-
tered by the State Department
of Education through high
school supervisors, In the visits
of the supervisors and in their
reports to school authorities,
recommendations are offered in
the spirit of co-operation and
helpful suggestion. with the
earnest desire that all school
authorities will join~with the
State Department of Education
in their efforts to maintain the
necessary standards of second-
ary education in Texas.

In order that the schools may
be properly certified it is ess-
ential that minimum require-
ments be met. To that end the
supervisor who recently visited
your school makes the following
recommendations:

1. That Muleshoe patrons take
vigorous action in financing a
full nine months free term.

2. Thatseveral hundred dollars
be expended in supplementing
the library with new fiction, bi-
ography, history source books,
anthologies, also a new physi-
ology chart.

3. That classification be ac-
corded when assurance has been |
given that necessary funds have
been provided.

4, That, if classification be
renewed, such accrediting be
granted as the material sub-
mitted may justify.

5. That the Muleshoe school
board be congratulated in se-
curing its splendid faculty of
enthusiastic, capable and well
qualifled teachers.

The supervisor deeply appre-
ciates the courtesies “extended
him by Supt. Leverett and his
corps of teachers.

I. Elements of Caleb’s Character,

1. Independence of spirit (Num.
13:30).

Though the multitude clamored to
follow the report of the ten, Caleb de-
termined to stand alone. This is an
element in human character which is
highly important. One sheuld stand
for what he knows to be right, re-
gardless of the sentlment of the
crowd,

2. True to convietions (Josh. 14:6,
cf. Num, 14:6-9).

What Caleb knew and felt he spoke
ouit. He did not wait for the opinion
of others and then modify his te suit
the populace., A true man and one
who can be trusted will be loyal te
his convictions.

3. Unselfish (14:12),

He did not ask for some easy place,
He did not wish to thrust someone
else into the place of difficulty. He
wanted to go inte the place where it
would require fighting In erder to
drive out the giants which were in
the land.

4, Courageous (Josh. 14:12, ecf.
¥3:30). ;

This courage he displayed when he
insisted that they were able to go up

from Kadesh-Barnea and take pos-
session of the land. Forty-tive years
have elapsed since that time. He

would be considered an old man now,
but still he desired that place for an
inheritance which would require some
fighting. He said, “I am as strong
this day as I was in the day that
Moses sent me, as my strength was
then, even so is my strength now for
war."

5. Loyalty to God (Josh. 14:8, cf.
Numb. 14:24).

He served God with a whole-hearted
devotion ; indeed, this is the way to
his character,

I1. Caleb Laying Claim to His In-
heritance (vv. 6-12).

Caleb did not come alone to make
his claim. He came in the presence
of the children of Judah, lest he be
suspicioned of taking advantage. He
did not wish to wait until after the
lot was cast, for God had already
given a certain portion to him, It
were useless to ask God to decide a
matter which He had already deter-
mined.

3. On the ground of God's providen-
tial dealing with him (vv. 10-12).

God had preserved him in bodily
health, Though he was now eighty-
five years old, his natural forces were
not abated. He said, “I am as strong
this day as 1 was In the day that
Moses sent me, as my strength was
then even so is my strength now for
war."”

1. Joshua blessed Caleb (v. 13).

He not only acquiesced in Caleb’s
claim, but bestowed the blessing of
God upon him in it.

2. The inheritance glven (vv. 13,
14).

Hebron was the name of the inher.
itance. The name Hebron means fel-
lowship. It was given because Caleb
had fully followed the Lord. Only
those who fully follow the Lord can
enjoy fellowship with Him. Though
Caleb now legally possessed Hebron,
it was necﬁssary for him to fight to
drive out the giants who infested It,
In Christ we have an inheritance
which God has given us. We, too,
must fight because the enemy is un-
willing to relinquish his claim upon it

THANKSGIVING DISHES

Pie is always in season but it is
especially popular at the Thanksgiv-
ing table. Then
there is the tur-
key which some
one has said
should be our nn-
tional bird," in-
stead of the
eagle; potatoes
Irish and sweet,
squash, turnips, a fruit salad and then
comes the great American dessert.
Mince ple is the one par excellence
to serve on Thanksgiving, and pump-
kin pie holds a large place.

In the old days of brick ovens the
mince pies were made by the dozen
and then stored in a cold place in
tiers where they could be called upon
for any meal. Handy dessert it was
—Just place it in the oven and a sav-
ory, spicy ple was ready to serve.

As every family has some cher-
ished recipe for preparing mince meat,
it is useless to give the ingredients—
chopped apple with meat and suet, us-
ing one of meat in measure to two of
good tart apple, chopped. The meat
of course is cooked, the suet, not;
all the cooking it gets is In the cook-
Ing of the mince meat and in the bak-
ing of the pies. Cider, spices, dried
fruits of all kinds, such as ralisins,
citrons, figs, lemon peel, orange peel,
all add to its flavor.

Cranberry pie is another good one
for the cold winter days, and tarts are
especially well liked, Bake the crust
over fluted patty tins and fill with
stewed and sweetened cranberries.

For those who do not care for the
meat in mince pies the following
meatless one will be enjoyed:

Meatless Mince Meat.—Roll fine six
large crackers and mix them with two
cupfuls of sugar and one cupful of
molasses, two cupfuls of cider or
grape juice or one cupful of each,
the juice of one oramge and lemon,
two cupfuls of seeded raisins, one-
fourth cupful of shaved and chopped
candied peel, half a cupful of melted
butter, one-half teaspoonful each of
ground cinnamon, cloves and nutmeg
and three well-beaten eggs. This
makes two large pies.

Lemon pie is another well known
and liked ple, as well as apple and
custard.

Cranberry Conserve.— Take one
quart of cranberries, juice and pulp
of two oranges, one cupful each of
raisins and water, cook together un-
til the cranberries burst and the mix-
ture becomes soft. Add one cupful
each of sugar and corn sirup and
simmer until thick.

Molasses Pie.—Line a pie plate with
a good rich crust and pour in the
following mixture: Bring to boiling
a cupful of molasses and add care-
fully a tablespoonful each of butter
and flour rubbed together, and the
Juice of one large lemon and a pinch
of cinnamon—Iif desired a half cupful
of walnut meats. Cover with crust
and bake.

Economy In Food.

There are still numbers of women
who think that the meat which has
been used to pre-
pare soup, Dbe-
cause it lacks
flavor, is not good
for food. The
fact is that all
the goodness is
still there except
the extractives
which give it its flavor. Adding other
flavors, such meats make substantial,
appetizing and tasty dishes.

A little meat put through the meat
grinder, added to buttered crumbs, a
little onion softening with cream or
tomato, used as stuffing for green pep-
pers, is especially good; alse made
into hash with vegetables for flavor,
croquettes and scalloped dishes. Such
meat is very good baked with maca-
roni or spaghetti. "or a curry dish,
fry a little onlon, add the meat, curry,
vinegar—just a bit—and serve with a
border of cooked seasoned rice. To
use a variety of flavorings such as
sweet herbs, and meat sauces, one may
have variety with little expense,

A casserole with a tight cover Is an
invaluable aid for economy in the
house.

Cheaper cuts of meat with long, slow
cooking are made most attractive. The
long, slow cooking develops flavor and
makes it more digestible.

Such seasonings as kitchen bouquet,
soy sauce, worcestershire sauce, ta-
basco sauce, pepper sauce, celery
salt, mace, mint, garlic are all such
good alds to make appetizing other-
wise unsavory foods.

Economical Stew.—Take a pound of
round steak cut into thin slices as
broad as possible. Mix In a saucepan
a cupful of bread crumbs, twe table-
spoonfuls of chopped suet, a parbolled
onion chopped, two tablespoonfuls of
chopped parsley, a beaten egg, and
salt and pepper to season. QGather the
stuffing in a large lump, roll it in-
side the meat, tle with a string and
fry all over until well browned. Put
into a saucepan a tablespoonful of fat,
chop one-half onion and fry, then add
the meat. Add enough stock occa-
slonally to keep it well basted. Cook

for three-fourths of an hour.
