~ Why Motion Picture Theater Prices Have Been Increased

E have raised our admission
prices,” said the manzager
of a New York motion pic-

ture theater. “Nobody has complain-
ed about it. I don't know whether it's
because people are tired of complain-
ing of high prices or because enter-
talnment is about the last commodity
to go up.

“But I am not ratisfied. T dldn’t
want to raise the prices up. It is my
business to please the public. T would

welcome an opportunity to lower the
admissfon. But just now I shouldlike
to receive a few complaints, It would
give me & chance to talk.

“If I were a grocer, the way would
be clear. There is a Federal Board to
attend to such things. I could refer
disgruntled customers to the fair price
list, If I were a failor, or even a
landlord the way would be almost as
casy, I would have a measure of gov-
ernment Tegulation as a refuge which
n the long run means government
protection,

“But as a motion plcture theater
manager I am without such a re-
source, Any intelligent member of the
publie who reads the newspapers can
ive you the farmers' and distributors’
Wh each advance to the public

of milk, butter and cggs. e can tell
you why a %30 overcoat coBts $100.
But what does he know about the ex-
penses of a theater manager?

“He knows that the rent of his home

has gone up. Does he realize that
the rent of my theater has gone up
in proportion, so that every seat in
the house today has as definite and

substantial a value as & plece of real
estate? He knows that his salary has
fncreased. Does he realize that the
wages of every theater employe have
increased in proportion to his own?
His light bills are higher, and the
price of his newspaper has doubled.
My light bill keeps me awake at night,
and my advertising bill 18 a stagger-
ing affair, 5

“I have not yet mentioned the most
important thing of all, without which
tho theater would not be here. I
mean the flims, Lights advertising,
ushers, and the building itself are in-
cidenfals, after all, The play's the
thing.

“Roughly, it costs me about twice
as much to show a film as It did a
year ago. But what does the public
know about such things? The matter
bas not entered the average theater-
goer's head, why should it unless he

Is told, as he is told about butter and
cheese and eggs?

“Something should be done to let
the public know these things. Why
can ot one of the film companies take
up our ca2se? It would be to our mu-
tual “benefit if they showed not only
that the films cost us more, but why
they have to charge more for them.
The result would be illuminating to
the publie.”

This theater manager is representa-
tive. He has voiced what is«dn the
miud of every exhibitor in this coun-
try. Just as the doubled price of the
newspaper may be traced back to the
doubled pay of lumber jacks in the
woods, so may the increased price of
a theater seat be traced back to the
studio, among other sources,

What is the situation in the studios
today? It may only be estimated. The
latest figures avaiiable, supplied by
Fox Film Corporation, are thosa of
last August, Since then the flgures
have riscn, so that those given here
are considerably lower than present
rates,

The wages of necessary studio em-
ployes increased 75 per cent| from Au-
gust, 1918, to Augusi, 1019.} By now
the increase is well over 100’ per cent.

The increase-in the cost of paints
parallels the increaze in timber, Shel-

The price of linseed
ofl was more than tripled; it rose
from 76 cents to $2.24. Turpentine
went from 64 cents to $1.14, and gold
bronze from 75 cents to $1.30.

The most interesting items in this
summary are the fourth and the last.
It is not only in the last year that
motion picture stars' salaries have been
regarded as colossal. Compared witha
picture star, a cabinet minister is a
poor man. It was so a year and a half
ago; how much more 80 is it today!

The cost of scenarios and stories has
been multiplied by five (that is, to last
August; much more by now). This
poinis not only to better times for au-
thors and idea-men,

but also to@ novel,

costly than eighteen months ago
they are artistically better,

The motion picture is the only art
form that can point to definite and
generally acknowledged improvement
as a reason for the advance in prices.

Books cost more’ today, but no

itfc dares say that this year’'s books
are better than last yvear's, or indeed
better than those of a hundred years
ago. It costs more to hear opera; but
are the operas produced this season
any better than those produced in the
90s? And are the paintings of today
better than the pictures of years ago?

The cost of iiving is not altogether a
matter of bread and butter. Bread and
butter, gowns and frocks, town apart-
nrents and country houses are only
the means to living after all. The

man who really knows how to live is.

he who knows how to use his time
after the necessity of food, clothing
and shelter has been served,

Books are part of the art of life. So
are pictures. So is music, So are
theaters. Once upon a time there was
such a thing as a standard dollar-fifty
less discount. Until a compara-

tively few weeks ago you could git in &
stall at the Metropolitan Opera House
for §6. And a few years ago there
were neckel odeons—which never wers
very good entertainment,
were downright bad.

The public pays more to see moving

and often

pictures than it paid in the days of |

the nickel odeon, for the very obvious
reason that pictures are better than
they were in those bad old days.

But it is also true that the public is
paylng more to see motion pictures
than it paid only last year—as recent=
ly as last summer. The reason I8
partly that motion pictures are better
than they were a year ago, and partiy
they actually cost the exhibitors and
the producers much more,

The theater manager who is charge
ing the same admission prices as he
charged last year at this time is
showing inferior pictures. Either that
or he is on the road to ruin. He has
to keep pace with the industry. It
costs more to produce a festure tham
itydid. It costs more to run a theaten.

The situation bears harder *
the small exhibitor than upon the
