Like many who have been success­
ful in more honorable fleicU of en­
deavor, Barrow stsuted ait tha> very 
bottom. He began his career when, 
as a boy of only 12. he waa active 
in a voulhful gang of West Dwllaa 
"tougnles" whoar specialty 
thievery.

Al'-hough still a young man—only 
2g—he ranks teday as ono of the 
nation’s foremost desperadoes.

Barrow wss beam In Ellis county, 
where he lived only s few years be­
fore he moved to Dallas with his 
family. His aged nsother and father 
still live In Dallas.

Plret Charge at 1#
Although he and other members 

of his child gang in Weat Dallas 
had many previous brushes with law 
enforcing authorities. Barrow's name 
was offtciaily entered upon police 
records in December of 1906 when 
he wa# formally charged with auto 
theft. He was 16 then.

During the next two yeara he waa,, 
charged with chicken theft In Port' 
Worth, with burglary in Dallas, and \ 
with robbery in Dalits.

Hr served short term sentences in 
local jails on those chargee.

It was at Waco in A{i^l of 1930 
that he received the only peniten­
tiary term of hla ckreer. He was 
assessed 14 yean for burglaiy and 
theft.

Given Parwie
However. In February, 1983. Oov. 

Rom Sterling laaued Barrow a gen­
eral parole, althoimh at that time 
he wa# wanted In ‘Texas, Oklahoma 
and New Mexico on other charges 
Judge Stanhope Henry, pardon 
board member and one of thoae who 
recommended the pafole, said the 
parole would not have been Imued 
had fingerprint records been avail­
able to the state board at that time. 
The parole wa.# revoked In Novem­
ber of the name year.

Since then Barrow has been more 
than active, as is perhapa best il­
lustrated by these official records of 
the bureau of Identincatton of the 
Dallas police station:
