800,000 Texas Cotton Farmers Will 
Vote In Referendum December 2 
75 Per Cent To Hold Quotas

BUSI NESS AS U S U AL

College Station, Sept. 26.—Pacedt^ 
with a tremendous cotton surplus, 1 
300,000 Texas cotton farmers are 
Invited to go to the polls, December 
9 to cast their votes in a South­
wide referendum to decide whether 
cotton marketing quotas will be in 
effect for 1940.

In  setting a national marketing 
quota of approxiamtely 12 million 
bales during the marketing year be­
ginning August 1, 1940, Secretary of 
Agriculture Henry A. Wallace point­
ed out the quota was mandatory un­
der the Agricultural Adjustment 
Act when total supplies reach 107 
percent of the normal supply.

\  The supply of cotton on hand 
August 1 amounted to 25,500,003 
bales, according to the Department 
f f  Agriculture, or 140 percent of the 
“normal” supply of 18,200,000 bales.

^  Unless the cotton farmers them- 
—  selves vote for continuance of quo­

tas, they will not be in effect next 
year, Wallace said. The quota for 
1940 is the same as for 1939 which 
was approved by 84.1 percent of the 
producers in the referendum last 
year.

Regardless of the outcome of the 
referendum, conservation phases of 
the Agricultural Conservation pro­
gram will be continued.

Of the producers voting, at least 
75 percent must favor continuance 
of the marketing quota for it to re­
main in effect.

“Marketing quotas are meant to 
supplement the conservation pro­
gram by assuring farmers planting 
within their acreage allotments 
their efforts to adjust supplies will 
not be nullified by non-cooperators,” 

^  George Slaughter, chairman of the 
' 'S ta te  Agricultural Conservation 

committee, pointed out.
I f  marketing quotas are in effect, 

a non-co-operator will be required 
to pay a penalty of three cents per 
pound on all cotton sold in excess of 

*  the marketing quota set for his 
farm, Slaughter explained. Farmejs 
planting within their acreage allot­
ments will be able to market all 
their cotton without penalty.

In a recent opinion, Federal Judge 
James V. Allred of Houston declared 
marketing quotas were legal in the 
first suit to reach the courts test­
ing their legality.

. Cotton Gins B e g i n  
NBumming ,4s Staple 
Comes Rolling In

Cotton gins in and around Mule- 
j  *hoe have been repaired, improved 

*  and some enlarged, many of them 
have already turned out their pro­
verbial first bale, the staple pickers, 
white, brown and black, have begun 
flooding the highways with their 
model T ’s and other vehicles—and 
it is expected that the cotton season 
will be officially and jublantly open­
ed here this week.

Fall time and gin time are synon- 
omous in this area, both bringing 
activity and Joy—activity in gather­
ing in the fleecy locks for market 
and joy in the money received from 
its sale, for many farmers have been 
practically without cash for several 

.months, and it is indeed happy days 
S hat brings more funds into these 
farm homes so past ind.btedness 
may be liquidated and the many 
things needed may be purchased. 
Pickers, too, are glad to get the 
work in fields for it means their bet­
ter living conditions.

The cotton crop in Bailey, it 
thought may not run quite so large 
as it did last year, but there is 
still plenty of time to prove to the 
contrary as the season carries on. 
Just how much the European war 
may affect prices received for the 
staple is still a moot question.

I t  is known there still remains a 
big carry-over from last year's crop 
and farmers are to vote In Decem­
ber regarding next year’s acreage, 
75 per cent majority being required 
for setting quotas by the Agriculture 
act.

Recent drouthy conditions have 
had some deliterious efect upon all 
crops, including those o f growing 
feed, yet It is surprising how well 
many o f these crops have withstood 
tack of rainfall, some even looking 

;  100 pr cent perfect. Feed pries are 
already rising and even though such 
crops may be slightly under nor- 

X. mal, Increased prices may make up 
for the shortage.

Count y  Institute

Plans are in the making for an

Reading in a Lubbock newspaper

One of the chief phases of the 
European war as it affects Ameri­
cans is the amount o f propaganda 
being put out by participants, most 
news being favorable to the b-llig.r- 
ent issuing it.

Texas Taxes Eac h  
Family Are $6 
Every Week

Tax bill paid by the people of 
Texas during the 1938 fiscal year 
amounted to $6 a week per family, 
according to a new statewide publi­
cation, the Taxpayers Digest, a pre­
liminary number of which was issu- 

I ed this week.
The new semimonthly publication, 

described as "a Texas journal of 
accurate news and pertinent com­
ment relating to the public revenue

-local, state and national,” is pub­
lished by the Taxpayers Rcserach 
Bureau, Dallas.

Mission of the new tax newspa­
per, according to its editor, is to 
help the avearage man to study and 
understand the fact that the Texas 
tax bin has been growing steadily 
during the last 15 years, and is still 
growing.

“The revenue o f the state govern­
ment o f Texas raised by taxation 
during the fiscal year ending June 
30. 1938, amounted to $111,650,527, 
the Journal said “and that o f all the 
local governments o f the State 
amounted to $120,683,286. The Tax­
payers Research Bureau estimates 
the federal taxs paid by the people 
of Texas during that year as not less 
than $221,000,000. This is given as 
an extremely conservative estimate, 
but assuming it to be approximately 
correct, and adding it to the totals 
o f state and local taxes, it appears 
that the total tax bill of the people 
of Texas for the fiscal year ending 
Jun? 30, 1938, was not less than 
$454,000,000

"On that basis the people of Tex ­
as during that year paid the equiva­
lent o f approximately $6 a week per 
family in Texas. And a large per­
centage o f the people of the State 
paid that amount or much more,”

Warsaw, on the west bank of the 

Vistula, will remain in German 
hands. Russian armies, however, 
will occupy Poland up to this line, 
including the cities of Lublin, Luck, 
Lwow, Breesc, Blalystok and Wline. 
The fate o f Warsaw is understood 
to have been one of the last Soviet 
negotiations on immediate appor­
tionment o f Polish territory. Indeed, 
some publicists believe the returning 
to Russia by Germany of some of 
this conquored terlrtory lost in the 
Versailles treaty following the 
World war may have been the price 
Germany paid to Russia for her co­
operation.

Following assasination of Premier 
Calinescue of Rumania, it  is report­
ed more than 2,000 “ Iron Guardists,” 
members o f a secret Nazi organiza­
tion in Rumania, have been killed. 
The premier was shot to death in 
his auto as he rode down a street 
by a band of masked men in another 
auto. Gen. Geo. Argesanu is the 
new premier o f that country.

Monday morning French troops 
were reported to have opened a 
coordinated series o f powerful at­
tacks on a 40-mile wide front be­
tween the eastern- Saar region and 
the Vosges mountains.

Lumber Co., yard.

Dr. Lancaster is already well and 
favorably known to people of Mule­
shoe and surroundng area. Dr. 
Green, who comes here from Lub­
bock, obtained his B. A., degree 
from Texas Tech., college that city; 
his M. A. degree from State univer­
sity, Austin, after which he was for 
two years assistant professor of or­
ganic chemistry in  that university. 
Later he attended the Medical de­
partment of State university at Gal­
veston where he received his M. D. 
degree.

Later Dr. Green spent two and a 
half years as internist and assistant 
professor of physiology and pharma­
cology in the Medical Department, 
State University of Arkansas, at L it­
tle Rock, following which for about 
five months he w’as associated in the 
practice of his profession with Dr.

Records Show There 
Were Negroes I n 
Texas Legislature

Probably what a lot o f Texans 
don’t  know is that from 1870 thru 
early 'nineties Negroes served in the 
State legislature.

E. R. Lindley, chief clerk o f the 
Texas House of Representatives, is 
writing a history of the Legislature. 
In  his research he ran across that 
information.

In  the 12th Legislature in 1870-71, 
there were two negro senators and 
three representatives, sent to the 
Legislature from Brenham. Galves­
ton Houston, Marshall, and Hunts­
ville. The next Legslature the ne­
gro representative reached its peak 
with two senators and eight House 
members.

Through the 14th, 15th, 17th and 
18th, 19th. 20th Legislatures there 
were a varying number of negro 
members. In  the 21st the number 
wa6 reduced to one negro repre­
sentative.

The following session not a single 
negro was elected. Then in the 24th 
Legislature, an election contest 
seated a negro from Brazoria coun­
ty district as the last negro repre­
sentative of record.

There may haveSoeen one or more 
in the 26th Legislature—the record 
is not clear— but in the 27th Legis­
lature the Terrell election law was 
passed and there have been no ne­
groes elected since that time Lind­
ley said.

« .  The question of what to do with 
their life is the major problem of 
youth in Muleshoe who are start­
ing on a college course this fall, or 
who completed one last spring. 
Many graduates stepped into em­
ployment conditions discouraging 
for them. Many have not secured 
work to apply recently acquired 
training. This Inability to become 
located leaves its mark on that 
student who is embarking upon 
years of preparation—for what!

This Is a real problem and often 
is answered by refusing college since 
business seems unable to employ 
new hands. I f  they do attend col­
lege they are often puzzled over what 
type training to study. The prac­
tical courses offered in any college 
give us ambitious youth seeking an 
opportunity. This tralnlngg should 
consist of knowledge o f how to get 
a  Job, where to seek a Job, as well 
as expending effort on fitness for 
the Job. There will always be op­
portunities for Muleshoe students, 
but will college show them the ne d- 
ed effort and time to secure a posi­
tion?

I t  would be wise to teach the stu­
dent that .if he seeks a position In 
one line and must accept work be­
low this level, ho Is not disgraced.

Many an oldster says college gives 
the young the idea that every po­
sition of worth must be a white- 
collared one. This is debatable, but 
college should inform that honest 
toil, sweat of brow. Is not to be 
scorned or considered inferior to 
training.

Often these Jobs require skill and 
dexterity. Perhaps they are step­
ping stones to bigger things. Teach 
approach to all labor as something 
to learn, a chance to develop gen­
ius perhaps, a business preparation 
of value to each Individual.

HUMOR BIRDS FOR 
POULTRY PROFITS

Catering to Hens’ Whims 
Is Found Good Plan.

____  ________  -.'NU Service.
It will pay poultry producers to 

learn how hens behave like human 
beings. Whims in poultry behavior 
can be noticed in fowls just as easi­
ly as they can be in human beings, 
and in many cases they are likely 
to be similar.

Although there is a difference of 
opinion as to whether human whims 
should be catered to, the successful 
poultryman knows that for good egg 
production, poultry whims can not 
be overlooked.

For instance, putting fresh feed 
in a feed hopper for poultry works 
just about the same as putting fresh 
bread on the table for the family 
meal—it usually results in increased 
consumption. A feeder which re­
quires frequent filling is a distinct 
advantage, since the frequent filling 
encourages egg production.

Just as humans dislike water that 
has been heavily chlorinated, so 
hens w ill turn up their noses at 
water which has been polluted with 
some pill or powder. Such a prac­
tice is likely to result in low water 
consumption and low egg produc­
tion.

The more appetizing the water, 
the greater will be its probable e f­
fect on egg production. When it is 
cold it will pay to keep water warm 
as well as clean.

To many people a dessert makes 
a meal complete and often helps to 
make up for any shortcomings of 
the main course. Judging by their 
reactions to a moist mash feeding 
once a day, poultry would agree 
that such a feeding serves them 
well as a dessert. Many flock own­
ers resort to moist feeding as a 
means of feeding some of the vita­
min and mineral concentrates such 
as codliver oil, sardine oil and milk 
products.

Hens also react favorably to clean 
surroundings. When clean litter is 
substituted for dirty litter, there is 
much singing and scratching which 
helps increase egg production.

Children Need Good 
Health To Work 
And Play

Thousands of Texas children, 
armed with a shiny new pencil case 
and a book strap, are trudging back 
to school this month. Fresh hair 
cuts and new clothes will be evident 
for the first morning o f school, and 
anxious mothers will be making 
numerous last-minute preparations.

But Dosca Hale, specialist in 
parent education and child develop­
ment for the A. and M. College Ex­
tension Service, points out that there 
is a deeper readiness than this—the 
readiness parents have been slowly 
building throughout the child’s in­
fancy and pre-school years.

I f  the child is to give the most 
and get the most from this new 
school world, he will need the best 
possible health to work hard and 
play hard,” Miss Hale says. ‘ Par­
ents need now to know the special 
needs of their own children—espec­
ially the amount of food and rest 
which they require.”

The specialist points out that 
many children start to school every 
fall with handicaps that could be 
corrected or greatly improved by 
proper treatment. Among tl 
handicaps are weak lungs and 
hearts, defective eyesight or hear­
ing diseased tonsils or teeth.

Proper health habits are pointed 
out as remedies to many of the 
school child’s well being as 
sunshine and good food, Miss Hale 
believes, and she adds that sound 
health habits are not developed in 
an atmosphere of worry, hurry, and 
strain.

She concludes: “There must 
that comradeship between parent 
and child which maintains order 
and regularity without too much 
rigidity and which makes allow­
ance for personal preferences and' 
unsual circumstances.”

Electric Farm Fence Is 
Regarded as Dangerous
is extremely dangerous for u.iy- 
unfamiliar with the principles 

of electricity to experiment with the 
electric fence, says Harry L. Gar- 

investigator in rural electrifi­
cation at Washington State college.

Electric fences operated by stor­
age batteries and properly con­
structed by expert electricians will 
give safe service. But it is never 
advisable for the amateur to attempt 
to build his own equipment, Garver 
says. In all probability, it would 
not meet safety approval, thereby 
making the owner liable for any 
damage that might be done by it, 
he added.

While it is possible to build elec­
tric fences that are connected with 
the home wiring circuit, this prac­
tice is not encouraged; there is too 
much danger of unskilled persons 
making the wrong connection and 
sending the full charge through the 
fence. It is believed advisable to 
post warning signs on all electric 
fences.

Hardware Bad for Cows
Hardware has its very important 

place in our scheme of farm opera­
tion, but baling wire, nails, bits of 
steel, etc., lodged inside Bossy's 
body are bad medicine. Just a few 
precautions are mentioned by 
Hoard’s Dairyman: Account for all 
baling wire from hay, straw, or 
shavings used in the cow barn. Un­
wind the wire, do not chop it in two. 
Stage a continual pick-up of wire, 
nails, etc. Do not mend stanchions 
with wire. If  a nail is missed while 
making a repair about the feed al­
ley, And it. Outlaw the steel brush 
around the feed department

Feeding the Hens
The feed for hens depends upon 

several factors. First, the develop­
ment of the bird; second, the rate 
of production; third, the condition 
of the house in which the birds are 
kept, and fourth the amount of mash 
the birds consume daily. You can­
not weigh out the scratch grain. 
The only way is to feed them what 
they will eat up clean, giving them 
aU they wish at night, when they 
should go to roost satisfied and with 
full crops.

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WHY MAKE THE JOB HARDER?

Breeder-Feeder Association
It  takes about five times as much 

labor to soak and feed milo to hogs 
as to feed it dry, and the pigs actual 
ly made more gain on dry mllo than 
on soaked milo, according to tests at 
the Texas Experiment Station. 
Threshed grain fed in a self-feeder, 
and dry milo heads fed on a clean 
dry platform, with a protein supple­
ment, got better results with less 
effort than by soaking the grain and 
hand-feeding.

Why do pigs do better when the 
table is set twenty-four hours a day, 
and they eat free-choice, than when 
hand-fed two or three tims a day? 
That they do, has long been known. 
Why does it take less grain and 
protein supplement to make 100 
pounds o f pork in a self-feeder t.i 
when it is dished out to the pigs at 
the extra trouble of two or three 
daily feedings?

We begin to get the ansjver when 
we learn that pigs in these tests

made 23 trips to the self-feeder ev­
ery 24 hours, eating a little each 
time, masticating it unhurriedly, 
and digesting it thoroughly. Hand- 
feeding lets them go so hungry be­
tween meals that they gobble the 
feed down greedily, swallow wnole 
grain, which cannot be digested. Ac­
curate checks showed the self-fed 
pigs digested a'll but two pounds out 
of a hundred, of whole kafir grain, 
while hand-fed pigs wasted ten 
pounds in the hundred. A t this rate 
the self-feeder repays the cost of 
materials very quickly.

Whatever grain is fed, whole or 
ground, the self-feeder saves labor 
and feed. I f  the feeder is properly 
constructed, and so placed that dirt 
does not blow into the feed, 
feeding job is done with about two 
fillings of the self-feeder in the 
week.

It is understood, of course, that 
corn and the sorghum grains are de­
ficient in proteins. A  protein sup­
plement o f half tankage and half 
cottonsed meal should be provided 
in a separate self-feeder or a sep­
arate compartment from the grain. 
Shrimp or fish meal may be sub­
stituted for tankage. Green pas­
ture is the ideal for getting best re­
sults in fattening hogs with grain 
and protein supplement in self- 
feeders, but if green pasture is not 
to be had, a protein supplement 
made up o f 40 parts tankage (by 
weight,) 40 parts cottonseed meai, 
and 20 parts green alfalfa meal may 
be substituted. Any good legume hay 
—peanut, pea, soy bean, etc.— cured 
green and ground may be substi­
tuted for ground alfalfa hay; with 
somewhat less digestibility than al­
falfa, they are nevertheless high in 
protein and if cured green carry the 
essential vitamin A, which is lack­
ing in dry grains.

It seems hadly necessary to refer 
to the mineral mixture, yet a few 
people still neglect this important 
factor in good hog feeding. Its lack 
may not be serious when hogs are 
running on good alfalfa or clover 
pastures, but it costs so little and 
is so easy to provide that it ought 
never to be neglected. The hogs -vill 
not eat it unless they need it, but 
their own appetite is a better index 
of their nutritional needs than any 
man’s guess.

The Texas Station says “a simple 
mineral mixture composed of equai 
parts by weight of bone meal, ground 
limestone or oyster shell flour and 
salt, will funish the necessary min­
erals.” This mixture of course should 
be where the hogs can get at it at all 
times, and must be protected from 
rain to prevent the leaching out of 
the soluble portions o f the mixture.

Generally speaking there are bet­
ter corn and other feed grain crops 
in the Southwest than last year. 
There are also more pigs to be fed. 
Fifteen per cent more sows farrow­
ed in Arkansas last spring; 14 per 
cent more in Louisiana, 35 per cent 
more in Oklahoma. 20 per cent more 
in Texas. Whether grain is plentiful

scarce, however, it pays to buy the 
protein supplement if  necessary, to 
use a self-feeder, and to furnish 
green pasture.

3,000 Births Are Now 
Syphilitic Says 
State Doctor

Austin, Sept. 26. The need for edu 
cation that will bring every potential 
mother—and in particular those 
mothers infected with veneral di­
seases—to the physician early in 
pregnancy, and the necessity for 
adequate treatment and follow-up 
of every case of syphillis thus uncov- 
ered, is emphasized by the Texas 
State Department of Health.

The 1,200 deaths, and 3,000 
nual syphilitic births, are the price 
of ignorance which reflects the fa il­
ure of maternal health education in 
Texas. These deaths are needless, 
when we consider the present state 
of scientific knowledge and practice 
in regard to the control of syphillis.

There are many potential mothers 
in Texas today infected with syph­
ilis. Without treatment, the chances 
are that more than 80 per cent of 
their offspring will be infected. Un­
less the need for treatment early in 
pregnancy is impressed uopn all po­
tential mothers, and the necessity 
for blood tests as a routine check 
in physical examinations is realized, 
too many mothers will not know 
that they have syphillis and are in 
need of treatment.

Reason number one for this neg­
lect is that many women do not 
understand the importance of early 
and good prenatal care, including 
examination and if necessary, treat­
ment for syphilis.

It  is pointed out that the chances 
that a healthy, non-infected child 
will be bom of a mother with syph­
ilis are less than one in six.“Start 
treatment before the fifth  month 
of pregnancy—even before the third 
—and that ratio can be reversed to 
ten healthy children out o f every 
eleven born. The remedy is educa­
tion of our people, so that they may 
know what to expect in a prenatal 
examination” states the Health De­
partment.

I t  is an entirely new 
experience to most of them and they 
need to be extremely careful. Be­
fore the year of college has been 
finished there will be many of these 
young people carried away into cap­
tivity of some kind: not o f their

captivity in Babylon.
K ing Cyrus afterward permitted 

many o f these Hebrew captives to 
return to their homes round about 
Jerusalem, and about 50 900 of them 
accepted that opportunity imme­
diately; but I never knew of any 
evil habit that cheerfully consented 

let any of its victims go. I  have 
heard people speak of bad habits as 
though they were light and trivial, 
but more often they are like the 
whips o f scorpions that tear the 
flesh and like a path of spikes over 
which the victim must trod with 
bare feet before reaching the Land 
of Promise.

Young people are in special peril 
because the most of them are so 
unsuspecting. They are not aware 
of the power o f the subtle lion 
asleep in their souls. They have not 
yet learned that the sparkle in the 
eye of a serpent is merely introduc­
tory to the sting of its poisonous 
fangs; that there is much d iffer­
ence between a bear toying with a 
garment and the crackling of bones 
from its terrific hug. So there are 
plenty of cheerful hours of apparent­
ly innocent mirth which have disas- 
terous endings for the uninitiated 
and unsuspecting. It always pays to 
be on the watch.

Early impressions are sometimes 
well nigh ineffaceable. Daniel had 
a good bringing up. He was started 
right, and when I find him in 
Jerusalem. I  am not at all surprised 
to afterward learn he is in Baby­
lon. The world is all the time look­
ing for bright young men and wo­
men to take the lead in innumer­
able affairs of the nation, and if 
such ambition is properly respected 
it is often liberally awarded. Fathers 
and mothers often plan the charac­
ter of their children, as well as 
their destiny for time and for eter­
nity. No boy or girl can ever rear a 
magnificent cathedral on the con­
tracted character foundation fur­
nished by some parents. Parents do 
a magnificent thing when they 
slave and sacrifice for the educa­
tion of their children, but it is just 
as essential for them to first pace 
the way for their right and proper 
living before attempting to rear the 
superstucture of their lives on which 
much of their destiny will depend.

Children with proper early training 
and environment don’t go astray so 
often as may be generally thought. 
The Bible says: ’Train up a child 
in the way it should go and when 
it is old it will not depart there­
from," and I  always put the em­
phasis on the word OLD. I  also be­
came convinced several years ago 
that the best time to begin train­
ing of a child was with its grand­
parents. I f  grandpa and grandma 
had been better people grandsons 
and granddaughters would have 
better opportunites to capitalse on 
their heredity I f  parents would 
give more attention to the high 
chair they wouldn’t have to worry 
so much about the electric chair in 
the years to come.

It seems in the case of Daniel he 
was very particular about the em- 

| phasis placed upon the dedication 
I of the food given him to eat. K ing 
I Cyrus was classed as a heathen,
I and all heathen worshippers dedi- 
j  cated their food to their gods and 
! asked a blessing upon it before par­
taking of its nourishment. Some 

1 folks do the same thing today,
| though most parents are prone to 
omit that religious habit. I  am not 

| one of those who unceremoniously 
j condemn the heathen, for I  well 
l know they were living up to the best 
1 theological ideas of their day. Rath- 
i er would I  condemn folks of this 
! age who know so much better, yet 
do not act in accordance with 
their greater light and information.

The pulse which Daniel chose as 
his chief food was just a scrawny 
little herb that grew in the edge of 
the desert. It was not the veins or 
arteries o f animals as some have 
erroneously believed, and I have an 
idea Daniel picked that simple food 
because he had to have food of 
some kind to sustain life, yet he did 
not approve of the king’s menu and 
its dedication to foreign gods. So 
when I  see this old earth of ours so 
abundantly filled with such a wide 
variety of food. I  don’t have much 
confidence in some of our strict 
dieticians. I  don’t  think much of 
the average college boarding-house, 
though I  know it is the best some 
parents can afford If their children 
are to receive college education, and 
it is some consolation that Daniel 
thrived on this very meagre diet 
and stood at the head of his class.

I  believe young folks at college 
should be permitted to enjoy them­
selves the b st way possible. Be­
cause I  am getting old, I  am not 
trying to put an old head on the 
shoulders of every youth. I  still re­
member the joy of my own college 
days and would have every young 
man and woman to enjoy theirs in 
pure, wholesome freedom so they 
may in after years look back to 
them with unstinted appreciation. 
I  know college life furnishes num­
erous temptations to dissipation 
and gluttony. There a r1 sparkling 
beverages and night clubs and mid­
night Joy rides, gaming and danc- 
<ng parties and petting parties, and 
improper movies and impure books 
and magazines and a hundred and

Demonstr a t i o n  Of 
Ford Tractor Draws 
Favorable Interest

A large number of farmers and 
other citizens interested in modern 
farm methods witnessed the plow­
ing ability of the new Ford tractor 
in a demonstration held Thursday, 
Friday and Saturday on the Wm. 
Millen farm about six miles north­
east of Muleshoe, under direction of 
J. B. Richardson, manager for the 
Rockey Tractor Co., local dealers.

Plowing was done at from seven 
to nine inches depth, ranging in 
land conditions from very hard to 
boggy type through a shallow lake, 
no visible difference being noted in 
action of the tractor in either type 
of soil conditions. The Ferguson sys­
tem of hydraulic control is said to 
be the seert o fthe steady pulling 
ability of the new machine, a fea­
ture which Ford and Ferguson ex­
perimented with for about 18 years 
before achieving perfection of its 
mechanical action.

This particular tractor is claimed 
by its proponents to operate on 
much less fuel per acre, also a con­
siderable saving of oil than many 
others of similar size and ability. It  
has two 14-inch plows and is said 
to steer easier on soft ground than 
an automobile. The hydraulic sys­
tem operates at almost finger touch 
and the wheelbase implements 
ed with it can be put on or tak?n 
o ff in just a few minutes time.

Many favorable comments were 
heard from visitors attending the 
demonstration, some declaring their 
intention of purchasing one of them 
as soon as distribution is begun.

Paris reports the French success­
fully attacking the Seigfreid defense 
line of Germany with heavy losses 
on both sides.

It  is rumored that Hitler will o f­
fer another "plan of peace,” though 
what it may be allies have no idea, 
and they insist they will not accept 
it.

English War Minister Churchill 
reports Britain has taken far more 
merchandise from Germany than 
she has lot to that country in its 
ship-sinking campaign. All vessels 
now transporting merchandise and 
munitions are armed, he says, and 
will be protected by convoys of de­
stroyers against u-boat activities.

Foreign U-boats are persistently 
reported hovering close to the A t­
lantic and Pacific shores of America, 
and the U. S., is planning a string 

war vessels to patrol such shores 
as precautionary methods.
