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on Sheep in
Group Allows Extra 

Loan, Effective at 
Once Here

A maximum advance of 75 cents 
a head will be allowed on sheep in 
12-month wool by the National 
Wool Marketing Corporation and 
its unit local co-opcratives, accord­
ing to announcement made Wed­
nesday night in Boston. It is possi­
ble to make loans immediately in 
Sonora.

The executive committee of the 
co-op, of which Judge L. W. Elliott 
is a member, has been in session in 
Boston since January 18 discussing 
the advance and other matters. The 
conference, in which the co-op, the 
federal Farm Board, and repre­
sentatives o f the Intermediate Fed­
eral Credit Banks are taking part, 
is expected to last through next 
week. An advance on mohair is 
being considered, and if granted, 
will likely be 25 cents a head.

The additional advance will be 
allowed on 90 per cent of a flock 
of sheep, many of which are al­
ready collateral for an advance of 
50 cents. The additional amount 
will vary 5 to 25 cents a head, de­
pending on grade of wool and con­
dition o f the animals.

Little result is expected from the 
advance locally, according to o ffi­
cers in the Sonora \Vool and Mo­
hair Marketing Corporation, one of 
the five units operating in Texas.

The* local co-op has advanced 
140,000 on sheep to date,

A total of $225,000 had been ad- 
ranced in Texas according to esti­
mate prior to the announcement of 
the additional loan. That sum rep­
resented about half-a-million head 
of sheep, it is estimated, since not 
every owner borrowed the full 50 
cents on each sheep.

7; supple­
mentary, 30. Total, 411.

Since Nov. 1, 1931, the collec­
tor’s office has received a gross 
total of $77,000. Of this amount 
about $74,000 was payment of 
property taxes, while the balance 
came from car registration and 
payment of poll taxes.

Total assessed taxes of Sutton 
county property for 1931 was about 
$141,000.

Human needs may cause a great 
flock of wild sheep that inhabit an 
island in the South Pacific to sac­
rifice their pasture, if not their 
lives.

The Colima State Government 
has been petitioned by a group of 
Mexicans repatriated from the 
United States, for aid in establish­
ing a colony on the uninhabited 
Kevillagigedo Islands, 250 miles 
south of Lower California. Leaders 
o f the movement hope to realize 
help for their economic distress 
through the slaughter of the sheep 
which now inhabit the island.

The flock originated with a drove 
o f sheep taken to the island nearly 
a century ago by a Spanish noble­
man who dreamed of an empire on 
the jungle-covered islands. The 
Spaniard died before he could reap 
any reward for his efforts, and the 
sheep multiplied rapidly, overrun­
ning the main island of Socorro, un­
til they now are numbered at 100,- 
000.

Socorro, the largest and only in­
habitable member of the island 
group, is 36 miles in circum­
ference and reaches a 3,500-foot 
altitude. Since the island is with­
out natural water, the sheep drink 
the heavy night dew.

Clipperton Island, an isolated 
member of the group, has just been 
lost by Mexico through the action 
o f the King o f Italy, who awai'ded 
the island, which is only barren 
rock, to France, despite Mexico’s 
claim to prior discovery.

OLD HYMNS POSSESS AN ! RED-BROWN OYSTERS OF 
APPEAL BEYOND CENSORS, TEXAS FOUND HARMLESS

“ Rock of Ages” and “ Nearer My 
God to Thee” will live on indefi­
nitely in the hymnal of the Metho­
dist chui’ches, according to the de­
cision of a commission representing 
the Methodist Episcopal, the Meth • 
odist Protestant, and the Methodist 
Episcopal Church, South, which met 
Friday, Jan. 22, at Pittsburg, Pa., 
to “ cull age and exaggeration” 
from the hymn book.

None was able to deny the appeal 
of the old-time favorites, when they 
were sung by James R. Houghton 
of Boston University whose rich 
baritone voice filled the parlor of 
a hotel again and again with the 
notes of the songs contained in the 
old hymnal, while a board of cleri­
cal and lay commissioners listened.

Though “ Rock of Ages,” “Jesus 
Lover o f My Soul,”  and ‘Nearer My 
God to Thee” passed without dis­
sension, other old-timers, deemed 
the least known and favored of the 
hymns, did not pass. They include 
“ Church Triumphant,”  “ 0  Come 
With Me,” and “ 0  Perfect Love.”

About 200 new songs presented 
by Mr. Houghton w'ei’e welcomed to 
the new hymnal, while, in ail, ap­
proximately 200 hymns were re­
moved.

Various reasons for discarding
hymnc were because they were re­
garded as impossible, contained ex­
aggerated imagery, were obsolete, 
etc, were a repetition of other 
songs, or had words and music that 
did not fit.

j oysters from Port Lavaca which 
I were refused at interior points to 
which they had been shipped, be-

' pure.
I  Dr. Lund informed the state 
.game, fish, and oyster commission 
I  that the red-brown oysters were'
! superior to the ordinary type. A 
■certain species of diatoms eaten by 
ithe oysters account for the color, 
which shows a temporar*y supply of 
a valuable oyster food present in 
the waters of the gulf.

The reddish-brown phenomenon is 
compai'able to the “ greening”  of 
oysters in certain European locali­
ties, a process which is thought to 
enhance the value o f the oyster for 
market purposes, according to Dr. 
Lund.

Second Trial for Change of Venue 
from Sanderson Is Expected

Bessie Sharp, accused of the pois­
on murder of her husband, Telefus 
Sharp,, on the Big Canyon ranch 
in Terrell county last May, might 
be tried in a Del Rio courtroom in 
the event defense makes a second 
attemp to obtain a change of venue 

; which was denied by the court at 
the hearing in Sanderson last July.

The regular term of district 
court for Terrell county opens in 
Sanderson on Monday, with the 
case of Bessie Sharp being the only 
important one on the court’s crime 
docket, according to authorities. 
Mrs. Sharp has been in jail at 
Sanderson since her arrest last 
May.

If the motion for change of venue 
is made by the defense, it is under­
stood the district attorney will con­
test. However, it is considered like­
ly that if the venue change is 
granted, the case may be transferr­
ed to Del Rio.

The case, which was on the dock­
et in district court at Sanderson 
last July after Mrs. Sharp was in­
dicted by the Terrell county grand- 
jury soon after her arrest, was 
postponed to the January term by 
Judge Joseph Jones upon a plea 
for continuance entered by R. F. 
Spencer and C. F. Stratton, de­
fense witnesses and the fact the de­
fendant had been indicted only a 
few days previous. District Attor­
ney Julian LaCross was aided by 
Judge James Cornel’l, of San An­
gelo, as special prosecutor in the 
case last July.

Mrs. Jack Ivy, the woman’s moth­
er, entered a plea that her daugh­
ter be tried for insantity instead of 
murder, but the plea was over-ruled 
at that time by Judge Jone.s.

Wool Interests 
Are Optimistic 

Spring Outlook

Dealers and Co-ops Expecting 20 
Cents and Better— Indication 

Lightweight Fleece Here

W'ool interests are optimistic. 
Both dealers’ representatives and 
co-op men expect a price of 20 
cents a pound or better, and the 
sheepmen of this section are get­
ting encouraged over spring pros­
pects. Tw'o years ago a 20 cent 
price would have caused anything 
but optimism, but following dras­
tic declines in genei’al prices, as 
well as in the various phases of 
the livestock busines, a price equal 
to that of 1931 is encouraging.

Consumption figures climbed ap­
preciably during 1931 over the pi*e- 
vious year, and the eastern market 
is in sound condition. Mexxhants 
and jobbers have greatly depleted 
excess stocks piled up during the 
last o f the boom days, and are get­
ting ready to buy again for next 
winter’s selling.

Local indications point to a 
lighter weight fleece, and conse­
quently a better grade and higher 
price per pound, than character­
ized the local selling last year.

About 5,000 pounds of tags have 
been received at the Sonora "Wool 
& Mohair Company warehouse here 
ami the weight indieatoii a lighter 
grade of spring wool, according 
to C. H. Evans, manager. With 
chances of shrinkage reduced ma- 
tei'ially, buyers will not seek large 
discounts.

A decline in shearing prices will 
also enable the ranchman to cut 
down on the red ink consumption. 
This year sheep are being tagged 
for 2 cents a head, and it is gen­
erally thoug’ht that the shearing 
price will he 6 cefits for sheep and 
four cents for goats.

A number of shearing crews op­
erate out of Sonoi’a each year.
