MAY EARN APPROXIMATELY 597,000

Farmers of Bailey county are in
position to earn approximately $597-
000 in AAA benefit payments by
participating to the fullest possible

§ extent in the 1939 farm program.

About $400,000 of this amount is
offered in “conservation” payments,
designed to reward farmers for soil

for carrying out soil-building prac-
tices. Each practice is measured in
units. For example, construction of
200 linear feet of terrace counts as
one unity; seeding an acre of al-
falfa qualifies as two units; and an
acre of green manure or cover crops
mtes as one unit. And the rate of
for carrying

\mnaervm.lon through
adjustment of soil-depleting acre-
age, and for carrying out approved
soll-building such as ter-

out such prncuces is $1.50 a unit.
However, each farm is given a
soll-building allowance.

racing, strip cropping, seeding le-
gumes, establishing pastures and
planting green manure crops and
cover crops.

‘The other $197,000 of the estimat-
ed total for the county, is the max-
imum amount that can be derived
through “parity” or “price adjust-
ment” payments on cotton and
wheat. The parity payment is so-
named because it is designed, as
near as possible with the funds
nvluable to make up the difference
ween the market price and the

plnty price of the given crop.

These two sets of payments are
calculated according to two slightly
different sets of rules.

Warm Water for Layers
Increases Production

In feeding laying hens, we usual-
ly think of the feed as the most im-
portant part of the ration. However,
numerous experiments as well as
practical observations of poultry-
men have demonstrated that when
water is withheld for any period
of time from a flock of birds in
heavy production, there is an imme-
diate and very marked decrease in
egg production and oftentimes an
entire lnss of production in a very
few days, says J. S. Carver, head of
the poultry department, Washing-
ton State college.

Water plays a highly important
part in the digestion and metabo-
lism of fowl. It comprises over 55
to 75 per cent of the body and more
than 65 per cent, of the whole egg.
It serves to soften feed in the crop.
1t plays an important part in diges-
tion.

It is important in blood. It cools
the body by evaporatiom through
air sacks, lungs, and skin, and helps
to equalize the temperature of va-
rious parts of the body.

While all feedstufTs, such as mash
and scratch grain and green feeds,

moisture, the amount from all these
combined sources furnish but a very
small percentage of the large re-
quirements for hens in heavy egg
production.

Ways to Stop a Fire

This is the season for farm fires.
Once started, a fire in a farm build-
ing is pretty hopeless to stop. But
there are simple precautions worth
taking, Country Home Magazine ob-
serves. A bucket of sand is use-
ful to have in case fire starts around
a car, tractor or oil stove. Every
home should have a fire extinguish-
er or two. Even a portable pres-
sure sprayer kept full of water is
useful. We read recently of a
man who makes fire grenades of old
bottles filled with salt brine. He
wires two bottles together which
break when thrown on the fire, cre-
ating a vapor which smothers the
flames.

May Feed Cacao Hulls

English cows may get regular
winter rations of cacao hulls here-
after, to increase the rickets-pre-
venting vitamin D content of their
butter and to improve their own
health, These hulls, hitherto a
waste product of the cocoa and
chocolate industry, have been found
a good vitamin D source in experi-
ments at the British Dairy institute
at Reading. Daily addition of two
pounds of cacao hulls to the cows’
teed brought the vitamin D content4
of their butter up to midsummer
level, at a far lower cost than that
involved in the feeding of cod liver
oil.

Creosote Not Dangerous

‘The dark and sticky deposits that
collect in flues and chimneys, and
which are commonly called “creo-
sote,”” are mostly condensed mois-
ture mixed with smoke and soot.
They usuaily contain just enough of
the creosotic or tarry malerial to
make them sticky nr
the distinctive creos: st
deporits, while troublcsome,

throngs of enchanted music com-
ing from feathered throats of Om-
nipotent creation. The Bible is full
of birds. Nearly 600 times does this
book speak of birds. Perhaps not
such a wide variety; but it indicates
a great number. Dr. Oland Chase,
the great British ornathologist,
once declared there were millions
more birds on earth than there were
humans. They are so much smaller
than folks, taking up so much less
room; they are so much more ac-
tive, traveling more rapidly from
place to place; they have so much
greater fecundity and never indulge
in birth control, that their numbers
may be numerously increased with-
out our ever noticing it.

Early human creation owes much
to ornathology, for in those first
days of earth there were monster
birds which aided much in clearing
the earth of other monsters not
Ifriendly to mankind. Modern scien-
tists have found the remains of
these giant birds embedded in
rocks, and some of them have been
reconstructed and placed in museums
for our twentieth century infor-
mation. In those early days
birds 15 to 20 feet high with spread
wings of 30 or 50 feet wide and
claws capable of grasping and lift-
ing great weights were common.
They were here long before Adam
and Eve were ever introducéd into
the Garden of Eden.

Moses tne early patriarch and law
giver, though naturally stern and
prosaic, yet had sufficient sentiment
{and poetry in his make-up to rec-
jognize the heavenly trained voices
and omnipotent artistry of these
winged creatures. Noah sent a dove
through the window of the ark three
times before he decided the
was over and it was safe to em-
bark on Mt. Ararat. David once ex-
claimed, “Who are these that fly as

doves to their windows?" Another
time when difficulty a iled him
he said, “I am hunted as a part-

rige on the mountains.” Hezekiah,
following a long spell of sickness
compared himself to the long, thin
crane. Job, who couln't sleep, said
I am a companion to owls.” Jere-
miah said the Israelites were like
the ostriches of the desert. Solomon

spoke of the “fatted

frequently
fowl.” The early Israelites while in
the desert, lived for a long time on
quail—and finally died from that
over-diet. Jesus of Nazareth once
d, “Behold the fowls of the air,”
and there are so many more hund-
red of references to birds of Bible
times I cannot begin to call atten-
tion to them.

I have frequently noticed the

queer instincts of birds and what a
variety there is of them. The quail
is rather careless in locating her
nest. She always builds it on the
ground and frequently takes little
pains to hide it. Bad boys passing
along may easily break it up, a
wagon wheel or other farm imple-
ment may run over it or if located
in a depression of the ground the
rain may collect and spoil the eggs
so they will not hatch. I have learn-
ed there are plenty of people who
are just as careless and indifferent
to their own permanent welfare.
They work hard to accumulate; but
fail to save. They are tremendously
interested in the present; but ap-
parently forget all about the future,
They are improvident to a high de-
| gree. One may get rich the wrong
way; but it takes the‘right way to

Several of the old Bible prophets

Here in
America we don’t know much about
these big white birds and they are
seldomly referred to only in a my
thololgical manner of bilogical ac-
tion. Scientists tell us the stork of-
ten makes long flights covering
hundreds and even a thousand or
more miles without ever resting on
the trip. They fly from coming win-
ter to arriving spring climes with-
out ever stopping. In Oriental coun-
ues they are frequently domesticat-
ed and will follow members of the
family about the streets without any
fear. They frequently build their
nests on housetops and in chimneys
One faculty the stork has which
should be emulated by all humans;
but is not. They never forsake their
parents nor lose their affection for
them. Herein is a great lesson for
Americans. As these old birds be-
come enfeebled their sons and
daughters give them the more at-
tention.

have made for us, the heartaches
and headaches they have gone
through, the sleep they have lost,
the tears they have wept, the sick
nights they have watched by our
bedsides—but now it seems to be a
growing fashion to let the govern-
ment take care of these dear old
folks through the pension route.

Scat-
tered around the eyrie of its al-
titudinous home may be found the
bones of its numercus conquests,
yet this bird is a very tender mother
to her young. There is a passage in
the Book of Deuteronomy which
says something about “An eagl
stirrth up her nest, fluttereth over
her young, spreadeth abroad her
wings, taketh them beneath them on
her wings so the Lord alone did lead
him.” Perhaps some cf my readers
who are also hunters in the west-
ern wilds have seen this very thing,
as have I. The mother eagle shoves
her eaglets out of the nest when
they have become feathered. If they
fail to use their wings properly, she
will quickly dart under them, tak-
ing the fledglings upon her back.
Perhaps she may fly a little ways
and shake them off again, and thus
they eventually learn to use their
own wings for flying.

T bave often observed one reason
50 many human eaglets of this day
and age do not get along any better
than they do is because they have
but little interested parentage as-

istance. If it wasn't for divine su-
pervision over young lives, I don't
know what would become of them!
Sometimes 1 wonder if disaster,
business  failure,
and bereavement of various kinds
are not a kind of heavenly way of
shaking us out of our comfortable
nests so we may learn the “better
to fly. People who have no exposures
cannot resist rigorous climates, and
folks who have no roughened ex-
periences are never hardened to
them. Isaiah one time said: “They
that wait on the Lord shall renew
their stiength, they shall mount up
with wings of eagles. 8o, while youth
