| George H. Ehrenberg, cvaluation
engineer of Dallas, to conduct a
complete survey of Sonora proper-
ty, with the city to be placed on a
unit system of evaluation for tax-
ation purposes. The work is expect-
ed to begin today, and will require
about four or six weeks for com-
pletion, with six experts working
under Mr. Ehrenberg.

Mr. Ehrenberg comes here from
Florida, where he has just conduct-
ed a survey for a bonding com-
pany. He has instilled the unit
system of* taxation valuation in
many Texas cities and villages. He
has also done the work for counties
and school districts. The purpose of
the work is to secure proportionate
taxation on all types of property.

Surveys seldom result in in-
creased taxation for individual
property owners, and usually in-
crease the city’s revenue through
increase in evaluation of utility and
allied properties, which are given

cation at the college, who is chair-
man of the rules and regulations
committee of the Smith-Hughes
contests, has announced. At this
time state representatives for three
national vocational agriculture con-
tests will be chosen. ;

Entry in the contests is open'to
students regularly enrolled in voca-
tional agriculture in high schools
and secondary schools of Texas
provided that they have never tak-
en part in these contests in previ-
ous years; that they never have
taken part in an interstate contest;
that they mnever have practived
judging on animals belonging to
A. & M. College; that their schol-
astic standing in high school is as
high as is required for competition
in athletics.

The three-man livestock judging
team from Dublin high school,
which was winner of the 1931 Tex-
as contest, also won first place in
the national contests the past sum-
‘mer. Between 1,200 and 1,300 boys
representing 148 schools entered
the 1931 Texas contests.

Seven counties, including those in
livestock judging, poultry and egg
judging, dairy cattle judging, farm
cshop work, soil conservation (ter-
racing ), entomology and plant pro-
duction, are held annually. Repre-
sentative three-man teams to enter
the national competition will be
selected in the livestock judging.

Grave Fannin’s Men
May Be Near Goliad

Bone Found By Pre-Med Student Is
Thought to Indicate Site

When William B. Bennett, jr., of
Goliad, a sophomore and pre-med
student at the University of Texas,
stumbled upon a charred bone in
the loose earth thrown up by goph-
ers two miles southeast of Goliad,
and when his father, a dentist,
identified the bone as a portion of
the human jaw bone, the two men
marked the spot with a cross, as
the probable burial spot of 331 men
brutally massacred by Mexican
troops on the morning of March
27, 1836.

For several decades all tracks
‘of the Goliad masacre were lost.
Marks of fire on the bone fragment
tally with the story of the execu-

\-tion, which is as follows:

Colonel Fannin and 330 men sur-
rendered their arms after the hat-
tle of Coleto. After being held
prisoners for nine days in Bahia
Mission, they were ordered to
march, and told they were being
sent home on parole as promised.

marched half a mile. The Mexicans
suddenly turned and fired. - Those
not killed by bullets were bayon-
etted. The bodies were gathered in
three groups, wood from a brush
fence piled upon them, burned, and
the remains left unburied.

Three months later General
Thomas F. Rusks returned and
buried the remains he found.

The post near Goliad on which
bone fragments have been found
corresponds roughly to a map and
diary of Dr. Joseph H. Barnard, as-
sistant surgeon of Fannin’s army,
one of the few who escaped the
massacre, and also to other docu-
mentary evidence recently secured
by County Judge J. A. White.

The city of Goliad has bought
and presneted to Texas for a state
park about 207 acres of land two
miles southeast of Goliad along the
San Antonio River, which tract
included the grave, the Mission of
La Bahia, property of the Catho-
lic Church and ruins of the College
of Aranama. A road through the
park, linking State Highway 19 and
12, has been proposed.

The park will be inspected this
year by a state commission from
Austin, which will examine the ev-
idence and documentary proofs of
the grave of the Texas heroes. Go-
liad citizens plan to ask for a state
monument to be erected on this
site.

Health Nurse’s Requirements

The Public Health Nurse must be
a graduate registered nurse who,
in addition to her hospital training,
has had a supplementary course in
theoretical and practical public
health nursing. The value and ne-
cessity of the supplementary train-
ing cannot be overestimated.

The nurse while in the hospital is
fundamentally taught and engaged
in how to nurse sick people back
to health. She has at all times only
a limited number of individuals un-
der her care, and her greatest in-
terest during this time is to apply
nursing methods most effectively
and so aid the individual to regain
health. In organized public health
nursing, her greatest aim and ideal
is to prevent people from becoming
il

She must know publi¢ health and
methods of prevention, and must
khow how to impart this knowledge
to other people. Instead of a few
individuals to serve, as in the hos-

Organization of Work

There are certain well-defined
duties for the public health nurse.
She should (1) teach health, (2)
organize and take part in clinics
and conferences, (3) asssit in the
physical inspection of school chil-
dren, (4) make home visits and do
“follow-up” work, and (5) keep ac-
curate records of work done.

Chamber of Commerce was dis-
cussed, but action was deferred be-
cause of limited finances.

A resolutions committee consist-
ing of E. S. Mayer, chairman, Fred
Earwood, Stanton Bundy, Lee Dris-
dale, Will Hill and E. K. Fawcett
was named by the president.

Mr. Fawcett discussed the status
of the effort to secure parasite aid
from Argentina in combatting the
prickly pear. No action has been
taken yet, though efforts will be
continued by the -association. A
request for a $25,000 federal ap-
propriation for research was de-
nied recently.

Bailey Jones, secretary of the
New Braunfels chamber of com-
merce, asked indorsement of the
association of the projects his city
is trying to develop in the way of
a wool and mohair mill. The en-
deavor has been given endotsement
of the American Angora Goat
Raisers’ Association. Opposition-on
the part of railways has been met
by the New Braunfels group. With
Mr. Jones appeared Col. W. E. Tal-
bot, Dallas, who gave a short talk
on industErial statistics and possi-
bilities in the state. Jim McDowell,
manager of a textile mill now oper-
ating in New Braunfels, spoke at
length on the desirability of such
a mill for Texas.

Fred Earwood read a message
received from L. W. Elliott Wed-
nesday announcing the sale of 5,-
000,000 pounds of accumulated
‘adult inferior grade mohair to two
carpet mills. The surplus was thus
reduced about cone-fourth, and the
way was greatly cleared for sale of
this spring’s clip. The transaction,
planned for weeks by the National
Wool Marketing Corporation, will
remove the entire amount of hair
from competition in the regular
trade channels. It will be used by
the two mills, alone, and only for
the purpose of carpet making.

In addition to this sale, Earwood
reported other favorable signs on

the mohair horizon. He said that-

the spring clip was going to be
smaller than was expected a few

weeks ago, and a consequent
strengthening of price is an-
ticipated.

Will Hill, who served as chair-
man of the association’s bitterweed
committee, asked for a report by
Dr. Conner. Although the weed has
been scarce and has done little
damage thus far this season, Dr.
Conner reported considerable ad-
vance in the experimental work
which has been underway since last
fall. A parasite which infests about
30 per cent of the seed heads has
aided in the fight. Too, spraying
has been found effective when cal-
cium chloride is used. The cost of
an effective spray, about $1.25 an
acre, was declared prohibitive for
the general range land, but was
said to be quite practical for treat-

_ing thickly infested areas about
water holes and in low lands seat-
tered about ranches. The spread
can thus be stopped.

This year’s small growth offers
an excellent chance to get the weed
under controll, said Dr. Conner.

- Since tests have shown that the
seed has a short germinative life,
and by controlling the seed this
year, there will be few which will
germinate next year.

Mr. Kincaid spoke bx\'iefly, and
expressed the confidence of the as-
sociation in the Station. He was
followed by Dr. I. B. Boughton,
veterinarian who is a member of
the local staff. Dr. Boughton told
of the methods used in scientific
investigation and assured his hear-
ers that the men at the station
were eager to co-operate with the
sheep and goat men of the entire
Edwards Plateau region.

Judge James Cornell, association
attorney, and former Sonora man,
told of the reasons for the estab-
lishment of the lccal station. Judge
J. A. Whitten, on behalf of the
Texas Sanitary Livestock Com-
mission, praised the work of the

station and stressed the need of
such work.

Dr. T. O. Walton, president of
A. & M. College, made an inter-
esting talk of acceptance for the
college extension service. He point-
ed out the great possible value that
the station has in the future, and
spoke highly of the type of West
Texas men who have co-operated in
making the work of the station a
sucecess. :

The Devil’s River News for Sat-
urday, Sept. 11, 1897, was full of
items relating to the proposed or-
ganization of a bank in Sonora,
some of which were as follows:

“An informal meeting of citizens
of Sonora was held at the court-
house Sept. 3rd, for the purpose of
discussing the prospects of estab-
lishing a national bank in Sonora.
The promoters believing it would
be to the best interest of the pro-
posed bank limited the number of
shares+to not more than 50 to one
party and even on this basis about
$25,000 was subsecribed. Another
meeting will be held at the court-
house on Sept. 20th to give others
an opportunity to subscribe to the
stock. It is the desire of the pro-
motors to have as many resident
business men and stockmen sub-
scribe to the stock in order to make
the Sonora National bank a home
institution. There is considerable
inquiry for stock in the new in-
stitution and there will be no
trouble in placing surplus shares
with non-residents.”

Headed “First National Bank of
Sonora,” the following extract
from the San Angelo Standard was
veproduced:

“A message came over the tele-
phone yesterday evening from So-
nora, announcing that a meeting of
merchants and stockmen .was in
session in Sonora and that the pre-
liminary steps toward organizing
a national bank was in progress.

“Among the principal stock-
holders and promoters are R.F. Hal-
bert, O. T. Word, and Hagerlund
Bros. & Co. The two former will
each take stock in the institution to
the amount of $15,000 eash. The
bank will probably be capitalized
at $50,000, with John Hagerlund
as president. Viva la Sonora.”

Another San Angelo item was of
interest:

“Sol Mayer passed through town
Sunday on his was to Sonora. He
is going to start a private bank.
Two banking establishments in a
town Sonora’s size shows ‘that the
people down there mean business
and intend to catch the prosperity
wave at its ebb.”

Regarding the Sonora school was
the following article:

“The Sonora public school has
accommodation for nearly 300 pu-
pils and the school opened Monday
for the session with five teachers.
The attendance is so large that it
will be necessary to shut out the
overs and unders in order to ac-
commodate those legally entitled to
the free school.”

Stock news included the follow-
ing stories:

“Geo. S. Allison ;bought from
Monroe Risinger 600 dry ewes, at
$1.50; wool off.

“W. A. Glasscock sold to Irve
Ellis of Sonora the Graham stock
of cattle about 150 head at $13 a
head everything counted.” *

An addition to the town’s insti-
tutional building was hailed as fol-
lows:

“By untiring and self-sacrificing
efforts, the Episcopalians have fin-
ished a beautiful little church edi-
fice, complete in all its details, and
certainly a credit to the town, as
well as to the members—for their
membership is small. They wish to
thank publicly, all who have kindly
assisted toward its erection. Ser-
vices will be held regularly every
fourth Sunday in the month; and a
Sunday school will soon be organ-
ized. Everyone is cordially invited
to attend.”

No Economy in
Closing Forts

Texans at Washington Say Hurley
Admits Plan Not Economical

A strong protest was lodged with
Secretary of War Patrick J. Hurley
and the chief of staff, Gen. Douglas
MacArthur, by Senator Tom Con-
nally and Congressman R. Ewing
Thomason, El Paso, the latter
member of the Military Affairs
Committee of the House, against
the abandonment of four border
army posts in Texas because of
President Hoover’s economy pro-
Zram,

Senator Connally, after being
closeted with Hurley and Mac-
Arthur for more than an hour, said
the secretary was obliged to admit
that the abandonment of these pro-
tective border posts would not ef-
fect any appreciable economy since
additional quarters would be re-
quired elsewhere for the troops now
stationed at them.

Senator Connally and Congress-
man Thomason were told by Secre-
tary Hurley that the War Depart-
ment had given up its plan to in-
clude Fort Clark, at Brackettville,
in the group to be abandoned. Fort
Brown will be kept for the present,
as will Fort McIntosh at Laredo,
the Texans were also informed. The
question of Fort D. A. Russell at
Marfa, which only a few years ago
was made a “permanent” army
post, caused a heated discusion, af-
ter which Hurley would not agree
that the post be kept.

Every effort is being made by
Congressman Thomason to block a
bill introduced by the chairman of
the Military Affairs Committee of
the House authorizing the Secre-
tary of War to sell the property
occupied by the Texas posts in
question.

Texas Caverns Will
Be Hunted for Bones

-

Smithsonian Archeologist Seeks
Proof of Ice-Age Humans

Frank M. Setzler, noted archeol-
ogist of the Smithsonian Institute,
has recently left Washington as a
“one-man expedition” into the maze
of underground caverns of West-
ern Texas, in search of bones of
ice-age numans,

Mr. Setzler will explore this sub-
terranean region to procure evi-
dence which will shed more light on
a primitive race, contemporaneous
with extinet animals, and which
thrived during the closing centuries
of the ice age.

Scientists have been led to be-
lieve that the race was the fore- |
runner of the earliest basket mak-
ers, though identity of this ancient |
people has long been a mystery in
the annals of American archeology.

Principally through the discovery
last fall of signs of early basket

iof being such close kin to the Ger-
‘mans, French, English and other

nations.

]

maker culture in the Texas cave
region, the search was led there.
A spear head four feet below the
stratum associated with the basket
maker age was also discovered, and
is regarded by archeologists as con-
clusive proof that a race existed
antedating the earliest basket
makers.

Setzler’s work will take him
through the Southern part of the
Big Bend region in Texas, near the
Rio Grande, and then north to
Pecos toward the Guadalupe Moun-
tains.
