Started forty years ago by the 
late “ Uncle Dave” Adams, the 
Camp Allison celebration has been 
held every other year since, and 
Camp Allison hospitality has be­
come a time-honored tradition to 
political aspirants and citizens 
alike.

Plans for this year’s celebration 
are in keping with the standards 
of former years, with entertain­
ment for everyone. Baseball games 
will be played on two days, with the 
Sonora Fire Department team 
meeting a Menard firemen's team 
the first day, and Junction fire­
men the second day.

Wednesday 
a big free barbecue at noon, politi­
cal speeches, another ball game, 
and the grand final dance will en­
tertain the crowds.

Council Discusses 
Flood Prevention; 

Ordinances Talked
City Plans to Ask Railway’s Help 

in Improving Drainage in 
South Sonora

The Sonora city commission dis­
cussed methods of flood control 
prevention Monday night at its reg­
ular monthly meeting;, and also 
considered further the passing of 
a standard milk ordinance and of a 
measui’e providing for the payment 
of occupation taxes by cei’tain 
forms of busines and transient in­
terests.

Flooding of parts of the city 
Friday night was the reason for the 
former discussion The increased 
danger of floods in recent years 
has been attributed to three factors 
— the growth o f underbrush along 
the creek bottoms; the highway 
dump across the flat southwest of 
town, and embankments of the 
Santa Fe railway.

The Legion was restrained from having the contest, but the Legion won a writ of 
injunction restraining the sheriff from stopping them when Judge Henry Webb ruled the jack-rabbit a 
rodent, on which humane laws do not apply. But when the contest was held, it turned out to be cruelty 
to cowboys and not to animals, because only 7 of the 105 cowboys entered could catch a rabbit, and no 
rabbits were hurt. The abve two photos show the champion, Arden Ross, sheriff of Loving county, last 
stronghold of the Old West. Ross roped his rabbit in nine seconds, a record. One photo shows him in ac­
tion. the other with his rabbit.

The rock hill on the Rocksprings 
road near the Merck ranch has been 
blasted away to a great extent and 
a new roadbed constructed across 
the hill, greatly facilitating ti'avel 
between Sonora and Rocksprings.

Wool Movement in 
Final Stage Here

Consignment of 90,000 lbs. Leaves 
About Six Cars to Go Out

Week-end Rainfall Totals 
2.81 Inches; Draw Flooded

The wool movement for 1932 is, 
in its final stages here, according 
to reports of the Sonora Wool & 
Mohair Company Thursday. Fur­
ther consignments this week of 
90,000 pounds of wool, with several 
owners contributing, to Studley & 
Emery at prices ranging from 7 to 
8VL> cents, has cut the remaining 
total to about 3 cars of unsold 
wool, and about three cars yet to 
be shipped to the National Wool 
Marketing Corporation.

The three cars in the consign­
ment were shipped Thursday. Wool 
of W. A. Miers and W. A. Miers & 
Son, consigned last week to Studley 
& Emery, is being shipped this 
week. Part o f the Miers clip comes 
from Culberson county, a distance 
of 325 miles, the fartherest dis­
tance from which wool has been 
concentrated here this year. The 
wool from Culberson county is be­
ing hauled in this week by A. B. 
Shoemake.

The seasonal average on sale 
prices at the local warehouse is the 
highest in Texas, C. H. Evans, 
manager, has discovered, thus prov­
ing the excellence of Sonora 
wools and of Sonora as a market­
ing center. The local unit of the 
National Wool Marketing corpora­
tion also has highest advance av­
erage of the five in Texas.

NEARLY ALL SECURED

Final payments of split taxes are 
due both city and county treasuries 
this month. The split-payment plan 
provides the privilege of waiting 
until June 30 for payment of one- 
half of the 1931 levy in case of 

1 payment of half before Nov. 30.
The city of Sonora has a total 

of about $1,116 due this month, in 
addition to a considerable amount 
of delinquent tax. The payment of 
this tax is urgent, the city admin­
istration has announced, since last 
year’s rate was set at the lowest 
possible figure and the budget was 
closely estimated.

Unless collections prove good 
this month it will be impossible for 
the city to remain on a cash basis 
until its regular fall taxes are pay­
able in October.

With a possible collection total 
o f $10,740.68 for the year from 
both 1931 taxes and sewer collec­
tions, the city’s budget for the year 
showed a certain expense of $7,- 
995.96, of which $4,605 was due in 
payments on indebtedness, and $3,- 
390.96 was the appropriation for 
fixed operating expense. The bal­
ance between total posible collec­
tions and sure expense goes to the 
general fund for miscellaneous ex- 
pen.se, which cares for .*¥i)ch pri>- 
jects as civic improvem*- ’And che 
improvement of the dump ^p^und, 
completed this spring.

FrMay Night Rain of 
2.46 Heaviest of 
Year in Sonora

Week-end rainfalls, with some 
hail, totaled 2.81 inches and draws 
leading through town were flooded. 
Friday night’s rain of 2.46 inches 
fell very rapidly, and was the 
heaviest single rain received in So­
nora this year. The swollen draws 
did little damage.

The residence of Dr. Tom White 
in south Sonora was flooded by 
side waters from the hills in South, 
although little damage was done, 
other than to kitchen linoleum.

Vaccination Proves Key to 
Control Sheep Soremouth

Tests at Station Here 
Prove Almost Whol­

ly Successful
College Station, June 16.— Im­

munization by vaccination against 
soremouth disease in lambs and 
kids has been developed to an ex­
tent that it probably will be avail­
able for general use next spring, 
according to A. B. Conner, direc­
tor of the Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station. The method of 
immunization has been developed 
by Dr. I. B. Boughton and Dr. W. 
T. Hardy, at Substation No. 14 
(Ranch Experiment Station) and 
already has passed through -the 
laboi'atory and field experimental

stages of development with grati­
fying results, Mr. Conner said.

During field experiments with 
the vaccination process, 2,511 head 
of lambs were vaccinated on one 
ranch in March and were allowed to- 
run with a number of non-vaccina- 
ted lambs. During a checkup made 
in May, following an outbreak o f 
soremouth on that ranch, it wasf 
found that only five of the 2,511 
head were affected with the dis­
ease and these in only a light form. 
Of the non-vaccinated control 
lambs, 372 were affected with sore­
mouth in a severe form. Examina­
tion in May of a total of 2,024 
lambs which had been vaccinated 
in April on another ranch showed 
a total of five mild cases among 
the vaccinated lambs and 191 se-

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HEALTH NOTES

TUBERCULOSIS IS NOT
HEREDITARY, CLAIMED

A bereaved mother was telling a 
consoling fi’iend how it happened. 
“ Yes,” she said, “ I lost my poor boy 
from tuberculosis. You see, it’s in 
the family. My mother died from it 
but all her children were quite 
healthy and all of us are married 
and have families. But that’s the 
way the disease runs; it skips a 
generation and comes out in the 
next and that’s how I lost my poor 
boy.”

It wasn’t, of course. Tuberculo­
sis is not something in the nature 
of an unwelcome family heirloom 
descending, with an occasional 
lapse from one generation to an­
other. Whatever may have been the 
theories held by merical science be­
fore the discovery of the tubercle 
bacillus by Koch in 1882, it has long 
been definitely established that 
tuberculosis is not a hereditary 
disease. The fact that several mem­
bers of a family may succumb to 
tuberculosis is not proof that it 
runs in families but proof that the 
member o f the family suffering 
from the disease in active or infec­
tive form passes it on to the others. 
It is easy for a healthy boy sleep­
ing in the same room or bed with 
his tubei’culous brother to develop 
the disease from repeated infec­
tions. And we still have families 
who, through poverty or ignorance, 
use the common face towel, a prov­
en dangeious carrier of infection.

But who would be so stupid, it 
might be asked, as to sleep with a 
person suffering from infectious 
disease, or who would want to use 
his face towel? Nobody, of course. 
But here’s where the rub comes in. 
Tuberculosis isn’t spread by those 
who know they are suffering from 
it because such people are usually 
well instructed in the rules of pre­
vention. It is spread by people suf­
fering from the disease but who 
have not yet reached the stage 
which compels them to consult a 
physician for diagnosis of their ail­
ment and who therefore go blithely 
on infecting people right and left 
until their strength gives out com­
pletely and the nature of their ill­
ness becomes known.

Periodical health examinations 
ajre excellent things for everybody 
but they are an absolute necessity 
for families in which there is or nas 
been a case of tuberculous dis­
ease.— Tranquillian.

It is doubtful if the board 
of regents will make a cut, if. is 
said, due to the fact that fee leases 
have not come down much.

The meeting of the executive 
committe of the Texas Sheep and 
Goat Raiseis’ Association, held 
Thursday of last week in Uvalde, 
was marked by a general discussion 
of depression in the livestock indus­
try and suggestions for meeting 
conditions.

Mayor Andrew Smythe, of Uval­
de, opened the meeting, with J. A. 
Whitten, Eldorado, chairman of the 
Texas livestock sanitary commis­
sion, responding. Other speakers 
were T. A. Kincaid, Ozona, presi­
dent of the association; V. A. 
Brown, Rocksprings; Dolph Bi’is- 
coe, president of the Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Raisers’ Asso­
ciation; and Supt. W. H. Dameron 
of the Ranch Experiment Station.

It was urged that Texas wool be 
sold in Texas, rather than through 
consignment o f fleeces to Boston. 
Speakers asserted that in better 
times loan companies with easy 
money placed many misfits in the 
ranch business, and that when these 
misfits are forced out of business 
the legitimate ranchmen may be 
expected to weather the storm.

Mr. Briscoe, head of the cattle 
raisers’ association, declared that 
the sheep and goat men had accom­
plished more in the short time since 
organization than had the cattle 
••aisers.

He suggested a plan of controll­
ed production, and requested that 
every livestock association in the 
United States name its president 
and two members to attend a joint 
meeting at some central location 
in the near future to work on this 
plan for recovery of the industry. 
Mr. Briscoe named over-production 
as the problem to be solved.

Committee members and their 
wives were guests of the Uvalde 
Lions Club at luncheon with Mr. 
Briscoe presiding. Brief addresses 
were made by Mr. Kincaid and W. 
C. Bryson, Nat Parkes, E. K. Faw­
cett, and R. H. (“ Bob” ) Martin, all 
of Uvalde.

The next meeting of the com­
mittee will be held in Eldorado on 
September 3.

Resolutions adopted by the ex­
ecutive committee were as fol­
lows:

Confidence in the leadership of 
T. A. Kincair, president.

To request Governor Ross Sterl­
ing to appoint two Rangers to 
serve as inspectors for the .asso­
ciation.

A rseolution presented by Mr. 
Whitten complimented the ranch 
experiment station on experiments 
leading to eradication of sore 
mouth, and expressing the belief 
this work was worth more than the 
costs of all experiments since es­
tablishment of the station. The res­
olution instructed the secretary to 
write all members of the associa­
tion at once, asking them to advise 
the station how many lambs they 
will have next spring, by January 
1, so that the station can prepare 
serum to vaccinate their lambs 
against sore mouth.

A resolution was passed thank­
ing citizens of Uvalde, the Lions 
Club and Dolph Briscoe for the hos­
pitality extended the committee.

W. H. Dameron, superintendent 
of the experiment station, discuss­
ed the station’s progress on bitter 
weed eradication.

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JACKSON FOR CONGRESS— W HY?

Congressman R. E. Thomason has an opponent 
for the Democratic nomination for Congress from 
the 16th Texas district. Congressman Thomason 
has just completed his first term in Congress, and 
has, in great measure, served the interests of this 
section during his tenure o f office. He has earned 
the praise of virtually all partisan interests in the 
district, including modified tribute from Republi­
can leaders.

In line with the campaign which looms between 
Congressman Thomason and his opponent, former 
Judge Dan M. Jackson, El Paso, an editorial, run in 
Tuesday morning’s El Paso Times, may shed light 
on the situation. We reproduce this editorial in the 
belief that it outlines facts which have significance 
in informing voters of this area regarding political 
values. If supporters of Judge Jackson feel that 
the following statement reflects the qualifications 
o f  their candidate unfairly, we offer them the priv­
ilege of setting forth the other side of the question. 
We want the voters to be informed.

Following is the Times editorial:
Jackson For Congress— Why?

“ Former Judge Dan M. Jackson, who left El 
Paso when this city was in the trough of depression 
in 1923 because he managed to get a federal appoint­
ment, has now returned to us.

“ He has returned not because he wants to re­
main and work with us, as he might have been doing 
for the past nine yeai's, but because he wants us to 
do something for him.

“ He wants us to send him back to Washington as 
congressman for this district. He wants us to throw 
out Ewing Thomason, who has stayed with us in 
^good years and bad, who in the brief time he has 
been in congress has worked for us as hard and 
(earnestly as any man could, and not alone for us of 
El Paso but for every part of this 16th congressional 
district.

“ Yet Dan Jackson wants us to prove ourselves

completely unappreciative and ungrateful by turning 
Thomason out of office and putting Jackson in. He 
announced yesterday his candidacy for -congress 
from this district.

“ Thomason has made a splendid record in con­
gress, as the people of this district well know. His 
fight for a copper tariff; his fight for river rectifi­
cation and flood control; his successful battle to pre­
vent the abandonment of border army posts; the high 
regard he has already won, although a ‘freshman 
congressman,’ from his colleagues in the house— all 
these are proof of the fact that he has been working 
hard, long hours for us, and working intelligently.

“ But even if he had not— even if he ought to be 
replaced—would Dan M. Jackson be the man to re­
place him? Why Jackson? There are plenty of 
other men of competence throughout this district, in 
Del Rio, San Angelo, many other towns, and in El 
Paso. There are plenty of others of intelligence, 
zeal, and certainly gi'eater claims upon the support 
of this district.

“ What has Dan Jackson done for us that he asks 
the favor o f our votes? He held public office here 
for a number o f years and engaged in private prac­
tice of the law for a time. When conditions became 
bad for all of us in 1922-3 (and continued bad for 
several years thereafter) Jackson left us early in 
the period of the slump to work ourselves out as best 
we could while he went o ff to Washington to take a 
well-salaried position in the attorney general’s office.

“ Now, after all these years, he has come back 
to us. And for what? Not because he loves us. 
'Not because he wants to live here, but because he 
wants to use us. He wants us to send him to 
congress.

“Jackson’s sole appeal, so far as The Times can 
see, is an advocacy of a referendum on the question 
of i-epealing the prohibition amendment.

“ The Times is for a referendum, as its readers 
know. But The Times is not for Dan Jackson. He 
has no claim on the consideration of the voters of 
this district as against Ewing Thomason.

“ The Times would be for Ewing Thomason, even 
if Thomason were unalterably opposed to a referen­
dum of the prohibition question to the voters, because 
his earnest, faithful work in congress has earned him 
the right to the support of the voters o f this district.

“But The Times is certain that Thomason will 
vote for a referendum on the liquor question. He 
doubtless would oppose any return of the open sa­
loon. He has expressed his personall ‘dry’ senti­
ments and has fulfilled his campaign pledge by vot­
ing against liquor. Nevertheless, the most sincere 
prohibitionist cannot reasonably oppose allowing the 
people of the United States to say for themselves 
what they want— whether repeal, modification or en­
forcement of prohibition, or the exercise of state’s 
rights.

“ So The Times believes Congressman Thomason 
is just as ready for a vote of the people on prohibi­
tion as Dan Jackson or anyone else.

“ That being the case, we come back to where we 
stai'ted— why Dan Jackson?

“ Let him return to Washington, as he wishes, 
but not as our congressman. W'e have had to get 
along without him for a good many years; we can

vere cases among the non-vaccina- 
ted control lambs. Field tests on 
three other ranches have not been 
checked up as yet as the disease 
has not yet made its appearance in 
these flocks.

First experiments by substatoin 
workers with soremouth, a disease 
which has been costing ranchers of 
the state thousands of dollars an­
nually, showed that it is an infec­
tious skin disease caused by a 
specific virus. The infectious nature 
o f  the disease is disclosed by the 
fact that it can be transmitted even 
when the virus is diluted 100,000 
times with water. It is readily 
transmitted from infected to heal­
thy animals, and hence when an 
(Outbreak occurs in a flock, it is 
likely to spread extensively, caus­
ing considerable losses by inter­
fering with nursing and grazing 
(on the part of the affected young 
animals.

In severe cases of soremouth, the 
lips of the affected animals become 
badly swollen and covered with 
moist scabs which later become 
hard and dry. When these scabs are 
removed, either intentionally or ac­
cidentally, they leave a surface and 
a favorable location for screw 
worm infestation. The result is that 
under normal range conditions, the 
interference in feeding caused by 
the swollen condition and scab 
formation on the lips often results 
in stunted growth of the young an­
imals and also infestation by screw 
worms, necessitating treatment 
and frequently resulting in losses.

Experiments by substation vet­
erinarians showed that animals can 
be rendered immune by inoculation 
with virus. Moreover, these experi­
ments showed that when this vac­
cination is done on some part of the 
body other than the lips, the in­
fection generally remains local­
ized and rarely spreads to the lips, 
but nevertheless, establishes im­
munity. Just how soon this im­
munity is effected is not known as 
yet, but it is believed at present 
that the animals must have recov­
ered fully from vaccination before 
immunity can be expected to be 
complete. Accordingly, it is pos­
sible to produce in young animals 
what corresponds to a very light 
case of the disease and which caus­
es very little or no discomfort or ill

effects upon the animal it is rend­
ering immune.

The best time for vaccination, 
the workers found, is when the 
blow fly  is not active, although the 
experiments showed that vaccina­
tion can be carried on with little 
danger of screw worm infestatoin 
even during fly  time. Out of a total 
o f 3,462 animals vaccinated during 
April, only two cases o f screw 
worm infestations occurred, in spite 
o f the fact that screw worms were 
present in wounds and injuries of 
many of the non-vaccinated ani­
mals.

Weird Snake Story 

Is Told by Veteran
Hillsboro Citizen Tells of Fatal 

7th Bite o f 7th Reptile

Readers of the Mirror have heard 
and read snake tories, but we doubt 
that any of them will excel that 
told the Miri’or Thursday by W. P. 
Hagood, reverend Confederate vet­
eran and longtime Hillsboro citi­
zen. The story is that of his 
brother-in-law, Nathan Posey, 
whom he declares died from the 
seventh bite of seven different 
snakes.

The first bite was from a dia­
mond rattler, later by three differ- 
ernt copperheads, then by two cot- 
tonmouths and later by a ground 
rattler, dying seven days after the 
seventh bite. Mr. Hagood was 
with him most of th etime until 
death came o f the last bite. Those 
last days his actions were in imi­
tation of a snake. He would twist 
about and bite at everything near. 
Three doctors who were with us 
warned us not to let him bite us. A 
twig fell on the bed and he got hold 
of it and was seemingly trying to 
write. My brother and I got a pencil 
and a piece of paper and placed 
them in his hand and he wrote a 
letter to his mother in Alabama, 
saying: “ Mother, I am dying from 
this curse sent upon me for not

total was collected. More than that 
percentage of the 1931 total is re­
quired to meet the fixed budget, 
without allowance for miscellaneous 
e.xpense. Hence, George E. Smith, 
city manager, points out, it will be 
necessary for the city to collect all 
of the taxes now due in order to 
meet its obligations and carry on 
the city government.

The city o f Sonora, one of the 
smallest in the state to have the 
city manager fonn o f government, 
has proved the value of this system 
in the economy of operation and in 
the constructive progres which has 
been made during the last three 
years, Sonora is the only small 
town in West Texas owning a sew­
erage disposal plant, and in addi­
tion, is in the forefront in all mat- 
tei’s of health, civic beautification, 
and fire protection. All o f this is 
afforded at the unusually low city 
rate of 85 cents a hundred, lowered 
from 90 cents for last year’s taxes.

Prompt payment o f city taxes 
will enable the administration to 
meet all its obligations and will 
permit a limited program of gen­
eral improvement. No elaborate im- 
porvements will be attempted, of 
course, until a better period of 
business is had.

Natural Gas System

Real Witness

Grand Falls Man Investigating 
Massie Gasser for Supply

Ozona has pi'ospects for a natur­
al gas piping system, with possi­
bilities brightening last week with 
the visit of Clyde Bradford, mana­
ger of the gas company at Grand 
Falls, Texas, who arrived there to 
gather data with a view to bringing 
gas into the city and establishing 
a local distributing company.

Mr. Bradford’s visit was prompt­
ed by the bringing in of an 18- 
million-foot gas well on the Massie 
ranch 13 miles from Ozona. The 
Grand Falls manager is investigat­
ing the possibilities of utilizing this 
supply in the event it is found 
suitable for commercial use.

If the Massie gasser proves 
suitable, Mr. Bradford said, he will 
start at once on preliminary work 
looking to establishing the local 
system an*d supplying the city with 
gas.

The Ozona Lions Club has 
pledged its support to Mr. Brad­
ford in making any necessary pre­
liminary surveys or gfkthering any 
data, since the club has had as one 
of its major projects the bringing 
o f  natural gas to Ozona.

j “ Pecos county is situated be- 
j tween lor.gitude 24 and 27 west, 
jand latitude 30 and 32 south from 
Washington, is bounded on the 
northwest by El Paso county, on 
the northeast by Tom Green and 
Crockett counties, on the west by 
Presidio county and on the south by 
Mexico. It has a population of 3,- 
000, ninety per cent Mexican, poll­
ing a vote of 400.

“ It has an area o f about 12,000 
square miles, or 7,680,000 acres, 
with a surface of beautiful Valleys 
and rolling prairies, interspersed 
with foothills, with a rough range 
o f mountains in the southern por­
tion on the Rio Grande and Pecos 
rivers, and a few mountain spurs 
in the northwestern portion

Embach Brings Record of 
Experience to Wool Co-op

Hail Damage Paid 
Is Nearly $100,000

New Head Works on 
Own Knowledge 

of Ranching

Lieutenant Colonel Harry B. Em­
bach, newly elected general mana­
ger of the National Wool Market­
ing Corporation, was born forty- 
four years ago in Detroit. While 
yet a youngster he was taken by 
his parents to the Indian Territory, 
now part of the state of Oklahoma, 
where he remained during early 
boyhood, and then removed to Ari­
ze na, v/here he grew to manhood, 
and where he has since made his 
heme.

With a natural love for livestock 
and the freedom of outdoors, it was 
net strange that in this pioneer 
settlement he should be attracted 
to the livestock business, and for a 
number of years was in the cattle 
business and later on connected 
with the pioneer firm of Babbit 
Brothers, Flagstaff, Ariz., in live­
stock banking.

In 1923 Col Embach was called 
to manage the affairs o f the Ari­
zona Wool Growers Association as 
its secretary. From a small begin­
ning, he developed this association 
into a strong and useful organiza­
tion of which the big men of that 
state were proud to be members. 
Col. Embach is a well-known au­
thority on grazing matters, taxa­
tion, freight rates, and has man­
aged large sheep outfits as well as 
cattle outfits. He also served in the 
seventh state legislature of Ari­
zona. In 1930 he was appointed a 
director of the Federal Land Bank 
and the Federal Intermediate Cred­
it Bank o f Berkeley, Calif., which 
institution served the agricultural 
and livestock interests in the states 
of Arizona, California, Nevada and 
Utah.

When the Reconstruction Finance 
Corporation was created, Harry

HARRY B. EMBACH

was drafted. He responded and 
gave to that huge undertaking the 
benefit of his wide experience with 
livestock management and finance.

From that position he was un­
expectedly called to manage the af­
fairs of the National Wool Market­
ing Corporation. At considerable 
personal sacrifice, he accepted the 
call and is now devoting his full 
time to these new duties. With such 
a background, the v/ool growlers of

Austin, June 16.— A constantly 
increasing demand in' the Northern 
and Eastern states for native flow­
ers, shrubs and plants o f Texas to 
be used for ornamental and land­
scaping purposes is noted in the 
number of reports o f inspections 
for exportation filed with J. M. Del 
Curto, chief of the division of hor­
ticultural inspection and quaran- 
ties o f the department of agricul­
ture.

The most popular of Texas na­
tive plants that are becoming more 
in demand in other states as orna­
mental flowers is the cactus, ac­
cording to Del Curto. Inspection 
reports indicate that exports of 
this plant last year netted Texans 
more that $100,000 and that this 
year’s exports will be as large. 
Many nurserymen have specialized 
in the cross-breeding of various 
species of cacti to create types 
suitable to various localities.

The varoius plants cannot move 
out of Texas into other states with­
out first having been inspected and 
declared free of root rot or other 
soil disease. That is given by the 
horticultural inspection and quar­
antine division of the department 
of agriculture.

Other native Texas flowers gain­
ing ground in demand in Northern | 
and Eastern states, and in some in- | 
stances, California, include the wild 
clematic, cinesa, huisache, yucca, 
Spanish dagger and bluebonnet 
seed. With careful supervision, 
bluebonnets can be made to bloom 
for one season, however, in north­
ern and eastern climates not 
adaptable to the bluebonnet, it will 
not reproduce as it does in the 
bluebonnet zones in Texas, Del 
Curto pointed out.

In some portions o f the state, 
especially southward, native plants 
are being cultivated along high­
ways for beautification purposes, 
which is a further utilization of 
Texas’ natural resources, accord­
ing CO Del Curto.

South Hemii^here 
Wool Supply I^rge

Apparent Available Amount 8 Per 
Cent Greater Than in ^931

Supplies of wool apparently 
available on May 1 in Australia, 
New Zealand, Argentina, and Ura- 
goay are estimated as 8 per cent 
greater than supplies on the same 
date a year ago, but 15 per cent 
less than supplies on May 1, 1930, 
when stocks were unusually high, 
according to the Bureau of Agri­
cultural Economics in its current 
report on world wool prospects.

Exports from these four coun­
tries of the Southern Hemisphere 
up to May 1 in the current season 
are placed at 1,246,000,000 pounds, 
a decrease of 4 per cent compared 
with the corresponding period of 
1930-31, but 16 per cent greater 
than exports in that period of 1929- 
30. Australia and New Zealand 
have shipped more wool so far this 
season than last, but exports from 
the South American countries have 
decreased.

Fleece from sheep shorn on west­
ern ranges in the United States are 
reported as being generally lighter 
than last year’s, and on May 1 
sheep and range conditions were 
considerably below normal. The bu­
reau says that Russia has more 
sheep than any other country of 
the world, but the larger proportion 
are o f the unimproved type. The 
clip to be shorn in Australia the 
latter part of this year will be “un­
usually good both in quality and 
average weight per fleece,” it is 
expected. Weather conditions have 
improved in New Zealand, and the 
bureau says “ there is now a fair 
chance of ewes entering the winter 
in average condition.”

“ The quality c f  our milk supply 
should be watched more closely this 
year than it has been at any time 
in a generation,”  J. I. Keith of the 
dairy department at the Oklahoma 
A. & M. College, cautions. “ The 
quality of the milk supply is very 
important at any time, for it is 
well known that a good product can 
not be made from poor raw mate­
rial, and, considering the status of 
the milk business, there is likely to 
be trouble this summer.

“ Consumption of milk has fallen 
off, the same as in many other 
lines. In addition, many producers 
are distributing their own milk. 
With consumption of milk falling 
and with new competitors in the 
field, the price o f milk has been 
lowered. To the consumer this may 
seem a good thing, but more than 
the price will be affected.

“ If the price of milk is forced 
so low that the legitimate dairy­
man, who is honestly striving to 
give us the best milk he can, is 
forced out o f business, or is forced 
to meet competition by cutting cor­
ners, the consumer will be the one 
who will suffer most because of 
lower-quality milk. Farmers should 
receive at least the cost of pro­
duction for their milk. I f the price 
goes below this, there will of neces­
sity be a lowering in the quality of 
the milk.

“ Your city health officer, your 
milk and dairy inspector, or your 
doctor will tell you what to look 
for when deciding what is the best 
milk to buy. The best may not al­
ways be the cheapest, but that 
which apears to be cheapest may 
not always turn out the cheapest in 
the long run,” Mr. Keith concludes.

College Station, June 16.— There 
may be an opportunity for skillful 
farm feeders of lambs to breed and 
feed early lambs for the Easter 
lamb trade another year, it is im­
plied by John H. Jones, agent in 
animal husbandry at Texas A. & 
M. College in a letter recently sent 
to Texas county agents. ‘The pres­
ent marked situation is not partic­
ularly encouraging,”  he says, “ with 
fat wethers at $1.25, old crop shorn 
lambs mostly grass fat from $3.25 
to $3.50, and with good spring 
lambs at $4.50, but there is still a 
good margin between genuine 
spring lambs and old crop lambs. 
When prices are as low as at pres­
ent a little raeaiLS a whole lot. A 
marj^in of a dollar with lambs at 
four cents a pound means about the 
same as a three-dollar margin 
when lambs are 12 cents a pound.

“ Two weeks before last Easter, 
spring lambs reached a top of $8.75. 
That meant money this year. Coun­
ty agent demonstration records 
bear this out. There are plenty of 
yearling or two-year-old ewes for 
sale but the experienced producer 
of early spring lambs desires old 
ewes that have raised lambs for at 
least two seasons because they are 
surer for early breeding. There are 
plenty of these but they are hard 
to buy, because, perhaps, they are 
mostly mortgaged.

“To produce lambs for the Easter 
trade ewes are bred in July and 
August and the lambs furnished 
winter pasture and supplementary 
feed in creeps while nursing their 
lams.”
