and if ‘an oil well is produced, the
company will be that much better
off.

‘The hole is being put down by the
Humble Oil & Rcfining Co., on the
Westheimer & Daube ranch about
nine miles and a little north of
Morton, county seat of Cochran
county. The contract depth is 9,500
and every foot of the well will be
logged and tested for  structural
formation.

It is stated rich finds have been
made in the lower Permian basin,
but no well in the Cochran oil field
has yet gone below the 5305 foot
mark.

Three years ago a
well was drilled in South Bailey
county a few miles from Enochs,
and while oil rainbows and pockets
of gas were cncountered, yet the
hole was finally abandoned as dry.
The new well is located about nine
miles from the Enochs test. Prop:r-
ty owners and lease holders of land
in that portion of Bailey county are
anxiously awaiting developments of
the new well.

In the early years of religion
personality permeated everything in
nature. When the caveman argued
‘Lhere was a devil in the stone or a
god spirit in a tre:, he was arguing
from the conclusions of past exper-
iences of himself or others. His
| senses showed him erratic happen-
ings in nature and forced his reas-
oning powers to the conclusion that
some individual or individuals caus-
ed such happenings. A flood, a severe
wind storm, a stone falling on a
man, a lucky catch of fsh, an
| eclipse of the moon or sun, all such
| were inexplyicable except as the re-
| sult of the anger or favor of some
| individuals. Even in this enlightened
| day it is quite difficult for mankind
|to entirely get away from the ne-
| cessity of personal forces in nature,
| yet it is now readily conceded by the
‘more intelligent that throughout
large parts of nature there is no
personality at all. Indeed, there are
unnumbered forces active in the
world which are entirely void of
sonality. W2 can now think of tides

-|and stars and comets moving withi-

out the necessary guidance of any
spirit, while w recognize that
drouths and train wrecks, automo-

bile collisions and sand storms are
caused by mechanical laws. More
than that, it is coming more and
more to be realized that nature it-
self is not only impersonal, but also
unmoral. It is neither moral nor
immoral; it has nothing whatever
to do with morals; it cares noth-
ing at all for that subject; it is sim-
| ply unmoral.

| People, generally speaking, inher-
| it most of their opinions, especially
so in early life they are heirs of
physical habits and mental cus-
toms. Their beliefs, much like the
clothing they wear, depends largely
on where they were born. Most folks
are moulded largely by their sur-
roundings, their environment. The
chances are, nine times out of ten,
if one were born in Turkey they
would be a Mohammedan; if born on
the banks of the Ganges, they would
be worshippers of Siva, longing for
| Nirvana; if born in China taey
| would probably be Taoists or Con-
fuscionists. There are more Presby-
terian Scotchmen merely because
their foreparents were Presbyterians.
Irish are mostly Catholics for the
same reason, while English prefer
Episcopalian religion. Americans
are a mixture of denomination ad-
herents largely because their par-
|ents were such believers ahead of
them. Occasionally children change
their beliefs and modify their religs
ious ideas, sometimes becoming su-
perior to their parents in various
ways. There are even occasions, I
| think, when belief is not directly
| subject to the will of the believer.
| Men frequently think as they must,
not as they desire. The chang is
often slow, and perhaps unconscious,
| but nevertheless potent and posi-
| tive.

It is our opinion that any relig-
ion to command the respect and ap-
| preciation of honest, intelligent
| people should not appeal to their
| emotions—hopes or fears—but rather
| to their judgement. It should not
be a religion of blind faith or more
or less frail hope, but one of reason
based on judgement which is, in
turn, largely the result of establish-
cd facts. Eternal salvation of human
souls can not logically be based
merely on belief. There must
tangible reasons underlying and sup-
porting belief to make it rational
and acceptable. Belief must be the
| result of evidence. The mere promis:
‘Of a reward is not evidence. It es-
| tablishes no fact, answers no ob-
‘jvcuons. disipates no doubt and
|sh-ds no intellectual light in the
| human mind.

Tha general rains all over the
county have turned a rather gloomy.
outlook into a fair promise. Farmers
all over the county report the mois-
ture now is sufficient to hold crops
for 30 days. Most of the boys are crav
ing some warm dry weather now
days so they can catch up with the
weeds and grass.

Our recent rains brought a few
strips of hail. The Watson commun-
ity reports the heaviest hail dam-
age. Generally speaking, the rains
fell “just like the doctor ordered.”

Trench Silos

Experience has taught us the
most economical way to store feed
surplus:s is in a trench silo. Feed
put into a trench silo will keep in-
definitely. It has been known to
keep 11 years.

Our recent rains were sufficient
to make lots of feed. Our “Govern-
ment Acres” ar: nearly all planted
to feed stuffs of one kind or an-
other. This feed can be put into
1 trench silo without violating any
rules of the farm program.

Often times we hear of folks lay-
ing aside something for a rainy day.
My suggestion is that we as farm-
ers lay aside a goodly supply of feed
for a “dry day. We might have one
in this country sometime. They
have been known to occur this far
west

Austin, Aug. 15.—Quail restora-
tion work in Texas continues to ad-
vance with the announcement here
that the United States Soil Conser-
vation Service and the Texas Game,
Fish and Oyster Commission wiil
cooperate in a 42,000-acre project
in Falls, Milam, and Bell Counties
on the North Elm Creek watershed,
18 miles northeast of Temple.

Agreement to use the solid block
of 42,000 acres for the restoration of
quail and for the demonstration of
sound farming practices by the Soil
Conservation Service was reached
by Will J. Tucker, executive secre-
tary of the Game Department, and
Homer G. Towns, regional biologist
in charge of the Soil Conservation
Service wild-life program. The pro-
ject is the largest attempted by the
Game Department in quail restora-
tion work and it is believed that
fully 100,000 acres of Texas black-
land area will be benefited by the

ural cover and a sufficient food sup-
ply I reached the point where
there are now projects under way in
16 counties of the State, it is an-
nounced by Phil Goodrum, Director
of Research and Education for the
Texas Game, Fish and Oyster Com-
misison. By providing sufficient
food and cover for birds, it has been
found they will increase appreciably
without the State resorting to re-
stocking.

The general plan of fencing areas
ranging in sizes from one-quarter
to five acres to prevent stock over-
grazing the section is being follow-
ed in the majority of the counties
in which the quail restoration pro-
jects are being carried on.
