It was reported by Neil Rockey 
that the Commissioners court of 
Roosevelt county. N. M., had au- 
thoried opening of a highway run­
ning east and west in that county 
toward the New Mexico-Texas state 
line which was the first step toward 
securing the proposed Portales cut­
off, shortening the distance btween 
Muleshoe and Portales.

The matter of inefficient tele­
phone service in Muleshoe was rais­
ed and a resolution passed asking 
the City Commission. which had 
granted franchise to the company 
here, to take necessary steps toward 
securing necessary improvement of 
such service. Citizens present seem­
ed to be of the opinion the poor 
service rendered was not the fault 
of the operators, but rather worn 
out physical equipment.

first rate reduction. A second rate 
reduction was made in January, 
1937. These reductions have resulted 
in reducing the minimum 
(which includes the first two 
thousand cubic feet) from $1.50 to 
$1.25, and in reducing the cost of 
the next 48 thousand cubic feet 
from 67‘Ac per thousand to 45c per 
thousand. These three reductions 
represent a total saving to the 
company’s consumers of approxi­
mately $400,000 annually.

The rate reduction now going into 
effect will mean a saving to gas 
users each year of approximately 
$100,000. This rate reduction is in 
accord with the policy of West 
Texas Gas Company to lower the 
cost of gas to its customers as of­
ten as its earnings will permit, con­
sistent with present high standards 
of customer service.

Bailey Co. G e t s  
$4,433 In State 
Debt Funds

County Judge M G. Miller who 
went to Austin last week to attend a. 
state-wide meeting of county school 
superintendents brought back wltli 
him checks payable to Bailey county 
in the sum of $4,433.34, being the- 
first of approximately 25 payments 
of similar sum coming to Bailey 
during the next 25 years. These 
checks were outcome of legislation 
passed at the last meeting of that 
state body.

Originally there was introuduced 
in the legislature a bill known as 
The County Judges Assumption Bill., 
it being written, introduced in botlt 
houses and sponsored by the State- 
County Judges and Commissioners 
association, seeking to pledge the 
State to get behind county indebt­
edness in refunding certain advanc­
ed funds in the form of bonds and 
warrants, so such moneys might be 
used in the various counties for im­
provement of lateral roads which 
were not a part of the state high­
way system.

Later, the Texas Good Roads as­
sociation introduced another bill for 
the same purpose, but quite differ­
ent in some details. A legislative 
committee was appointed for comity 
action in threshing out various con­
troversial points, of which Judge 
Miller, this county, was a member. 
The result was the bill finally pass­
ed and from which Bailey and other 
counties are now receiving refunds.

It is understood one check in the 
sum of $2,116.67 may be used for 
improving county-wide lateral roads, 
while the other check in similar 
sum may be used for road improve­
ment purposes in former Road Dis­
trict No. 1, at discretion of the Com­
missioners’ court.

There is a total of $123,871,428 to- 
be thus refunded counties by the 
State during the coming 25 years.

While in Austin Judge Miller also 
learned that the State Highway de­
partment was making arrangements 
for further improvement on State 
Highway No. 214 out of Muleshoe v 
between Enochs and the south 
Bailey county line, thus insuring 
further labor for workmen now em­
ployed on that highway.

He also conferred with officials of 
the State Department of Education 
and received encouragement relative 
to maturity of debts in certain school 
districts of this county either by re­
funding bond process or by making 
such payments of lesser amounts by 
the districts.

WASHINGTON. -  With Germany 
now making claim to 230,000 square 
miles of Antarctica, explored from 
one of her whaling ships, five na- 

| tions and Australia have set up 
' claims for the division of the vast 
* continent that lies under a thick lay- 
I er of ice at the “ bottom” of the 
! world.

“ The claims on behalf of Nor­
way, Great Britain, France, the 
United States, and Australia have 
sliced the Antarctic continent like 
a huge pie; but title to some of the 
slices is by no means clear and un­
contested,”  says the National Geo­
graphic society.

How Claims Rest.
“When Amundsen, first man to 

reach the South pole, arrived there 
in December, 1911, he claimed for 
Norway a relatively small circular 
area of land around the pole with a 
radius of about 110 miles. Since 
then explorers who have cruised 
the Antarctic coast, penetrated the 
continent a few miles, or flown over 
certain previously unexplored re­
gions have claimed for their coun­
tries all the land between certain 
longitudes extending all the way to 
the poles.

"The so-called Australian claim is 
the largest single slice of the Ant- 

| arctic ‘pie’ . It extends from 45 de­
grees east longitude to 160 degrees 
east longitude. France, however, in­
sists that the region from Adelie 
Land between J36 and 143 degrees 
east longitude, wholly within the 
Australian claim, is hers; and in 
January Lincoln Ellsworth looked 
down from an airplane in the same 
Australian area on 80,000 square 
miles ‘never before seen by man,’ 
and announced his claim for the 
United States. The Ellsworth area 
lies between 74 and 85 degrees east 
longitude, and 70 and 75 degrees 
south latitude. Thus, it does not 
reach the edge of the continent.

11. S. SENATOR TOM CONN ALLY WOULD 
HAVE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT PAY  
2 TO 1 ON STATE PENSIONS

Senator Tom Connally this state 
has introduced in the Senate a bill 

~ to amend the Social Security act, to 
provide that in the matter of old 
age pensions the federal government 
shall contribute two-thirds, and the 
states one-third of individual pen­
sions up to $15.00 per month and 
from $15.00 upward the contribution 
by the states and federal govern­
ment shall be each one-half of the 
sum in excess of $15.00 per month.

“The bill which I offered,” said 
✓ ■senator Connally, “embodies the 
amendment to the Social Security 
act which I offered at the last reg­
ular session of Congress and which 
passed the Senate by a substantial 
majority. However, the House of 
Representatives did not have an op­
portunity to vote on the amendment 
because of the refusal of the House 
conferees to allow the House to ex- 
uress itself on that particular 
unendment. My information is that 
die re is strong support in the House 
for the bill.

“The justification for the measure 
lies in the fact that under existing 
law the federal government simply 
matches the amount contributed by 
the individual states. As a conse­

quence the rich states, which make 
the larger payments, also secure 
larger payments from the federal 
government. The poor states, which 
are able to pay only small amounts, 
receive also similarly small federal 
contribution.

For Muleshoe C Of 
C During 1940

The following are some of the 
proposed activities that might be 
engaged in by the Muleshoe Cham­
ber of Commerce, made at the re­
cent annual banquet. Some of the 
subjects might be well engaged in 
by other local organizations, either 
separately or in conjunction with 
the commercial organization.

Employ a competent secretary for 
full time and eliminate past hap­
hazard methods of inefficiency.

Establish a budget system and stop 
periodical begging.

Discourage f a k e  advertising 
schemes that sap money from local 
business concerns bringing them lit­
tle or no returns for money expend­
ed.

Obtain more publicity through 
various newspaper stories and by 
direct advertising. A system of in­
formative literature, including 
small folder or pamphlet, portraying 
the assets of Bailey county and 
especially the virtures of the Black- 
water valley should be printed in 
reasonably large quantity for distri­
bution to interested parties.

Erect panoramic sign alongside 
Santa Fe raliroad near depot por­
traying the virtues of the Black- 
water valley, emphasizing cheap 
and efficient pumping by irrigation.

Conduct a Trade at Home cam­
paign. It is astounding the amount 
of buying that is done by local cit­
izens away from Muleshoe, and 
largely because they have not been 
made to realize the virtues of home 
patronage and its mutual benefits.

Organize an United Charities for 
investigating actual needy and giv­
ing assistance to those really 
worthy.

Make numerous trips during the 
year into surrounding communities 
in Bailey county and elsewhere in 
this trade territory for better ac­
quaintance and for increasing 
friendships.

Get improvement of local tele­
phone system.

Get improvements in rural mail 
delivery.

Get better maintenance of city 
streets.

Obtain further improvement of 
local school campus.

Better enforcement of building 
permit ordinance and fire restric­
tion district.

Use Of Cotton

Lillie Gentry C. H. D. A.
Cotton is the greatest problem 

facing t he people of Texas today 
and the fag end of another cotton 
producing season comes to remind 
Texans that our great industry is 
still sick.

We, of the south, love our cotton 
fields, huge fields to which every 
farmer can take a stranger and say.

merchants and business men can 
and are doing much to help the 
situation. A single farmer who 
grows as much cotton on 50 acres as 
he formerly grew on 75 reduces his 
cost of production per acre, and 
hence increases his profit from the 
land and labor employed. If a single 
farmer can do this much could not 
every farmer from Bailey county 
join hands in using more cotton 
and hence raise the price of cotton 
and improve the standard of living 
in our county.

There is no way of accurately es­
timating just how much good can 
be accomplished in our county if 
every one of the 1238 farmrs would 
concentrate their efforts and atten­
tion on the use of more cotton in 
the home—make or buy a mattress 
add more cotton bedding, wear 
more cotton clothing, give cotton 
gifts, use more by-products of the 
cotton industry, demand products 
wrapped or packaged in cotton 
sacks. These seem like minor issues 
but if the farmers, merchants, the 
national cotton council, extension 
service and the state-wide ^otton 
committee each work to the end 
that the surplus is cut cut down 
the price raised and the product im­
proved, great good will be done to 
th greatest industry in the South— 
the growing of cotton.

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WEEKLY LAY SERMON
UNDERTAKER vs. UPPERTAKER

Co-ordinating of the physical, 
mental and spiritual has always 
been a difficult matter. To tell just 
where the one ends and another be­
gins has always been more or less 
incredulous. The continuation of 
life after death is one of such sub­
jects.

Just where and when such belief 
originated is unknown. That life 
survives death is a belief certainly 
hidden in the obscurities of prehis­
toric humanity, there can be no 
doubt, for when primitive man first 
reached the confines of history they 
seem to have already had this con­
viction. In the light of anthropolog­
ical history this belief is not, how­
ever, entirely universal. That man 
was originally in a state of semi­
animality, in which he could have 
had no religious ideas is no more 
questioned by modern religionists, 
men of science and other scholars 
of the present day. In the Court of 
Reason that assertion is practically 
axiomatic.

Even to this day, missionaries, 
travelers and historians of still 
greater authority inform us there 
are several tribes of people in Africa 
among them the Latukas, who be­
lieve in nothing of a supernatural 
kind. In Oceanina there are several 
tribes of natives reported by Dr. A. 
Junod and other Protestant miss­
ionaries who believe only in natural 
sorcery and are entirely void of

V

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supernatural ideas whatever. Dr. 
Louis Hoot, for twenty years a mis­
sionary in Africa, declares he never 
could find any evidences of a belief 
of a god of any kind while associat­
ed with those natives. Certain sects 
of the early Greeks were entirely 
atheistic. Sir John Lubbock, well 
known authority, devoted most of 

entire book, “Origin and Growth 
of Religion.” to savage people de­
void of any religious ideas. There 

native tribes of South America 
and of Australia who have no 
sense whatever of soul survival, and 
there are some tribes among the 
Esquimox who never heard of such 
a being as a god.

Just when the belief in animision, 
spiritual beings) really began, will 

probably never be known, yet it is 
well known that such rudementary 
ideas have been growing and gradu­
ally becoming more clarified during 
the past thousands of years. Lo, the 
poor Indian, with his untutored 
mind, saw his god in the clouds 
and heard him in the wind. He vis­
ualized him in his breath expelled on 
a frosty morning, heard him in the 
mysterious echo and saw him in his 
own shadow. Ages before him the 
Dawn-man crudely thought he had 
a sort of shadowy double which ac­
companied him and at times gave 
out certain manifestations non-un- 
derstandable.

It may be the first light regard­
ing an immortal nature began with 
the early Pithicanthropus, that 
supposed cross between an ape and 
a man. It may have started with 
the Cro-Magnon, the Neanderthals, 
the Grimaldis, the Heidelberg or the 
Pilt-down sub-men, with the Neo­
lithic or some other, perhaps un­
known, rising type of the human af­
ter the Paleolithic or Neolithic ages, 
and gradually struggled its way out 
of ignorance, obscurity and barbar­
ism as general intelligence grew 
and developed.

Gorged at night with too much 
raw meat for supper, some of it 
perhaps more or less putrified, 
early man had nightmare dreams 
in which he saw terrible monsters 
assailing him, or in more normal 
sleep he wandered into distant 
climes and saw his dead father as 
in the living flesh, moving, and per­
haps speaking in his presence, the 
recognition of that parent’s form 
and voice being as vivid as though 
he were then actually alive. These 
strange phantoms naturally worked 
upon the fear-filled mind of the 
early children, terrified by the fright­
ful vicissitudes of life, the violent 
deaths by wild animals, the storms 
and floods that killed and maimed 
them, the lightnings and thunders 
that terrified them, the starvations 
that harressed them—these were all 
clearly manifestations of the anger 
and revenge of departed spirits. It 
took a long, long time for the hu­
man race to arrive at the present 
day point of belief in God and im­
mortality.

Even the early Hebrews from 
whom we got the Christian religion, 
believed that everything ended at 
death. There is no positive evidence 
whatever that they had any belief

of a life beyond the grave until they 
returned from the Babylonian cap­
tivity. There is no reason to believe 
that Moses was any wiser in spir­
itual matters than any of the peo­
ple he led through the wilderness. 
He himself, was not a Hebrew, his 
Pentateuch was purely a civil and 
political code and there is nothing 
in early Biblical Hebraism that ex­
pressly registers any belief in soul 
immortality. Solomon, the wise 
man, son of David, bears every in­
dication of being atheistic in the 
Book of Ecclesiastes, which he is 
credited with having written. So 
strong was that indicated leaning 
the Jews would not permit the 
reading of that book in their syna­
gogues, and later Saint Jerome and 
many of the Jewish rabbis hesitated 
considerably before admitting it to 
a place among the canoncial books. 
Even Job, amid all his manifold 
physical suffering, believing in a Su­
preme Being of justice, as when he 
exclaimed, “For I know that my 
redeemer (avenger) liveth, and that 
he shall stand at the latter day up­
on the earth,” yet there is no evi­
dence of his belief in immortality. 
Even the Sadduces of the time of 
Jesus did not believe in the resur­
rection of the body nor the im­
mortality of the soul.

There are still several “sadduces” 
living today; but for the most part 
we have a more or less rational 
idea of immortality than ever be­
fore. The soul is generally defined 
as that part of us which thinks, 
loves, rejoices, suffers, approves the 
right and condemns the wrong. That 
there is such a thing as soul is sug­
gested by Nature. Plant a seed in 
the Springtime and in the Fall we 
reap the same kind of seed. The 
thing that continues in the seed i: 
the vital force, the life. The parti­
cles composing the seed may be 
somewhat modified; but the life is 
the same. Take out the life prin 
cipal and the seed is nothing but 
dead matter.

The fact the soul is not seen is 
no proof against its existence, but 
rather a presumption in favor of 
its continuance, for there is no mi­
croscope which as yet has revealed 
to the human eye the life of a seed. 
It is said a minister was one time 
preaching on immortality when he 
was interrupted by an atheistic 
physician who arose and asked him 
if he had ever seen the soul, 
replied the preacher. “I have never 
seen a soul.” The physician con­
tinued: “Did you ever hear a soul?’ 
“No.” “Did you ever smell a soul?1 
“No.” “Did you ever feel a soul?' 
“Yes, thank God,” replied the pious 
minister. “Well,” said the physician, 
“there are four of the five senses 
against one that there is a soul.

It was then the minister’s turn, 
and he said to the physician, “Did 
you ever hear a pain?" “No,” he re­
plied. “Did you ever see a pain?" 
“No.” “Did you ever taste a pain?" 
“No." “Did you ever smell a pain?’ 
“No.” “Well, then, there are four 
senses against one that there is no 
pain, and yet you know there is 
pain. So I know there is a soul.” 
The preacher might have asked the 
doctor: “Did you ever see your brain, 
smell your brain, taste your brain, 
or hear your brain? Or, how do you 
actually know that it is your brain 
that directs your thoughts and ac­
tions? Did you ever see, hear, taste 

; or smell your thoughts? Certainly 
I not; yet you have felt thos:
] thoughts, without doubt. So it i:
| the unseen part of us that is real 
and eternal. The body is indeed the 

| casket which holds the jewel of the 
soul.

! Developed consciousness is a proof 
of immortality. To express his hos­
tility to religious belief, one might 
say he expects to “die like a dog, 
yet as in the case of Mr. Spurgeon 
who when one time preaching, 
heard such a statemnt, said: “ I did 
not know I had a dog in my con­
gregation or I would have alsc 
brought a bone.” The fellow’s con­
sciousness was at once aroused 
and he resented that statement 
but he, himself was to blame. Most 
of us are the results of our conscious 
thoughts and actions and reap the 
reward or pay the penalty of such.

Any first class book on mental 
philosophy advises that as memory 
grows stronger the body often be­
comes weaker. Apparently the sub­
conscious mind becomes stronger as 
the body becomes weaker. Innum­
erable instances are on record where 
the whole panorama of past life 
has flashed before the conscious 
mind in crucial moments. Marvel­
ous visions have been enjoyed by 
sick persons when their bodies were 
weakened, yet their minds were 
clear and strong. When up to the 
point of death memory, imagina 
tion, reason, love and consciousness 
are as strong, if not stronger than 
in normal life, it becomes a pre­
sumption that amounts to convic­
tion that the faculties of the soul 
will continue to live after the body 
has died.

One should never forget there is 
a va^t differnce between imrnor- 
talW^and eternity. Immortality 
means everlasting existence; but 
continued existence is not necessarily 
eternal life. Dead things continue 
to exist. I can vision a large piece 
of iron existing a million years; 
but after that million years nas 
passed it will still be Just as (lead 
as it now is. Corpses exist, yet they 
are dead. People who are abnormal 
or subnormal do not really live, tiiey 
merely exist, because they are-out

Four Things To Do 
For Withdrawing 
Loan Cotton

College Station, Jan. 16.—Recent 
advances in cotton prices have made 
it possible for cotton farmers to 
withdraw profitably much of the 
cotton placed under the 1938 loan, 
according to Donald L. Cothran, 
state Agricultural Conservation As­
sociation committeeman.

Urging that all producers with­
drawing cotton from the loan make 
certain they receive full value for 
their equity. Cothran declared that 
weekly bulletins will be posted in 
county AAA offices to make price 
information available to all farmers

To secure possession of warehouse 
receipts covering cotton placed un­
der the 1938 loan, the producer must 
make the following payments:

Face value of the note.
Interst at the rate of 4 percent 

from the date of the loan until 
November 1, 1939.

Interest at the rate of 4 percent 
from November 1,1939 until the loan 
is liquidated.

Storage charges at the rate of 25 
cents per bale per month from the 
date the cotton was first placed in 
storage until July 31, 1939. |»~

pay to the warehouse storage I *  
charges accruing after July 31, |n 
amounting to 15 cents per bale per 
month from August 1 to November 
1 and 12% cents per bale from 
November 1 until the cotton is re­
moved from the warehouse, provid­
ed it is removed within 15 days af­
ter its release.
