Improvements Will
Cost Almost $3000

Service Station Property To Be
Flood-Lighted Soon
»-

Business property improvements
costing in the mneighborhood of
$3,000 are well under way at the
Gulf service station owned and op-
erated by 9. L. Richardson near
the railroad tracks in Sonora.

The work which was begun last
week will consist of the building of
a lubrication and car washing room
iand the stuccoing of the brick
structure which is the present sta-
tion. The new portion will be of tile
and stueco construction.

Mr. Richardson said Thursday
that the construction work would
cost about $1200 and that about
$1500 would be spent on four elec-
ric, computing gasoline pumps,
floodlighting of the property, and
for the installation of a hydraulic
lift for lubrication of cars.

Construction work is expected to
be completed next week and instal-
lation of the new equipment will
take about one more week.

Gulf service stations everywhere
are taking on a gleaming white
appearance as each is remodeled in
a manner similar to the one in So-
nora.

Office at Five o’Clock

A small gain but a gain never-
theless was reported this week by
T. C. Murray, postmaster, as he
stopped his arduous Christmas
labors long enough to give a re-
port of the November business at
the Sonora office.

This year $458.50 was handled by
Mr. Murray and his assistant, Mrs.
Finis Hamby, during November.
Last year in the same month the
business was $451.02.

Thursday the Sonora postoffice
began closing at five o’clock each
day. Mr. Murray for several weeks
has been urging patrons of the of-
fice to “mail early” and to trans-
act other business early in the day
so that the office might be closed
an hour earlier than has been the
custom. There has been so litile
business transacted between the
hours of five and six that it was
felt the demand did not justify re-
maining open each day until six.

Mr. Murray called attention this
week to the fact that unusually
small envelopes should not be
used during the holiday season be-
cause of the large amount of mail
which is handled by the postoffice
department in all sections of the
country.

Dramatic Success, ‘The Fool’
Entertainment Fare Monday

Professional men, clerks, school
teachers, preachers, ranchmen,
business men, in fact, thirty-eight
men and women who are truly rep-
resentative of the Sutton commun-
ity will unite in presentation Mon-
day night at 7:456 of the Channing
Pollock dramatic success “The
Fool.”

Sponsored by the Young Woman’s
Guild of St. John’s Episcopal
Church as a means of adding to
their church building fund, the
four-act play has in its cast the
minister of the Baptist Church and
of the Methodist Church. In addi-
tion to the twenty-four prinecipal
characters another group of four-
teen appear in a mob scene.

Directing the play during the
weeks of rehearsal has been Dr.
Joel Shelton.. The effectiveness of
his work as a director has been
seen by Sonora people before. He
was in charge of the presentation
of the Stunt Night program by
Sonora organizations last year and
also directed the play “Three Wise
Fools,” under Lions Club direction,
a year ago.

The drama, script of waich was
written by Channing Pollock, New
York author and playwright, was
unusually successful in New York
when first produced by Selwyn and
Co. and later when it was acclaimed
by London and Vienra audien-es.
Mr. Pollock, now on a trip to the
Orient, was at one time a dramatic
critic on Washington newspapers,
later was press agent for William
A. Brady and the Shubert broth-
ers. Mr. Pollock retired in 1906
and since then has devoted his time
to the writing of magazine stories
and plays. He was dramatic critic
for Ainslee’s, The Smart Set and
Green Book from 1905 to 1919.

Cattle Reported Contracted For
By San Angelo Buyers

A train of more than twenty cars
left Sonora Saturday with sheep
and cattle raised by various ranch-
men of the “Stockman’s Paradise”
section and consigned to buyers in
many parts of the state.

Delivery was made Saturday by
W. J. Wilkinson of 5509 mixed
lambs which were sold recently to
‘Worth Evans at $4 a head. The an-
imals were shipped to Valentine.
'/About 2,500 more were included in
the same lot but were loaded from
Mertzon pens.

Two thousand lambs, sold by W.
A. Miers and Son, to Frank Hurley,
buyer for a Fort Worth commission
firm, were shipped to Bellvue,

Averaging 744 pounds, nine
yearling steers were sold and de-
livered Saturday by Mrs. J. A.
Ward and Son. Six cents-a pound
was received from Burts Johnson
of Brady.

Other sales the latter part of last
week and this week included:

One hundred and thirty yearling
steers, sold by Ben F. Meckel to
James Brooks for northern ship-
ment; Sol Mayer and Son, 50 head
of cattle, shipped to Fort Worth
market; B. B. Dunbar, 52 head of
cattle to the Fort Worth market;
B. W. Hutcherson, 640 lambs, to
J. R. White of Brady.

Shipping activity at the Sonora
pens is destined to be unusually
heavy during the coming week with
a large number of cattle said te
have been contracted for by a San
Angelo firm and the shipment of a
number of sheep from a large Sut-
ton county ranch.

Public Service Co., owners of the
water system serving Sonora under
the name of the Central West Wa-
ter and Power Co., might sell that
property have been received by the
city commission.

For a number of months the eity
officials have been considering the
building of a municipal system
either with the assistance of a fed-
eral agency or by city construetion
by means of ,bonds secured by
pledging the revenue of the systemx
when it is completed.

Executive Makes Proposal
The utility company, by author-
ity of Kenneth D. Horton of the
Bay City, Texas, oflice declares it

NEW FIRE TRUCK TO
IMPROVE FACILITIES
FOR FIGHTING FIRE

Sonora will have a new fire
truck within the near future
which is expected to result im
an additional five per cent key
rate saving in the insurance
premiums property c¢wners
pay.

Authority for the purchase
was given Monday night when
the commission met.

The truck is to be bought
in Sonora and will probably
have a 350-gallon booster tank
on it as well as hose racks om
each side. The two pieces of
equipment now used are to be
retained. After the new truck
is in use it will be rated by the
state department as a prelim-
inary to determination of
whether a reduction in key
rate will result.

Mr. Smith, city manager,
said Thursday that it is plan-
ned to arrange for the truck
to be used beyond the city
limits on a basis of the indi-
vidual who is served paying
for the run on a mileage basis.

is not anxious to sell but would do
so rather than compete with a mu-
nicipal system if a price agreeable
to the city and to the company can
be agreed upon. Mr. Horton sug-
gests a plan of “arbitration” to ar-
rive at such a price. He states, in
part:

“....rather than compete with
a municipally owned system we
will agree to sell on a fair apprais-
al, this appraisal to be made by
our engineers and submitted for
arbitration to an engineer appoint~
ed by your commission. In the
event these two bodies cannot agree
on a fair price, an umpire mutually
agreeable to both parties be ap-

pointed to decide a fair value for:

the basis of trade.”

Mr. Horton asked for a definite:

agreement that the city would pur-
chase the plant under such condi-
tions before it goes to the expense
of sending an engineer here for ap-
praisal work.
Improvements Necessary

W. C. Gilmore, mayor, said this
week that in the event the present
system was bought about $70,000
would be necessary “in improve-
ments to bring it to the standard
of efficiency that is wanted-
About $90,000 would be needad for
building a new system. An addi-
tional well or wells would be needed
to make available the service and
quantity of water that a munici-
pally-owned system should produce.

At present the commission is at-
tempting to find out definitely if
private bond concerns are as inter—
ested in handling bonds issued for
purchase of an existing system and
improvements as they seem fo be
when new construction is proposed-

Recently the city has retired fif-
teen bonds of $100 denomination,
issued for city hall construction, at
2 cost that resulted in a saving of
about $800. The bonds, numbe:s
seven to twenty-two, were owned
by a federal agency and represent
obligations of about seven and &
half years time. Reserve money in
the sewer fund was used for the
purchase.

BY TEXAS INSTRUCTORS

Austin, Dec. 9.—The Texas State
Teachers Association at its annual
convention in Fort Worth com-
niended the National Youth Admin-
istration for its good work and
praised Lyndon B. Johnson, the
state director, for his efficiency
and cpoperation with school and
college executives and teachers.

In cooperation with schoel offi-
c:als, the NYA has enabled 16,503
students to continue in school. The
NYA has supplied funds through
its Educational Aid Division, head-
ed by J. C. Kellam, assistant state
director, for part-time employment
of 10,221 students in 2,119 Texas
elementary and high schools at
wages not exceeding $6 a month
and for part-time employment of
6,282 students in 87 colleges and
universities at wages averaging
$15 a month. These students work
on socially desirable projects under
direction of local school officials.

Abilene, Dec. 9.—The West Tex-
as Utilities Company, soon after
declaring preferred stock dividends
tetaling over $109,000, announced
it will observe its Silver Anniver-
sary this week, choosing the Christ-
mas season for the event.

The utility organization had its
origin in 1911 at Abilene. It has
since expanded to include 160 com-
munities in 49 counties, stretching
across Central West Texas from
Kimble county on the south to Dal-
lam county in the Panhandle. Gen-
eral offices are in Abilene; dis-
trict offices are located in McCam-
ey, San Angelo, Ballinger, Cisco,
BStamford, Quanah, Childress and
Dalhart as well as in Abilene.

It has provided Sonora with elec-
tric power since 1928.

Newspaper Section A Souvenir

Publication of an anniversary
souvenir in the form of a newspa-
per magazine section is one of the
main features planned by the com-
pany to celebrate the birth-year.
Over 5,000 copies were sent out to
customers and stockholders in the
45,0000 square-mile territory.

President Price Campbell
nounced that

The recent
dividend, he declared, was in the
face of government interference
and increased taxes, amounting the
last three years to 1.7 times—near
twice as much for government tax
expenditures as has been paid to all
shareholders—owners of the com-
pany. This preferred stock dividend
was made possible by unusual op-
erating economies and intensive
new business efforts of the organ-
ization. No earnings are yet pos-
sible for the common stockholders
and none have been for five years:.

While gross revenue remains 39
per cent below 1929’s peak figures
due to rate reductions and sale of
gas property, kilowatt-hour sales
have reached a new all time peak
during the last twelve months, he
announced. Large increased indus-
trial power usage together with
some increased domestic service
usage was credited with the hike.
This dividend, equivalent to quar-
terly requirements of $1.50 a
share, is the first full dividend ba-
sis since July, 1933, partly paid
then from reserves, and the stock is
now $9.50 per share in arrears.
Seventy per cent of preferred
stockholders are West Texans.

‘Although the new engine is only now
reaching the American motoring
public, it is a “second year” en-
gine reflecting the benefit of re-
ports from a large number of users
who had hem in service under al-
most every conceivable operaing
conaition.

The introduction of the 60 horse-
power engine marks an important
deviation from the- trend toward
higher horsepower and extreme]
performance that has been a fea-
ture of the American automobile
in recent years. While fully appre-
ciative of the refinement, better
performance and ease of operation !
that have been added annually to
low priced automobiles, many a car
owner has sighed for the fuel econ-

Motor Compnany was convinced, a
substantial number of buyers de-
sived to obtain at the sacrifice of
exireme acceleration and extreme
tup speed.

The new engine as one of the two
pcwer units for the standard 112-
inch chassis and body of the Ford
V-8 for 1937 is the answer to this
demand. In every detail it is a
smaller counterpart of its larger
brother, of which some 3,000,000-
c¢dd are now cruising the highways.
