Muleshoe S t a t e  
Bank Has High 
Biz. Record

That citizens of Muleshoe and 
throughout Bailey county in general 
have more money at the close of 
1939 than they did have at the be­
ginning of last year, is clearly indi­
cated in the financial statement of 
the Muleshoe State Bank published 
in this issue of the Journal.

The statement of that bank is the 
best ever published in the history of 
the institution, according to Cash­
ier Jess Osborn, not only in increas­
ed deposits, but also in earnings 
and other business features, as well.

The statement shows deposits 
reached nearly a half-million dol­
lars, $499,318.90, to be exact, or ap­
proximately $100,000 more money on 
deposit than ever before since or­
ganization of the bank.

During the past year there were 
3,308 loans and renewals made, in­
volving approximately $400,000 in 
money, and these loans were practi­
cally 100 per cent of a local nature.
‘It is our policy to help home folks 
first,” said Mr. Osborn.

It is noteworthy that the earned 
surplus has increased $5,000, or a 
total of $17,500, while the statement 
also shows an item of $1,698.39 un­
divided profits and $3,750.00 in un­
paid dividends. Stockholders all re­
ceived nice dividends from the in­
vestments, a bonus was paid all em­
ployes, and $2,000 of the costs of 
building and furniture were charged 
off the books.

Muleshoe Post Office Tops 1939 With 
Business Totaling $69,973.90; The 
Largest In Its H i s t o r y

The South Plains area was visited 
by more precipitation last week be­
ginning with rain and sleet last 
Friday, later turning to snow. 
Travel on slick pavements became 
both difficult and dangerous, many 
accidents, some fatal, occuring.

The snow at Muleshoe measured 
two and one-half inches, the gauge 
showing one-quarter inch of mois­
ture according to R. J. Klump keep­
er of the local government weather 
bureau. Coming on top of the six 
inch snow just a few days before, 
much valuable moisture has been 
added for both winter and spring 
crops.

Reports from all over the state 
indicate much rainfall farther south 
while the northern area generally 
was visited by snow and sleet.

Saturday night the temperature 
dropped to three degrees above 
zero, the maximum for Saturday 
not rising above 28 degrees. Tues­
day morning the government ther­
mometer showed 27 degrees above at 
7:00 a. m„ with indications of 
warmer weather arriving.

That the Post office in Muleshoe 
may be due to advancemnt as sec­
ond class are the indications sub­
mitted in reports of the past year's 
business to Washington headquart­
ers, the postal business being $1,- 
663.58 more than was done in 1938.

Post rulings require at least 85 
per cent of the total businss tran­
sacted by any office, or a minimum 
business of $8,000 per annum be­
fore being eligible to advancement 
to second class. If such advance­
ment is granted the Muleshoe post 
office, it will probably become ef­
fective July 1.

It is a notable fact, indicative of 
the population increase of Muleshoe,

| that about 80 more postoffice mail 
boxes are now in use than were ef­

fective a year ago, many of these 
boxes receiving mail for from two to 
three families. There are probably 
60 families in Muleshoe obtaining 
their mail through general delivery, 
and it is estimated this office is now 
serving approximate 1,600 people 
within the boundaries of Muleshoe, 
which should indicate quite accur­
ately the population of the town. 
This does not include any families 
being served by rural or star routes.

A tabulation of accomplishments 
of the 105 farm families of the 
Farm Security administration. Miss 
Eunice Florence, home manage­
ment supervisor, show some great 
and diversified activities of a pos­
itive and profitable nature during 
the past year.

These farmers, according to Mias 
Florence’s report, had on their 
places 506 cows and 270 hogs. They 
raised 8,491 hens to be carried cver 
for next years use, valued at $2,971.- 

12.169 baby chicks, valued ar. 
$1,216.90; 16 beeves, valued at $915; 
556 turkeys valued at $1,112; 44
guineas, valued at $11.00; produced 
54,850 pounds of pork, .valued at $8.- 
227.50; butchered 13,241 pounds o f  
beef valued at $2,012.24; dried 8,766 
pounds of vegetables, valued at $262- 
.99; stored 6,535 pounds of vege­
tables, valued at $196.05; canned 
5,035 quarts of tomatoes, valued at 
$754.25; canned 3,294 quarts o f  
pickles and relishes valued at $161- 
.70; canned 7,153 quarts of fruit, 
valued at $2,145.90; canned 1,24T 
quarts of jellies and jams valued at 
$498.80.

Among household improvements, 
especially that of the bedrooms, 
there is noted purchase of 26 mat­
tresses, valued at $182.00; renovat­
ing of 47 mattresses, valued at $164- 
.50; purchase of 89 pair of blankets, 
valued at $133.00; purchase of 164 
bed sheets, valued at $147.60. There 
is noted also the purchase of sev­
eral items of furniture for these 
farm homes, the making of ward­
robes, kitchen pantries etc.

Under Miss Florence’s supervision 
there were 51 gardens irrigated, 12 
cold frames made and used, 100 feet 
of garden tile made, 12 new pres­
sure cookers purchased, making a 
total of 97 in these farm homes. 
There were 42 new kitchen utensils 
of various kinds added to these 
homes; 76 of the homes now have 
screens and 36 families have ap­
proved water supplies; 61 have ade­
quate storage space for clothing and 
64 for food. All the 105 families, 
kept more or less accurate records 
of their farm operations.

The report is also encouraging in 
that there is noted much improve­
ment in the condition of 92 of these 
farm families operating under this 
administration. These 105 families 
had 138 children of school age in  
school.

In assisting these clients, thee 
records showed Miss Florence trav­
eled an average of 800 miles per 
month in her visits to them, besides 
consulting with many on various 
occasions in her office in the court, 
house here.

There will be 
magazines, programs, song books, calendars, etc., presented to can­
didates by high pressure salesmen and saleswomen, ths 4 ^ £  V  
absolutely worthless to candidates and profitable only to the pit? c 
moters.

The Journal is neither selfish nor egotistical when it de­
clares unequivocally and without fear of successful challenge that 
this newspaper offers the best and most reliable medium of getting 
information to voters throughout Bailey county. Of course, it is 
expected every candidate will make .an effort to personally visit 
and consult with every voter in his precinct or throughout the 
county office, the Journal feels it would be entirely unfair to capi- 
serve the public in such office.

Pay Tribe for 
Broken Treaty

Shoshones W in  Suit Over 
Land Taken From Them  

By Arapahoes.

FORT WASHAKIE, WYO. — A 
white man who saw their point of 
view and refused to let his brothers 
break a treaty without later finan­
cial remuneration is the hero of 
1,000 members of the Shoshone In­
dian tribe.

The handful of tribesmen, rem­
nant of the once-powerful Shoshone 
nation, recently won a 26-year legal 
suit against the federal government 
for suspension of an ancient treaty 
guaranteeing them a reservation far 
removed from their traditional ene­
mies, the Arapahoes.

Charles and Marshall Washakie, 
representatives of the tribe, led their 
people in the fight to obtain pay­
ment for being forced to share the 
land with the Arapahoe tribe. But 
they attribute the majority of their 
success to George M. Tunison, Oma­
ha (Neb.) attorney.

Sons of the famous Shoshone chief, 
Washakie, the two redmen joined 
Tunison in the lengthy legal battle. 
Litigation was begun in 1913, but in 
tlie court of claims.

Shoshone$ Peaceful Tribe.
To Tunison the government dis­

pute with the Shoshones was ironi­
cal.

“ The tribe,”  he explained, “ is one 
of the most intelligent, law-abiding 
and most friendly of the Indian na­
tions, Chief Washakie gave the army 
every assistance in dealing with hos­
tile tribes. Sacajawea, with a pa­
poose on her back, guided Lewis and 
Clark over trackless mountains to 
Oregon. The Shoshones were the 
first tribe to sign the Fort Bridger 
treaty with the government.”

Tunison became interested in Wa­
shakie’s tribe as a young govern­
ment attorney. He discovered that 
the white men had broken the agree­
ment in 1868 when they placed the 
Arapahoes on half of Shoshone land. 
The Arapahoes, more warlike than 
their neighbors, had staged numer­
ous raiding parties on settlers in 
their native Black Hills.

Tunison resigned his position and 
became the Shoshone legal repre­
sentative. Eventually he enlisted the 
aid of two assistants in his fight to 
obtain for the Indians what he con­
sidered their rightful heritage.

Argued Claims for Nine Years.
After he won consent to sue the 

government in the Court of Claims 
he spent the next ninwyears in argu­
ing claims and counterclaims. In 
1936 the Indians were awarded $80,- 
000, but he continued litigation in an 
effort to obtain the $26,000,000 origi­
nally asked.

After several rehearings, upheld 
later by the United States Supreme 
court, value of land taken from the 
Shoshones and awarded to the Arap­
ahoes was adjudged to be $1,581,889. 
Interest brought the figure to $6,364,- 
677, from which $1,956,233 was de­
ducted for governmental expenses 
on the reservation.

Thus the tribe was awarded the 
remainder of $4,035,000.

Tunison and his associates were 
given several hundred thousand dol­
lars for their battle, but the Omaha 
attorney considered this award sec­
ondary.

Child Abuse Increases; 
Society Blames Drink

BOSTON. — Drunkenness as a 
cause of child abuse and neglect 
last year reached the highest peak 
since repeal of the eighteenth 
amendment, according to the sixti­
eth annual report of the Massachu­
setts Society for Prevention of Cru­
elty to Children.

Intemperance was a major fac­
tor in 26.5 per cent of the cases 
handled by the society in 1928. 
Though the highest percentage since 
1920, it was less than half that of 
the pre-prohibition peak year.

Most serious cases resulted from 
homes broken by death, desertion 
or divorce, according to General 
Secretary Thomas A. Lothrop.

Duck Affair Costly 
SEATTLE. — Vernon Poirier, 23- 

year-old sailor, found it impossible 
to duck a duck fine for shooting a 
duck out of season. The duck was 
only a two-pound affair and the fine 
was at the rate of $50 a pound. 
Worse yet, he did not even get the 
duck.

Old War Horse Killed
LONDON.—Ginger, famous war 

horse, is dead. He was 34, and his 
owner had him destroyed.

WEEKLY LAY SERMON
S C I E N C E

By JESS MITCnELL

Pure science may be defined as 
an act of investigation and discov­
ery of a collection of facts, orderly 
arranged, based on sound and suf­
ficient evidence, and expressed in 
exact and unambiguous language. 
Applied science is the making use 
of these acquired and proven facts 
after they are discovered. Edison, 
Tesla and Steinmetz are examples 
of applied scientists, while Clerk 
Maxwell is perhaps the greatest 
single exponent of pure science. Ed­
ison, with more than a thousand 
patented inventions to his credit, 
discovered almost no scientific prin- 
cipls, while Maxwell inventing 
nothing, has discovered and proven 
more of the hidden laws of nature 
than any other one person, one of 
the most important being his pre­
diction by pure reasoning of the 
existence of electromagnetic waves 
40 years before wirless telegraphy, 
telephone and radio came into ex­
istence.

Statement of scientists, in their' 
final analysis, in contradistinction to ) 
those of the ordinary laity are im- I 
portant in that they can be relied! 
upon. A pure scientist may have to j 
establish several hypotheses and ; 
make numerous deductions before! 
he finally establishes a truth and ! 
proves an idea; but when such factj 
is positively established, it can be j 
back-tracked over a logical and def- | 
inite analysis of procedure leading to j

the acquired knowledge. Often after 
a fact of science has been estab­
lished it is tested and re-tested in 
different manner by the scientist, 
trying to break the proof in an 
effort to be positive of the establish­
ed fact. Once a scientific law is 
established it becomes an axiom 
for future use entirely dependable. 
I have heard scientists criticised 
and condemned by mediocre minds 
because they have had to change 
their ideas so frequently; but such 
act should rather be commended 
as best evidence of the honest sin­
cerity of the scientist to not be led 
astray by an idea that does not 
carry with it conclusive proof 

Furthermore, it is notable that no 
scientist objects to supercedure of 
his efforts if another scientist 
proves his ideas inefficient or brings 
to light more correct knowledge, 
for all scientists are interested in 
absolute truth and facts, regardless 
of anything else. For insance, New­
ton’s law of gravitation which states 
that "two masses attract each other 
with a force which varies inversely 
as the square of the distance be­
tween them,” which has been satis­
factorily used for many years past, 
is now in recent years being super­
ceded by Einstein's law of relativity, 
improving Newton’s fundamental 
law which has been found to give 
additional definiteness to the as­
tronomer’s computations. Again,

Science has had a long and ard­
uous battle against ignorance. In its 
efforts to better the human race, 
members of that race who would 
be improved have sometimes been 
its bitterest enemies. We know very 
little, if anything definite, 
thoughts of prehistoric man for 
many centuries before civilization 
began. Pictures and simple legends 
drawn with colored clay on rocks 
suggest they had a very elementary 
idea of religion, and that the earth, 
stars, sky and sea were in some 
sense alive and animated by gods or 
spirits. Early man of Eridu (later 
Babylon) and of Egypt believed the 
stars in some inexplicable manner 
had controlling effect on human af­
fairs, yet as they gradually grew out 
of their ignorance they formulated 
the Saros, discovering by recorded 
observation.over a very long period 
of time, that after the passage of 
223 lunar months (or 18 years and 
11 days) that the sun, moon and 
earth regained their former relative 
positions and everything started 
over again. They learned to predict 
eclipses of the moon, which ability 
greatly enhanced the respect and 
reputation of the early priests in 
the eyes of the laity. The Egyptians 
invented simple arithmetic and 
geometry and attained a consider­
able skill in engineering, later re­
sulting in their great pyramids and 
canals. People of these two nations 
were devotees of applied science.

The Greeks, as time moved on, 
became interested in pure science, 
for they desired knowledge for its 
own sake, yet they were so unprac­
tical in their nature, their ideas 

j gradually drifted toward the philo- 
| sophical, where they laid a founda­
tion for all such investigations even 
down to the present day. Aristotle 
practically founded the study of bi­
ology. made the first classification 
of living creatures and the first at­
tempt to discover how their bodies 
work. Archimedes discovered many 
of the simple principles of physics, 
while Ptolemy made definite ad­
vances in astronomy. Later, there 
was a period when Greece had been 
absorbed by Rome and that civiliza­
tion was overwhelmed by the bar­
baric races of Europe. That science 
dwelt under the shadow of the 
“dark ages,” and not until the 
Turks sacked Byzantium in 1453, 
uncovering the Greek manuscripts 
left behind, was there a revival of 
scientific knowledge and explora­
tion. After that time, it was not 
long until the priesthood monopoly 
on learning was overcome and there 
was a generalization of higher 
knowledge spread out to rulers, 
princes and the high class of citi­
zenry.

From that date modern science 
begins. To recount even a small por- 

j ticn of its ramifications, investi­
gations and progress would require 
a big book At first, the need of 
testing knowledge by experiment 
was learned slowly. People in those 
days were still terribly ignorant and 
superstitious, and to this day, plenty 

j of them have not got over it entire- 
i ly. A least there are traditional in- 
j stincts and tribal tendencies which J are handicapping them. Growth of 
j the scientific spirit was slow 
| first; but as it became gradually 
1 accelerated, new’ discoveries became 
j more rapid, until in this present day 
| such spirit is marked with mag- 
} nificent triumph.
| The population of the world al- 
I mosi doubled itself from 1845 
-1925. yet the average life of man 
i became twice as long as it was in 
1750. The ends of the earth were 
once six or eight months apart, now 

> they are only three days distant.
I Applied science has brought thous­
ands of inventions to ease man’s 
travel and increase his enjoyment 
of life. During the middle ages, 
when death was always nearby, that 
subject dominated religion. Today 
with death pushed back about twice 
as far, it is not so much worried 
about. Perhaps people are no less in­
terested in the hereafter; but they 
are more interested in the here 
and now. They realize more in- 
tensly that they were created for 
a life in this world and that they 
cannot skip it, therefore, learn to 
take advantage of it, making the 
most of its possibilities for mental 
growth and physical happiness.

During the years of progress, it is 
notable the readiness of scientific 
men to change their beliefs and fit 
them to new established facts 
achieved, perhaps from entirely dif­
ferent angles, has been in marked 
contrast to the willingness of politi- 
icans and religionists, especially 

j until recent years. For about 2.000 
| years politicians argued the same 
problems that were once discussed 
in Greece, and religionists some­
times generated much heat in dis­
cussion of theological subjects and 
desidcratums then thought quite 
fundamental. It is only in recent 
years that new adventures are being 
made in political science and new 
governmental ideas, such as natz- 
ism. fascism, sovietism, etc., are be­
ing discussed and tried, while scien­
tists who have specialized in em­
bryology aetiology, ecology and psy­
chology, and philosophers who have 
given particular attention to the 
study of metaphysicis, physiatrophy 
and psychiatry are opening some 
wonderfully new gates of valid in-

Today, while reason and logic are

Tlie laboratories of this twentieth 
century are now filled with men 
who today clearly recognize the re­
ality of the spiritual realm.

Supt. W. C. Cox To 
Head Local School 
Another Year

At a meeting of the School Board 
Muleshoe Independent district, held 
last Monday Superintendnt W. C. 
Cox was re-elected for the eleventh 
time to head the local school facul­
ty for the coming year

During the years Prof. Cox has 
been superintendent of the local 
school remarkable advancement has 
been made. Prior to his term of 
service it was a kind of nondescript 
organization with no state recogni­
tion of its curriculum, most of the 
time operating not more than eight 
months per year, inefficiently housed 
and minus most of the advantages 
today enjoyed.

The school now has 26 units of 
affiliation with the State Depart­
ment of Education, all obtained dur­
ing the service priod of Prof. Cox, 
and at the close of the present 
school year it will have a total of

30 such credits. The menu of sub­
ject presented pupils for study has 
been greatly improved and much 
modernized. In 1930 there were but 
10 teachers on the faculty, today 
there are a total of 19 in high and 
grammar schools, while the senior 
graduating classes are steadily grow­
ing each year.

Commenting upon his re-employ­
ment for another year. Prof. Cox 
expressed his sincere appreciation 
of the fact he was to remain in 
Muleshoe, declaring his desire to 
be numbered among the progressive 
citizens of this municipality and 
to lend his every influence toward 
every movement calculated for the 
moral, religious, social and educa­
tional betterment of the town.

securing the Bailey County REA; 
improvement of U. S. Highways 79 
and 84 and of state highway 214 
co-operating with Boy Scout move­
ment; assisting high school foot­
ball squad in obtaining needed 
equipment, sponsoring and building 
telephone lines into several adjacent 
communities; extension of U. S. star 
mail route, aessistance given boys 
and girls 4-H clubs; entertaining 
the county teachers association for 
the past three years; sponsoring 
Trades Days here which entailed an 
expenditure of more than $1000.

Cox On Community Spirit
Superintendent W. C. Cox was in 

the heighth of mental exhileration 
as he spoke on “Community Spirit.” 
Launching out in humerous man­
ner he exposed some of the inner 
secrets of the organiation’s past 
activities, before he got down to 
real serious speaking and logical 
admonitions. He defined a com­
munity as “a group of people hav­
ing interests, customs and laws in 
common,” then proceeded to eluci­
date in explanation the many i- 
terests in common to the citizens of 
Muleshoe and the benefits accruing 
from such co-operative action.
