Mrs. Roberts has headquar-
ters at the courthouse.

H. R. F. Helland, engineer for
the city, wrote W. C. Gilmore this
week that he had returned from a
trip to Fort Worth in connection
with details of actual start of the
work by the Sherman Machine and
Iron Works of Oklahoma City, suc-
cessful bidder recently. :

Mr. Helland state that he would
have a resident engineer on the
job here who is thoroughly famil-
iar with the handling of Public
Works Administration projects
such as the water system one.

In a letter to the NEWS this
week Erie Sherman, vice-president
of the Oklahoma firm, wrote, in
part:

“..we assure you that we want
to cooperate to the fullest extent
with everyone in 'Sonora. As soon
as a work order is issued, we will
ship equipment and have a crew
on the job.”

Rain in 11 Months
Far Less Than 1936

November .31 of Inch Greater
Than in 1936 Month

With Sutton county rainfall for
the year less than half of that in
1936, the month of November fail-
ed to help much in bringing the
precipitation record toward the
1936 mark of 27.98 inches. The
year before—1935—the fall was
41.51 inches.

Last month the Ranch Experi-
ment Station ‘“clocked” .81 of an
inch on its gauge used for accurate
measuring of the rain that falls
in that portion of the county. In
November, 1936, the rainfall was
only one-half of an inch.

Though November this year the
rainfall at the Station was 13.06
inches. In the same ten months of
1936 the gauge showed 27.28 inches.

In town the fall in November
was 1.43 inches, .62 of an inch
greater than at the Station. The
gauge in Sonora is maintained at
the office of the Sonora Wool and
Mohair Co.

The December rainfall last year
was .70 of an inch.

R. H. Remschel, Jr., Died After
Two Months in Hospital in
San Antonio

Illness following an appendicitis
operation in a San Antonio hospi-
tal in September Tuesday cost the
life of R. H. Remschel, Jr., 26, a
resident of Sonora since October,
1936.

Mr. Remschel has been in a seri-
ous condition much of the time
since the operation. For a time he
seemed to be somewhat improved.
Several other operations were per-
formed in an effort to aid him in
his battle for recovery.

He came to Sonora from Kerr-
ville to succeed C. H. Jennings as
game warden in Sutton, Menard
and Schleicher counties. While here
he lived at the home of Mrs.
George Trainer.

A son of Mr. and Mrs. R. H.
Remschel of Kerrville where he
was born and reared, the young
man attended Schreiner Institute
and Texas A. and M. College. At
the latter school he was awarded
his degree of Bachelor of Science
in Animal Husbandry in 1936. He
was a first lieutenant in the Uni-
ted States Army Reserve Corps.

Mr. Remschel made many friends
while living not quite a year in So-
nora. Three of these—Pat Cooper,
H. F. Gilley and Word Sherrill—
were pallbearers Wednesday when
his funeral was conducted in San
Antonio with the Rev. C. M. Spal-
ding, pastor, First Baptist Church,
Kerrville, conducting. He was a
member of the Reverend Mr.
Spalding’s church. In Sonora he
was a-member of the Lions Club.

Pallbearers other than the three
named were Garrett Schmerbeck,
Sam Hough and E. O. Nevills.

Surviving the young man are his
parents, a sister, Miss Claribel De-
wees Remschel, and his grandpar-
ents, Mr. and Mrs. H. Remschel.
All live in Kerrville,

Publisher Known To
Many in Texas Dead

A. C. Gage Tribute Expressed By
U. S. Grgnt, Goatman

A leader in the work of promot-
ing the use of mohair, A. C. Gage,
67, editor of the Angora Journal,
published in Portland, died in Good
Samaritan Hospital there last
week.

Mr. Gage for twenty-two years
had been directing head of the
magazine and for the last four
years had been editor and publish-
er of the Portland Spectator, a
publication with which he had been
associated many years ago.

From 1919 to 1921 Mr. Gage was
secretary of the National Mohair
Growers’ Association. Later he
made an extensive tour of the Uni-
ted States, traveling more than
100,000 miles to promote the use
of mohair. In 1931 he was chosen
head of the Mohair Institute when
it was founded in Chicago.

Mr. Gage was very well known
by B. M. Halbert, Sutton county
ranchman, and by U. S. Grant of
Dallas Ore., nationally known
goatman. Mr. Grant, who is to be
in this section in January, wrote
the NEWS this week of Mr. Gage:

“....The mohair industry will
miss his pen and writing for he
was the best authority in the world,
not on the goats themselves but on
the possibilities of wider use of
the fibre.” y

More Than Hundred
in Red Cross Here

Junior Red Cross Established By
School Pupils

The Sutton community can boast
a representative membership in the
American Red Cross as well as a
Junior Red Cross organization in
the elementary school that has en-
rolled each pupil in the eight rooms
of the building.

Mrs. Maysie Brown, treasurer of
the county chapter, said Thursday
afternoon that 102 Sutton county
adults now belonging to the nation-
al organization. It is believed that
there will be seven or eight more
enrolled in the next few days.

Total collections in the 1937
campaign have been $113.02, an
amount which includes fifty cents
a room for each of the elementary
rooms. There are about 250 pupils
in the school. Some contributed to
the Red Cross, some could not but
their contributions totaled enough
to make the school 100 per cent.

The school children will be on
the national honor roll of the or-
ganization, each one will receive
a. membership pin and each room
will be sent a copy of the American
Red Cross official publication.

Organization For
1938 Program Work
at 2:30 Saturday

Review of This Year’s Work and
Plans For Next Will Be
Discussed
When Sutton county ranch own-
ers and operators meet tomorrow
afternoon at the courthouse they
will have two major pieces of bus-
iness to handle. According to H. C.
Atchison, Jr., county agent, they

are:

a) Election of a county com-
mittee for 1938, members of
which will go to Big Spring
for a District 6 meeting De-
cember 10 and 11 to hear de-
tails of the 1938 range pro-
gram.

b) Discussion of the range
conservation work this year
linked with information - re-
garding work which may still
be done before the close of the
1937 period—December 31.

Mr. Atchison said Thursday that
he hopes it will be possible to build
about $10,00¢ worth of spreader
dams, spreader terraces and dirt
tanks before the first of January.
Two outfits are to be available for
work in that time and the two
should aveage about five miles of
terracing each working day. Both
labor and time elements prevent
cedar and pear work.

County Allotment Not Used

A rough guess by Mr. Atchison
as to the amount of work done in
Sutton this year is $40,000. Slight-
ly more than seventy-five thous-
and dollars was the county’s al-
lotment for “earning” by practices
of the range conservation program.

Expense of administering the
program this year has been about
$1,000. Range inspectors are paid,
county committee members get $4
a day when in session (usually
once a month), neither Mr. Atchi-
son’s salary nor that of the office
secretary, Miss Muriel Simmons,
is paid by the Agricultural Ad-
justment Administration, sponsor
of the range program work.

Administration expense is de-
ducted, proportionately, from the
check of each one who has partici-
pated in the program. For that
reason, Mr. Atchison points out,
much additional work could have
been done this year at little, if any,
additional expense for handling.

Reports Being Prepared

About ten compliance reports
have been completed. It is likely
that the final reports showing per-
centage of compliance will be sent
from the office here to College
Station in groups of ten or fifteen.
When seventy-five per cent of the
reports are in, the state office will
be able to gauge accurately enough
the administration expense. Checks
will then be made for forwarding
to the ranchmen who have engaged

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SONORA YEAR ONE OF RAPID GROWTH FOR SHEEP-GOAT A
Leader in 1937

When some historian writes in
years to come of the livestock in-
dustry in Texas the year 1937,
when the headquarters of the Tex-
as Sheep -and Goat Raisers’ Asso-
ciation was in Sonora, will be told
of as the one when the organiza-
tion made a growth of 314 per cent
in membership.

A year ago Wednesday—Decem-
ber 1, 1936—1,128 were members
of the association.

Wedneslay this week 4,676 were
members,

G. W. Cunningham, secretary,
stopped a few minutes Tuesday to
review for a NEWS man “the So-
nora year” in the association’s ac-
tivities. He left Wednesday for
the annual convention in Brady.

Warehouses have collected 10-
cents-a-bag dues from their cus-
tomers this year. Only twenty-
seven growers objected to the de-
duction and $129.830 was paid back
to them. Eighty-four warehouse
members collected $11,880.15 for
the association, sixteen buyers col-
lected $857.10 and payments direct-
ly by growers were $459.85.

Total receipts and balance on
hand at beginning of fiscal year
ending October 31 were $25,615.25.
Disbursements in the year were
$18,602.82. “Accounted for” in four
West Texas banks is the cash bal-
ance of $7,012.43.

There are more than 4,500 Texas
members, seven who live in New
Mexico, R. J. Archer of De Ridder,

La., belongs and J.. D. Clark of
Ventura, ‘Cal., is another member.
More than 4000 growers belong.
Sixty-two pay associate member-
ship dues. Texas grower-members
live in 99 counties, with the great-
est number — 499 — in Gillespie
county.
Scope of Work Wide

Directng the activities of the
association this last year has been
Roy Hudspeth, Sutton county
ranchman. By-laws of the associa-
tion prevent the re-election of a
president so a new leader must be
chosen at this afternoon’s final
session in Brady.

Mr. Cunningham was asked in
the association office here Tues-
day to outline briefly some of the
accomplishments of the organiza-
tion this year.

PROSPECTS FOR NEWSPRINT

INDUSTRY BELIEVED GOOD

§ e

Denton, Dec. 1.—A two hundred
million dollar industry is not to be
sneezed at, and that’s what speed-
ed up the pulses of Texas business
men when the possibilities of large
scale newsprint production in this
state became known.

The discovery that young slash
and yellow pine had no rosin and
was therefore suitable for manu-
facturing into newsprint opened
the way for predictions that the
huge industry now centered along
the Canadian border will move
southward eventually. The south-
ern pine belt extends through East
Texas and along the entire gulf
coast to the Atlantic, and the
growth of trees is much more rapid
than in the north.

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AAA Payments Will
Begin in Few Days

Applications May Be Checked at
3000-A-Day Rate

College ‘Station, Dec. 1.—The
Texas Agricultural Conservation
Committee expects payments under
the 1937 Agricultural Conservation
Program to start early this month,
according to Geo. Slaughter, Whar-
ton, chairman of the group.

The committee, in the course of
its monthly meeting at Texas A.
and M. College, indicated that most
of the payments would be made in
December, January and February.

“The state AAA office here at
College Station is equipped to
check applications and to pass
them on to the general accounting
office at the rate of some 3000 a
day,” Slaughter said. “This means
that the limiting factor in paying
farmers and ranchmen is the num-
ber of applications which we re-
ceive from the counties.”

No payments can be made to any
county until it has sent in at least
75 per cent of its total applications,
according to Slaughter. This mini-
mum has been set as the lowest
figure from which the county ex-
penses of administering the pro-
gram can be calculated. The county
expenses are deducted from the
payments.

The committee took steps to
urge counties to send in their ap-
plications for payments as soon as
possible. Meanwhile the committee
pointed out that farmers had un-
til December 31 to earn payments
under the 1937 program by sowing
soil building crops, especially win-
ter legumes, and by carrying out
other conservation measures

“Texas farmers earned only
about four and a half million dol-
lars in payments out of the more
than gix milion allotted to the
state under the 1936 program,”
Slaughter said.

PUSH CAMPAIGN T0
PROTECT BIG GAME

Safety Areas in Country
Are Being Enlarged.

Washington.—The government is
spending millions of dollars to pro-
tect and propagate big game which
pioneers of the West almost wiped
out in the last century.

Scores of big - game preserves
have already been established and
state and national laws have been
passed for the protection of the rela-
tively small number of big game
left.

This campaign to prevent the ex-
tinction of big game from the United
States was begun on a large scale
only a few years ago. Already it
has more than doubled the number
of many animals and birds.

Workers under the Works Prog-
ress administration are improving
five federal big-game preserves in
North Dakota, Nebraska, Wyoming,
Montana and Oklahoma. The work
is being supervised by the United
States biological survey.

Eastern Waterfowl Protected.

Hundreds of other projects for im-
proving wildlife habitat already
have been completed, are under
construction or are planned. These
include 17 waterfowl refuges along
the Atlantic coast from Canada to
the gulf where ducks may stop on
their southward and northward
flight without fear of guns.

Virtually every state has from two
to ten wildlife refuges which pro-
tect animals and birds native to that
region. The total of these is in ex-
cess of 5,000,000 acres.

The new western preserves, how-
ever, are the most extensive proj-
ects for preserving big game which
once roved the great plains in large
numbers. The five preserves com-
prise more than 120,000 acres.

The smallest is Sully’s hill game
preserve, near Devil’s lake, N, D.,
containing  approximately 1,000
acres where buffalo, elk, white-
tailed deer, as well as ring-necked
pheasants, wild geese and ducks and
other species of birds, find sanc-
tuary.

Elk Refuge in Wyoming.

The federal elk refuge at Jackson,
Wyo., contains 18,737 acres original-
ly established for winter feeding of
elk. It also provides sanctuary for
deer, as well as for sage grouse,
wild ducks and geese.

Near Valentine, Neb., is 20,000,-
acre Fort Niebara game preserve,
where buffalo, elk, deer, beaver, as
well as sharp-tailed grouse and
prairie chickens, are protected. The
project now is 90 per cent complet-
ed.

The largest of the five preserves
is the Wichita mountains wildlife
refuge, comprising 61,480 acres de-
voted to the perpetuation of buffalo,
elk, deer, Texas longhorn steers, as
well as turkey, quail, prairie chick-
ens, wild ducks and geese.

Another federal big-game refuge
is being established near Moiese,
Mont. Known as the national bison
range, it comprises 18,521 acres de-
voted primarily to bison, although it
also offers sanctuary for elk, deer,
mountain sheep, beaver, blue
grouse and wild ducks.

OCTOBER SHIPMENTS OF
STOCK MORE THAN IN ’36

Austin, Dec. 1.—Livestock ship-
ments from Texas to out-of-state
points continued at a high rate
during October, the University of
Texas Bureau of Business Re-
search has reported. Shipments of
all classes of livestock totaled
9,017 cars, compared with 5,789
cars in October last year, an in-
crease of 56 per cent.

Cattle shipments totaled 5,534
cars compared with 3,653 cars in
October last year, an increase of
55 per cent; calves 1,945 as com-
pared with 1,255 cars, up 55 per
cent; hogs 501, as compared with
388, a gain of 30 per cent; and
sheep 1,637 as compared with 493
cars, an increase of 108 per cent.

During the first ten months of
the year shipments aggregated
77,421 cars, compared with 48,995
during the corresponding period
last year, an increase of 56 per
cent.

The school boy with the white
Sam Brown belt is a symbol of
America’s progress in reducing
children’s injuries and deaths from
motor vehicle accidents.

That child fatalities in the Uni-
ted States increased only four per
cent during the past twelve years,
while adult fatalities increased 186
per cent, is attributed directly to
the growing attention that states
and cities are giving to the promo-
tion of child safety.

Authorities in safety everywhere
point to this marked difference as
definitely proving the effectiveness
of the methods for accident preven-
tion, which are being used so
widely, .not only in the TUnited
States, but in almost all civilized
countries.

An increasing number of public
schools throughout the country
now include a regular course in
child safety in the school curricu-
lum. The program is divided ordi-
narily into three main parts: (1)
Classroom instruction in safe hab-
its; (2) School boy patrol work,
and (3) Pageants, plays and spe-
cial projects. :
Two-year courses in traffic safe-
ty have been introduced in Mil-
waukee. A parallel course for the
parochial schools is being planned.
These courses will become a per-
manent part of “the Milwaukee
high school curricula.

Detroit, Los Angeles, Phoenix,
Seattle, San Francisco, Pittsburg,
and many other cities are not only
educating their children in the
ways of traffic safety, but, by en-
gineering, they are also creating
safe conditions for them. All of
these cities have installed pedes-
trian subways beneath the street
level for the protection of school
children.

Child safety is not limited to the
United States. In practically all
civilized countries that have a traf-
fic problem—England, France, Ger-
many, Russia, Japan and many

others—strenuous efforts are made |

to keep children safe from the per-
ils of the modern highway.

The school boy patrolman is now
seen on the streets of many foreign
cities. In Moscow he wears the
white gloves of a regular traffic
officer and is trained with a mem-
ber of Moscow’s regular traffic
squad. In Germany the children are
taught the game of “Stop and Go,”
with a boy patrolman acting as in-
structor.

Holland warns motorists every-
where that while passing through

Lowly Bread Crumb
May Be Start For
Delicious Foods

Try Indian Pumpkin Pudding With
Butterscotch Sauce For New
Culinary Treat

Denton, Dec. 1.—Are you a
bread crumb collector? Most
housewives will testify that they
are all too efficient in this respect,
and that old bread has a unhappy
habit of filling all available stor-
age space.

Here are a few solutions to the
problem. Crumbs made from but-
tered toast must be used at once or
they’ll become rancid and whole
wheat bread should be dry before
it is made into crumbs or it may
mould quickly. With these instruec-
tions as a beginning the recipes
come next.

Honey Fig Pudding
(6 servings)

Add two beaten eggs to one-half
cup honey. Mix in one-half cup
whole wheat bread crumbs, one-
half cup chopped figs, one-half cup
chopped pecan meats, and one-half
cup flour, sifted with one-fourth
teaspoon salt and two teaspoons
baking powder. If the mixture is
too dry, add one or two table-
spoons milk or orange juice. Pour
into greased baking dish and bake
30 minutes in a moderate oven
(375 F.- to 400 F.) Serve with
cream hard sauce. '

Cream Hard Sauce

Cream one-fourth cup butter.
Add gradually one cup powdered
sugar, one-fourth teaspoon vanil-
la, and one-fourth cup heavy
cream. Beat until stiff.

Brown Betty
(6 servings)

Pare and core two apples and
peel three bananas. Cut into thin
slices and sprinkle with three ta-
blespoons lemon juice.- Fill a
greased baking dish with alternate
layers of buttered toast cubes and
fruit, having three Ilayers of
crumbs and two layers of fruit.
Sprnkle each fruit layer with one-

—, |fourth cup sugar, a pinch of salt,

one-fourth teaspoon cinnamon.
Pour in one-half cup water. Cover
and bake in moderate oven (375
F.) for 20 to 30 minutes. Remove
cover and continue to bake until
apples are tender. Serve with
iemon sauce:
Lemon Sauce

Mix one tablespoon cornstarch
and one cup sugar. Add one and
one-half cups bhoiling water, stir-

utes and add grated rind and juice
of one lemon and one tablespoon
butter. Serve hot.
Indian Pumpkin Pudding
(8 servings)

Sift one-half cup yellow corn
meal into two cups boiling water.
Stir constantly until thick. Cook
ten minutes. Remove from heat
and stir in one cup sifted pumpkin,
one-half cup honey or brown sugar,
three cups rich milk, one-fourth
teaspoon salt, one-half teaspoon
ginger, one-half teaspoon -cinna-
mon, dash nutmeg, one tablespoon
orange juice, and two tablespoons
melted butter. Pour into greased
baking dish and bake in a moderate
oven (375 F.) for one and one-half
hours. Serve with Butterscoteh
Sauce or with Hard Sauce.

Butterscotch Sauce

Mix one cup brown sugar, one
tablespoon cornstarch and one-
fourth teaspoon salt. Add one and
one-half cups boiling water. Stir
until thick. Cook five minutes. Re-
move from heat. Add one table-
spoon butter and one-fourth tea-
spoon vanilla. -

Accepted Translation of
1 Indian Names Disputed.

, Washington,—Smithsonian institu-

““4ion experts on Indian linguistic sys-

fems challenged the commonly 4e-
cepted translation of the Indian
names borne by many states.

Alabamans, who like to think that
the name of their state was Choc-
taw for “here we rest,” were told
‘that the best derivation suggested
that Alabama means ‘‘thicket cuf-
ters’” or possibly ‘‘medicine gather-
ers.” Kentucky, the experts insist-
ed, does not mean ‘‘dark and bloody
ground,” but more likely “level
country,” from the Iroquois term
“Kentayenton-ga.”

Remarking that citizens like to
fancy that their state names convey
poetical ideas, the experts contend-
ed that the Indian was little given
{o exercising poetical talent in place
names, living as he did before the
days of suburban real estate devel-
opment.

Couple Are Poetical Anyhow.

On the basis of latest researchers,
the Smithsonians gave the following

translations:

Arizona: *“Place of the little
springs,”” or ‘place of the few
springs.”’

Ohio: ‘“‘Beautiful river’” in the
sense of good for camping or fish-
ing.

Illinois: ‘“The people” from the
Algonquin root “Illini,”’ meaning
man.

Texas:  “Friends’” or ‘‘allies”

from the Hasiana word ‘‘techas.”

Dakota: ‘“‘Feeling friendly’”’ from
the identical Sioux word.

Missouri: ‘‘He of the big canoe,”
not ‘‘dwellers of the Big Muddy’’ as
given by most dictionaries.

Minnesota: ‘“‘Land of the sky-blue
water,”” from the Sioux word ‘‘Min-
nie,” meaning water, and the Sioux
word ‘‘sota,”” meaning clear but not
perfectly clear.

Oklahema's “Red People.”

Oklahoma: ‘‘Red People’” from
the Choctaw.
Nebraska: ‘Flat Water” from

the Sioux phrase ‘‘Ibthasca.”

Wyoming: *On the plain’”’ from
the Delaware Indian term ‘‘M’Chue-
womink,”’ not ‘Field of Blood,” the
reputed meaning. That name was
applied by Pennsylvania settlers.

Massachusetts: ‘‘Big hill” from
the Algonquin - words ‘‘massa’’
meaning big, and ‘‘wadsch’’ mean-
ing hill.

Connecticut: “On the long tidal
river,”” from the Algonquin ‘“‘quinni-
tukq-ut.”

Towa: ‘Sleepy ones,” from ‘‘ayu-
aba’’ applied by the Dakota Indians
as a term of ridicule.

The derivations of Arkansas and
Tennessee the experts were unable
to determine.

WPA Spends Nearly

$12,060 in Sutton
in 2-Year Period
Sponsors Contribute $4,767 To Aid

in Accomplishment of
Varied Work

In Sutton county during the last
two fiscal years the Works Pro-
gress Administration has spent
$11,912, according to a bulletin
from the 27-county district office
in San Angelo.

The amount spent has been sup-
plemented by $4,767 supplied by
the various sponsors of the work
done.

J. C. Rurnside, administrative
officer, said this week that total
expenditures of the government in
the twenty-seven counties of the
district had been $3,532,199 while
local, political subdivisions had
contributed $1,205,210. .

W. C. Gilmore, mayor, said Thurs-
day that in his opinion the WPA
expenditure here had been for
flood control work, sanitation pro-
jects and work at school buildings.
It was possible, he said, that some
street graveling was included in
the Sutton county amount. The
bulletin from the San Angelo office
did not name the projects on which
work had been done.

Cost of the rock wall around the
school campus in Sonora was about
$3,000 for the Works Progress
Administration and $2,000 for the
Sonora Independent School Dis-
trict, F. T. Jones, superintendent
of schools, said Thursday.

In Schleicher county the WPA
spent $16,910, in Crockett $25,993,
in Kimble $17,815. Edwards county
is in another district.
