Land-Line To 
Cellular May 

Now Incur Long 
Distance Charge

CellularOne customers 
who receive most of their calls 
from local land-line phones in 
Sonora may want to change 
their cellular phone number’s 
prefix.

Starting Monday, April 
14th, calls made from land­
lines in Sonora to most 
CellularOne numbers in this 
area became long-distance 
calls. The land- line caller will 
now have to dial 1 plus the area 
code to reach a cellular number, 
and will be charged a long dis­
tance charge as well.

The CellularOne prefixes 
in the Sonora/Sutton County 
areas that are affected by this 
change are 277, 450, and 650. 
Any calls made to any of these 
cellular prefixes from a 387 
number will incur a long dis­
tance charge. The toll charge 
will be assessed to the land line 
(387) number where the call 
originated, not the cellular cus­
tomer receiving the call.

CellularOne is trying to 
help remedy the problem by 
offering to change your exist­
ing cellular prefix to a new 206 
prefix that will NOT generate 
the toll charge. The 
CellularOne office here in 
Sonora has already been over­
whelmed, to say the least, with 
customers wanting to change 
their numbers, or to get an 
overall better explanation to 
what has been a very confusing 
issue with a lot of folks. For 
customers who don’t want to 
go to the local CellularOne 
office and wait in line, you 
may call CellularOne’s 
Customer Care line and han­
dle it over the phone. That 
phone number is 1-800-635- 
0304.

If you are a CellularOne 
customer who gets the majority 
of phone calls from San 
Angelo, you may opt to leave 
your already existing cellular 
prefix as is.

Officials tell us that the 
changes are a result in a reduc­
tion or elimination of Wide 
Area Calling services for cellu­
lar phones. The wireless phone 
companies have paid for that 
call in the past, and they are no 
longer going to do that. The 
customer will now be charged.

So, if you are calling 
someone on their cellular 
phone from your home, and 
you are asked_ to dial a 1 plus 
the area code and number, then 
know, you will be charged by 
your home telephone company. 
Calls from cellular phone to 
cellular phone should not be 
affected by these changes.

DATION that it is now our turn 
to preserve the legacy of superi­
or healthcare in Sonora and to 
pass this treasure to future gen­
erations.

The SUTTON COUNTY 
HEALTH FOUNDATION was 
organized in early 2002 by a 
group of people who love 
Sonora and the way of life in 
Sutton County. The goal of the 
Foundation is to create an 
endowment with sufficient capi­
tal funds to produce supplemen­
tal income for Lillian M. 
Hudspeth Memorial Hospital 
and to ensure the continuing 
excellence of healthcare in 
Sutton County.

While the Hospital is in 
sound financial condition, there 
are many variables that could 
affect its financial future. 
Currently, tax dollars and opera­
tional revenue support the 
Lillian M. Hudspeth Memorial 
Hospital. At some time in the 
future, the expense of maintain­
ing the hospital may exceed 
what county taxpayers are will­
ing, or able, to pay. At that time, 
the hospital would be forced to 
close.

The major problem facing 
the community is the decrease 
in property values due to the 
depletion of the gas reserves. 
Governmental changes in 
Medicare and Medicaid reim­
bursement, and the continuing 
increase in the number of 
patients not covered by insur­
ance are other factors. Because 
business owners, schoolteach­
ers, doctors, industries, and 
retirees are reluctant to relocate 
to a town without a hospital, the 
loss of our hospital and the 
healthcare it provides endangers 
the economic survival of our 
community.

The purpose of the 
Foundation is to provide long­
term support of Lillian M. 
Hudspeth Memorial Hospital 
and other healthcare resources 
in Sutton County. The goal is to 
replace the tax dollars lost by 
the depletion of the mineral 
reserves.

With these known and 
unknown variables in mind, all

Eldorado, TX -  Livestock 
producers who were not eligible 
for the LCP-I Livestock 
Compensation Program due to 
county ineligibility, or missed 
the application deadline, may 
have another opportunity to par­
ticipate during the LCP-II sign­
up period as outlined in the 
Agricultural Assistance Act of 
2003.

Sign-up for the expanded 
program, referred to as LCP-II, 
began on April 1 and will run 
through early June, according to 
Jan Wanoreck, County 
Executive Director of the 
Schleicher/Sutton/Val Verde 
County Earm Service Agency. 
"Congress opened the program 
to more producers by expanding 
the eligibility dates and adding 
catfish as an eligible commodi­
ty," she said.

Producers who were eligi­
ble for LCP but did not file an 
application by the Dec. 13, 
2002, deadline also have an 

. opportunity to apply.
The 2002 program, 

announced last October, was 
limited to livestock producers 
headquartered in a county des­
ignated by the Secretary of 
Agriculture as a primary disas­
ter county between Jan. I, 2001 
and Sept. 19, 2002. LCP-II 
makes eligible any counties that 
were requested as primary dis­
aster areas under a presidential 
or secretarial declaration by 
Feb. 20, 2003, and that were 
subsequently approved.
Counties named as contiguous 
counties are not eligible for the 
program.

Owner and livestock eligi­
bility requirements remain 
unchanged. To be eligible for 
assistance a producer's live­
stock operation headquarters 
must be physically located in a 
county with a qualifying disas­
ter designation. Eligible live­
stock are cattle, sheep, goats, 
and buffalo, as well as catfish.

The livestock must have 
been owned or subject to a cash 
lease on June 1, 2002, and have 
been owned or leased for a min­
imum of 90 days. The June 1 

 ̂ date could fall anytime within 
j ttie 90-day period. Animals 

located in a commercial feedlot 
are eligible provided they are

producer-owned and the owner 
meets all eligibility require­
ments. Animals that were sold or 
died on or after June 1, 2002, 
and that meet all other eligibility 
requirements may be eligible for 
payment. LCP-II payments will 
be based on number of eligible 
livestock and catfish.

Wanoreck. said payment 
would be available as soon as 
possible after an eligible pro­
ducer has signed up and the 
application has been processed. 
Producers participating in LCP- 
II are subject to a $2.5 million 
gross revenue limitation. 
Payments are limited to $40,000 
per person and livestock cov­
ered under LCP-I are not eligi­
ble for LCP-II.

According to Wanoreck, 
livestock producers should be 
aware that eligibility require­
ments not previóusly outlined in 
LCP-I are now required by 
LCP-II provisions. These addi­
tional requirements stipulate 
that producers meet all conser­
vation compliance provisions 
and that the applicant's com­
bined per-entity benefits for 
LCP-I and LCP-II cannot 
exceed $40,000. Furthermore, a 
producer who was determined 
ineligible for LCP-I for non- 
compliance (or any other rea­
son) is considered ineligible for 
LCP-II as well.

Other provision changes for 
LCP-II require that livestock 
producers provide sales and 
proof of death loss documenta­
tion for livestock that were sold 
or died after June 1, 2002. This 
documentation must be submit­
ted to ESA at the time of appli­
cation.

"Due to program changes 
and to insure efficiency, I highly 
recommend that livestock pro­
ducers interested in LCP-II con­
tact ESA to determine eligibility 
and identify documentation 
required for application before 
coming into the county office," 
said Wanoreck.

He got the idea from a friend in San Antonio 
who invited him down there to a fancy shindig at La Villita on the 
river. After that, Sonora began having an annual event under the 
sponsorship of the Lions Club. Everyone barbequed goat because 
hunting season hadn’t started yet, after that everyone involved 
decided to start planning ahead to ensure a better menu the next 
year. Bill’s wife decided that they needed some venison chili, so she 
asked Allison Powers, Lucille McMillan and Elsie Schwiening to 
help her and they fixed up a bunch.

The event was started mainly for the community to thank the 
visiting hunters for contributing to Sutton County’s economy. The 
event continued to grow, so in 1983 the members moved the date 
from the first Tuesday to the second Saturday of hunting season and 
by the late 1980’s they began renting tents to take care of the crowd.

Each year thousands of dollars worth of prizes are given away 
by this organization and recently they used some of the money they 
had raised and added a closed in serving area on the Sutton Co. 
Dance Slab. "With oyer ISO^n^erpbers, and volunteers,,this organiza­
tion is one of the strongest in Sutton.iounty and helps bring lots of 
visitors to our community, boosting the local economy. The years 
have seen many improvements out at the Sutton County Park, and 
the annual event has been moved into the Civic Center and a much 
larger menu of wild game has been added, as well as larger prizes. 
Attendance in the most recent years averages approximately 1200 
people. The Sutton County Game Dinner is the second oldest of it’s 
kind in Texas and the oldest in West Central Texas, definitely earn­
ing the Game Dinner Association the title of “Organization of the 
Year!”

In the mid 1970’s, Walter and Dorothy Pope purchased the 
Mercantile Building and began the process of having it restored as 
closely as possible to its original grandeur. They did research to find 
as much written and pictorial information as they could for refer­
ence.

Even though they could have had the reconstruction complet­
ed sooner had they used more laborers, they chose to take their time 
and use only two artisans from Fredericksburg to insure the integri­
ty of the work.

The back wall had to be replaced with stone because it had 
decayed, so Walter found an old building in another town that had 
matching stone and had it disassembled and used it to rebuild the 
back wall. Any sections of baseboard or doors that could not be 
repaired, the artisans used the same type of wood and replicated 
what was there. No expense was spared for authentic details.

Period pictures were located, restored and duplicated to hang 
in the newly restored Mercantile Building. In 1981, the project was 
completed and a Texas Historical marker was placed on the build­
ing. The Popes continued to love and care for this building which 
will remain a landmark and a gift to all who reside in and visit 
Sonora.
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Purple Martin Paradise

Byron Senter 
lives just outside 
Grandview.

When you 
pull, up to his 
place you see a 
sign that says 

Purple Martin Paradise. He has 
about one hundred bird houses 
on his property and he wel­
comes the purple martins when 
they come back every spring.

Byron's wife gave him a 
bird house kit for his birthday 
some years back. He thought it 
was a silly thing, in fact he 
thought bird watching was 
silly. The package with the bird 
house parts in it laid around for 
a few months, finally his wife 
urged him to put the thing 
together.

Once he got it finished, he 
asked some neighbors how to 
put up a bird house. They told 
him to put it on top of a pole out 
in the open so birds could come 
and go from any direction.

So Byron bought some 
pipe, raised his bird house and 
promptly forgot about it.

He went on about his farm­
ing chores.

But one spring morning 
after a rain, Byron was in his 
den looking out his picture win­
dow and he saw a bird out 
there. It was busy carrying 
things into the tiny bird house, 
making it into a home.

Byron became a bird 
watcher right then. He went 
into town, bought another bird 
house and erected it. He bought 
some more, then started buying 
old mail boxes and made bird 
houses out of them. Then he 
began collecting old lumber to 
make more bird houses.

Some of his houses are sin­
gles, some are duplexes, some 
are apartments, condos, even 
hotels.

He attracts purple martins, 
bluebirds and humming birds. 
He chases away sparrows, 
which try to move into purple 
martin houses.

Purple martins are swal­
lows, similar to the birds that 
return to Capistrano every 
Spring. When the purple mar­
tins return to Grandview, Byron 
-is. elated.ir.They I keep, him,calm., 
and fill him with a sense of well 
being.

Byron has cancer and says 
the purple martins probably 
keep him alive.

"I live from one purple 
martin season to the next," he 
says. "I love to see them come 
in."

The birds seem to chatter 
their own sense of well being 
when they return to Byron's 
place. They, too, are glad to be 
alive and see Byron again.

Purple martins are nice to 
have around. They eat 2,000 
mosquitoes a day. They stay in 
Texas from March until August.

Byron keeps barriers on the 
poles holding up his bird hous­
es. The barriers keep snakes 
away.

"A lot of people say a 
snake can't climb a pole, but 
they sure will. I've found them 
in my bird houses and they eat 
those baby birds and eggs."

There's a big interest in 
purple martins. Newspapers 
and magazines are devoted to 
carrying news about them. 
Some publish poetry about the 
birds.

"It is Spring arrived! We 
hear your mirth. As you dive 
once more headlong to the 
earth. You'll be coasting on cur­
rents these warm afternoons, 
high overhead like witches on 
brooms."
