Public concern has 
increased in the past several 
weeks as we added monkeypox 
to SARS and West Nile virus in 
our Pandora’s box of new, exot­
ic diseases.

Many Texans are worried, 
despite the fact that, so far, in 
our state, we have no confirmed 
human cases of West Nile virus 
this season, none ever of mon- 

#keypox, and only one “proba­
ble” case of SARS, and that 
patient has recovered. Still, to 
many people, there’s something 
deeply alarming about these 
exotic-sounding mysterious ail­
ments.

The truth is that average 
Texans are highly unlikely to 
become ill with any of these dis­
eases.

That doesn’t mean it’s not 
important to carefully analyze, 
track and control every new 
infectious disease we encounter. 
In fact, it’s one of the important 
roles assigned to the public 
health system. Infused with new 
funds for public health pre­
paredness, the public health sys­
tem is quickly tracking and 
understanding what we’re up 
against with every emerging 
disease.

This becomes even more 
important when we suspect that 
the disease may have jumped 
from animals to humans. 
Remember, the AIDS virus, pos­
sibly the most deadly human 
pathogen in history, probably 
jumped from African primates. 
It pays to keep a close watch 
and take precautions to lower 
your risks.

There are certain things all 
individuals can do to protect 
themselves and their families 
and to minimize their risks of 
becoming infected with these 
diseases, as well as more com­
mon diseases.

For example, mosquitoes 
carry and transmit disease such 
as West Nile and St. Louis 
encephalitis. They also cause 
your skin to be irritatecj and itch. 
There are four simple ways - all 
starting with “D” - that will
help you avoid getting mosquito 
bites. These are:

• Drain standing water in 
your backyard and neighbor­
hood. Look for old tires, flower­
pots, and clogged rain gutters, 
which are likely mosquito 
hatching sites. Get rid of the 
places where mosquitoes hatch, 
and you’ll reduce the mosquito 
problem. Mosquitoes don’t trav­
el very far.

• Dress in long sleeves and 
pants, when possible. For extra 
protection, spray clothing with 
repellent.

•DEET (N, N-diethyl-m- 
toluamide) is an ingredient to 
look for in your insect repellent. 
Follow the instructions on the 
label.

• Dusk to dawn are the 
hours when mosquitoes - at least 
those carrying the West Nile 
virus - are likely to be feeding. 
Try to avoid outdoor activities, 
if possible, from dusk to dawn. 
If you must be outside, protect 
yourself with a mosquito repel­
lent containing DEET. Also,

(a garden hose and a bucket).
• Never experiment or make 

your own fireworks.
• Light only one firework at 

a time.
• Never re-light a "dud" fire­

work (wait 15 to 20 minutes and 
then soak it in a bucket of water).

• Never give fireworks to 
small children.

• Never throw or point fire­
works at other people.

• Never carry fireworks in 
your pocket.

• Never shoot fireworks in 
metal or glass containers.

• The shooter should always 
wear eye- protection and never 
have any part of the body over 
the firework.

The 
weather was perfect for the 
affair that was held in the beau­
tiful backyard of Claire 
Richards. Dark clouds that 
teased thoughts of rain just blew 
in a nice breeze that cooled 
things off. Guests were treated 
to a delightful buffet of tender­
loin, shrimp, chicken-ka-bobs, 
summer veggies and more, 
catered by Linda Love and A 
Catered Affair.

Sonora Mayor and 
Foundation Board of Directors 
President, Jim Stephen wel­
comed guests to the party and 
informed them that we are never 
certain that finances will be 
available in the future and the 
Sutton County Foundation 
wants to ensure that there are 
quality medical facilities for the 
future generations of Sonora and 
Sutton County. Stephen said that 
currently the hospital operates 
on tax dollars and funds generat­
ed from the ranch, but as we are 
all aware, values are decreasing 
and eventually our tax base will 
dwindle and taxes will have to 
be raised. The Foundation hopes 
to raise money so that they will 
be able to continue hospital 
operations.

Foundation Board member 
Dr. Alvis Johnson then took the 
mike to give a little history on 
the hospital and the purpose of 
the Sutton County Foundation. 
Dr. Johnson said that the 
Foundation is a tax-exempt, 
501(c)3 organization, which 
seeks tax-deductible funds to 
build an endowment through 
bequests, contributions, memo­
rials, insurance pwlicy proceeds, 
and gifts. The principal of this

Keith Butler was the last speak­
er of the evening, talking about 
the future of Lillian M. 
Hudspeth Hospital. Keith 
reported that the hospital has 
operated in the black for two 
years and is hoping to continue 
doing so. He introduced the new 
doctor. Dr. Gregory Johnson and 
said that they are looking for­
ward to even more good things. 
Keith reminded everyone of the 
projects currently underway at 
the hospital, including the 
expansion of the doctor’s clinic, 
the moving of the hospital into 
the old nursing home building 
and the addition of a wellness 
center. He also talked about the 
rehabilitation and cardio/pul-

monary facilities that are now 
available locally. Other addi­
tions that Hudspeth will soon be 
seeing is a cat scan machine and 
filmless x-rays. All of these 
improvements are for the benefit 
of the residents of Sutton 
County. Keith ended the evening 
by reiterating the fact that the 
Foundation and the future of the 
hospital will not be possible with 
out the support of the communi­
ty.

Commissioners 
Hear Budget 

Requests

The Sutton County 
Commissioners began the meet­
ing with general business on 
Monday, June 23, 2003, approv­
ing prior minutes and accounts 
payable.

Commissioner John Wade 
commented that the cemetery 
looks great and the maintenance 
crew is to be commended for the 
upkeep. Commissioner Bella 
Castaneda agreed, but reported 
that someone had informed her 
that there had been someone 
washing their vehicle in the 
cemetery. It was agreed to look 
into this matter and see that it is 
stopped.

Sutton County Judge Carla 
Garner reported that County 
Extension Agent, Preston Paris, 
would be retiring on August 31, 
2003. The job will be posted 
state wide.

Judge Garner reported that 
she had attended the CVOG 
Security Meeting as authorized 
by the Commissioners. She said 
that about $20,000 has been 
allotted for Sutton County to 
spend on communication sys­
tems that will enhance regional 
communication. She added that 
more money had been added 
and that after it was split, proba­
bly about $40,000 would be 
available for Sutton County to 
spend.

The commissioners
approved the acceptance of a 
vehicle from the District 
Attorney’s office to the 
Probation Department.

Judge Garner then began 
preliminary budget discussions. 
Garner informed the commis­
sioners that some new requests 
had been submitted from depart­
ment heads, and some of them 
were costly. One additional 
expense will be the group insur­
ance, but money has been allot­
ted for this increase. The Justice 
of the Peace has requested two 
full-time employees for her 
office. This sparked a lengthy 
discussion about the necessity 
of these employees. J.P. Adelita 
Alvarez explained that the work 
load continues to increase with 
the addition of citations, war­
rants, personnel, etc. Alvarez 
said that she requested the addi­
tional employees because she 
felt that they were needed to 
keep the office running effi­
ciently and it would allow for 
her to concentrate on trial work. 
She explained that the clerical 
work alone makes for excessive 
hours. Questions and concerns 
were fielded by the commis­
sioners and Alvarez.

The next request pointed 
out by Judge Garner was for a 
new copier for the Tax Assessor 
office. The current machine is 
not operating correctly. The 
request is for a $567 lease that 
will include maintenance.

Some electrical work, in the 
range of $1000, will have to be 
done in the storage room used 
for lawn equipment and at the 
old police station.

The Road and Bridge 
Department is requesting uni­
forms for the employees and 
two new diesel dump trucks. 
Department manager, Oscar 
Jimenez told the court that two 
of the trucks that are currently 
being used are very old and will 
soon need extensive repairs 
which will be costly.

The Sheriff’s Office has 
requested two vehicles for the 
department to replace the two 
with high mileage.

The Department of Public 
Safety has requested a new land 
line phone system for their 
office, as well as four cellular 
telephones.

Judge Garner ended the 
meeting by reminding the com­
missioners that these were pre­
liminary discussions and these 
were items they needed to be 
thinking about.

That crazy
guy Jim Runge is 
putting Eldorado 
on the map again.

Bull 
in this case is singular.

Owls have fascinated 

mankind for countless centuries. 
From ancient civilizations to the 
present, owls have been 
assigned all sorts of symbolic 
meaning ranging from death to 
protection. In early Indian 
folklore, owls possessed the 
power of prophecy and repre­
sented helpfulness and wisdom. 
American Indian tribes often 
associated owls with protection 
of the human soul after death. 
Owls have been considered 
harbingers of death or evil, asso­
ciated with witchcraft, and 
today are most commonly and 
appropriately symbols of wis­
dom. There are over 200 , 
species of owls in the world, 
five of which reside in our area. 
During cooler months additional 
migrating owls may be found 
here. We can boast residency 
of one the largest -  the great 
horned owl and the smallest -  
the elf owl, a birding favorite At 
approximately five inches in 
length, elf owls are the smallest 
owls in the world. These tiny 
raptors have yellow eyes, white 
eye brows and a short tail. I 
recently enjoyed the experience 
of observing young elf owls at 
Seco Mayfield’s ranch in 
Edwards County. For years, elf 
owls have been nesting near the 
ranch house in a large oak tree. 
Arriving with a friend before 
sundown, we initially feared the 
opportunity had been lost as 
there was no visible activity 
around the nest site. As dark­
ness fell and the nighttime 
sounds of nature drifted on the 
cool breeze, we suddenly heard 
a different call and tracked the 
puppy-like yipping to a nearby 
tree. Using flashlights, we 
searched the tangled branches

and saw.. .branches. And 
leaves. “Look, there they are” 
said Seco, shining the light on 
two tiny owls which seemed to 
emerge from the tree limbs just 
over our heads, coming into 
focus like a hidden picture holo­
gram. Success! In total we 
saw four young elf owls and 
took several pictures and some 
video. The owls were amazing­
ly tolerant of our presence and 
the experience was thrilling. 
Elf owls also nest annually at the 
Caverns of Sonora so it seems 
the Mayfields have got the elf 
owl mojo! Although the Eaton 
Hill elf owl nest box project 
conducted by Sonora’s 7th and 
8th grade GT class did not con­
firm nesting on Eaton Hill, I am 
encouraged to continue the pro­
ject next season and there has 
been some discussion of incor­
porating a monitoring camera.

I was told recently of a 
great horned owl nest in the cliff 
opposite the flag. The owlets 
have left the nest but I guess 
they enjoyed an owls’ eye view 
of our majestic flag. There’s 
something balanced about that 
image.

Here is a little owl trivia: 
What do you call a group of 
owls? A parliament.

Another noteworthy sight 
on Eaton Hill is the Agave plant 
in full bloom. The century 
plant is in the final stages of 
life, putting all it’s resources 
into the enormous bloom. 
Hummingbirds have been sight­
ed visiting the bloom which 
reportedly smells like decaying 
meat - another one of natures 
surprising contrasts. Apparently 
bats are also attracted to the 
flowers. Agaves are fascinating 
and beautiful plants which have

Q. When did Wes Young 
become a deputy?

A. Devil’s River News, 
January 25, 1946-Wesley 
Young, formerly of Elk City, 
Oklahoma, and veteran of over 
three years service with the 
Seabees, this week assumed 
duties as special county deputy. 
He will work through the sher­
iff’s office and in conjunction 
with the county and city peace 
officers. His appointment was 
made, at a special session of 
Commissioners’ Court that 
Monday, because of the increas­
ing number of robberies, rowdy­
ism and peace disturbances 
locally in the past few weeks. 
He was to serve primarily as a 
night patrolman, but be on call 
at all hours. He would enforce 
traffic regulations and his "beat" 
would include all of the city and 
county. His salary was to be 
paid by the City of Sonora, 
Sutton County and owners of 
large private and business prop­
erties in the city limits.

The new peace officer had a 
good record of law enforcement 
duties behind him, having 
served as a peace officer in 
Childress, Texas for two years 
before entering military service. 
He also spent two years in the 
Navy as a Shore Patrolman, 
working often with the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation, in San 
Francisco, California. His father 
had been sheriff of Elk City, 
Oklahoma for the past twelve 
years.

While in the service with 
the Seabees, Young saw fifteen 
months of service in the 
Aleutian Islands. He had 
received his honorable dis­
charge about six months before 
his appointment and moved to 
Sonora with the E. Y. Young 
Drilling Co., owned by his 
uncle. Mrs. Young and their two 
small daughters. Jetty, four and 
Cecilia, one were living in 
Sonora with him.

On January 17, 1946 there 
were robberies at Ben 
Cusenbary’s ranch and Rector 
Cusenbary’s ranch. A pickup 
truck, 30-30 rifle and .22 rifle 
were taken from Ben and a .22 
rifle stone from Rector. Sheriff 
Brown and Wesley Young found 
the truck and when the boys 
took off on foot gave chase 
toward Juno. Highway patrol­
men, rangers, and sheriffs and 
deputies from Sutton and sur­
rounding counties joined in and 
the chase ended with the boys 
arrest; one at the Sim Glasscock 
ranch and one at Beaver Lake. 
One boy was from Eagle Pass 
and said, "he didn’t know why 
he was being chased." The other 
boy, a local, admitted he and as 
many as three of his friends had 
broken into and stolen from the 
following parties in the past 
week: The Devil’s River News 
$7; Sonora School $10; 
Methodist Church $25; Sonora 
Recreation Club $3; Cashes 
Taylor $40, two checks and a 
watch; Rouche Bros. Service 
Station $1.25; H. V. Stokes Feed 
Co. $1.50; Stanolind Oil Co. 
$126 and the thefts at Rector 
and Ben Cusenbarys. The boy 
said two helped him in the 
school robbery and one in the 
Taylor robbery. All three accom­
plices were apprehended. The 
ringleader had come back in the 
stolen truck to get some of the 
money he had hidden at home. 
He said he committed the rob­
beries to get money to go to 
California.

The boy from out of town 
was sent back to his home in 
Kimble County, the four local 
boys were eventually all paroled 
to their relatives. The father of 
the boy who was responsible for 
the whole scheme paid back all 
the money that was taken and 
returned all the stolen items to 
their rightful owners. Because 
these things happened in juve­
nile court we don’t know any 
names and we really don’t want 
to. We are sure the families of 
the youths involved, the 13 law 
enforcement officers from the 
State and local counties, the 
Judge, .and^'the local preaebers:i 
pjjt. such,j .l^ear .pf Go^," .ip.tp ■ 
those boys they heveir even 
thought of going on another 
crime spree.

Sheriff B. W. Hutcherson. He 
served until a special election 
could be held and was replaced 
in office by Sheriff W. Hill.

Farm Bureau Supports Country- 
of-Origin Labeling_____________

WASHINGTON, D.C., 
June 26, 2003 - The American 
Farm Bureau Federation today 
reaffirmed its support for coun- 
try-of-origin labeling (COOL) 
laws, which it believes can be 
implemented "in a fair manner 
to all producers without large 
costs and burdensome paper­
work requirements."

In testimony before the 
House Agriculture Committee, 
Colorado Farm Bureau 
President Alan Foutz said coun- 
try-of-origin labeling is simply 
a program that allows con­
sumers to differentiate between 
U.S. and foreign products and 
gives U.S. agriculture produc­
ers the chance "to promote the 
excellent products they take 
great pride in producing."

The process does not have 
to be onerous or costly, Foutz 
said, because the Agriculture 
Department has stated support 
for a process verification sys­
tem that can be used by all seg­
ments of the agriculture indus­
try to verify country-of-origin 
claims.

Farm Bureau supports a 
process verification system for 
livestock producers so they can 
verify any claims made to the 
packer regarding country-of- 
origin. "Livestock producers 
with assembled herds of U.S., 
Canadian or Mexican stock will 
have to set up a system to seg­
regate their animals in order to 
verify any claims they make as 
to country-of-origin," Foutz 
said.

"Obviously these produc­
ers will have more work to do 
than a producer with all U.S. 
born and raised animals (but) 
this is a reality of the law and 
our producers are willing to 
work with USDA to verify the 
origin of their animals."

Currently, country-of-ori- 
gin labeling is voluntary for 
meat, seafood, peanuts and 
fresh fruits and vegetables, but 
is scheduled to become manda­
tory after Sept. 30, 2004. Foutz 
told committee members that a 
voluntary, rather than mandato­
ry, labeling program would be 
ineffective.

"A mandatory program is 
the only way to get all segments 
of the food chain coordinated to 
label final products for con­
sumers," he said. Foutz cited 
the mandatory nutrition label­
ing program as a success, 
despite its opposition by the 
food industry.

The House Appropriations 
Committee on Wednesday 
passed the agriculture spending 
bill for fiscal 2004. The bill 
contained language prohibiting 
the Agriculture Department 
from using 2004 funds to 
implement the farrn bill's 
COOL provision for meat and 
meat products.

"It is important to carry out 
the law as passed in the farm 
bill and not separate commodi­
ties during implementation 
because it weakens the entire 
labeling program," Foutz said.

Just days after the veto of 

the entire budget of the Texas 
A&M University System’s 
Texas Wildlife Damage- 
Management Service, the 
agency’s director says he still 
hopes to find a way to keep the 
doors open for the coming bien­
nium.

“We’re talking with the 
governor’s office and others to 
see if there is any way this situ­
ation can be rectified,” said 
director Gary Nunley, whose 
San Antonio-based agency 
employs 195 people and pro­
vides services in 220 counties. 
“Of course, we had no idea this 
was coming. In the meantime, 
we are working with groups and 
local officials all over the state 
whose businesses and jurisdic­
tions depend on the services that 
we provide.”

The governor’s veto elimi­
nates the $6.9 million state 
appropriation from the agency’s 
budget, which directly funds 87 
employees • and funds most of 
the direct services provided by 
the agency. The lack of state 
support, Nunley explained, also 
jeopardizes- 74 other positions 
that are funded through cooper­
ative agreements with local 
funds, totaling $4.5 million 
statewide.

“Unless we work out a 
solution, the state stands to lose 
those positions as well,” he said.

Federal cooperative fund­
ing may also be threatened if the 
agency is forced to shut down, 
Nunley said.

“We are committed to work 
with the governor’s office and 
key legislative leaders to pre­
serve these vital services,” he 
said.

The Texas agency is the 
largest wildlife damage manage­
ment agency in the country. 
Each year, it provides primarily 
predator control services to 
more than 5,000 properties with 
more than 20 million acres.

“We do a lot to protect the 
state’s livestock industry as well 
as native and exotic wildlife 
from predators,” Nunley said. 
“If that work stops, ranchers 
would miss it the next day.”

Loss of the agency would 
also lead to a significant reduc­
tion in the state’s ability to mon­
itor for plague, rabies and other 
animal diseases, he said, adding 
it also would deal a blow to the 
state’s surveillance efforts 
against foreign animal diseases, 
such as foot and mouth disease.

The agency, during the 
1990s, helped pioneer a success­
ful rabies prevention program 
that immunized coyotes and 
gray foxes in the wild by drop­
ping baits that contained rabies 
vaccine from airplanes. Nunley 
said the activity has successfully 
kept rabies out of the state’s 
urban centers in South and 
Central Texas, but the work 
must continue to be fully suc­
cessful against gray foxes. As 
much as $2.5 million in federal 
funding for the program may be 
lost if the agency’s work is not 
continued, he noted.

In his veto message. Gov. 
Rick Perry said that key aspects 
of the agency’s work could be 
outsourced or handled by anoth­
er agency.

"Had the legislature not 
lump-sum appropriated funds to 
this agency and provided the 
transparency I spoke of in my 
State of the State address," Perry 
wrote, "I could have eliminated 
only those line items 'for activi­
ties that could have been out­
sourced or coordinated by other 
state agencies. I will issue an 
Executive Order to direct other 
agencies to assist in controlling 
problem animals on an as-need­
ed basis."

As matters now stand, state 
appropriations for the agency 
would end Aug. 31, although 
agency leaders are hopeful they 
can find a way to preserve it.

"The meeting's 
purpose is to help give a 
renewed sense of hope to ranch­
ers.

"We're trying to convey the 
idea that ranchers can maintain 
their operations' long-term via­
bility by making a few well-

thought-out wildlife/livestock 
concessions related to the stock­
ing rate, grazing systems, and 
type and class of livestock uti­
lized. The bottom line will like­
ly be a more economically sta­
ble ranching business and 
healthier rangelands.

"We're conducting these 
twin programs, offering the 
same format at two locations, to 
expose more folks to this infor­
mation. The two host sites are 
quite different geographically, 
but the problems and solutions 
are fairly universal no matter 
where you are in West Texas."

Topics addressed will 
include gauging rangeland 
health, using innovative tools 
fop raheh planning, arid under­
standing economic considera­
tions related to the 
wildlife/ranching enterprise. 
Others session will address the 
habitat needs of wildlife and 
livestock, and such tools for 
habitat management as brush 
sculpting, rangeland water con­
servation, grazing management, 
and prescribed fire.

keep mosquitoes out of your 
house by being certain that 
screens are in proper repair.

Be certain that 
ALL your pets have been prop­
erly vaccinated and checked by 
a veterinarian. If you do own an 
exotic animal and it beconjes ill, 
it is very important that you seek 
the assistance of a veterinarian 
at once.

It is possible now, by the 
way, to have your horse vacci­
nated against West Nile virus. 
You can ask your veterinarian 
whether vaccinations are recom­
mended in your area.

Being aware of new infec­
tious diseases and being 
informed on preventing illness 
is good. Being fearful and pan­
icked about the possibility of 
contracting a rare disease is not.
