Sheriff Fincher Rem inds 
Everyone To Stay Safe Around 
School Buses__________ ______

Sutton County Sheriff Joe Fincher, wants to remind all local 
drivers to pay special attention to the school zones around town, 
and to be especially aware of the school buses loading and unload­
ing our children in town and in rural areas before and after school.

Motorists are required to obey all traffic laws regarding school 
buses, in particular the School Bus Stopping Law. Vehicles in both 
directions must stop when a school bus has stopped and its over­
head lights are flashing and/or the “Stop Arm” is extended. This law 
is designed to protect children who may be getting on or off the bus. 
Motorists should remember that school vehicles are not just found 
in rural areas. Motorists should also be aware that school buses are 
required by law to stop at all railway crossings. The fine for dis­
obeying these laws can reach up to $1,000 for passing a school bus 
when these lights are activated. A driver's license can be suspended 
for up to six months if motorists pass a school bus that is loading or 
unloading children.

For several years now, Danny Hardin, Director of 
Maintenance and Transportation with the SISD, has had the bus 
drivers pull completely off the roadway to discharge or load chil­
dren, which further ensures the children's safety. Hardin deserves a 
special pat on the back for this policy and for the good Job he does 
every day at our school.

All drivers are reminded to drive responsibly and be especial­
ly aware of our school children and school buses at all times.

Q. Was the brick building 
at the comer of Oak and Water 
Streets the first Post Office in 
Sonora?

A. No! The First Post 
Office was located in the 
General Store of Charles F. 
Adams and R. W. Callahan. The 
first postmaster was R. W. 
Callahan, appointed September 
19, 18S9. He served until 
February 15, 1890, when Pharis 
Hurst was named to the office. 
The Post Office was moved 
during his term to his stage 
stand which stood next to the 
large oak at the comer of Main 
and Water Streets.

On July 2, 1891, William 
C. Cusenbary was named post­
master and the location was 
again moved, this time to 
Cusenbary and Briant’s Drug 
Store on Concho Ave. This 
building sat next to the alley- 
way that runs behind the current 
City Hall. It stayed at this loca­
tion from 1891 until the end of 
the next postmaster’s term. This 
was Elijah S. Briant who held 
office from May 19, 1893 until 
June 10, 1897.

Services would move 
again, across the street to the 
comer of Concho and Main 
Streets, in 1897. Mike Murphy 
was the new postmaster and the 
"Devil’s Retreat" would be 
home of the Post Office and his 
newspaper business. Then 

^  Pharis Hurst was again appoint­
ed postmaster on October 27, 
1906 and moved into a two 
story building on Main St. Then 
Herman Thiers was appointed 
to the office of postmaster on 
October 30, 1909 and moved 
the Post Office into the small 
building next to the Sonora 
Motor Company.

July 17, 1913 G. W. Smith 
became postmaster and the Post 
Office made another move, this 
time back to the old location at 
the corner of Concho and Main 
Streets. It would stay there for 3 
years and during this time an 
assistant was named to the post­
master, Miss Torah Long 
(Smith). Next it would move to 
a wooden building just up the 
street which would later 
become Dr. Howell’s office. An 
old frame building that had 
about 50 boxes for the mail.

Sonora’s first woman post­
master was appointed on 
November 21, 1918. Mrs. T. C. 
Murray served until her death 
and her husband was appointed 

6  to serve in her place on April 5, 
1927. It was during the 
Murray’s time that Mrs. Trainer 
and Mrs. Finis Hamby worked 
at the Post Office. The Post 
Office would grow to 268 
boxes and then to 501 in 
September of 1939.

From 1942-44 George 
Barrow was postmaster, then 
Dewitt Lancaster was appointed 
to the office. James D. Trainer 
became postmaster in April of 
1946 and in 1950 the Post 
Office was moved about half 
way up Main St. into what 
would later be the Sonora Gas 
Co. building.

In December of 1959 the 
Post Officd moved again into 
the red brick building on the 
comer of Oak and Water streets.

that you asked about. It was 
approximately the tenth known 
building to hold the Post Office 
in Sonora. That would make the 
current building at the comer of 
Main and Crockett the 11th Post 
Office in Sonora.

Q. Who started the 
Mexican Baptist Church in 
Sonora?

A. In 1930, following a 
visit by Evangelist C. Pierson 
Sr. people started gathering for 
services in different homes in 
the Mexican community. In 
1931 Bro. Donato Ruiz, pastor 
of the First Latin American 
Baptist Church in San Angelo 
began to hold regular services 
here for 14 believers. This num­
ber would grow by 8 in the next 
three months.

The following were listed 
as early members: Mrs. Juanita 
Sanchez, Mrs. Margarita 
Chavez, Mrs. Locadia Urias, 
Mrs. Blacita Martinez, Mrs. 
Elvira Castro, Mrs. Florencia 
Castillo, Mrs. Sotela Rodriguez, 
Ernesto Castro and Pascual 
Ramos.

Q. How many children did 
Rena Trainer have?

A. Rena Trainer had 11 
children when her husband died 
in July of 1923, and another was 
bom two weeks after his death. 
They were Dee, John, Jack, 
Clifford Lee, Edith, Frances, 
Serena, Millie, Joe, Fred and 
George. Thanks to the help of 
her boys, all the girls completed 
high school and two of them 
went into nursing while another 
attended business college. The 
boys left school and worked on 
construction jobs to help sup­
port the family.

Mrs. Trainer always gave 
credit to the boys for all their 
financial help and to the girls 
that stayed home and helped 
raise the younger children. She 
would credit the good health of 
her children, the hard work they 
all did and her generous friends 
and neighbors for all their help 
and encouragement through the 
years.

Q. Were there a lot of 
homes in Sonora in mid 1889?

A. No! Sonora was often 
referred to as a tent city in 1889. 
There was a store being con­
structed, a couple of half-com­
pleted small wooden structures, 
and lots of tents set up next to 
wagons. It took a long time to 
get wood from San Angelo to 
Sonora and building, even the 
board and batten houses, took 
quite a while. In 1889 there was 
no courthouse, no jail, but there 
was a water well on what would 
become the courthouse square 
and a storage tank. Buildings 
were just starting to go up in the 
fall of that year when everyone 
was trying to get set up in town 
for the children to go to school. 
Towns grow slowly. Usually a 
few small stores, then houses, 
school, then church buildings. 
Neighbors helped each other 
build their homes if they could­
n’t afford a contractor and the 
main thing was to get some kind 
of shelter up before cold weath­
er hit. Even Mike Murphy start­
ed his time here in a tent at the 
corner of Main and Concho 
while he waited for his newspa­
per office to be built.

Prevention Programs_____

The Concho Valley Auto 
Theft Reduction Program will 
offer free vehicle VIN etching, 
along with other programs to 
promote auto theft awareness.

The event will be held 
Wednesday, August 20, 2003 
from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. at 
Sonora Farm Bureau parking 
lot, located at 510 South 
Crockett. The Sutton County 
Sheriff's Office will sponsor the 
event.

CVATR warns that car 
thieves target older and newer 
models of vehicles.. However, 
older models are desirable 
because they are easier to break 
into than newer models.

On average, a car is stolen 
every five minutes in Texas. It 
only takes an expert auto thief 
as little as seven seconds and 
one screwdriver to break into a 
vehicle and less than a minute 
to drive away.

Vehicles are stolen for a 
variety of reasons, and contrary 
to belief of many, many stolen 
vehicles are several years old. 
Some vehicles are stolen and 
stripped for parts. A thief can 
make two or three times more 
money by selling a vehicle’s 
parts versus as a whole. Other

vehicles are stolen and resold by 
the thief to another party; either 
an unwitting buyer or an indi­
vidual who will knowingly use 
the stolen vehicle for their own 
illegitimate purposes. Vehicles 
are stolen for joyriding, to com­
mit other crimes, or in conjunc­
tion with insurance fraud.

All vehicles have a federal­
ly assigned vehicle identifica­
tion number (VIN). The etching 
of a VIN on all of a vehicle’s 
windows deters thieves because 
it is more difficult to dispose of 
property that is identifiable. It is 
time-consuming and expensive 
for thieves to replace windows 
that have been marked with the 
VIN.

The VIN etching is funded 
through the Texas Auto 
Prevention Authority. The 
ATPA has funded law enforce­
ment programs specializing in 
vehicle theft investigation, 
recovery, prevention and prose­
cution since 1991. Currently, 
ATPA funds 35 grant programs, 
allowing nearly 200 law 
enforcement officers throughout 
Texas to work exclusively on 
vehicle theft cases. Concho 
Valley Auto Theft Reduction 
Program is a public awareness 
and education grant of ATPA.

Laboratory tests completed 
in early August have confirmed 
that a white-tailed deer near Del 
Rio died from anthrax. This is 
the first confirmed case of the 
disease in Texas in 2003. "It's 
not unusual to have a few cases 
of anthrax in livestock or deer 
each year in Texas, and usually, 
they occur in a triangle bounded 
by Uvalde, Ozona and Eagle 
Pass, which takes in portions of 
Crockett, Val Verde, Sutton, 
Edwards, Kinney, Uvalde and 
Maverick counties," said Dr. 
Bob Hillman, state veterinarian 
and executive director for the 
Texas Animal Health 
Commission (TAHC), the state's 
livestock health regulatory 
agency.

"In early July, counties 
around Del Rio. received rains 
spawned i,iO by,,„ Hurricane 
Claudette! as the ..storm i moved 
westward over land. The wel­
come moisture was followed by 
a normal hot, dry spell. This 
weather pattern can trigger the 
germination of dormant anthrax 
spores in the ground, causing 
them to migrate to the surface 
and contaminate soil and grass, 
where the bacteria is ingested by 
grazing animals," said Dr. 
Hillnpan. "If the animals haven't 
been vaccinated against the dis­
ease, the anthrax bacteria can 
cause severe illness within 
hours and death within a couple 
of days. Carcasses of infected 
animals may bloat quickly and 
blood may ooze from body 
openings."

College Station, are needed to 
confirm infection, all anthrax 
cases—suspected or laboratory 
confirmed—must be reported to 
the TAHC. The regulatory 
agency operates a 24-hour hot­
line at l-8()()-550-8242. with 
state or federal regulatory vet­
erinarians available at all times 
to take calls and work with pri­
vate veterinary practitioners and 
producers.

Dr. Hillman explained that 
the TAHC has two main con­
cerns about anthrax cases. The 
first is to ensure that potentially 
exposed or incubating animals 
are not moved from the prem­
ise. "We don't want animals to 
die in transit or on a new prem­
ise and then be mishandled," 
said Dr. Hillman. "Therefore, 
our regulations require that ani­
mals on an infected premises be 
quarantined for at least 10 days 
after all the livestock have been 
vaccinated against the disea'se.' 
This period of time allows for 
any perviously exposed animals 
to die from the disease, while 
healthy animals will develop 
immunity, thanks to the vac­
cine."

"Ranchers with livestock in 
areas where anthrax cases usu­
ally occur either vaccinate rou­
tinely each spring, or begin vac­
cinating their cattle, sheep, 
goats, horses or other grazing 
animals as soon as a season's

San Angelo Center Sets 30th 
Annual Sheep and Goat Field Day

SAN ANGELO -  Super juniper-eating goats and range ripping 
are only, two of many topics slated for this year's 30th Annual Sheep 
and Goat Field Day Sept. 4 at the Texas A&M University System 
Agricultural Research and Extension Center.

The center is north of San Angelo on U.S. Highway 87. 
Registration begins at 9 a.m., followed.by a field tour at 9:30 a.m.

The morning's six-stop tour features presentations on such top­
ics as juniper-eating goats, range ripping, wool measuring instru­
ments, salt cedar, and superior genetics in Texas Rambouillet sheep. 
Participants can also take advantage of a health screening that will 
run concurrently with the rest of the morning tour. The screening is 
being coordinated by Noemi Samaniego of Sonora, Health 
Education for Rural Outreach (HERO) specialist at the center.

After a catered lunch, the program begins at I p.m. with a pres­
entation on Country of Origin Labeling (COOL) and industry 
updates from the Mohair Council of America; National Sheep 
Industry Improvement Center; Ranchers' Lamb of Texas, Inc.; 
Texas Wildlife Damage Management Service, and the Texas Sheep 
and Goat Raisers' Association.

Anthrax from page 7
first case is reported," he said. 
"Although the injected vaccine 
is very effective, unfortunately, 
there is no approved method for 
administering vaccine to free- 
ranging deer, which can't be 
rounded up and restrained in a 
chute for vaccination."

"Our second concern about 
anthrax is the proper disposal of 
infected carcasses," Dr. Hillman 
noted. He pointed out that, prior 
to release of a TAHC quaran­
tine, carcasses of infected ani­
mals must be burned thorough­
ly, to prevent anthrax bacteria 
from leaching into the soil, 
where it can remain dormant for 
decades as spores.

"Carcasses of animals that 
have died of anthrax should not 
be opened, and to avoid bacteri­
al contamination of the soil, car­
casses, animal bedding, and 
nearby manure must be burned, 
and the surrounding soil must be 
scorched to kill the bacteria, 
using gasoline or wood as fuel," 
he said. He advised producers 
not to burn oils, diesel or tires, 
as these products create air pol­
lution. Dr. Hillman said proper 
carcass disposal also prevents 
wild pigs, coyotes, dogs or other 
predators from dragging car­
casses (and the anthrax bacteria) 
from one pasture to another.

"When burning potentially 
infected carcas.ses, or vaccinat­
ing livestock against anthrax, 

'^ranctiers should‘wetirsltirts with" 
long sleeves and put on gloves 
to avoid contaminating sores or

scratches on their arms or 
hands," cautioned Dr. Hillman. 
"Skin anthrax can cause a nasty 
sore that requires appropriate 
antibiotic treatment from a 
physician, so practice good gen­
eral sanitiation practices. Wash 
your hands and clothes. 
Consider disinfecting equip­
ment used to move bedding, 
potentially infected manure or 
fuel. Keep pets away from car­
casses, and avoid picking up 
bones, horns or antlers from 
dead animals. Healthy animals 
should be moved from anthrax- 
contaminated areas during an 
outbreak."

"Hunters often ask us about 
anthrax and risks associated 
with harvesting animals," com­
mented Dr. Hillman. 
"Fortunately, by the time hunt­
ing .season starts, cool weather 
usually puts an end to a season's 
outbreak. Always shoot only 
healthy-looking animals. If a 
deer has ingested anthrax bacte­
ria, within hours, it will stag­
ger, tremble or exhibit convul­
sions, and death is inevitable."

"Anthrax is not a danger to 
travelers or vacationers in an 
area where cases have 
occurred," stressed Dr. Hillman. 
"We advise tourists to avoid 
touching carcasses, and they 
won't have to worry about the 
bacteria or contracting the dis­
ease. Anthrax'has been with us 

"■'fof hundreds df'^ears, and while 
cases are noteworthy, they are 
not alarming."

School Bus Safety from page 1
School Bus Safety Rules
The following information is useful for school bus riders and 

their parents.
Rules for getting on the bus safely:
1. Be at the bus stop on time. Never run to or from the bus.
2. Wait at the designated stop in a safe place well back from the 

side of the road.
3. Remember the danger zone around the bus. The danger zone 

is anywhere close enough to the bus to touch it. The bus driver can­
not see you when you are in the danger zone.

4. If you cross the street to get on the bus: when the bus comes, 
wait until it has come to a complete stop. The bus driver will make 
sure all the traffic stops. The stop arm will be out and the red lights 
will be flashing. Watch the driver. When the driver knows it is safe, 
he or she will signal you to cross, but watch for traffic yourself. 
Walk, don't run.

5. Hold the hand rail as you get on the bus. Don't push or shove.
Rules for Safe School Bus Riding:
1. Take your seat promptly and sit properly, facing forward at 

all times.
2. Hold bags and parcels in your lap. Do not stick your feet into 

the aisle: someone might trip.
3. Keep your head and arms-everything-inside the bus. Don't 

throw anything out the windows or around in the bus.
4. Talk quietly. The driver must concentrate to drive the bus 

safely.
5. Save snacks for snack time at school or till you get home. 

They may spill or you may choke if the bus goes over a big bump.
6. No fighting, shouting or playing in or around the bus.
7. Always follow the bus driver's instructions.
Rules for leaving the bus safely:
1. When you leave the bus, hold the handrail and take two large 

steps away from the bus.
2. To cross the street in front of the bus, walk ahead at least ten 

giant steps (three meters). Cross only when the driver gives a sig­
nal. Cross the street in single file.

3. If you drop something near the bus, don't pick it up. Tell the 
driver or other adult.

4. If everyone is getting off the bus, the people at the front leave 
first. Do not push.

5. Be familiar with the rules for emergencies.
Let’s keep our children safe and have a great school year!
