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Fire Insurance
Key Rate Now 
Reduced Here

Notice was received here last Fri­
day that Muleshoe was entitled to 
another reduction in its fire in­
surance key rate effective April 1, 
the drop being from 54c to 49c, ac­
cording to Marvin Hall, state fire 
insurance commissioner.

This added reduction in the key 
rate comes from “being good” and 
having no disastrous fires for sev­
eral years past. Commissioner Hall 
spoke very highly of the city of­
ficials responsible for the fire pro­
tection improvements which made 
the reduction possible.

The reduction is attributed largely 
to the new fire engine and added 
hose recently purchased by the City

iOO.OOO TO BE CUT 
OFF U. S. RELIEF

Following slash of WPA relief 
funds by the House, Washington, 
orders were issued that the nation­
al relief roll should be cut 200,000
people.

The House voted $100,000,000 sup­
plemental money for such expen­
ses, instead of the $150,000,000 re- 
qusted by President Roosevelt.

It is announced the pro rata cut 
for Texas will release 6,500 people 
from relief.

The new rate means about 5 cents 
reduction on business houses and 
approximately 3 cents on dwellings. 
Several penalties heretofore com­
monly imposed on dwellings have 
some time ago been discontinued 
here.

It is estimated by local insurance 
concerns there is now about $450,000 
worth of fire insurance in force in 
this city, and on the basis of this 
recent rate reduction, will mean a 
saving of about $1,400 annually in 
premium payments.

Legislative House Smashes Down 
Pension Tax Proposal; Senate To 
Try; Nothing May Be Done

By Julian Capers Jr.
AUSTIN, April 4.—The plan of 

special interest lobbyists to saddle 
$40,000,000 sales tax burden on 

the backs of the poor folks of Texas 
was shot to pieces last week, fol­
lowing a shattering defeat in the 
House of Representatives, where the 

tax constitutional amendment 
by Alfred Petsch of Fredericksburg 
went down into oblivion with less 
than a bare majority of votes in its 
favor. It would require a two-thrids 
vote to have passed it, and the 
same vote would now be required to 
revive it, so it is dead for the ses­
sion, so far as all practical purposes 
are concerned.

Lobby Program Is Sunk 
The sales-tax lobby, badly shaken 

by the overwhelming house defeat, 
turned its attention to the Senate, 
where there are pending two other 
sales-tax constitutional amendments 
Both these measures, however, are 
much milder in form than the 
Petsch measure. Preliminary debate 
and test votes in the Senate indi­
cate little likelihood that either can 
muster 21 votes necessary for 
adoption, and the House situation 
makes any kind of a constitutional 
amendment carrying a sales tax 
very unlikely of ever reaching the 
voters, best observers here believe.

regulations, permitted under a re­
cent amendment to the national 
farm act, provide that where a 
county’s unused acreage accumula­
tion adds up to 100 acres or less, all 
of it may be redistributed within 
the county to farms designated by 
the county committee. Where the 
total release in a county is more 
than 100 acres, a certain percentage 
must go to the state office to be 
used in correcting mistakes.

The State Committee set April 15 
as the last date ®n which forms sig­
nifying release of all or part of 
1939 cotton allotments may be filed 
in the county office.

J. C. Smith explained that the 
deadline is necessary to make pos­
sible reapportionment of the releas­
ed frozen acreage before it is too 
late to plant.

He explained further that the re­
lease of 1939 allotments may or may 
not be an advantage, depending on 
the type and history of the farm 
concerned. In some cases, he point­
ed out, an operator might penal­
ize himself by releasing any of his 
cotton allotment, since price ad­
justment or “parity” payments are 
figured on the basis of the total cot­
ton allotment, regardless of tl 
acreage planted to cotton in 1939.

For example, take a farm with 
250 acres of cropland, a 1939 cottoj 
acreage allotment of 100 acres and 
a general allotment of 80 acres. 
That would give it a total soil-de­
pleting allotment of 180 acres. Sup­
pose that it had produced cotton in 
1938, that its 1939 normal yield was 
100 pounds of lint to the acre, and 
that its adjusted rate of payment 
on general crops was 90 cents an 
acre.

Now suppose that the operator of 
this farm decided he would plant 
only 50 acres of cotton in 1939. How 
would his payments run if he (1) 
did not and (2) did release any of 
his cotton allotment?

1. If he kept his full allotment:
The cotton conservation pay­

ment would be 2 cents times 62 acres 
125 per cent of what he planted) 

times 100 pounds—$124.
The cotton price adjustment pay­

ment would be 1.6 cents times 100 
acres (this is paid on the full allot­
ment) times 100 pounds—$160.

The payment on general crops 
would be 90 cents times 118 acres’ 
(total soil-depleting allotment min­

With nil the changing Ideas of 1 free speech becomes absolutely ta- 
government, business, even religious' boo. I am often constrained to be- 
and social conditions of today, one lieve free speech is difficult to at-
seriously interested in the present 
and future welfare of the people 
of this nation may well exclaim with 
Thomas Payne in his book, “The 
Crisis," written during the early 
revolutionary period: “These are 
the times that try men’s souls.” 
Tyranny persists in raising its 
bloody head, and like the proverbial 
hell of the hereafter, is not easily 
downed. Perhaps when the battle 
for retained freedom is eventually 
won, as we trust it may be, we of 
this nation will appreciate it all the 
more. Generally the more difficult 
the conflict in which one becomes 
engaged, the more glorious is the 
final triumph. Things obtained 
cheaply are generally lightly esteem 
ed, it is the struggle for their at­
tainment that gives them value.

One phase of our boasted democ­
racy now in Jeopardy is that of free 
speech. I have had letters from 
three different United States Sena­
tors within the past four weeks ask­
ing for an expression of my opinion 
regarding free speech in America as 
it has to do principally with news­
paper utterances; but after all, that 
is merely one phase of free speech 
as it applies in this country. Plenty 
of other people not newspaper edi­
tors, are affected by free speech. 
Citizens singly and collectively find 
speech restricated, and not always 
by governmental edict, making our 
Constitutional guarantees seem emp­
ty. A cursory examination of this 
matter will reveal there is really 
much less free speech today than is 
generally suspected, and there is 
likely to be still less if the citizenry 
does not awake to the real situation.

The question of free speech sel­
dom arises until some one makes 
a shocking utterance of some kind. 
When any statement is made that 
is subversive to popular ideals, to 
the accepted government of our 
land, or which runs counterwise to 
the conventional social pattern of 
our country there arises a feeling of 
resentment against such speaker. 
There is a desire to shut his mouth, 
and if the affected group is strong 
enough, measures are frequently 
taken to silence him. These Instincts 
of self-preservation of ideas seem to 
be inherently natural and quite uni­
versal. Perhaps no person is en­
tirely tolerant by instinct, though 
some are much more so than others. 
Voltaire, who was never accused of 
being negative about anything, once 
exclaimed. "I do not agree with a 
word that you say; but I will defend 
to the death your right to say it.” 
The American Liberty League of 
this nation, while in no sense con­
doning Communism, yet in more 
than one instance has spent thous­
ands of dollars to defend the right 
of Communists to express their 
opinions in a democratic nation. I 
have often thought perhaps the 
real cause back of folks' defense of 
their ideals is not so much a defense 
of the ideal per se as it is one of 
fear that some other ideal may sup­
ercede it and their indivual ego 
will be lessened to a considerable 
degree, for we are all, more or less, 
susceptible to flattery and desire it.

I can well remember back thirty 
years ago when most orthodox 
Christians thought all disbelievers, 
atheists and agnostics should be 
silenced by law—and many still re­
tain such ideas today. Following 
that era, the fundamentalists be­
gan combating ideas of the mod­
ernist Christians, often in unchris­
tian manner. Many capitalists and 
industrialists look with equanimity 
upon the breaking up of a labor 
meeting or stopping of a sit-down 
strike. Court trials of technical cases 
often produces heated discussions 
and strident combatancy. War, of 
course, always produces hysteria 
and throws tolerance to the winds, 
for when fear becomes universal,

tain and maintain, largely because 
so many people actually do not want 
it—they are afraid of it. If all peo­
ple’s ideas agreed with yours, every­
thing would be perfectly lovely; but 
alas, such is not the case. There are 
divergent opinions upon every sub­
ject capable of being discussed, and 
it is these different notions and the 
human siprit of intolerance back of 
them which brings anger of free 
speech.

There must be some medium of 
regulation of expression and action, 
and there is. Such decorum comes 
about through government laws. 
There have always been and there 
will always be people who entertain 
thoughts and contemplated actions 
in private which they dare not put 
into effect in public. Statutes are 
therefore initiated by governmental 
action enumerating such taboo 
thoughts and actions in general and 
forbidding them, and, if such stat­
utes are infracted, the violator is 
then arrested, tried in court and 
punished, if found guilty. Perhaps 
there are two subjects which have 
received more such legal attention 
than any others—indecency in 
word and deed, and libelous 
speeches and writings. Violations of 
these subjects, as well as others 
more or less contemporax-y, if of 
less importance, are left for adjudi­
cation of the courts, and quite 
rightly so.

However, as time goes on, public 
sentiment often tempers and modi­
fies the interpretation of these two 
and other subjects, public standards 
change and the ban is modified. 
The courts are generally in touch 
with public tastes and are reason­
ably responsive to such, thus our es­
sential liberties are not often un­
duly restricted in this wise. The re­
cent expression of President Roose­
velt regarding the “horse and bug­
gy days” of the past, is indicative 
of the progress of the courts in 
interperting modern methods and 
ideas. Many questions of today re- 
gai-ding free speech arise from sta­
tutes slipped past courts into law 
books by special interests of some 
kind, the anti-evolution laws of 
Tennessee, for instance, which be­
came extra-legal impositions be­
cause men of position and power 
used such to make them so regard­
less of mass ideas.

It is generally considered the aim 
of scholarship is to discover more 
explicit truth and enlarge human 
knowledge. Teaching imparts such 
discovered truth that others may 
continue the search for further en­
largement. The moment the search­
er in science or philosophy is not 
permitted further search or freedom 
to proclaim the truths he discovers, 
advancement in those departments 
of knowledge ceases. Many years 
ago accepted dogmas controlled by 
ecclesiastical restrictions put a ban 
on open minds and restricted free­
dom, and active research to such 
a degree progress was handicapped 

long time, and, in some in­
stance, still is today. Perhaps the 
same fact is also more or less true 
in the fields of history, economy, 
literature and theology.

Many institutions of higher learn­
ing in the United States are today 
hedged about by the opinionated 
restrictions of those having them in 
charge. Some state universities, de­
pendent upon legislative financial 
subsidy for continuance adhere 
closely to traditional and conven­
tional methods and beliefs, thus re­
stricting academic freedom. Trus­
tees of more private colleges fre­
quently dominate their teachings 
by their own theories and beliefs. 
Denominational colleges, and theo­
logical schools of given denomina­
tions must always accept and pro­
mulgate the ideas cf such denom­
ination. More than one professor

in such type of college who has had 
the intestinal fortitude to rise up 
and express his personal opinion, 
regarding some definite subject, has 
lest his job because of his independ- 

. Personally. I glory in his in­
dividuality, and I have little respect 
for the teacher who plays the 
part of a dissembler or hypocrite 
in withholding from the world in 
general truths or facts he has learn­
ed at the expense of keeping his 
personal livlihood. Intellectual free­
dom is certainly essential to real 
scholarship and progress of the 
race in general.

How many preachers, for in­
stance, axe permitted free speech? 
Perhaps few will admit it; but in 
my experience I have found many. 
True, some feel no need for it, be­
cause they have accepted the truth 
of their denominational creed as 
fact axxd assume it is unchangeable. 
On the other hand, there are some 
preachers who have grown intellec­
tually; they have come to realize 
the changing nature of truth even 
within the church, and to be hon­
est with themselves have had to 
esign their pulpits. I congratulate 

them upon their sincerity.
There are an estimated 70,000,000 

Americans who every week attend 
some movie picture show. Abcut 
four years ago the Catholic church 
set up an extra-legal censorship 
over such shows. In its “Legion of 
Decency” it proposed to “clean up 
the screen” by a process cf boycott.
I readily admit there is too large a 
proportion of vulgar pictures ex­
hibited. On the otherhand, it must 
also be admitted pictures of interest 
and even benefit to adults are not 
always advisable for children and 
growing youth. Parents often inno­
cently or thoughtlessly err in fail­
ing to discriminate the kind of pic­
tures they let their children see, 
and such fault can not be funda­
mentally charged to the picture 
producer. The sensible way to pro­
tect children is to keep them away 
from contamination and to substi­
tute pictures more proper and 
wholesome for them. If the Legion 
of Decency had done this, or if the 
Methodist church, which sided with 
the Legion, had even suggested such 
method, they would have contrib­
uted something helpfully creative 
and productive of definite results. 
They did not. They operated 
through a system of ostracism, boy­
cott and intimidation, robbing pic­
ture makers of their freedom of 
speech and action. They imposed 
narrow standards of picture-pro­
duction, raised a big fuss, much dis­
satisfaction; but achieved little def­
inite and lasting results.

Potentially the motion picture is 
one of the greatest emotional forces 
in existence today. It can not be 
said to be a fundamental intellectual 
force, for it does not in the main 
appeal to logic. It is a great relief 
to inferiority complexes, where peo­
ple may go and see folks they per­
sonally would like to be and see 
things do.ie they would like to do; 
but can’t. Mo .ion pictures are slowly 
growing toxvr.rd maturity of expres­
sion. The comments they make on 
social conditions the cxploratioss 

y make in tl.o dark comers of 
civilization, the intricate perplexi­
ties the”  hrlp to solve in our mod­
ern life are all worth while.

Continued from page three)s s s
than in the past. However, to my 
mind the test of free speech is not 
embodied in something one has to 
say that meets with general appro­
val, but rather with something said 
that meets with little or no appro­
val. The solitary speaker is not al­
ways right; he may be sometimes 
right; perhaps seldom right. Invar­
iably though, throughout the 
world’s history it has been the 
speaker who was alone, but right, 
who has been the leverage for mov­
ing civilisation forward. Plenty of 
books have been written by authors 
who were branded as heretics, and 
in only a few years more they were 
lauded before the public as great 
and wise men. To permit any ma­
jority or any minority to choke 
clean public utterance is clearly 
crime against free speech and the 
advancement of civilization.

In recent years the radio has be­
come a popular means of commun­
ication; but it is not free, by any 
means. Perhaps some radio restric­
tions are defensible, because so 
much of the broadcasting invades 
the sacred precincts of homes. The 
most of it is commercially controlled 
and goes out in the form of adver­
tising. Thus the advertisers become 
censors of the broadcasting. How­
ever, there is a censor back of them. 
It is govemmentally controlled, and 
those owning the system over which 
the broadcasting is done have plen­
ty to say regarding topics discussed 
and the language used in such dis­
cussion.

Then there is the labor agitator, 
the Communist, the pacifist and 
many others might be named. An 
industrial war in which the labor 
agitator participates, is a kind of 
class war in which neither side may 
be interested very much beyond 
their own selfish welfare; but so­
ciety at large may be greatly af­
fected because of it. No social struc­
ture is sacrosanct and can not be 
changed without more or less dis­
cussion and struggle. To break up 
labor metings and choke off speech 
is both dangerous and foolish. The 
explosion has to tjike place some­
where. National war may be an 
exception. Citizens are generally 
quite united under stress of such 
circumstances, and “the voice crying 
in the wilderness” may find him­
self in jail. However a real defin­
ition of patriotism is difficult to give 
and a semblance of free speech in 
war time not easy to maintain.

Perhaps ninety-eight per cent of 
people are hopelessly conservative, 
and a great psychologist one time de­
clared he could not understand why 
people were afraid of radicals, for 
it is the iconclastic radicals that 
move the world. It was our ances­
tor radicals that started a revolu­
tion which established here this 
great democracy. Much of this agi­
tation about Communism is like 
little child’s fear of the dark. We 
may still use bur own ’’think-tanks, 
and if we do no one is going to 
make us Communists, Socialists, 
Fascists or any other ’ist. True! 
much of our traditional freedom, 
during the years, has been lost. It 
is being sacrificed to economic exi­
gency and the curbing of free 
speech is not going to alleviate the 
situation.

I long ago came to the conclusion 
that the man who seeks to rob 
of my liberty taints his own. In 
these latter days there is a tendency 
for state liberty to supercede per­
sonal liberty. I regret that fact very 
much; but if I choose to live in 
democratic nation and can not stop 
that tendency, I must put up with 
it, for this nation was founded up­
on the mud-sills of free thought, 
free speech, freedom of conscienc: 
and of action. Every compulsion 
placed on a scholar to discover such 
truth as his superiors wish, every 
compulsion put on a writer to print 
only certain things he or his co­
horts wants the public to read, ev­
ery public speaker who protests 
things as they are and would 
throttle the present tendency- 
every attack of every kind to curb 
free speech on any subject that is 
decent and legal, is a movement 
against American ideals and in the 
direction of some form of tyranny.

Every American who fights for 
the right of free speech, for him­
self or his neighbor, is truly fighting 
the real battle of democracy. Like 

not, free speech is the very 
underpinning of democracy—and 
anyone who doesn’t like it is lacking 
in full appreciation of the true 
spirit of Ainercianism.
