The Board of Trustees of 

the Sonora Independent School 
District met for a regular meet­
ing on Monday, November 8, 
2004. Present for the meeting 
were Tryon Fields, President; 
Jesse Bustamante, Tammy 
Favila, Scott Jacoby, Barbara 
Jennings, Tom Payton, Dr. Brant 
Myers, Superintendent. Also 
present were school officials: 
John Berry, Raul Chavarria, 
Louise Dermody, Danny 
Hardin, Diane Jacoby, Cynthia 
Keel and Stefanie Taylor.

After being called to order 
and the invocation. President 
Fields stated that a group was 
present and their spokesperson 
would be allowed five minutes 
to address the Board. Monica 
Traylor read a letter which stat­
ed that she was a member of the 
Fillies, (two teams of youth girls 
volleyball), and that they would 
he playing in Sonora on 
Thursday, November 11, at 7:00 
p.m. Ms. Traylor invited board 
members to attend the game in 
hopes that their attendance 
would garner support for a girls 
volleyball program.

Chief Appraiser Rex Ann 
Friess stated that 3% of the 2004 
tax levy had been collected, 
with the heaviest collection 
months still to come.

The Superintendent and 
Board reviewed current bills in 
the amount of $486,935.25.

The minutes of October 11, 
2004, were unanimously 
approved.

Dr. Myers and John 
Williams, Pfiuger and 
Associates architect, presented 
the monthly construction report. 
They reviewed the following 
items in detail: contingency 
allowance, change orders, 
financial status, and timeliness. 
Dr. Myers stated that the board 
was aware of the financial diffi- 

* culties encountered by TM 
Davis Construction Company 
and that the company had bor­
rowed funds from the bonding 
company in order to finish the 
protect. He said that TM Davis 
had sent a letter stating that 
future payments were to be 
made to the bonding company 
and that he had forwarded the 
letter to the district’s legal firm 
for them to make sure that this 
would be proper procedure. Dr. 
Myers said he would inform the 
board as soon as he heard from 
the lawyers. He stated that all 
the subcontractors had been 
paid and were back on the job 
and that everything relating to 
the project (contract, construc­
tion superintendent, etc.) would 
remain the same with the excep­
tion of where the payments 
would be sent.

Additionally. Dr. Myers 
praised Maintenance Supervisor 
Danny Hardin for all his hard 
work and dedication to the proj­
ect.

VFW honors two of Sonora’s men in uniform
On behalf of the Veterans 

of Foreign Wars, Distict 
Commander Tony Graf visited 
Sonora on Friday, November 
12, 2004, to make two special 
presentations.

A Gold Star Banner was 
presented to Cal lie Folmar, the 
mother of Sonora’s fallen sol­
dier, Pfc. Shane Folmar. Graf 
explained that the blue star flag 
was created in 1917 and people 
hung it in their windows to 
denote that a member of the 
family was serving in the armed 
forces. The blue star flag was 
designed and patented by World 
War 1 Army Capt. Robert L. 
Queissner of the 5th Ohio 
Infantry who had two sons 
.serving on the front line. This 
Hag quickly became the unoffi­
cial symbol of a child in serv­
ice.

On Sept. 24. 1917, an Ohio 
congressman read the following 
into the Congressional Record: 
"... The mayor of Cleveland, 
the Chamber of Commerce and 
the governor of Ohio have 
adopted this service Hag, The 
world should know of those 
who give so imieh for liberty. 
The dearest thing in all the 
world to a father and mother -  
their children."

Also during World War 1, 
the blue star became gold if a 
service member was killed or 
died in active duty.

The second presentation 
was a life-saving award, made 
to Sutton County Game 
Warden. Will Allison, for hero­
ic measures to save a man’s life. 
Allison tied off to a rope and 
entered into running water to 
help retrieve the driver of a 
truck that had been washed into 
a Sutton County draw after rec- 
net rains. Allison expressed his 
appreciation, but stressed that 
he was not alone in this act. and 
that he would accept the certifi- 
ciate on behalf of all the men 
that assisted that day. Allison 
said that he could not have gone 
into the water without the assis­
tance of his fellow officers and 
concerned citizens that were at 
the scene.

1^ Devil’s River News, November 
30, 1945 had the following 
reports of Thanksgiving activi­
ties: The L. W. Elliott School 
held open house on Friday, 
November 17. The hostesses 
for the evening were Mrs. Rose 
White, Mrs. Margie Evans, 
Miss Chris Douglas and Grady 
White. Each teacher was in his 
or her room to show the room 
display to the guests. A pro­
gram "The First Thanksgiving" 
was given in English by Vivian 
Martinez. The same story then 

.translated into Spanish was 
given by Lydia Torres. The sec­
ond and third grade music 
classes gave "Imitation of 
Animals." The seventh and 
eighth grades presented six 
musical numbers " There’s A 
Long, Long Trail Awinding," 
"Swing Low Sweet Chariot," 
"Won’t You Sit Down," 
"Atchison Topeka and Santa 
Fe," "Navajo Trail" and 
"Brazil."

At the Brasher home the 
Fireman’s Wives Bridge Club 
met and Mrs. J. H. Brasher had 
the home decorated in yellow 
chrysanthemums and a 
Thanksgiving motif was used 
in the bridge appointments.

Dear Editor,
After receiving my water 

billing this month (10/01/04- 
11/01/04), I want it to be known 
to the City of Sonora that 1 think 
their increa.ses are outrageous. 
One can understand a slight 
increase for operating expenses 
over a period of time, but to 
handle an increase in this man­
ner just goes beyond my com­
prehension.

An example of what is 
going on is my billing from 
9/01/04-10/01/04: 1 used 74 (to 
the city, 74.000 gal. or what?) 
during this period, was charged 
$19.54 for water usage, $19.77 
for Sewer, add garbage at 
$15.91, mo.squito at $1.0(), tax 
at $1.23, the total was $57.45. 
THIS MONTH, 10/01/04 -
11/01/04. usage was 59. my 
water total was $60.00. Sewer 
$67.81, add mosquito, garbage 
and tax. my total was $145.95! 
And why such a huge increase? 
Because 1 have a 1 1/2 inch 
meter rather than a 3/4 meter. 
Either that, or the City is doing 
it because they didn't plan 
ahead (imagine that).

There are two people living 
in our hou.sehold. we consume 
less water than a family of three, 
four or more, but we are being 
penalized becau.se our meter is 
bigger than your meter.

I talked to the Texas 
Natural Resource Conservation 
Commission (TNRCC) in 
Austin today, the person 1 talked 
to (1) could not understand why 
a 1 1/2 in. meter was installed in 
the first place (we didn't have 
this installed) and (2) why the 
city would charge according to 
meter size, except to penalize 
people who have sprinkler sys­
tems (which saves water in the 
long run), and people who have 
swimming pools.

The TNRCC operates 
under the Public Utilities 
Commission which was estab­
lished in 1975, included in the 
paragraph under Unique Rights 
and Responsibilities of the 
“Commission” is the following: 
‘The public utility must serve 
all customers on equal terms. 
Finally, the public utility must 
charge rates that are just and 
reasonable.” Well, folks, if you 
think this is ‘just and reason­
able', 1 have some ocean front 
property in Arizona.... as the 

: goes.
There are many .senior citi­

zens who are retired here and 
are on fixed incomes. How can 
they possibly afford this outra­
geous increase? If we have a 
meter larger than 3/4 inches, we 
are being penalized. For those 
of you (myself included) 
requesting smaller meters to be 
installed by the city at a charge 
of $450.()0 a pop. we are on a 
waiting list and in the meantime 
we are to continue paying the 
current rate. 1 suggest that from 
the date we make a request to 
the City of Sonora to change 
our meters, that they charge the 
3/4 inch rate until the City can 
get to our meters to change 
them out.

1 know everyone has heard 
the phra.se. "you can't fight city 
hall", well. 1 think you can if 
you can get enough citizens 
together. After all. our great 
democracy started with a small 
town hall meeting.

The City of Sonora is evi­
dently using the Robin Hood 
approach, let us take from the 
big meter and give to the small 
meter. Shame on you! It's the 
USAGE, stupid.

The new hospital will 

include state-of-the-art imaging 
equipment very few hospitals in 
rural Texas have. The current 
CT scanner will be replaced 
with a new Toshiba Super 4 slice 
helical scanner. This technology 
is equal to that of both San 
Angelo hospitals and other met­
ropolitan cities. In addition to 
the new scanner Ultrasound 
technology will be introduced to 
Sonora. Ultrasound services will 
begin in April and include a new 
Nemio Toshiba ultrasound sys­
tem.

These new technologies 
will be connected through a new 
computed radiography system 
known as CR and PACS. This 
system will eliminate the need 
for film. All x-ray .systems will 
be produced digitally and 
images can be sent anywhere in 
the world. This new CR/PACS 
system is second to none and 
the opportunity to have this 
technology in a rural hospital is 
impressive. The services and 
technology brought to Sonora 
will establish a new level of 
quality in rural healthcare.

A common winter resident, the American kestrel is uncommon­
ly beautiful.

W h at’s in a K ettle?
by Delyse Jaeger

Have you driven down ihe 
highway and experienced ihe 
uneasy feeling that someone is 
watching you? If so, rest 
assured -  someone is! The 
American kestrel -- sentry of 
the high w'ires - has arrived and 
can be .seen perched atop the 
roadside utility wires in copi­
ous numbers. With the trained 
eye of a professional hunter, 
this extraordinarily beautiful 
raptor scans the open fields for 

1 grasshoppers, .small rodent,s,, 
and lizards. The American 
kestrel is the smallest and most 
colorful of all North American 
birds of prey. The male 
kestrel has a steel blue crown 
and wings with a bright rust 
colored back and tail. His 
upper breast is a buffy rufous 
tone fading to a creamy white 
beneath. This pleasing com­
bination of hues is dappled 
with dark spots and intermit­
tent black feathers tipped in 
white. Perhaps the most 
arresting feature is the pair of 
dark lines descending like war 
paint from just below and just 
behind the kestrel’s eyes. A 
favorite falcon of birders for 
obvious reasons, the American 
kestrel can be seen throughout 
Sutton County and of course at 
Eaton Hill Wildlife Sanctuary.

Admiring the roadside 
kestrels reminded me of some­
thing our local wildlife biolo­
gist had mentioned awhile 
back. Mary Humphrey with

Department hud observed an 
incredibly large number of 
migrating hawks blanketing a 
field. Mary is familiar w'ith 
the behavior of migrating 
birds, but she was no less 
delighted to witness the not so 
common and awesome sight of 
an untold multitude of feath­
ered predators gathered in one 
place. A grouping of hawks is 
generally referred to as a 
“cast”; however migrating rap­
tors exhibit an even more phe- 

• nomeiral behavior than gather7 
ing in huge numbers. , The  ̂
birds make ingenious use of air 
currents to complete their 
momentous migratory journey. 
Here’s how it works and by all 
accounts this is an adventure to 
behold! First of all, you need 
to know that a “thermal” is a 
warm, circular current of air 
that rises from the ground. 
The raptors will hitch a ride on 
a thermal, circling and spiral­
ing upward to an altitude in the 
lower thousands of feet - with 
scarcely a need to flap their 
wings. When the current dis­
sipates, the birds begin a grad­
ually descending glide, reach­
ing speeds up to forty miles an 
hour and covering up to two 
miles, all with very little ener­
gy expelled! The broad 
winged hawk is the species 
most commonly observed in 
this spectacular display of aer­
ial finesse. Hundreds of birds 
may be seen riding the same 
warm current and are referred 
to as a “kettle” of hawks. The 
ullimaie avian ihemc park 
ritle! The skies are as full of 
majesty and mystery as is the 
earth!

Organizations exist who 
operate on the volunteer 
efforts of interested people 
across the nation to identify, 
count, observe and document 
the migratory behavior of rap­
tors, Anyone who might be 
interested in participating in 
the spring 2005 Hawk Watch. 
plea.se contact me at 387-2615. 
Perhaps we’ll see a kettle of 
kestrels, or a kestrel kettle... if 
a kestrel kettle can quickly 
cover countless
kilometers...seven times real 
fast.

With all the rain, w'e may 
be growing bluebonnets the 
size of mesquite trees this 

» spring. When the trails dry up, 
it will be interesting to see if 
the multitude of bluebonnet 
plants that had already 
debuted, have been fortified or 
water logged by the continual 
rainfall. Surely the sun will 
soon peek out again and we 
can pull on the rubber boots, 
hit the trails and enjoy the full 
splendor of creation!

thumb is to put out your fall 
application at least 30 days 
before the average first frost 
date and begin with the spring 
application approximately 30 
days after the average last frost 
date for your area. This 
approach is not only best for the 
turf, but also for our environ­
ment.

If you overseed your turf or 
have a cool .season turfgrass 
such as Tall Fe.scue, Perennial or 
Annual Ryegrass, then late fall 
and winter applications would 
be recommended. You need to 
apply approximately 75% of the 
total nitrogen required for this 
species during this period of 
time and much less in the late 
winter and early spring.

was unanimously approved.
Member Tammy Favila 

stated that she had requested 
that this item be placed on the 
agenda because she had con­
cerns regarding substitute 
teacher pay. The Superintendent 
said that he had contacted all 
schools in Region XV regarding 
substitute teacher pay and pre­
sented a spreadsheet he had 
developed from the information 
obtained. The document showed 
the variations in pay for certi­
fied, non-certified, and long 
term substitutes throughout the 
region.

A lengthy discussion 
ensued, with board members 
looking at all areas concerning 
the matter. It was the con.sensus 
ol the Board to leave the pay 
schedule in place for the time 
being and to revisit it during the 
next budget cycle. However, 
board members requested that a 
December agenda item be a dis- 
cussion/possible action regard­
ing a policy change regarding 
the number of days involved 
when determining a long term 
substitute assignment.

Dr. Myers stated that he had 
sent the board a detailed letter 
regarding the district’s trans­
portation fleet which explained 
the various options available for 
upgrading the fleet. 
Maintenance Supervisor Danny 
Hardin presented trip informa­
tion for the school’s vehicles 
and stated that there had already 
been 137 trips for 50-1- school 
days. A lengthy discussion was 
held and board members were in 
agreement that the district’s fleet 
was in dire need of an upgrade. 
These upgrades would be made 
by utilizing the 2004-2005 
budgetary allowance created by 
the maintenance tax notes.

A motion was then made by 
Jacoby to put out bids for the 
following: one route bus, two 54 
passenger activity buses, two 
suburbans, one small 40 passen­
ger activity bus and one used 
pickup. The motion was second­
ed and carried unanimously.

Additionally, President 
Tryon Fields stated that he saw 
problems with the fact that the 
football team borrows a trailer 
to haul their equipment and that 
he felt the district needed to look 
at having their own trailer on 
site. Hardin .stated that he was 
already getting prices on trail­
ers.

Dr. Myers stated that the 
annual American Association of 
School A d m i n i s l ra t ors
Conference, which is held at 
various locations throughout the 
United Slates, was this year 
scheduled for San Antonio. He 
asked the board's permission to 
attend the conference, stating 
that it would probably be the 
only time the meeting was held 
in a location near Sonora. 
Jennings asked what meetings 
the Superintendent normally 
attends and Jacoby asked about 
the agenda of the meeting. 
Fields stated that he personally 
felt the Superintendent was out 
of the office enough and why 
should they (the board) send 
him to soEnething else. Jacoby 
pointed out that the meeting was 
only two days: however, there 
were no further comments and 
the Superintendent stated that he 
would withdraw the request.

After a short recess, campus 
principals Raul Chavarria. John 
Berry and Loui.se Dermody 
offered brief remarks regarding 
their Campus Improvement 
Plans for 2004-2005. The plans 
were unanimously approved.

Dr. Myers stated that enroll­
ment stood at 983 and the atten­
dance raie was 97.42. down 2-3

Maintenance projects were 
reviewed as follows: High
School and Middle School ele­
vators must be renovated and 
Thyssenkrupp Elevator has sub­
mitted a bid for $64,000 for their 
part with the district doing the 
rest of the work. Dr. Myers stat­
ed that it will cost approximately 
$ 100,000 to complete the project 
but that it could be funded by the 
bond portion of the maintenance 
tax notes.

Gn campus, upcoming proj­
ects arc updating the air condi­
tioning controls at the High 
School, repairing leaks at the 
Middle and Intermediate 
Schools and outside lights at the 
Middle School, covering the 
skylights at the Middle School 
Gym, and repairing leaks at the 
Vocational Building. Completed 
projects include boiler repair at 
the High School, installing 
drapes at the High School 
Auditorium, and the Middle 
School Retrofit Program (with 
the High School Retrofit 
Program almost completed).

Upcoming extra-curricular 
projects include remounting the 
controls for the water well at the 
football field and beginning 
work on the long jump pit and 
the track. Completed projects are 
reseeding the baseball and soft- 
ball fields.

Repairs at administrator 
houses include plumbing and 
repairing or removing a wood 
stove. An upcoming project is 
the Band Director’s house which 
involves roofing and heating 
problems.

Dr. Myers stated that 
Maintenance Supervisor Danny 
Hardin does a great job in pro­
viding the district an exceptional 
amount of expertise in dealing 
with maintenance and repair 
projects.

Dr. Myers presented the 
annual Superintendent’s Report 
on District Status which details 
the progress Sonora ISD is mak­
ing in addressing excellence in 
all aspects of school operation, 
including academic standing, 
attendance, enrollment, extra­
curricular, facilities, finance, 
housing, maintenance, person­
nel, safety, technology, trans­
portation, and overall efforts.

Dr. Myers stated that the 
Board had received the 
Superintendent appraisal docu­
ment along with district goals 
and said that the Superintendent 
Evaluation was due at the 
December regular meeting. He 
reminded board members that 
the appraisal instrument was 
goal oriented.

The Superintendent stated 
he would contact member Dean 
Dermody regarding evaluation 
training for new board members.

Dr. Myers said that he was 
going to ask one more time if the 
board was interested in schedul­
ing a level II team building ses­
sion which TASB recommends 
holding on an annual basis. 
Board members stated that it 
would probably be impossible to 
schedule anything they all could 
attend but requested that the 
Superintendent go ahead and try 
to work something up (prefer­
ably locally) and to get back to 
them.

The Superintendent stated 
that the Band was marching 
more students than it had uni­
forms for and requested the 
board consider purchasing new 
uniforms. He said that 
Christoval ISD had indicated an 
interest in Sonora’s current uni­
forms and that the board could 
choose to sell them at a nominal 
fee or donate them.

President Fields comment­
ed that band director, Rusty 
Baldwin had proven what he 
could do to improve the band 
program and that he should be 
rewarded with both an assistant 
director and new band uniforms.

Gther board members 
agreed and directed the 
Superintendent to inform Mr. 
Baldwin to begin looking for an 
assistant and to have informa­
tion regrading new uniforms 
ready to present to them at the 
December regular meeting.

President Fields read a 
thank you note from his daugh­
ter, thanking the board and 
administration for the gift they 
sent following her recent sur­
gery. Mr. Fields also reported on 
parental concerns regarding ele­
mentary students walking on the 
uncovered walkway during 
thunderstorms. Finally. Mr. 
Fields commented that he saw 
major problems regarding the 
traffic/left hand turn situation if 
the City Council approves the 
plan.

Member Tammy Favila 
thanked the PTC for the hot dog 
supper they provided for the 
Elementary students,., .parents, 
and staff prior to open house. 
She stated that the band director 
and band members had done a 
fantastic job this year and that 
you could see the love and 
respect the students have for the 
band program and director. Mrs. 
Favila concluded her remarks 
by thanking the teachers, par­
ents, and students who partici­
pated in the Fall Festival and 
stated that for those who chose 
not to participate, it was their 
loss.

Member Tom Payton was 
informed that the Cross Country 
placed 9th of 32 teams. He stat­
ed that he wished to commend 
all the district’s students for 
their efforts in both academics 
and extra-curricular activities.

Dr. Myers informed the 
board that the varsity football 
team would compete in the first 
round of playoff games on 
Friday, November 12, at 7:00 
p.m. in San Angelo.

High School Principal Raul 
Chavarria stated that Librarian 
Jerrilyn Miller, who is certified 
in chemistry, had volunteered to 
fill in as chemistry teacher until 
the vacancy is filled. Dr. Myers 
stated that the district would 
probably hire a library aid to 
take Ms. Miller’s slot in the 
library until the chemistry 
vacancy is resolved. Dr. Myers 
also informed the board that 
many districts in Region XV 
were offering their assistance 
and help in any way possible.

Dr. Myers informed the 
board that Elementary Principal 
Louise Dermody was recom­
mending Joetta Friess for the 
teacher vacancy created due to 
obtaining a grant. Dr. Myers 
said that he would prefer not to 
act on the employment of Mrs. 
Friess, until her current employ­
er, Crockett Co. CCSD, releases 
her. He stated that the Crockett 
Co. CCSD Board was meeting 
on the 16th and if they released 
Mrs. Friess, then he would bring 
the recommendation to the 
December regular board meet­
ing.

Mr. Chavarria informed the 
board that he had a degreed per­
son working as a long term sub­
stitute to fill the High School 
Spanish position and that alter­
native certification was being 
offered to this person if he 
should choose to accept it.

Garner gave the tie breaking 
vote in favor, thus passing the 
motion.

Retirees that do not have 20 
years of service will he allowed 
to stay on at the group rate, hut 
will pay for their coverage, with 
a cap when they become eligi­
ble for medicare.

Everyone agreed that the

Judge Garner ended the 
meeting by reporting the the 
courthouse construction is 
ongoing, and currently they are 
working on the interior sprin­
kler system in the roof and that 
two inches of water was found 
in the basement. The leak area 
has been identified and 
repaired, but was an unexpected 
delay. Everything else appears 
to be going well and the satellite 
offices are working well.

Texas secretary 
of state Connor 
steps down

AUSTIN - No one found 

the post-election cabinet shuffle 
in Washington particularly out 
of the ordinary, but back at the 
ranch in Texas. Secretary ol' 
Stale Cieoff Connor announced 
his intention to step down at the 
end of the year.

Gf course, secretary of state 
in Texas is vastly different from 
being U.S. secretary of state. In 
Texas, the office oversees a very 
important process - the election 
system.

Gov. Rick Perry is expected 
to name Weatherford business­
man J. Roger Williams as 
Connor's replacement. Williams 
has been a major fund-rai.ser for 
President George W. Bush.

The appointment would f 
mark the 105th secretary of state 
in Texas history.

Prefiling begins;..
With the next legislative 

session only two months away, 
lawmakers have begun prefiling 
bills.

An early eye-catcher is 
Rep. Warren Chisum's (R- 
Pampa) bill proposing submis­
sion to Texas voters of a consti­
tutional amendment defining 
marriage as a sanctioned rela­
tionship open only to male- 
female couples.

That will assure Texas plen­
ty of national media attention.

Gther prefiled bills would 
create a school voucher system, 
allow law enforcement officers 
to set up DWI check points, 
install a business activity tax to 
replace the existing franchise 
tax, restore funding for low-cost 
children's health insurance (as 
well as those who are employed 
but poor) and require record 
votes in the House and Senate.

Supreme Court judge 
named...

Gov. Rick Perry has 
appointed Houstonian David 
Medina, his former legal coun­
sel, to the Texas Supreme Court. 
Medina will fill the vacancy cre­
ated when Perry elevated 
Wallace Jefferson to chief jus­
tice to replace Tom Phillips, 
who retired earlier this year.

The 46-year-old Medina 
served as a district judge in 
Harris County from 1996 to 
2000.

"This is a highly qualified 
jurist who has lived his life in a 
way that is admirable." Perry 
said after announcing Medina's 
appointment. "I let his record 
speak for itself."

Two years after he left the 
bench. Medina was charged 
with driving while intoxicated.
His trial ended in a hung jury. 
Medina pleaded guilty to mak­
ing an improper lane change, 
paid a fine and the original 
charge was dismissed, the 
Houston Chronicle reported.

Changing retirement 
rules...

During the last legislative 
session, lawmakers passed a bill 
providing for a golden para­
chute for state employees will­
ing to retire early.

Those who qualified could 
leave with a one-time payment 
amounting to 25 percent of their 
annual salary.

Now the buzz is that some 
thought is being given to an 
opposite strategy: changing the 
Employee Retirement System's || 
Rule of 80 (a state employee can 
retire if his age and years of 
service add up to 80) to a Rule 
of 85. Unless the change comes 
with a grandfather clause, that 
could postpone quite a few state 
employee retirements.
