With a favorable vote approxi­
mating 91 per cent favorable in the 
19 cotton producting states, last 
Saturday, Texas polling a vote of 
approximately 82 per cent in favor, 
Government marketing quotas will 
be continued throughout 1940.

The vote cast in West Texas was 
especially strong for continuance of 
the plan. Cotton producers in Bailey 
county cast 326 votes for and 56 
against.

FURTHER FREIGHT RATE 
SAVINGS ORDERED

Not only will the differential 
freight rate abolition on the South 
Plains area mean savings of thous­
ands of dollars to such shippers it 
being estimated Muleshoe alone will 
save around $25,000 per year, but 
further lowering adjustments are 
reported in the offing, meaning a 
saving of around $300,000 to grow­
ers  of cotton.

It is said such freight reduction 
will mean an increased price paid 
cotton growers because such staple 
is purchased on the basis of freight 
charges neded to put it to concen­

tra tio n  points, and buyers will be 
able to pay growers the difference 
allowable in such freight, which, it 
is claimed will be around 19 cents 
per 100 pounds.

Previous freight rate on cotton 
from Lubbock to Houston has been 
59 cents per hundred, whereas the 
new rate will be 40 cents.

Bailey County To 
Get $4 ,433 .34  
Road Refund

That Bailey county will be one of 
145 counties in Texas to rceive fi­
nancial benefit from a road bond 
amendment act passed at the last 
session of the Texas legislature, is 
the gist of information received here 
by M G. Miller, county judge.

This county is to receive in the 
near future the sum of $2,316.67 
and about September 1 another pay­
ment totaling $2,116.67 is expected. 
There will also be future payments 
of similar nature coming to this 
county.

The payments from this act are 
in the nature of refunds made on 
the basis of outstanding bonds, 
population, number of lateral roads 
and area of the county, Bailey 
county’s refund coming un­
der the heading of refund of state 
bonds issued on the old Highway 
No. 1 district which were taken 
over by the State, also refund on 
highway warrants.

Future payments, it is said, may 
be made on the basis of lateral 
roads and county-wide area. This 
money rcelved represents moneys 
these 14 counties have paid for roads 
which was more than their share 
as of from 1932 to 1937, inclusive.

First payment check is expected 
in the near future.

Government Report 
On Cotton Shows 
More Decrease

The agriculture department said 
last Friday this year’s cotton crop 
was 11.792,000 bales of 500 pounds 
gross weight.

Production was forecast a month 
ago at 11,845,000 bales. Production 
was 11,943,000 bales last year, 18,- 
945,022 in 1937, and the average for 
the 10 years, 1928-37, was 13,800,000 
bales.

Yield of lint cotton was reported 
at 235.0 pounds to the acre, com­
pared with 235.8 pounds last year, 
and 190.8 pounds, the 1927-37 aver­
age.

Acreage of cotton in cultivation 
July 1 was reported as 24,832,000, 
and that left for harvest was 23,-
928.000, compared with 25,018,000 
and 24,248,000 last year, and 34,090,- 
000 and 33,623,000 in 1937.

Abandonment of acreage between 
July 1 and harvest this year was 
3.6 per cent, compared with 3.1 per 
cent last year.

The census bureau reported 11,- 
111,589 bales of cotton of this year’s 
growth has been ginned to Dec. 1, 
compared with 11,230,522 bales a 
eary ago, and 16,175,505 bales two 
years ago.

The estimated acre yields in pounds 
and the total production of cotton 
by states this year Included: Okla­
homa 141 and 520,000, Texas 157 
and 2,830,000, New Mexico 499 and
97.000.

The census bureau reported gin- 
nings to Oec. 1 included 164,932 
round bales, counted as half bales, 
compared with 151,222 a year ago, 
and 287,319 two years ago.

Ginnings by states to Dec. 1 this 
year and to that date a year ago 
included: New Mexico, 78,787 and 
80.084, Oklahoma 489,223 and 535,- 
406. Texas 2,617.859 and 2,887.712.

The report also shows that 10,- 
627 bales of cotton were ginned in 
Bailey county from the 1939 crop to 
Dec. 1, as compared with 11,718 for 
the crop of 1938.

In Parmer county there were 5,092 
bales ginned of the 1939 crop as 
compard with 1,894 of the 1939 crop 
up to Dec. 1.

The four 
sides are of different lengths, and 
there is not a corner angle which 
a careful surveyor would pass as 
correct.

Man 
acquires undulant fever as the result 

I of direct contact with infected an- 
’ iinals or following the use of raw 
dairy products from infected dairy 
cows,” states Dr.. George W. Cox. 
State Health Officer.

“Though brucellosis, or undulant 
fever, is reported every month of 
the year, case records show that it 

j occurs most frequently in July, 
i August and September.

“Since 1924 when two deaths were 
reported in Texas from undulant 
fever, the disease has been report­
ed in 1925, and annually from 1929 
to 1939. In the ten year’s span 1929- 
1939, the prevalence of undulant 
fever has increased from three cases 
in 1929 to 293 cases so far reported 
for the year 1939. A significant up­
swing in reporting the disease was 
noted when in 1937, 190 cases weie 
reported as compared with 1936, 
when 43 cases were reported.

“Because of its nature, the disease 
is more prevalent on farms than 
in cities, with the exception of track­
ing house workers. The handling of 
infected cows or sows or the animals

ardous types of contact. The germs 
of undulant fever enter the body 
through the mouth or skin; there­
fore, care should be used in hand­
ling animals known to be infected, 
and dairy products from the same 
source should be pasteurized if used.

“More men acquire the disease 
than women, and adults seem more 
likely to have it than children.

“Undulant fever is so named be­
cause of the wave-like variations 
in temperature. The symptoms in­
clude rising temperature, loss of 
weight and strength, chills, sweats 
and joint pain. The mortality rate 
of undulant fever is comparatively 
low, but the disease itself possesses 
symptoms which may persist for a 
number of weeks and even months 
before normal health and strength 
are restored. The patient often ap­
pears fresh in the morning, but is 
extremely fatigued by afternoon.

•Prevention of undulant fever is 
based upon detection of infectious 
abortion, or Bangs’ disease, in live­
stock, and the elimination of the 
infected animals from the herd. 
Dairy herds should be tested for 
bacillus abortus. Pasteurization of 
milk will prevent spread from this 
source.

"The continued increase of undu­
lant fever in the State of Texas 
justifies increased precautions 
against contraction and adoption of 
methods for prevention of the di­
sease. It also is evident that addi­
tional research is needed to deter­
mine more accurately treatment 
procedures in the disease and pro­
phylaxis against contraction. ’

Farmers Advised To 
Let Wheat Fields 
Lie Fallow Now

Great Plains farmers who “dusted 
in" their Winter wheat seed this 
Fall on bone-dry land would do 
well to let their fields lie fallow next 
year, for they stand less than a 
long-shot gambler's chance of get­
ting a crop.

The odds are strongly against 
their even “getting thir seed back,” 
Department of Agriculture experts 
declare.

If they let their fields lie fallow 
next season the accumulated mois­
ture will result in a crop the fol­
lowing year which will repay them 
well for foregoing next season’s pro­
duction. the experts believe.

The Department of Agriculture 
men base their conclusions on long 
years of experiments at stations in 
the Great Plains. At those stations, 
experts measured the moisture con­
tent of the soil and checked careful­
ly the grain yields.

If the soil is dry at seeding time 
the chances are 82 out of 100 that 
the yield will be 10 bushels or less 
and 71 out of 100 that the crop will 
be a failure—five bushels or less.

If only the top foot of soil is 
moist at planting time, the chances 
for failure are 34 out of 100 and 
the probabilities of a yield of 10 
to 20 bushels are only 1 in 4.

Two leet of moisture reduced the 
! probability of failure to only 15 in 
; 100. but the chances of a yield oi 
• 10 bushels or less are 38 in 100.
| The farmer has 33 chances out of 
j 100 to reap 10 to 20 bushels, 20 
j chances to harvest 20 to 30 bushels 
and nine chances of a bumper crop.

The farmer who seeds when the 
soil is moist for three feet stands 
only one chance in 10 of losing his 
crop and 16 chances in 100 of hav­
ing a yield of 10 bushels or less. 
There are 14 chances in 100 that 
his yield will be 10 to 20 bushels. 
47 chances that the harvest will be 
20 to 30 bushels, and 23 chances of 
a bumper crop.

After a dry planting season if dry 
weather continues throughout the 
winter, the chances of harvesting a 
crop are so remote that the farmer 
should conserve the next year’s mois 
ture by keeping the land free from 
vegetation of all kinds.

The mar­
vels of the automobile, the airplane, 
radio, television and a hundred 
other outstanding themes of discov­
ery are still on the frontiers, for 
we have scarcely peeped into their 
future possibilities of unfolding rev­
elation. Our people have not yet, 
by a great deal, come to their Pa­
cific.

There is still plenty of room for 
mental and spiritual development.

! The great spaces of mind and soul, 
of human nature in general, are still 
wide open for aesthetic culture. 
There is still more room for daring 
investigation and discovery in 
science, philosophy and meaphysics. 
During all these past years of hu­
man history mankind has had a 
tendency to put the physical first. 
That was well and good, for the 
mental and spiritual in man can­
not attain its highest objective nor 
enjoy its fullest achieved benefits 
unless a favorable physical condi­
tion keeps pace.

SUNSHINE, SULPHUR  
FOR CHICKEN LICE

Combination Effective in 
Parasite Control.

Sunshine and sulphur are being 
united as a team to fight external 
poultry parasites, including lice and 
"sticktight”  fleas, in a series of ex­
periments by Dr. M. W. Emmel of 
the Florida Agricultural Experi­
ment station at Gainesville, Fla. 
Usually parasites of this type are 
controlled by external treatment, 
but Dr. Emmel’ s work is unique 
in that he controlled these para­
sites by the simple expedient of 
adding five per cent commercial 
flour sulphur to the laying mash.

A preliminary report of this work 
was published recently in the Jour­
nal of the American Veterinary 
Medical Association. The report 
stated that chickens were complete­
ly rid of lice by feeding them sul­
phur for a three-weeks period.

Oddly enough, the experiments in­
dicated that feeding of sulphur alone 
was less effective when the birds 
were confined indoors than when 
they had access to sunlight. The 
first infestation was reduced only 25 
per cent when the birds were con­
fined. However, when the same 
birds were exposed to the sunlight, 
the parasites disappeared complete­
ly within one week.

In order to check on the "sulphur 
and sunshine” treatment, four "con­
trol birds”  were exposed to exactly 
the same conditions, except that 
they were given no sulphur. This 
group showed no visible reduction 
in infestation either indoors or 
out.

In other tests, sulphur feeding 
was combined with the spreading 
of sulphur about the yards and in 
the houses in a “ two-way”  treat­
ment for combating "sticktight”  
fleas The sulphur diet was aug­
mented by adding 100 pounds of sul­
phur to each 400 square feet of yard 
area, and by placing a light coating 
of sulphur on the floor of the houses 
under the litter.

Sulphur was found to be effective, 
also, in controlling the chicken mite 
in infested poultry houses. After 
the houses were cleaned as thor­
oughly as possible, sulphur was 
placed on the floors, dropping- 
boards and nests to a depth of one- 
sixteenth of an inch. The mites be­
gan to disappear shortly, and at the 
end of a week, control was appar­
ently complete.

Growing Out the Calves 
Profitable to Dairymen

Professor Savage from Cornell 
university believes that the cow and 
the man who feeds her are more 
important than the feed formula. 
Where other items aTe properly 
controlled he has demonstrated that 
cows hardly know the difference 
when changed abruptly from a 24 
per cent mixture to a 20 per cent 
or even a 16 per cent protein mix­
ture. He does say, however, that 
if the hay contains one-third or 
more of legumes it is not necessary 
to feed grain containing more than 
16 per cent protein.

No dairy farmer can expect a 
profitable herd if he neglects to 
properly grow out his calves. Pro­
fessor Savage believes a calf ought 
to have 350 pounds of whole milk 
during its first eight weeks and this 
should be supplemented by a good 
calf starter until the calf is well 
able to take care of a standard fit­
ting ration.

A calf starter used successfully 
at Cornell is made up of 645 pounds 
ground corn, 560 pounds rolled oats, 
200 pounds bran, 100 pounds linseed 
meal, 60 pounds white fish meal, 400 
pounds dried skimmilk, 10 pounds 
steamed bone meal, 10 pounds 
ground limestone, 10 pounds salt, 
5 pounds reinforced cod liver oiL

Rising in­
dustrial activity the last half of this 
year along with increased factory 
employment and general business 
Improvement will be reflected next 
year on the farms.

Consumer purchasing power will 
be greater next year, ecoomists pre­
dicted. Prices of most farm pro­
ducts have been rising steadily, al­
though not sensationally since mid- 
summr. European war demands for 
wheat, cotton and meats are ex­
pected to continue an upward trend.

The bureau of agricultural econ­
omics summarized the 1940 farm out­
look by commodities as follows:

Wheat—The acreage seeded to 
wheat may be about the same as for 
1939—65,000,000 acres—but yields per 
acre may be smaller because of the 
fall drouth. This may result in a 
crop below domestic requirements 
and a consequent reduction in pres­
ent surpluses.

Cotton—This year’s crop of 11,- 
845,000 bales will be approximately 
2,000.000 bales below domestic con­
sumption and export demand. Ex­
ports may be double last year and 
domestic consumption at last 1,000,- 
000 bales larger. Price trend is up­
ward.

Feed grains—The supply of feed 
grains, including corn, oats, hay and 
sorghums, is larger than last year. 
Due to an increase in livestock, the 
supply per animal is less. The corn 
supply is at a near-record of 3,100,- 
000,000 bushels. Corn prices will be 
higher this winter and spring than 
a year ago.

Meat animals—Hog supplies 20 i 
per cent larger than last year. The 1 
tendency toward lower prices will 
be offset by Improved domestic and 
export demand. Cattle supplies 
slightly larger and prices higher In 
1940 than 1939.

Dairy products—Total production 
will continue high. Prices have 
strengthened due to business recov­
ery and may show further improve­
ment In 1940 as a whole.
