Authorities were unable to immediately identify human skeletal remains found approximately 40 miles east 

of Sonora on January 23, 2006. The diseovery last Monday brought Sutton County sheriff’s offieers and Texas 
Rangers to the scene, where three men that w'ere surveying a site about 50 yards from Interstate 10, reported find­
ing what they believed was a human skeleton.

Detailed descriptions of the state of the body were not revealed by the Sheriffs office, but Sheriff Joe Fincher 
reported that the remains were decomposed and that a positive identification of the sex of the skeleton w'ere not 
available at this time, ’fhere were no personal affects found in the area. Evidence that illegal immigrants possibly 
had camped near the area where the skeleton was found were also reported, but no link to the two have been 
formed at this time.

“According to the remains that were there, you could tell that they've been there for a long period of time," 
said Sheriff Fincher. As for identifying the person, Fincher says that there are no missing persons reported in this 
area, so a more thorough investigation will continue.

Sheriff Fincher confirmed that the case is being treated as foul play until proven different and a cause of death 
is found.

The remains have been sent to the Medical Examiner in Lubbock for further investigation.
Sheriff Fincher says the process could take some time and the identification of the body may never be re­

vealed.

EQIP application deadline draws near
The deadline for the USDA- 

Natural Resources Conservation 
Service (NRCS) to accept applica­
tion for 2006 Environmental Qual­
ity Incentives Program (EQIP) 
funding is February 17, 2006. Ap­
plications for EQIP funds received 
on or before February 17, 2006 
will be ranked and funded from the 
initial allocation to Sutton County. 
Last Year EQIP funding in Sutton 
County totaled over S218,000.

Eligible producers may apply 
for cost share assistance on conser­
vation practices that will address 
the identified resource concern rec­
ognized by the Local Work Group 
(LWG). Practices are implemented 
through F.QIP offering cost share 
assistance to agricultural producers 
to implement on-farm conseix ation

practices. The NRCS determines 
eligible land and eligible conserva­
tion practices.

EQIP was established to assist 
landowners with applying conser­
vation plans to treat major resourc­
es issues. In Sutton and Edwards 
Counties, the LWG chose Control 
of Invasive Plant Species as the 
highest concern. Producers who are 
eligible for county base funding can 
receive cost share assistance to help 
them control cedar, mesquite and/ 
or prickly pear. For those produc­
ers who fall within the North Llano 
Watershed area of the county you 
are eligible for assistance to con­
trol the above listed plants but may 
qualify for facilitating practices 
such as livestock watering facilities 
(wells, livestock pipelines, tanks)

and fencing. Cost share assistance 
has been set at 50% of the estab­
lished average cost. ■

NRCS, through the invita­
tion of the local Soil and Water 
Conservation Districts (SWCD), 
is the federal govemment's princi­
pal agency for conserving natural 
resources on private lands, while 
encouraging voluntary efforts to 
protect soil, water, and wildlife on 
private lands. NRCS offers its ser­
vices free of charge.

to make our customer.s aware of 
some of the ordinances regarding 
the utility systent.

1. It shall be unlawful for any 
person to resell to others any util­
ity service obtained from the city 
except only by special arrangement 
with the city council.

2. Connections for any utility 
service furnished by the city shall 
be made only under supervision of 
the city council.

3. Any building, structure or 
consumer in the city shall have a 
separate utility service connection.

4. Any person who shall make 
any connection in any manner to any 
utility system without prior knowl­
edge and consent of the city shall be 
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor.

,3. No person, other titan em­
ployees of the city, shall be autho­
rized to connect, turn on, turn off 
or disconnect any utility service of­
fered by the city or remove, replace 
or repair any equipment connected 
to such utility service.

6. The city shall have the right 
to inspect meters and to pass such 
regulations as to testing it as may be 
necessary to ascertain and ensure its 
accuracy and efficiency. A consum­
er may request that a meter be tested 
to ensure its accuracy; however, if 
the meter is not defective, the con­
sumer must pay the expense of test­
ing. If the meter is found to be de­
fective, the city will be liable for the 
expenses of testing.

The City urges all customers to 
install private cut-offs to avoid any 
emergency call-out service charges 
to disconnect service at the meter in 
case of leaks, etc.

The customer convenience 
site is open to residential custom 
ers. Appointments may be made 
Monday -  Friday, 8:00 -  5:00 by 
calling City Hall at 387-2558.

Recent research has linked the consump­
tion of whole grains with notable health 
benefits including risk reduction of several 
chronic diseases and help with weight main­
tenance. As a result, nutrition experts are advising individuals to choose 
whole grain foods over refined grainfoods. “Unfortunately, research shows 
that many people are contused about the difference between a whole grain 
food and a refined grain food,” says Dr. Sharon Robinson, Nutrition Spe­
cialist with Texas Cooperative Extension.

Grain foods are made from seed kernels such as w'heal, com, oats, and 
rice. Kernels, such as com, contain an outer bran layer that is rich in dietary 
fiber and minerals; a genn layer rich in healthful oils and vitamins as well 
as the starchy inner portion called the endosperm. Foods made from whole 
grains contain all the nutrients found in the original kernel. Examples of 
whole grain foods are whole wheat bread, com tortillas, shredded wheat 
breakfast cereal, popped com, oatmeal and brown rice.

Sometimes, as with refined grains, the kernel’s bran and germ are re­
moved during milling. This results in a loss of dietary fiber and some of the 
vitamins and minerals from the original kernel. Manufacturers add some 
vitamins and minerals to the milled product. Enriched grains are refined 
grains wdth added nutrients. Examples of enriched grain foods are white 
bread, biscuits, com bread, and white rice.

How many grain foods should you eat each day? Most people should 
eat about three ounces of whole grain foods each day and about three ounc­
es of enriched grain foods each day. To determine how much you should 
eat based on your age, gender and physical activity level visit http;//www. 
mypyramid.gov .

When shopping for grain foods, look for ‘whole grain’ on the packag­
ing. The Food and Drug Administration requires that a product contain at 
least 51% whole grain in order for that product to be marketed as whole 
grain.Texas Cooperative Extension offers nutrition education events in 
your area.

Q. VVlieii was the first town 
well completed?

A. San Angelo Standard I'imes. 
F'eb 23,2889- C.F. Adams, the mov- 
itig S|iirit in the location of the new- 
tow'ii in Sutton County, waites to 
Messrs. Gwin, Allen & Co,, as fol­
lows; “Gents: According to promise 
I write to inform you that the well 
is completed with plenty of water 
at 180 feet deep. The new town is 
named Sonora.’' The mere fact that 
w'ater has been struck in that sec­
tion at 180 feet is worth thousands 
of dollars to this section.

Q. When did the Holmig fam­
ily come to this area?

A. Mrs. Ella Holmig Adams 
told in 1966 how she arrived in 
Menardville in a w'agon caravan 
in 1897. The caravan consisted of 
five wagons pulled by two teams 
of oxen and one team of “willow- 
tail” ponies. Each ox team pulled 
two wagons, one trailed behind the 
other. Mrs. Adams still remembers 
how uncomfortable she felt when 
her father pulled the wagons into a 
half-circle to accommodate a pho­
tographer, she was 15, had been 
traveling and was dirty and didn’t 
want anyone taking pictures of her.

The Alvin Holmig family, in­
cluding five children, were seek­
ing a new home after leaving Llano 
County. Holmig, a blacksmith, had 
made the wagons which contained 
household goods, feed, seed, poul­
try, and blacksmith tools. An older 

• boy and a hired hand drove 100 
"head of cattle around towm while 
the wagons.went through.

The family camped for the win­
ter between Brady and Menardville, 
sleeping in wagons and cooking in 
tents. In March Holmig bought 11 
sections of land in Kimble County 
and the family settled there.

In 1899 Ella Holmig married 
.Quincy Adams. They reared 11 
children.

Federal hurricane aid falls short

AUSTIN - Despite requests 

by the governor and other ranking 
officials, Texas has not received 
the level of federal financial aid 
expected in the aftemiath of hur­
ricanes Katrina and Rita.

And whether the Lone Star 
State ever will receive adequate 
help seems to be in question.

In late January, U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban 
Development Secretary Alphonso 
Jackson said Texas would receive 
only $74.5 million. The statement 
prompted an outcry from Texas’ 
four top elected officials: “We 
sought close to $1 billion. The 
HUD verbally committed to hun­
dreds of millions of dollars, and 
instead they gave us little more 
than the change from their couch 
cushions.” Gov. Perry said, add­
ing that $74.5 million is less than 
10 percent of the hurricane-related 
costs incLiiTed by Texans.

“Critical repairs to schools, 
hospitals, universities, electric 
grids, ports, and water and sewer 
ines will go unfunded unless FIUD 

revisits this,” Peiry added.
Lt. Gov. David Dewhurst, who 

presides over the Texas Senate, and 
U.S. Sens. Kay Bailey Hutchison, 
R-Dallas. and John Cornyn, R-San 
Antonio, joined Perry in express­
ing disappointment in the feder­
al government’s hurricane relief 
response.

Mississippi and Louisiana 
bore the brunt of Hurricane Katrina 
Aug. 29.

Rita’s eye struck Sabine Pass 
on the Texas-Louisiana coast and 
moved to inland counties and par­
ishes on Sept. 24.

AG chases phone record 
resellers

Texas Attorney General Greg 
Abbott on Jan. 26 launched an 
investigation into allegations that 
certain Internet sites are sell­
ing Texans’ personal cell phone 
records.

“This is a serious breach of 
personal privacy,” Abbott said. 
“The business of using trickery 
to obtain consumers' cell phone 
records amounts to nothing more 
than the illegal trafficking of pri­
vate information.”

Abbott said online data mar­
keters are charging $50 to $200 for 
obtaining records of specific cell

phone calls, usually those made 
over the previous 30 days, and 
some companies falsely tell their 
customers that these records are 
public information.

State will cover drug benefit
More than 320,000 Texans 

qualify for help in paying for 
prescription drugs under federal 
Medicare entitlement or through 
Medicaid, the state health cover­
age program reimbursed by the 
federal government. On Jan. 1 
entitled individuals were automati­
cally enrolled in a new federal 
drug program that in many cases 
stopped paying for life-sustaining 
medications.

Medicare officials said the 
agency expects to fix drug benefit 
errors, eventually. Gov. Perry on 
Jan. 25 directed the state Health 
and Human Services Commission 
to cover the cost of those medica­
tions as a stop-gap measure.

Agency awards hog study 
grants

Settlers introduced domestic 
pigs to Texas more than 200 years 
ago. Escapes were not uncommon.

•Agriculture Commissioner 
Susan Combs said Texas has the 
dubious distinction of being the 
feral hog capital of the United 
Stales, with up to 2 million wild 
porkers running loose.

They run in packs, root and 
.wallow. They can be aggressive 
toward other animals and humans, 
spread disease, ruin a picnic, foul a 
water supply and destroy pasture, 
fence and crop. Hunters have said 
feral hogs have humanlike intel­
ligence.

Combs’ agency has awarded 
half a million dollars in grants to 
Texas A&M University and Texas 
Tech University to research the 
problem and suggest solutions.

Perry visits troops in war 
zone

Gov. Perry was one of four gov­
ernors to take a U.S. Department of 
Defense junket to visit troops sta­
tioned in the Middle East in late 
January.

Perry first met with active 
and reserve soldiers and sailors in 
Kuwait, next visited Texas troops 
in Tikrit, Iraq, and later met with 
military officials in Baghdad.

State regulates placem ent of 
cam paign signs along highways.

Political eleclion.s are usually accompanied by an increase in the num­
ber ofeampaign signs placed along roadways ibis time of year.

State transportation officials want to make sure citizens and candidates 
are aware of the laws regulating their placement on state highway right of 
way.

Under Texas law, it is a class C misdemeanor to place any sign on state 
highway right of way. The penalty for violating this law is a fine of up to 
S500 per sign.

It is legal to place a campaign sign on private property adjacent to state 
highways with landowners; permission.

Restrictions require that signs be constructed of lightweight material 
and limited to 50 square feet in size. Signs may be placed as early as 90 
days prior to election and must be removed within 10 days after an elec­
tion.

TxDOT officials say laws are intended to reduce clutter along high­
ways so that official traffic control signs and vehicles approaching intersec­
tions are clearly visible for the safely of all the traveling public.

TxDOT's regulatory authority allows the immediate removal of a sign 
placed on state highway right of way without prior notice, if the sign is 
not authorized by state law or approved by the department. Signs posing 
potential safety hazards will be removed as soon as possible.

Texas is subject to the Federal Highway Beautification Act of 1965. 
Under the federal law, if the sate fails to control signage visible from inter­
state and other federally-funded highways. Texas may be subject to sanc­
tions of up to 10 percent of its federal transportation construction funds.

USDA Approves Emergency Haying 
and Grazing of CRP Land In Texas

Templé, TX— The USDA is permitting emergency haying and graz­
ing ofConservation Reserve Program (CRP) land established in permanent 
grasses across Texas. This action is in response to the continuing drought 
and recent devastating wildfires throughout the state.

Emergency haying is authorized until May 1, and emergency grazing 
is authorized until June 1, 2006.

CRP participants in every county in Texas are eligible to take part in 
emergency haying and grazing, but they must visit their local Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) to get approval. They must also visit the Natural Resources 
Conservation Service (NRCS) office to obtain a modified conservation 
plan which will list specific requirements. This modified conservation plan 
will help landowners determine proper grazing heights and the proper de­
sign of haying strips needed to meet the emergency haying or grazing re­
quirements.

NRCS can provide technical assistance to all agriculture producers 
through the development of a conservation plan, which includes drought 
management strategies. When a drought plan is requested, Conservation 
Planners with the NRCS give the producer a complete assessment of their 
current management system and what changes may be needed to minimize 
the effects of the drought and provide continued protection of the natural 
resources.

NRCS, through the invitation of the local soil and water conservation 
districts, is the federal government’s principal agency for conserving natu­
ral resources on private lands, while encouraging voluntary efforts to pro­
tect soil, water, and wildlife on private lands. NRCS has offices in USDA 
Service Centers in nearly every county in Texas and offers its services free 
of charge.

Producers discuss ideas, solutions 
during Drought Summit

Facing the grim possibilities that ranchers will have to continue cull­
ing herds and farmers will have little to harvest in Texas this year, agricul­
tural producers from across the state gathered in San Antonio at a drought 
summit to discuss ideas and offer solutions to the effects of the devastating 
drought gripping the state of Texas.

Texas Farm Bureau President Kenneth Dierschke, whose organization 
sponsored the forum, said the economic impact of the drought will more 
than match the affects of Hurricane Rita on the agricultural industry.

“Drought is a slow motion disaster—it’s a slow and creeping death for 
plant and animal life and potentially for the agricultural industry,” Dier­
schke said. “Each day without rainfall deepens the crisis for the farm and 
ranch families in Texas.”

Texas Agriculture Commissioner Susan Combs noted that 2005 was 
the 12th driest year on record in Texas, with estimates of agricultural losses 
in the state of $1.5 billion. Most of those losses are livestock related, she 
said.

What worries Texas Cooperative Extension Economist Dr. Mark 
Waller is a dry soil profile and spring planting time just around the comer. 
Waller noted the winter wheat crop is rated 85 percent poor or very poor, 
and said the previous record drought losses of around $2.1 billion in 1996 
and 1998 included big losses in spring planted crops.

“We haven’t even got to spring,” Waller said. “The big question is, 
what happens in the next 15 to 100 days?”

Compounding the drought problem for farmers and ranchers are esca­
lating energy, seed and fertilizer costs. If it doesn’t rain soon, said cotton 
farmer and Texas Farm Bureau Vice President Lloyd Arthur, farmers will 
plant alternate crops, fewer acres or no crops at all.

“This drought underscores the strong need of a good farm bill and a 
strong safety net for agriculture,” Arthur said.

Farmers and ranchers from across the state spoke out on the terrible 
effects of drought in their respective areas, and a recurring theme was one 
of assistance.

“We’re devastated,” a Falls County rancher said. “We need some 
help.”

Dan Dierschke, a cattle producer from Travis County and a Texas 
Farm Bureau state director, said the drought’s impact goes far beyond the 
immediate needs of farmers and ranchers.

“I have a real concern we’re going to lose a portion of rural Texas,” 
Dierschke said, noting that many of the younger generation of farm fami­
lies have little interest in farming. “If we lose the generation of people we 
have out there now, Texas agriculture and mral Texas will suffer tremen­
dously.”

TFB President Kenneth Dierschke said it was proper the federal gov­
ernment stepped in last year to help hurricane victims in their rebuilding 
efforts. He said ideas and possible solutions surfaced at the summit will be 
discussed with the Texas Congressional delegation.

Dry air, low precipitation, little 
soil moisture, and fluctuating tem­
peratures are characteristics of fall 
and winter.

winter. Trees, slirubs, perennials 
and lawns can be damaged if they 
do not receive supplemental water. 
Although the top of plants may go 
dormant during the winter, the root 
system does not and needs moisture 
to continue growth.

The result of long, dry periods 
during fall and winter is injury or 
death to parts of plant root systems. 
Affected plants may appear per­
fectly nonnal and resume growth in 
the spring using stored food energy. 
Plants may be weakened and all or 
parts may die in late spring or early 
summer when temperatures rise. 
Weakened plants also may be sub­
ject to insect and disease problems.

Woody plants with shallow 
root systems require supplemen­
tal watering during extended dry 
fall and winter periods. Herbaceous 
perennials in exposed sites are 
more subject to winter freezing 
and thawing. This opens cracks in 
soil that expose roots to cold and 
drying. Lawns also are prone to 
winter damage. Newly established 
lawns, whether seed or sod, are 
especially susceptible to damage. 
Susceptibility increases for lawns 
with south or west exposures.

Additionally, here are some 
watering lips for winter: Water 
trees, shrubs and lawns during pro­
longed dry fall and winter periods 
to prevent root damage that affects 
the health of the entire plant. In 
lieu of rainfall, water the landscape 
at least once a month to a depth o f ! 
6 inches.

Water only when air tempera-: 
tures are above 40 degrees F. Apply 
water at mid-day so it will have- 
time to soak in before possible 
freezing at night. Established large 
trees have a root spread equal to or- 
greater than the height of the tree.. 
Apply water to the most critical part, 
of the root zone within the dripline." 
Windy sites result in faster dry-, 
ing of sod and plants and require,: 
additional water. Remember, well_ 
watered plants are less likely to suf-’ 
fer freeze damage than a drought 
stressed plant. ; ,

Crockett County Motorized Trail Grant Approved
AUSTIN, Texas ~ The Te.xas 

Parks and Wildlife Commission 
on Jan. 26 approved a $1,359,500 
grant to the Texas Motorized Trails 
Coalition, a not for profit organi­
zation, to acquire 3,323 acres in 
Crockett County for the puq^ose of 
developing a managed off-highway 
vehicle recreation area.

After hearing public testimony 
for and against the grant proposal, 
the commission voted to approve 
land acquisition for the project, 
with the understanding that before 
the site is open to the public the 
state agency staff would come back 
to the commission for approval of a 
plan to develop and operate the mo­
tor vehicle park.

The Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department grants staff committed 
to work with all parties involved to 
plan site development to try to ac­
commodate concerns of neighbor­
ing landowners. The property is be­
ing purchased from a willing seller. 
Local officials and business owners 
— including the local chamber of 
commerce — from nearby Ozona 
also are supportive. Several nearby 
property owners have voiced strong 
opposition.

“It’s important to understand 
that the Texas Motorized Trails Co­
alition w'on’t just buy this property 
and open the gate in a free-for-all,” 
said Walt Dabney, director of the 
TPWD Slate Parks Division, which 
includes the department’s Recre­
ational Grants Branch. “They have 
strict rules of conduct. You have to 
stay on designated trails, and if your 
conduct is unacceptable, you’re out 
of there. They pride themselves on 
doing a good job of managing a 
site, and they’ve demonstrated that 
with Barnwell Mountain.”

The Texas Motorized Trails 
Coalition has operated the 1,800- 
acre Barnwell Mountain Recreation 
Area near Gilmer in Upshur County 
in Northeast Texas since 2000. Fa­
cilities include showers, restrooms, 
an air station, payijion, office and 
campsites with RA' hookups and 
electricity.

“The Texas Motorized Trails

Coalition has a safe and successful 
operation near Gilmer,” said John 
Parker, TPW commissioner from 
Lufkin. “The local community 
there loves it, because it brings in a 
ton of business.”

Coalition secretary and re­
search chemist Dick Stuart told 
commissioners about preliminary 
results of a university research 
study contracted by the coalition. 
He said this shows that visitors to 
the Barnwell Mountain area in a 
six month period spent an average 
of about $20,000 per weekend in 
Upshur County and surrounding 
communities on lodging, food, sup­
plies and other expenses. He said 
this is estimated to generate more 
than $1 million per year in out-of­
county visitor spending.

The department held two pub­
lic meetings in Ozona in September 
and October last year to get commu­
nity input on the proposed Crockett 
County project and has also done an 
initial natural and cultural resource 
survey. The grants program staff 
presented the proposal to the TPW 
Commission on Nov. 8. Because of 
landowner concerns expressed then, 
commissioners directed the staff to 
continue to study the proposal and 
seek additional public comment.

Concerns about the project in­
clude the possibility of increased 
traffic, noise pollution, grass fires 
and erosion. The TPWD staff be­
lieves these concerns can be ad­
dressed by controlling site develop­
ment to make sure there are adequate 
visual and noise buffer zones along 
the perimeter, plus good fences to 
control traffic and prevent trespass 
onto neighboring land.

The site includes a canyon 
approximately 300 feet below the 
main landscape level, and planners 
believe noise can be minimized if 
most activity takes place down in 
the canyon. The trails coalition said 
the property has two water wells 
with 20,000-gallon storage, and the 
group intends to create a fire sub­
station on site. Regarding erosion, 
the site contains no running streams 
or springs. The project calls for silt

H unter Ed course fee increase approved
AUSTIN, Texas — The Texas 

Parks and Wildlife Commission ad­
opted a fee increase for attending a 
hunter education class from $10 to 
$15. The increase will take effect 
June 1, 2006.

According to Steve Flail, Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department Ed­
ucation Director, the increase is a 
needed incentive to increase volun­
teer instructor recruitment efforts.

Under current rule, an instruc­
tor is authorized to retain $5, which 
has been in effect since 1995. The 
department has detennined that 
economic factors have affected the 
out-of-pocket expenses incurred by 
volunteer instructors over the last 
10 years, and that it is appropriate 
to increase the amount retained by 
volunteer instructors.

Every hunter (including out-of- 
state hunters) bom on or after Sept. 
2, 1971, must successfully com­
plete a Hunter Education Training 
Course to hunt in Texas.

There are some exceptions for 
youngsters. Youth younger than 12 
can hunt but must be accompanied 
by a person licensed to hunt in Tex­
as who has completed a hunter edu­
cation course, or is exempt by age. 
Youth ages 12-16 can hunt on their

The site was chosen because of 
its remoteness, good paved access 
and low likelihood to impact natu­
ral or cultural resources. All neces­
sary natural and cultural resource 
clearances and permits would be 
obtained prior to construction.

Two recently enacted state 
laws are driving the creation of new 
off-highway vehicle recreation ar­
eas in Texas.

The 78th Texas Legislature en­
acted Senate Bill 155 several years 
ago, which closed all navigable 
stream beds in Texas, except for 
some parts of the Canadian and Red 
Rivers, to motorized recreational 
vehicles. That law also directed 
TPWD to “facilitate development 
of sites for motor vehicle recreation 
other than protected freshwater ar­
eas.”

The more recent 79th Texas 
Legislature last year enacted Senate 
Bill 1311, which directed TPWD to 
establish and maintain a public sys­
tem of trails and other recreational 
areas for use by off-highway ve­
hicles.

The National Recreational 
Trails Fund (NRTF) is the fund­
ing source for the Crockett County 
grant. This 80-20 matching grant 
program requires grant recipients to 
come up with an additional amount 
equal to 20 percent of the federal 
grant.

These funds come from the 
federal lax generated by gasoline 
purchases for off-road recreational 
vehicles, such as off-road motor­
cycles and all-lerrain vehicles. The 
puqtose is to create and maintain 
motorized and non-motorized rec­
reational trails.

A federal requirement is that 
30 percent of the funds be spent on 
motorized recreational trail proj­
ects, 30 percent on non-motorized 
trail projects, with the remaining 40 
percent discretionary.

own if they have completed hunter 
education, but adult supervision is 
recommended.

Currently, there are three ways 
to take hunter education, traditional 
classroom instruction, home study 
and skills trail testing and an on­
line course with skills trail testing. 
Home study and online course par­
ticipants must come to a testing site 
to complete their training.

TPWD is looking at additional 
innovative alternatives to provide 
effective and convenient hunter 
education training, including the 
potential use of new technology 
using simulated live fire exercises 
through computer technology. The 
department also offers a deferral 
program that allows hunters to pur­
chase a $ 10 “waiver” good for up to 
one year under certain provisions.

Volunteer instructors must be 
at least 21 years old, have taken the 
hunter education course, filled out 
an application, and been through a 
game warden interview and an in­
structor course. Anyone interested 
can contact TPWD at (800) 792- 
1112, Ext.

Stargazer

Feb. 4 is the 100th anniversary 

of the birth of Clyde Tombaugh, 
astronomer who in 1930 discov­
ered Pluto, and the only American 
to discover a planet. A year before 
his historic discovery, Tombaugh 
was an obscure 23-year-old Kansas 
fami boy who, as a hobby, made 
telescopes to view the night sky.

Armed with a high school di­
ploma, his self-taught expertise, 
a strong work ethic, and love for 
astronomy, Tombaugh arrived at 
Lowell Observatory in Flagstaff, 
AZ, Jan. 15, 1929. The observatory 
was beginning a third search for a 
ninth planet, dubbed Planet X by 
the observatory’s founder, Percival 
Lowell. Many astronomers doubt­
ed there were any more planets, and 
one even told the young Tombaugh 
he was wasting his time looking for 
something that didn’t exist.

Yet he undertook his new job 
with determination. The easier part 
of his two-phased job was to take 
thousands of photos of tiny areas 
of the night sky, each area being 
photographed twice, a week apart. 
Even this wasn’t always easy as 
telescopes must be at the tempera­
ture as the surrounding air, so on 
freezing winter nights he had to en­
dure bitter cold to take photos.

Then using a viewing device 
called a “blink comparator,” the 
more challenging part ofhis job was 
lo make detailed comparisons ol'lhc 
pairs of photos. Over a period of a 
week, stars don't move relative to 
each other, so Tombaugh looked for 
objects that did move, that is. were 
in a different place on the two pho­
tos relative to the sun'ounding stars. 
This took not only great visual acu­
ity but incredible pcseverance and 
patience.

But after only a year of search­
ing, he hit pay dirt. Feb. 18, 1930. 
comparing photos taken Jan. 23 & 
29, he found the elusive Planet X 
and wrote his name in astronomical 
history'.

In 1993 my wife and I visited 
with then-87-year-old Tombaugh 
and his wife, Patsy, in their home 
in Las Cruces, NM. Although they 
had not previously known us, they 
were delightful and gracious hosts. 
Through his fame, and the profes­

sional snubs he endured in the 
early years, he remained renown 
for his humility, warmth, friendli­
ness and humor. His love of puns 
is legendary. As he autographed my 
copy of his biography on the page 
with a photo of himself and his cat 
(named Pluto) he asked if that page 
was OK, and grinned as he added, 
“The wrong page would be cat-as- 
trophic.”

Now 76 years after Pluto’s dis- 
coveiy, NASA, on Jan. 19, launched 
the New Horizons space craft on its 
9 year journey to Pluto. As one of 
many who came to love the man, 
it is gratifying to know that Clyde 
Tombaugh, who died in 1997, is fi­
nally on his way to his beloved Plu­
to. New Horizons is carrying some 
of his ashes. He’ll have to wait 9 
years before reaching his tiny, re­
mote world, but patience was one 
of Clyde Tombaugh’s virtues.
