Congressman Conaway Visits Sonora

Last Thursday, Mike Conaway, United States Congressman from the 11th District, met with Sonora
citizens at the Bank and Trust. He visited personally with all who attended and wanted to know what
our concerns were. After the informal meeting, he addressed the group and fielded questions.

Rep. Conaway discussed the Mark Foley scandal and explained the involvement of the Speaker of
the House Dennis Hastert. He explained that Foley had sent an e-mail to a page congratulating him on
the page’s birthday and requested a picture. Rep. Hastert had seen this e-mail and there was no way
that it could be considered inappropriate. Rep. Conaway went to explain that the other text messages
that were sent by Foley were definitely of a sexual nature and totally out of place.

He next talked about the border security issue and immigration reform. Rep. Conaway is for a very
logical guest worker program. Workers would be given an identification card that would be required
to gain employment. A portion of their income would go to fund emergency medical care for guest
workers. Children born to guest workers while they are in the United States would not become Ameri-
can citizens just as children born to diplomats do not become American citizens. He explained why he
voted against building the 700 mile fence. The 700 mile number was just pulled out of thin air. “I want
the Border Patrol to tell us where they need the fence built.” he said. Also, he is pushing for money to
remove the salt cedar from the banks of Rio Grande. The salt cedar currently makes it easy to cross the
river, plus it damages the recharge of our aquifer.

I was very impressed with the honesty of Rep. Conaway. It was very disturbing to hear him tell of
how things are in Washington these days. The relationship between the Democrats and the Republicans
is very adversial. He explained that it is almost impossible to get anything done as each side wants to
take full credit for any new bill. Compromise between the parties is almost unheard of these days.

A Celebration of 90 Years of Excellence

The Sonora Texas A&M Agriculture Experiment Station held its 90th anniversary Friday, October
6th. Invitational attendance consisted of descendents of the Stations’ original founders, families who
have made the Station their home in the past, local area ranchers, professors and scientists. The event-

was a homecoming for all, and a
time to reflect upon the profound
influence that the Station has had
upon their lives, families, ca-
reers, and on the sheep and goat

. industry.

The program began with
time for catching up with old
friends and neighbors, followed
by the noon meal consisting of
lamb chops and steaks, beef bris-
ket, potato salad, red beans and a
home-made dessert prepared by
the women of the station.

Station director Dr. Butch
Taylor kicked off the historical
program by recounting the his-
tory that led to the founding of
the experiment station in 1916.
Stockmen in the Edwards Pla-
teau were faced with tough times
following several dry, hard years

and an outbreak of a disease known at the time as “swellhead”. They wanted help addressing these
problems and others such as the improvement of the Angora goat, and internal and external parasite
infestations. Sutton County ranchers B.M. Halbert, J.B. Murrow, R.E. Taylor and V.A. Brown worked
and fought for the establishment of an experiment station in the area to assist stockmen with the selec-
tion and breeding of animals and to research prevention of disease. From this pioneer ranching attitude,
the experiment station was created.

The Sonora station proved its worth by discovering that the cause of swellhead is consumption of
the blooms of Sacchuista (also known as Beargrass). The Station is also directly responsible for the first
registered Angora flock and the development of the sore mouth vaccine. Sore mouth, incidentally is

On the Road from
San Angelo to Lubbock

Ports-to-Plains - Part 2

The paucity of 18-wheel-
ers thundering over west Texas
highways, Sept. 10, was a mea-
sure of light commercial driving
on Sunday afternoons. But, even
under heavy traffic, the road
stretching away to the northwest
from San Angelo is inviting and
open to far horizons.

The 1,360-mile Ports-To-
Plains Trade Corridor overlays
U.S. Highway 87 in its march
toward Colorado, from the west-
central counties of the Lone Star
State. Here, the road is smooth
asphalt, four-lane divided high-
way in excellent condition.

But in about 25 miles, where
the route snips the southwest
commer of Coke County, the
width is the same, but the road
is noticeably older, in need of
re-surfacing. In contrast, at the
county line, one of Texas’ snaz-
zy, nearly extravagant new high-
way rest stops greets drivers on
the northbound side of the road.

As 87 approaches Big Spring,
Texas, both the historic pe-
troleum extraction industry
and new energy exploration
are in evidence. The Howard
Glasscock Oil Field was “dis-
covered” in 1925, and remains
in the top 100 of oil producing
fields in the United States. And
across the road from this lucra-
tive Conoco Phillips treasure, is
a windmill electric energy gen-
erating “farm.”

North of Big Spring, the im-
pact of late summer rains and
center pivot irrigation color the
landscape with shades of emer-
ald green. Lush crops of cotton
and grain sorghum line the high-
way for miles.

The acreages have been his-
torically nourished and protected
by antique crop duster aircraft,
piloted by a dying breed of men

and women who spray fertilizer,
pesticides and other chemicals.
The mostly yellow planes are
still seen buzzing both sides
of U.S. Highway 87. But now,
this once-thriving industry is
increasingly hampered by ris-
ing costs of fuel, insurance, and
the advent of tall-wheeled “high
boy” field sprayers.

The importance of agriculture
in this part of Texas is further
demonstrated in tiny Lamesa,
Texas, about 60 miles south of
Lubbock. Bordering the east side
of the highway through town is
one dealership after another,
with lined-up, sparkling clean
farm implements: Harvesters,
seeders, sprayers, and new and
used tractors in impressive dis-
play.

North of Lamesa, the Ports-
To-Plains route along 87 is
rougher, in need of re-surfacing,
and for an eight-mile stretch
that is being accomplished in
southbound lanes with excellent
results toward Tahoka and into
Lubbock.

Lubbock is the hometown to
Ports-To-Plains, and Michael
Reeves is the coalition’s presi-
dent. The organization’s thrust
is to build a multi-lane divided
highway from the U.S. ports-of-
entry from Mexico to Colorado,
and, with connections to similar
routes, to Canada and the Pacific
Northwest. The coalition was in-
corporated in 1997, and has en-
joyed the support of governors
and congressional delegations in
Texas, New Mexico, Oklahoma
and Colorado.

“Our first phase of work was
building partners [industry rep-
resentatives, cities, counties
and chambers of commerce],”
Reeves explained, Sept. 11.
“Then we did that with depart-
ments of transportation in all the
states, and next with representa-

tives in Washington, D.C.”

Reeves’ predecessor in his cur-
rent job was Randy Neugebauer,
who has become a powerful ally
in Washington. Neugebauer suc-
cessfully ran for congress and
now represents the 19th Dis-
trict of Texas in the U.S. House
of Representatives. “And now
we’re back to developing part-
ners locally,” said Reeves.

The organization now boasts
24 municipalities on its list of
“Investors in Progress,” as well
as 19 counties, 13 economic
development organizations, ten
chambers of commerce, 19 cor-
porations, and 11 industry orga-
nizations and universities.

Money, of course, is the ever-
looming challenge to fulfilling
the goals of developing a safe,
reliable and economically-sat-
isfying corridor of commerce
through four states. With a $2.8
billion-price tag, Reeves is un-
derstandably in a hurry. “That’s
in today’s dollars,” Reeves
gushed, acknowledging that
ever-increasing fuel, materials
and labor costs will drive the
figure higher each year. “That’s
why we’ve got to move faster on
this.”

The need for speed is com-
pounded, Reeves said, by tight
financing available from most
state departments of transpor-
tation now, so he’s exploring
other revenue streams such as
leased right-of-ways. Noting
the increasing abundance of
“wind farms” generating energy
along the Ports-To-Plains route,
Reeves is considering whether
transmission lines entrenched in
the highway right-of-way could
be a convenience to producers
and a source of financing for
highway developers.

Texas Governor Rick Perry is

Q. Why do foreign ships allow liquor
and not American ships?

A. A gentleman named Admiral Jo-
sephus Daniels ended the practice of
“grog” on board ships. Until his time
men were given a grog ration every day.
““The Devil’s River News” of April 18,
‘1914 had the following to say about this
‘matter: Absolute prohibition will prevail

next. Secretary of the Navy Josephus
Daniels made public a sweeping order
which not only will abolish the tradi-
tion “wine mess” of the officers, but will
bar all alcoholic liquors from every ship
and shore station of the Navy. This or-
der, constituting one of the most notable
victories ever won by prohibition forces,
was issued on the recommendation of the
Surgeon General of the United States.

While this rule is still in effect at sea in
the U.S. Navy, it was amended to allow
the establishment of officer and enlisted
men clubs at shore facilities. One of the
reasons officers love to meet a foreign
ship at sea and be invited onboard is they
know they will get to partake in bever-
ages forbidden on their own ship.

‘Now let’s take a look at local news in
the same issue: Work is now progress-
ing rapidly on the addition to the school
house and the Board of Trustees expect
to:have everything ready for the opening
of the fall term in September. The Trust-
ees are deserving of special appreciation
at the head of the patrons for their un-
tiring efforts and attention to the duties
incident to the erection of the new build-
ing.

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NAGING DIABETES
WITH PORTION SIZES
By: Kelly L Thorp, MS

In the past decade or so, re-
search has improved and ex-
panded the dietary choices of
people with diabetes. No longer
are they limited to the exchange
method of meal planning. Re-
cent focus has been on carbohy-
drate counting. Because starches
and sugars — carbohydrates — ac-
count for most of the glucose in
the blood, especially right after
eating, many health profession-
als believe glucose levels can be
better controlled if dietary car-
bohydrates are better controlled.
For some, carbohydrate counting
can be easier to understand than
the exchange method, and easier
to apply to the foods eaten ev-
ery day. Meal planning is more
flexible, and people with diabe-
tes can even have an occasional
treat, provided they keep their
glucose levels in check. In addi-
tion to counting carbohydrates,
people with diabetes also benefit
from controlling portions. Both
techniques are important keys in
planning meals and controlling
glucose levels. COUNTING
CARBOHYDRATES Because
carbohydrates affect blood sugar
levels more than other foods,
and because controlling blood
sugar levels helps prevent the
start of diabetes complications,
focusing on and controlling car-
bohydrate intake can make a
difference in blood glucose lev-
els. The more starches and sug-
ars — carbohydrates — you eat,
the harder it is to control blood
glucose. Research has shown
the amount of carbohydrates in
foods is more important than
what kinds of carbohydrates are
eaten. That means people with
diabetes can occasionally eat
sweets, as long as they count the
carbohydrates in those sweets.
But remember: Sweets usually
also have a high fat content, and
so are more likely to provide
more “empty calories” with less
nutrition than other foods. Car-
bohydrates — starches and sug-
ars such as those found in pasta,
beans, cereal, fruits, rice, bread,
vegetables, juices, milk and oth-
er dairy products, and anything
made with added sugar such
as cakes, candy and pie — are
an important part of nutrition.
Counting carbohydrates can al-
low for variation in foods eaten
every day by providing a variety
of choices. It can also be used to
match and adjust insulin to food
intake. In order to count carbo-
hydrates, you must know:

- How many grams of carbo-

hydrates your body needs each
day;

- How many grams of carbo-
hydrates are in different foods;
and

- How to used this process in
planning meals.

Asabroad rule of thumb, about
half of the daily calories should
come from carbohydrates. But
because everybody is different,
individual carbohydrate needs
will vary from person to person.
To find out how many grams of
carbohydrates you should eat
each day, work with your health
care professional, such as a di-
etitian or certified diabetes edu-
cator. A gram is a unit of weight
— 28 grams equal one ounce.
Because they are so small, they
can be used to measure carbo-
hydrates accurately. Once you
know how many grams of carbo-
hydrate you need each day — and
when they should be eaten — you
can plan your meals and snacks
accordingly. To determine how
many grams of carbohydrate are
in specific foods, you can use
several methods. Read labels, if
the food has one, or read books
and other publications, visit Web
sites of diabetes organizations
and/or measure the foods on a
scale. For an accurate carbohy-
drate count, make sure portion
sizes are correct. To guesstimate
portion sizes — especially when
cating away from home —let your
hand guide you. For instance,
your fist is about the same size
as a one-cup portion; a handful is
about one to two ounces; a palm
is about three ounces; a thumb is
about one ounce; and a thumb-
tip is about a teaspoon. POR-
TION CONTROL One method
of portion control and carbohy-
drate counting is called the plate
method. Visualize a 9-inch plate.
At least one-half of the plate
should contain two servings of
vegetables. The other half of the
plate is divided in two — one is
for a serving of bread, starch, .
vegetable or grain, the otherv-
ing of meat or protein (about the
size of a deck of cards). In ad-
dition to the food on the plate,
you can have one serving of a
fat-free or low-fat dairy product.
When planning menus, allow
for more vegetables and whole-
grain breads or cereals, and eat
smaller servings of meats, meat
substitutes, starches, fruits and
low-fat milk. Remember: Blood
sugar levels will rise about the
same amount whether you eat
one serving of milk, one serving
of starch or one serving of fruit.
People with diabetes don’t usu-
ally need to follow special menu
plans or prepare special foods.
By watching portion sizes and
counting carbohydrates, they
can eat the same foods their
families do. For more informa-
tion on living with diabetes, plan
to attend the Do Well, Be Well
With Diabetes program, at the
Sutton County Senior Center
beginning on October 19th. For

land. In response to this new
threat, a new vaccine has been
developed for goats and is await-
ing USDA licensing approval.

Since 1983, over 60 stu-
dents have come to the station to
complete their doctoral degrees.
These students moved on to po-
sitions as deans, professors and
research scientists at major uni-
versities and companies all over
the world.

Now the focus is on reclaim-
ing the grassland savannah. The
fact that cedar has never domi-
nated the land like it has today is
a deep concern of Taylor’s. The
use of fire as a means of natural
brush control has substantially
increased the forage production
of many local ranches. Thus, in
the fall of 1997, the Edwards Pla-
teau Prescribed Burning Asso-
ciation was created under the di-
rection of Taylor. Other projects
concerning brush control include
the use of Super Juniper Eating
Goats. This project initiated by
Taylor and now implemented by
scientists Waldron, Walker and
Campbell, involves developing
the genetics of high juniper con-
suming animals and enhancing
those genetics through breeding.

arvest Strategies for White-tailed Bucks

By Pascual Hernandez, Sutton
County Extension Agent-Ag

Harvest is a key management
tool required to manage white-
tailed deer populations; however,
successful management must also
involve proper range or habitat
management. Hunting pressure
on the antlered segment of the
population determines the age of
bucks available for harvest. Bucks
complete body growth at 3 years
of age and are mature at 4 years.
Maximum antler development is
achieved at 5 and 6 years of age.
The manager may consider 1 of 3
basic buck harvest strategies.

The first strategy is to manage
for quality bucks that are mature
at 4 2 years or older. To maintain
a buck population with a sub-
stantial number of mature bucks,
the harvest must be restricted to
approximately 20% of antlered
males. The kill rate may initially
need to be dropped even lower to
“stockpile” mature bucks, or it can
be increased to 25% if there is a
surplus of bucks. Management for
mature quality bucks is practical
when there is light hunting pres-
sure, the ranch has a high fence,
or a large tract of land 1s involved
in the program. A disadvantage is
possible loss of bucks due to natu-

ral mortality, accidental death, or -

illegal harvest.

A second strategy is to furnish
maximum recreation by harvest-
ing 40-50% of the estimated buck
population. The harvest quota will
depend upon reproduction and
the volume of replacement bucks
from the fawn population. Under
this harvest strategy, 75-85% of
the bucks harvested will be young
deer in the 1 % and 2 ' year old
age classes. In areas subject to
heavy hunting pressure because
of small landownership size, this
may be a practical option.

The third option is a harvest rate
of 30-33% of the estimated buck
population. This option is be-
tween the limited harvest required
to produce mature quality bucks
and the maximum harvest of 50%.
The 30% harvest rate furnishes
greater volume of bucks to be har-
vested than the quality strategy of
harvesting 20%; also, it provides
for a greater number of older age
deer than does the maximum har-
vest rate of 50%.

The harvest of spike bucks
is another important aspect of
a management program. Spike
bucks are the result of inadequate
nutrition, age, and genetics, or
combination of these factors.
Spikes are generally found in the
yearling or 1 % year old age class;
however, yearling bucks can pro-
duce 4 to 8 points if nutrition is
adequate. For nutrition to be ad-
equate, deer numbers must be in
balance with the habitat, competi-
tion with livestock must be mini-
mal, and rainfall adequate. Addi-
tionally, research has shown that
on the average, yearling spikes

will remain inferior to fork-ant-
lered yearling bucks when these
two groups reach maturity. How-
ever, an unlimited harvest of
spike-antlered bucks is practical
only under very intensive man-
agement. Importantly, the man-
ager must remember that a high
incidence of spike-antlered bucks
is a symptom of rangeland over-
populated with deer and/or over-
stocked with domestic animals.
These factors that limit deer qual-
ity must be corrected before the
selective harvest of spike bucks is
beneficial to the program.

In addition, ethanol — distilled
from harvests of corn or grain
sorghum — is “coming on line
with a new plant in the Pan-
handle, soon,” said Reeves. The
Texas State Energy Conserva-
tion Office estimates that, by
2008, ethanol plants in Texas —
mostly in Central Texas and the
Panhandle region — will produce
500 million gallons of ethanol
annually. The new fuel must be
piped to consumers, and, again,
Reeves sees highway right-of-
ways as a logical answer.

But publicity and public- and
industry-education are impor-
tant objectives of the coalition,
too. Ports-To-Plains data reveal
that in the first six years of the
coalition’s existence, Texas De-
partment of Transportation let
$368.5 million in contracts for
projects along the route in that
state.

Moreover, last year congress
approved and the president

signed a massive transportation”

bill authorizing expenditure of
$286 billion for highway im-
provements and transit pro-
grams. It includes more than
$117 million in “direct funding
for projects along the Ports-To-
Plains Corridor.”

Reeves proudly showed off
a detailed plan for the corridor,
nearly filling a three-inch note-
book, a result of collaboration
among departments of transpor-
tation in all four states. Among
all the data showing where im-
provements are needed, what
kinds of improvements, and
estimated costs — with a four-
stage “Capital Structure Sched-
ule” — the planners estimate that
completion will create 40,000
new jobs, with an economic im-
pact of $4.5 billion, generating a
benefit-to-cost ration of three to
one.

Richard Smith, a 47-year-old
truck driver from the little com-
munity of Laverne, Ok., is all
for highway improvements, but
notes that there’s plenty of them
impeding his travels already.

“This whole country is noth-
ing but one major construction
zone,” said Smith, relaxing af-
ter lunch in the Flying J Travel
Center, Lubbock, Sept. 11. But

Smith and his two traveling com-
panions — Apollo, an eight-year-
old Boston Terrier, and Sissy,
Smith’s girlfriend’s Dachsund
— love their travels together.

“I haul ice cream to Laredo,”
Smith said. A former stock car
race driver in Wichita Falls, Tex-
as, and Altus, Ok., he now drives
for H.E.I., owner/operator, and
Schuster Trucking Company,
headquartered in Le Mars, Towa,
self-proclaimed “Ice  Cream
Capital of the World.”

Smith’s “reefer” — refrigerated
trailer — hauls meat and many
food perishables, “But we haul
any product they need to make
ice cream, too — whether its ice
cream cones from Kelloggs or
popsicle sticks from Maine.”

The trio — Smith and his canine
companions — have only been
with Schuster for five months,
“But I’ve been more satisfied
and happy with this company
than any other I’ve ever worked
for.” He left Le Mars with

32,000 potnds” of ice cream,

and after depositing the load in
five different locations, Smith is
now “dead-heading” back to La
Verne for some down time.

Truckers, Smith explained, arc
required by law to rest after 11
hours of driving, “But everybody
breaks that. We do whatever we
have to do to get the load there
on time.”

Smith had heard mention of
the Ports-To-Plains Corridor,
but knew little about it. His route
from Lubbock to Laredo only
goes to Sonora on the corridor.
Though the route is more direct
if he stayed on Ports-To-Plains,
Smith diverts onto Interstate 10
to San Antonio, then onto I-35,
south to the border.

His loyalty to the profession is
clear: “There’s a sign you may
have seen on trucks that says,
‘Without trucks, America stops!’
I wish more people realized that.
Without us, within a couple of
days all grocery stores would
close, because everybody would
panic and empty the shelves, but
the truckers have never been on
a nationwide strike.”

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Possible Name Change At Texas A&M

When people hear Texas A&M, most instantly think
about agriculture and a number of faculty members
fear that is exactly what potential students think. And
they say that mindset is making a need to get the word
out that the university is a whole lot more.

Dr. Elsa Murano, dean of the college of Agriculture
and Life Sciences, says the college needs to improve
its image so people have a better perception of what the
school is all about. If the image is revamped, it’s the
hope that prospective students will see the university in
a new appealing light.

AgriLife Sciences is the proposed new name of the
college of Agriculture and Life Sciences. Dr. Murano
says she and other faculty members want a name that
reflects all that the college has to offer.

The school not only offers programs in agriculture,
they also have programs in molecular biology, nutri-
tional sciences, homeland security, and more. That is
the message the name AgriLife Sciences is supposed
to deliver.

However, with change, some-opposition must come.

A number of past and present Ag students say changing
the name is not the way to go. One current Agriculture
student who opposes the change is Allen Livingston,
IV. :
He’s not convinced that a new name would draw
more students. Livingston says, “I don’t think they’re
going to come here based on the name of AriLife Sci-
ences or the college of Argiculture. They’re going to
come here because of the quality classes, instructors,
and job training that they can receive.”

He also says a name change could be detrimental to
the university and could even tarnish the reputation of
the university. Livingston is not alone in this opinion.
A campaign has been started on the internet to stop the
name change.

Dr. Murano says she understands and respects Texas
A&M’s roots in agriculture, but says the college’s ap-
peal needs to be expanded. She says a new name will
allow the college, “ To go from a perception of being
narrow and stuck in the eighteenth and nineteenth cen-
tury. To a very twenty-first century that is a very broad
definition of agriculture.”

Lower Enrollment Rates Lead to
Revamping Ag College’s Image

COALS is seeking to improve its image through a
branding initiative that will combine a large-scale ad-
vertising campaign with the possibility of changing the
college’s name.

Undergraduate enrollment in the college has dropped
by 254 students between 2003 and 2005, said Elsa
Murano, vice chancellor for the college. She said pro-
spective students’ and society’s antiquated perceptions
of agriculture are responsible for difficulty in recruit-
ment.

“Many people have a very narrow and dated concept
of agricultural education,” Murano said. “They think
that agriculture is only production of crops with old
technology. We must try to alter misconceptions about
the value of agriculture or we run the risk of becoming
irrelevant,” y

Pre-conceived notions. subject COALS students to
incorrect stereotypes, said junior agribusiness major
Genna Meisner.

“I hate that some people think that an agricultural
major is an inferior degree,” she said.

Murano said she submitted a proposal to recre-
ate COALS’ image in March to Big Picture Thinking
(BPT), a branding and marketing firm out of Houston.

“Branding is to change the entire image of an en-
tity,” she said. “We want those who are less knowl-
edgeable and supportive of agriculture to understand
our college’s contribution to research and development
in nutrition, food safety, bio security, environmental
conservation, water availability, bio fuels and all other
aspects encompassed by COALS.”

The campaign will consist of ads that visually expand

students’ perceptions of agriculture, Murano said.

“We are specifically considering utilizing Twelfth-
Man Advertising tools, television, posters, former stu-
dent magazines, recruiting events and buzz marketing,”
she said. .

Whatever the cost of the project, it will be funded
through discretionary funds from the Vice Chancellor
of Agriculture’s office, Murano said.

“The office’s fund is sponsored through gifts from
donors,” she said. “No state appropriated funding will
be used.”

Research indicated former and current COALS stu-
dents are satisfied with their educations and impressed
with the economic outlook of their future, and that uni-
versities indicated COALS was ranked among the top
three agricultural schools in the country.

Murano said her goal is for prospective students to
see the opportunities available within the college’s 28
majors.

“The BPT suggested changing the college’s name
to raise curiosity from outsiders, especially prospec-
tive students and to eliminate stereotypical notions that
are prevalent,” she said. “COALS is about life, so we
are considering changing our name to the College of
AgriLife Sciences.”

The name change has been endorsed by the college’s

graduate and undergraduate committees and is await-
ing approval by the faculty senate, A&M President
Robert M. Gates and the Texas A&M University Sys-
tem Board of Regents.
"~ While the changes might attract students, Dale
Pracht, assistant director and career coordinator of
COALS, said they could improve the college’s image
with prospective corporate employers.

“Should this name change come about, we (the ca-
reer center) would plan to work closely with the col-
lege to market students to employers,” he said.
